A particular focus will be placed on ensuring that the regulatory
environment in Europe supports innovation and investment, while
maintaining a technology-neutral approach and reflecting the needs
of customers.

“l look forward to further implementing the association's work, with
the support of our new President Markus Flasch, a strong Presidium
and the full membership. The motorcycle industry is an asset for the
European economy and ACEM wiill continue engaging with policy-
makers on the benefits L-category vehicles bring to society,” said
Antonio Perlot, Secretary General of ACEM.

With the start of his presidency, Markus Flasch underlines his
ambition to actively help shape the future of motorcycling in Europe,
ensuring that the industry continues to contribute to sustainable
mobility while preserving its economic relevance and emotional
appeal.
