Munich. The 2017 BMW Motorrad Race Trophy has just started but is
already a big success: so far, no fewer than 107 riders from 19 different
nations on six continents have registered for this unique worldwide
competition, 30 more compared to the same time last year.

The first
ranking of the 2017 edition has now been published. It is headed by
Carmelo Morales (ESP), who competes in the Spanish Championship
(CEV) on his BMW S 1000 RR of the Graphbikes easyRace SBK Team.

Morales leads the ranking with a total of 87.50 Race Trophy points. lan Hutchinson
(GBR / Tyco BMW) is currently second with 78.38 points collected in the Superstock
class of the British Superbike Championship (BSB STK). Michael Rutter (GBR /
Bathams SMT Racing), who also races in the BSB STK, follows in third position with
65.38 points.

For its fourth edition, in 2017, new features and modifications have been introduced
to make the competition even more attractive. Prize money and bonuses are given to
a much larger number of participants. Now, the top 30 riders of the ranking will be
awarded with a prize cheque at the end of the season (compared to 15 previously).
The winner will receive 15,000 Euros, second place will receive 10,000 Euros and
third place takes 7,500 Euros. For 30" place, a prize cheque of 500 Euros will be
given.
