According to on-site report, children wore specially designed caps and T-shirts and played games in Chengdu Children Normal Experimental Kindergarten. They were divided into groups to participate in safety themed activities, learning traffic knowledge and songs about traffic safety under the supervision of specialists and teachers. Fully understanding children’s acceptability and active nature, BMW has designed traffic education games and tailor-made a special traffic park, so as to strengthen children’s impression on traffic safety rules and regulations and enhance their self-protection awareness.
Mr. Roger Chan, General Manager of Summit Chengbao-Sichuan Dajin said, “As we all know, children are exposed to more dangers because of their limited knowledge about traffic safety.
