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The MINI Cooper S and MINI Cooper S Clubman Launched in Chinese Mainland
The High-end MINI in the Name of “Sport”
Shanghai. On top of the successful launch of the MINI Cooper and MINI Cooper Clubman, BMW China is further enlarging the MINI family in Chinese Mainland through introducing the high-end models of MINI - Cooper S. The MINI Cooper S and MINI Cooper S Clubman debuted in Shanghai today and came with  price tags of RMB 385,000 and RMB 410,000 respectively.
Born Sporty
As the sportiest and most dynamic athletes of MINI, the two Cooper S models are powered by a 1.6-litre four-cylinder with twin-scroll trubocharger and direct gasoline injection. Maximum output of 128 kW/175 hp comes at 5,500 rpm with peak torque of 240 Nm being delivered at 1,600 rpm. When accelerating all-out, torque is raised to an even higher level of 260 Nm by briefly increasing charge pressure (overboost). The extroardinary power accelerates the MINI Cooper S to 100 km/h in just 7.3 seconds and gives the car a top speed of 220 km/h. For the MINI Cooper S Clubman, the figure is correspondingly 7.8 seconds and 219 km/h. 
Both cars come as standard with a six-speed automatic gearbox, which keeps gear shifting smooth and precise thanks to the configuration perfectly matched to the performance characteristics of the engine. In addition, the driver is able to shift gears manually by means of paddles on the steering wheel, just like in Formula 1. 
Born Agility
The MINI Cooper S and MINI Cooper S Clubman enhance the go-kart driving excitement typical of MINI to the maximum. The chassis and suspension set-up on the two Cooper S cars is even more sporting and dynamic than that of the sports-oriented Cooper models, maintaining substantial safety reserves even when driving to the absolute limit. This renders the cars’ superior performance both on winding roads and expressway. In addition, the EPAS Electrical Power Assisted Steering gives the driver exact feedback on road conditions and the current driving situation, and the steering remains sporty and direct at all times, with power assistance geared to road speed. 
Born Safety 
The MINI Cooper S and MINI Cooper S Clubman provide the highest safety in terms of active and passive. The sports-oriented suspension is supported by a highly efficient and powerful brake system featuring highlights such as anti-lock control (ABS), Electric Brake Force Distribution (EBD), Cornering Brake Control (CBC), and Dynamic Stability Control (DSC) including hill start-off assistance all coming as standard, which ensures additional safety in critical situations.
As of passive safety, the crash-optimised passenger cell, six airbags featured as standard, three-point inertia-reel seat belts on all seats, belt latch tensioners and belt force limiters at the front, belt warner, ISOFIX child seat fastening system at the rear work as a whole to guarantee the driver and passengers all-around protection. The two models come as standard with 17-inch light-alloy rims and runflat tyres. The MINI Cooper S won the top five star result in the Euro NCAP test. 
More Dynamic Aesthetics
The two Cooper S cars are even more powerful looking than the MINI Cooper and MINI Cooper Clubman. The more muscular powerdome and the opening in the engine compartment lid, the larger radiator grille and roof spoiler, as well as the chrome-plated twin tailpipe and fuel tank cap are all exclusive elements, visualizing the enormous power and dynamics of the turbocharged engine that lurks within. While the slanted letter “S” marking MINI’s legend in motorsport, both in the indicator lamp and on the model designation at the rear, is beyond doubt the most distinctive symbol to show its identity.
