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1. MINI at the 79th International Geneva Motor Show 2009. 

(Short Version)

The range of models presented by the MINI brand at the 79th International Geneva Motor Show is once again more diverse and appealing than ever before. Indeed, MINI is again setting the standard for superior driving pleasure and, at the same time, greater efficiency with a broad choice of new models, no less than three world debuts underlining this claim at the 2009 Geneva Motor Show. 

The new MINI John Cooper Works Convertible combines extreme performance with the wish to enjoy that driving experience so typical of MINI as often as possible with the roof down. Apart from the 155 kW/211 hp four-cylinder power unit with its twin-scroll turbocharger and direct fuel injection, this outstanding model comes with numerous further features and components carried over directly from motorsport.

At the Geneva Motor Show held from 5–15 March 2009, MINI is furthermore presenting two new entry-level models offering a particularly economical rendition of individual style, the agility so typical of the brand, and premium quality: The MINI One Clubman comes with all the benefits of its innovative space concept now combined with an outstandingly economical 1.4-litre four-cylinder petrol engine delivering maximum output of 70 kW/95 hp. And introducing the MINI One 55 kW, the brand is also making a clear claim to leadership in sportiness and efficiency in yet another performance class. 

Offering the right qualities for today’s world, MINI, following record sales last year, remains on a successful path also in 2009 – all the more so as the undaunted popularity of the brand is based on a wide range of features no other manufacturer is able to offer in such an exceptional combination. The agile handling of the MINI is indeed just as unique as the car’s efficiency, with the MINI’s unmistakable design and wide range of customisation options ensuring an outstanding motoring experience, premium quality and uncompromising safety for ongoing enjoyment on the road superior to the competition. 

More than ever before, MINI stands out in 2009 as a manufacturer of truly unique cars offering a perfect symbiosis of outstanding fuel efficiency and emission management, on the one hand, with superior performance, on the other. 

Following the market launch of the new MINI Convertible, all models in the range now come with the latest generation of gasoline and diesel engines. A further highlight is the consistent introduction of efficiency-enhancing technologies such as Brake Energy Regeneration, Auto Start Stop and a gearshift point indicator featured as standard on all model variants. Thanks to these progressive technologies, MINI from now on offers no less than eight models with CO2 emissions in the EU test cycle of less than 140 grams per kilometre. 

Successfully integrating the John Cooper Works brand within the MINI family and introducing the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman with equal success into the market, MINI has significantly enhanced and upgraded its sporting profile. Outstanding success in racing culminating in three overall victories in the Monte Carlo Rally between 1964 and 1967 has indeed created an inseparable link between the name John Cooper and the motorsport myth of MINI, a tradition now continuing in the development and production of exceptionally sporting and dynamic models meeting both the requirements of motorsport and the many demands of everyday traffic.

The MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is now entering the market as the third top-flight athlete created through this fascinating symbiosis. Also powered by the 155 kW/211 hp four-cylinder originally developed for the model currently raced in the MINI CHALLENGE, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible accelerates to 100 km/h in just 6.9 seconds and has a top speed of 235 km/h. Performance of this kind clearly demonstrates a driving experience quite unique in the MINI segment, an experience combined not only with the incomparable pleasure of driving in the open air, but also with remarkable all-round efficiency, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible consuming an average of just 7.1 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 39.8 mpg imp) in the EU test cycle and limiting CO2 emissions to 169 grams per kilometre.

MINI stands for record achievements in terms of efficiency not only in this highest range of performance, but also in all other performance and power classes. This is clearly borne out, for example, by the 70 kW/95 hp MINI One Clubman with its average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of 5.4 litres/100 kilometres – equal to 52.3 mpg imp – and a CO2 emission rating of 130 grams per kilometre. The new entry-level model in the Clubman range at the same time proves its agility so typical of MINI through its acceleration to 100 km/h in 11.6 seconds and a top speed of 183 km/h or 113 mpg. 

In the gasoline engine segment, the MINI One 55 kW offers not only the lowest fuel consumption and best emission ratings, but also the fastest and most dynamic acceleration. Average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is a mere 5.3 litres/100 km or 53.3 mpg imp, CO2 emissions are 128 grams per kilometre, and acceleration to 100 km/h from a standstill comes in 13.2 seconds.

After this further extension of the model range, MINI is now able to fulfil individual customer wishes even more precisely and appropriately than before. The MINI now comes with a choice of four gasoline engines and one diesel power unit, with the MINI Clubman featuring three gasoline options and one diesel, and the MINI Convertible offering a choice of two gasoline engines. Added to these models there are of course also the three top-flight athletes proudly bearing the logo of John Cooper Works.

A wide range of paintwork options, interior colours, materials and trim options, as well as special equipment and accessories, also enables even the most discerning customer to put together his or her very own MINI according to his individual, personal taste, creating an absolutely unique, one-off model in the process.

· World debut: the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible.
Consistently open, conceived and designed without compromises for maximum driving pleasure. This is how the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is making its world debut at the International Motor Show 2009 in Geneva. As the third model from John Cooper Works, this unique Convertible combines the benefits of MINI’s new open four-seater with undiluted passion for motorsport. 

Through its powerful design and fully automatic roof mechanism, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible simply begs the enthusiast to drive in the open whenever he wishes. The 155 kW/211 hp four-cylinder power unit with its twin-scroll turbocharger and direct fuel injection, as well as special brakes made specifically for this outstanding model, customised rims and numerous other features likewise carried over from motorsport, allow a standard of performance quite unique in this category. Safety of the highest standard is ensured, inter alia, by the newly developed, single-piece rollover safety bar moving up automatically whenever required as well as DSC Dynamic Stability Control including DTC also featured as standard. 

· World debut: the MINI One 55 kW.
Driving pleasure in that unique MINI style, uncompromising premium quality and exemplary safety – the new MINI One 55 kW combines all these features with unparalleled all-round economy. Presenting this new entry-level model at the 2009 Geneva Show, MINI is again setting the standard for all-round efficiency in yet a further performance class. The 1.4-litre four-cylinder power unit with variable valve control develops 55 kW/75 hp at just 4,000 rpm, accelerating the MINI One 55 kW to 100 km/h in a mere 13.2 seconds. The car’s standard features include Brake Energy Regeneration, Auto Start Stop and a gearshift point indicator, all in the interest of enhanced efficiency. Average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is 5.3 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 53.3 mpg imp), and the MINI One 55 kW reduces CO2 emissions to just 128 grams per kilometre.

· World debut: the MINI One Clubman.
With its wheelbase extended over the “regular” MINI by 8 centimetres or 3.15" and with the same degree of extra legroom at the rear, the MINI Clubman is quite unique in many respects. Especially because through its innovative space concept the Clubman offers new options and advantages combined with a particularly high standard of economy in the MINI One Clubman. In this highly interesting new model, the 1.4-litre four-cylinder with variable valve management develops 70 kW/95 hp and accelerates the MINI One Clubman to 100 km/h in 11.6 seconds. As a result, this new engine variant to be admired at the Geneva Motor Show combines the agility so typical of MINI with truly outstanding efficiency. Modern drivetrain technology and efficiency-enhancing features also coming as standard on the MINI One Clubman allow average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of 5.4 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 52.3 mpg imp) and reduce CO2 emissions to 130 grams per kilometre. 

· New diversity: MINI, MINI Clubman, and the MINI Convertible 
in the 2009 model year.
The current MINI model range sets the standard not only in terms of sportiness, but also for efficiency. With the new MINI Convertible entering the market, all body variants now come with the latest and most advanced drivetrain technology. In combination with a wide range of fuel-saving improvements, this ensures an even broader choice of particularly econo​mi​cal models: the MINI Cooper, the MINI One, the MINI One 55 kW, the MINI Cooper D, the MINI Cooper Clubman, the MINI One Clubman, the MINI Cooper D Clubman, and the MINI Cooper Convertible, that is a total of no less than eight models, all come with a CO2 rating better than 140 grams per kilometre.

The range of John Cooper Works models now comprising three different variants likewise offers additional appeal. Featuring drivetrain and suspension components carried over directly from motorsport, the MINI John Cooper Works, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, and the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible all bear out the driving pleasure so typical of MINI in its most extreme and committed form.

3. Open Passion: 
World Debut of the 
MINI John Cooper Works Convertible.

The new MINI Convertible is simply ideal for driving in the open air – 
particularly with the very sporting DNA the car now has to offer. Only a few weeks after the world debut of the open four-seater MINI, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is being proudly presented to the public for the first time at the 2009 International Motor Show in Geneva. This open-air version of the most dynamic MINI combines the drivetrain technology of a racing car with the fascinating aesthetic appeal of the MINI Convertible, offering a truly unique driving experience borne out, first, by true passion for motorsport and, second, by the undaunted pleasure of enjoying the sun shining in and the wind rushing by in the most intense and exhilarating manner.

The 1.6-litre four-cylinder power unit of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible with its twin-scroll turbocharger and direct fuel injection ensures outright enthusiasm from the very beginning. Maximum output is 155 kW/211 hp, with peak torque of 260 Newton-metres/192 lb-ft between 1,850 and 5,600 rpm increasing briefly by way of Overboost to an even more significant 280 Newton-metres/206 lb-ft. 

This outstanding power unit is based on the engine raced in the MINI John Cooper Works CHALLENGE to be admired for the first time in the 2008 MINI CHALLENGE season. With this kind of power, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible accelerates to 100 km/h in 6.9 seconds, performance of this calibre, together with outstanding sportiness, making the new model a true exception in the MINI Convertible segment.

The MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is the third model bearing the John Cooper Works logo integrated under the overall roof of the MINI brand. Like the MINI John Cooper Works and the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman both presented at the Geneva Motor Show in March 2008, this open-air top-flight performer represents the close connection between the two brands based on decades of experience in motorsport and generating a strong influence on the development of both new cars and components. 

These very special models built together with all other MINIs individually to the customer’s order at the MINI Plant in Oxford and sold through the MINI dealer network represent the typical MINI values of driving pleasure, premium quality and individual style in a particularly concentrated, high-impact rendition.

In terms of reliability, quality of finish and authenticity in design, all of these three top performers naturally offer all the high standards of the BMW Group. And these quality standards naturally also apply to the John Cooper Works performance components geared perfectly to the MINI. 

Parallel to the introduction of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible, new options and accessories from John Cooper Works are also being introduced on the “regular” MINI and MINI Clubman. This extends the wide range of retrofittable options inspired directly by motorsport through the addition of exclusive special instruments offering the driver even more detailed information on the state of the car and current driving conditions. Depending on his personal preferences, for example, the driver may focus more on the coolant temperature, the relative torque of the engine, or the car’s lateral acceleration.

MINI John Cooper Works Convertible: more sport, more fresh air.

The MINI John Cooper Works Convertible owes its uncompromisingly sporting character particularly to the power machine concealed within the engine bay. And just like the engine itself, many other components on the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible are derived directly from motorsport, among them the exclusive light-alloy wheels particularly light and agile, the brakes with their extremely high standard of stopping power, a new emission system, as well as the modified six-speed manual gearbox.

With all of these features being developed in direct connection with the new racing car for the MINI CHALLENGE, driving pleasure in the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is significantly promoted also through the direct influence of motorsport and know-how carried over from racing. 

From the ground up, the 1,598-cc four-cylinder power unit based on the engine in the MINI Cooper S Convertible boasts numerous technical features first seen in motorsport. The cylinder block and bearing case, for example, are made of aluminium, the four valves per cylinder are masterminded by two overhead camshafts, roller-type drag arms optimised for minimum friction, and hydraulic valve play compensation elements. The exhaust valves, in turn, are filled with sodium in order to meet the greater cooling requirements of a turbocharged engine.

The increase in power and performance over the MINI Cooper S Convertible results in particular from the optimised inflow and outflow of air as well as the modified turbocharger. And the particular sound of the engine also bears testimony to the free flow of air on both the intake and exhaust side.

Motorsport know-how and detailed modifications for extra power.

The pure air line leading into the turbocharger now offers even higher flow capacity, the twin-scroll turbocharger, through its design principle, ensuring particularly spontaneous development and build-up of power and performance. 

The ducts within the exhaust gas manifold and the turbocharger are separated from one another in each case, operating for two cylinders at a time. The rotor blades, in turn, operate smoothly and in exactly the right flow from the very beginning at low engine speeds. The turbine featured on the power unit in the MINI John Cooper Works is made of a particularly sophisticated material allowing an increase in maximum charge pressure from 0.9 to 1.3 bar. 

Maximum torque of 260 Newton-metres/192 lb-ft comes all the way from 1,850–5,600 rpm. When accelerating torque is indeed briefly increased even further to 280 Newton-metres/206 lb-ft between 2,000 and 5,300 rpm, this special Overboost function giving the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible even more power and muscle.

Maximum output of 155 kW/211 hp comes at 6,000 rpm, spontaneous and direct response of the engine also being expressed by the car’s outstanding acceleration, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible reaching 100 km/h within just 6.9 seconds and continuing all the way to its top speed of 235 km/h or 146 mpg.

The turbocharged four-cylinder comes with direct fuel injection applying the common-rail principle. Injection valves positioned at the side in the cylinder head deliver fuel in an exact dose and at a pressure of 120 bar from the supply line directly to the combustion chamber, ensuring an appropriate supply of fuel geared at all times to driving conditions and requirements.

Average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is unusually low for a car with this kind of performance, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible making do with just 7.1 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 39.8 mpg imp) and limiting its CO2 emission rating to 169 grams per kilometre.

Transmission, suspension, brakes: developed for the race track, optimised for the road.

Again typical of the brand, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible comes with front-wheel drive. Power is transmitted to the front wheels by a six-speed manual gearbox with gearshift elements and components specially set to the particularly high torque of this new top-of-the-range engine.

Apart from the car’s sophisticated suspension technology with McPherson spring struts at the front and a centrally-guided rear axle quite unique in the small car segment, EPS Electrical Power Steering also guarantees safe and extremely precise handling at all times. At the same time electrical steering power assistance makes an important contribution to greater efficiency by cutting in only when power assistance is actually required or is desired by the driver.

EPS Electrical Power Steering allows the driver to program various settings, the basic setting guaranteeing smooth and well-balanced servo support as a function of road speed. The Sports Button positioned on the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible as standard next to the centre console then enables the driver to choose a significantly more dynamic set-up with higher steering forces and enhanced steering precision whenever he wishes. And when pressing the Sports Button, the driver will automatically switch over to a gas pedal control map providing an even higher standard of sporting performance. 

Likewise featured as standard, the sports brakes guarantee short stopping distances, a precise response, and smooth, fine dosage of brake power. The fixed-calliper disc brakes with their aluminium callipers finished in red – and featuring inner-venting on the front wheels as well as the John Cooper Works logo on the callipers – are extra-large in size for enhanced performance. 

The exclusive 17-inch light-alloy wheels in John Cooper Works Cross Spoke CHALLENGE design are likewise carried over from motorsport with its particularly great demands in terms of suspension technology. Weighing less than 10 kg or 22 lb, these 205/45 W 17 high-speed wheels are exceptionally light and boast runflat technology in the interest of extra safety. 

Featured as standard and unique in the front-wheel-drive segment: DSC including DTC.

Over and above its sport-tuned suspension and powerful brakes, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible also features the most advanced and sophisticated driving stability systems. The features offered as standard include ABS anti-lock brakes, EBD Electronic Brake Force Distribution, CBC Cornering Brake Control and DSC Dynamic Stability Control including a Hill Start-Off function, DTC Dynamic Traction Control, and a Brake Assistant. 

Serving as a sub-function of DSC, DTC enables the driver at the touch of a button to raise the response thresholds of Dynamic Stability Control, intentionally allowing controlled slip on the drive wheels. This allows the driver of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible to set off under controlled conditions on, say, a snowbound surface or loose sand with the front wheels spinning lightly in a controlled process, or to drive even closer to the limits of physics in particularly dynamic situations. Then, when reaching the physical limit, DSC will intervene as before, also in the DTC mode. And if he wishes, the driver is also able to deactivate DSC altogether. 

The DSC-off mode also activates an electronically controlled limited-slip function on the rear axle differential. This system – Electronic Differential Lock Control – likewise featured as standard, supports a particularly sporting and ambitious style of motoring, for example when accelerating out of a bend or hairpin. Thanks to the electronically controlled limited-slip function, a spinning drive wheel is slowed down appropriately by application of the brakes in a tight bend, improving the car’s forward traction and pulling power without exerting a negative influence on the car’s steering behaviour. As a result, the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible takes bends even more smoothly, harmoniously and, at the same time, faster than before. 

Design: uncompromisingly open, unmistakably athletic.

The MINI John Cooper Works Convertible combines the outstanding potential of its drivetrain and suspension technology with the unique features and fortes of the MINI Convertible. Indeed, the exceptionally sporting character of the new model is borne out in particular by the car’s new design, the stretched side view boasting a silhouette inspired by the classical roadster thanks to the rollbar remaining almost completely out of sight when the roof is open. The steep windscreen, in turn, emphasises the character of an uncompromisingly open car not only in its looks, but also gives the driver and front passenger an even greater experience of open-air motoring when driving with the roof down. 

The car’s proportions, short overhangs front and rear, large wheel cutouts, the height of the waistline and numerous design features typical of the brand show clearly that the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is most definitely a fully-fledged member of the MINI family. The entire front view is the same as on the MINI John Cooper Works. The rear end, in turn, is subdivided by horizontal lines flowing parallel to one another, creating the smoothly tapered multi-level contours so typical of the brand and further accentuated by the sheer width of the car. 

The tailgate of the new MINI John Cooper Works Convertible opening to the bottom features hinges hidden away snugly on the inside, creating a homogeneous surface again enhancing the muscular look of the rear end. 

Soft roof complete with a sliding roof function – also operating 
while driving.

The soft roof of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible likewise combines an unmistakable look with unique function. With the roof closed the car boasts those typical proportions so characteristic of the MINI, the low roofline additionally emphasising the sporting flair of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible.

The high-quality, particularly wind-proof and extremely hard-wearing textile material rests firmly on the roof bars made of steel and aluminium, limiting deformation otherwise caused by the wind at high speeds to an absolute minimum. 

The soft roof opens and closes completely by way of electrohydraulic operation within 15 seconds in each case. The opening and closing mechanism is activated by a toggle switch on the front roof frame in typical MINI design. 

To offer the driver and passengers the pleasure of motoring in the open air very quickly and spontaneously, and to react immediately to sudden rainfall, the roof may be opened and closed while driving at a speed of up to 30 km/h. And as a further function the soft top may be opened even before setting out by means of remote control integrated in the smooth-edged ignition key fitting into the lock smoothly on either side. 

The unique sliding roof function on the soft top is activated by all-electric control, the front section of the roof moving back by up to 40 centimetres or almost 16 inches, again with the help of the switch on the front roof frame. This highly enjoyable sensation of driving with fresh air adjustable to virtually any position is available up to a speed of 120 km/h or 75 mpg. 

Larger side windows and retractable rollbar for optimised 
all-round visibility.

Excellent all-round visibility with the roof closed results, first, from the large side windows at the rear and, second, from the newly engineered retractable rollbar. The single-piece rollbar moving up when required rests slightly below the headrests on the rear seats and therefore does not in any way obstruct the visibility of the driver looking back.

Over and above the extremely stiff passenger cell, load bearing structures of the highest calibre, as well as precisely defined deformation zones, frontal airbags and head/thorax airbags integrated in the outside of the front seat backrests and protecting the occupant in a side-on collision both on head and thorax level as well as around the hips all come as standard on the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible.

Three-point inertia-reel seat belts are featured on all four seats, with additional belt force limiters and optimised belt latch tensioners at the front.

All restraint systems are masterminded by central safety electronics including sophisticated sensors operating the various units individually as a function of the type and intensity of a collision.

The safety system featured in the John Cooper Works Convertible also includes a rollover sensor activating the newly developed rollbar as well as the belt tensioners on the front seats and the head/thorax airbags in good time in the event of a rollover. Together with the windscreen frame designed and engineered specifically for the requirements of a convertible, the new, single-piece rollbar moving up electromechanically within 150 milliseconds whenever required helps to ensure maximum occupant safety within the passenger cell.

The interior: variable in configuration, sporting and elegant in style.

Within the interior of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible the sporting but straightforward elegance of the car’s ambience comes together with a standard of all-round functionality quite unique in this class. A three-spoke sports steering wheel finished in leather forms the interface between the driver and his high-performance convertible, the roof lining finished in anthracite and interior surfaces in glossy Piano Black create an atmosphere of calmness and tranquillity, allowing the driver to concentrate on the essential at all times. Yet another feature in the cockpit of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is the speedometer extending all the way to 260 km/h or 160 mpg.

At the rear the new rollbar, through its design and configuration, likewise enhances the everyday driving qualities of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible. Made of one single unit, the aluminium rollbar extends behind the rear seats across the entire width of the interior and allows space for a large through-loading between the luggage compartment and the passenger compartment, giving the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible additional variability and flexibility in use.

Split down the middle, the rear-seat backrest may be folded down either half the way across or in full, depending on the user’s requirements. With the roof closed, this provides up to 660 litres or 23.1 cubic feet of loading capacity.

As a further highlight the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible comes with an Easy-Load system, the tailgate pivoting down for use as a storage and loading panel able to hold a weight of up to 80 kg or 176 lb. This, together with the rear roof frame swivelling up by approximately 35°, provides a particularly large and generous opening into the luggage compartment.

With the roof open the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible offers a capacity in the luggage compartment of 125 litres or almost 4.4 cubic feet. With the roof closed the luggage compartment cover resting on two guide rails and holding the roof when open may be moved up in a smooth and convenient manoeuvre, increasing capacity in the luggage compartment to 170 litres or nearly 6.0 cubic feet.

The degree and force of the wind rushing by with the roof open may also be adjusted entirely to the occupants’ individual wishes, the optionally available wind deflector significantly reducing air swirl within the interior. All the user has to do is fit the wind deflector into position behind the front seats and move it up in one simple process. 

Full customisation in every respect: top-end audio and 
navigation systems, complete integration of the Apple iPhone.

It almost goes without saying that MINI offers the discerning purchaser a wide range of customisation in configuring the open-air version of this outstanding performer: The MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is available with the full range of paintwork options, interior features, seat upholstery, interior colours and trim variants as well as the same wide choice of comfort features as on the other models. And the sophisticated, top-end entertainment and navigation systems offered by MINI are naturally also available in the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible, the audio controls including the CD player featured as standard and the 6 ½" TFT colour display in the optional navigation system all housed within the large circular instrument in the middle. 

Using the AUX port likewise featured as standard, the driver and passengers are able to play back music recorded, say, on an MP3 player through the audio system. A special interface serving to fully integrate an Apple iPod is available as special equipment, and an optional mobile phone preparation kit or, respectively, integrated hands-free telephone operation complete with a Bluetooth interface and a USB port serve to provide optimum and reliable communication on the road at all times. Even an interface for integrated operation of audio and telephone functions is available specifically for the user’s Apple iPhone.

Performance on premium level: John Cooper Works accessories.

The wide range of MINI and John Cooper Works accessories serves to raise motoring comfort, practical driving qualities and sporting performance to an even higher level of perfection. The highlights in the John Cooper Works range of accessories include the Aerodynamics Package and Sport Suspension with springs finished in red and cross-drilled brake discs. Further features are a dome reinforcement bar for the engine compartment, mirror caps in carbon, as well as side scuttles on the side direction indicators in particularly sporting grid design.

Through their anthracite-coloured faces, they also accentuate the sporting character of the cockpit.

The customer has to choice of no less than three different analogue instruments, with up to two instruments being integrated to the right and left of the rev counter, exactly in the driver’s line of vision. The coolant temperature indicator, for example, offers the driver clear information on the engine’s current running condition, monitoring the power unit while warming up and enabling the driver to adjust his style of motoring precisely to current requirements. 

The relative torque indicator constantly informs the driver of the engine’s current load condition. This important information is provided by presenting the torque acting on the crankshaft relative to the maximum torque available under peak conditions. Using this information, the driver will find it much easier to choose the ideal gear for dynamic and powerful acceleration whenever he wishes. 

On the MINI Cooper S, the MINI John Cooper Works, the MINI Cooper S Clubman, and the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, the driver also receives further information on the turbocharger Overboost function. 

All MINI and MINI Clubman models equipped with DSC Dynamic Stability Control are furthermore available with a lateral acceleration indicator informing the driver of the lateral forces acting on the car in a bend or on a winding road. 

Given all these qualities, the additional John Cooper Works instruments are simply ideal in highlighting the sporting character of the MINI and the MINI Clubman, raising the driver’s motoring pleasure to an even higher standard. In their design and quality, the instruments naturally reflect the high standards of the BMW Group. They are sold and fitted through the regular MINI dealer network.

The MINI One Clubman is powered by the same 70 kW/95 hp four-cylinder petrol engine which has already proven its outstanding efficiency most impressively in the MINI One.

Over and above this proven model, the new entry-level variant now entering the market is the MINI One 55 kW. These two new models being presented for the first time at the 2009 Geneva Motor Show make the world of the MINI even more attractive and, indeed, enticing. Both models combine the agile handling so typical of the MINI and the unmistakable style of the brand with maximum all-round economy. Offering fuel consumption and CO2 emissions in the EU test cycle of just 5.4 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 52.3 mpg imp) and 130 grams per kilometre on the MINI One Clubman and, respectively 5.3 litres (53.3 mpg imp) and 128 grams on the MINI One 55 kW, both of these new cars underline MINI’s commitment to ensure full harmony of product substance, safety and driving pleasure of premium calibre with the appropriate ecological and economic qualities so essential in today’s world.

Introducing the MINI One Clubman and the MINI One 55 kW in March 2009, MINI is also presenting a new Equipment Package: The Earl Grey Package comes with metallic paintwork in Dark Silver, sporting trim stripes on the side of the car, specially designed wheel trim covers, and white direction indicators. The package is available at a particularly attractive price not only on the MINI One 55 kW, but also on the MINI One, the MINI Cooper, and the MINI Cooper D as well as the MINI One Clubman, the MINI Cooper Clubman, and the MINI Cooper D Clubman.

MINI One Clubman: perfect entry into the range in two ways.

The MINI Clubman has very quickly become a fully-fledged member of the MINI model family. Through its unique body concept, it offers brand-new options and benefits in enjoying the driving pleasure so typical of MINI. Indeed, the MINI Clubman re-interprets the classical shooting brake concept in brand-new style, combining both sporting performance and superior function through its striking, extended roofline and the absolutely unique arrangement of its doors.

The MINI Clubman comes with its wheelbase extended by 80 millimetres or 3.15" over the “regular” MINI, offering passengers at the rear precisely this much extra legroom. Entry into the rear lounge is facilitated by an additional door, the Clubdoor on the right-hand side of the car pivoting at the rear.

The rear seat bench is available also on the MINI One Clubman with either three or two seats. And at the rear of the MINI One Clubman the two-piece Splitdoor with its wings opening to the right and left ensures very convenient and easy access to the generous luggage compartment. 

The four-cylinder power units available in the MINI Clubman represent the latest state of the art in engine development, setting the standard worldwide in the MINI and MINI Clubman segment in terms of muscular power and all-round efficiency. 

This also applies to the 1.4-litre four-cylinder petrol engine now available in the MINI One Clubman. Derived from the 1.6-litre power unit of the MINI Cooper Clubman, this new power unit, like its “bigger” brother, comes with fully variable valve management developed on the basis of the BMW Group’s unique VALVETRONIC technology.

Made of aluminium, this new engine also features a volume flow-controlled oil pump and an on-demand coolant pump in the interest of even greater efficiency, the pumps being operated only when the power unit in the new MINI One Clubman has reached its optimum operating temperature. 

Like in the MINI One, the four-cylinder featured in the MINI One Clubman offers maximum output of 70 kW/95 hp at an engine speed of 6,000 rpm, with peak torque of 140 Newton-metres or 103 lb-ft at 4,000 rpm. 

The new MINI One Clubman likewise comes as standard with a wide range of efficiency-enhancing technologies serving to reduce fuel consumption and emissions and, at the same time, to enhance the car’s performance. These include Brake Energy Regeneration concentrating the generation of electric power for the car’s on-board network on periods of brake application and overrun, as well as the Auto Start Stop function switching off the engine when coming to a stop at the traffic lights or a road junction, and a gearshift point indicator. 

The MINI One Clubman accelerates to 100 km/h in 11.6 seconds and reaches a top speed of 183 km/h or 113 mpg. Average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is 5.4 litres/100 kilometres – equal to 52.3 mpg imp – and the car’s CO2 rating is 130 grams per kilometre.

Six-speed automatic transmission available as an option also 
on the MINI One Clubman.

The new MINI One Clubman comes as standard with a precise, crisp and easy-to-use six-speed manual gearbox.

Six-speed automatic transmission is available as an option right from the start, combining a particularly direct link to the engine with a sporting and equally crisp gearshift. In the manual mode it furthermore gives the driver the option to control the selection of gears through the selector lever. 

The MINI One Clubman makes a unique appearance right from the start through the individual design of its front end. Like the MINI One, the Clubman comes in this case with a specially designed hexagon radiator grille typical of the MINI. The grille surround is finished in chrome, with the MINI One Clubman standing out from the other model variants also through its black crossbars. The air intake, in turn, is the same as on the MINI Cooper Clubman, emphasising its three-dimensional look and boasting a slight upward swing. And last but not least, the exterior mirror caps on the MINI One Clubman come as standard in Black. 

Introducing this new model variant into the market, MINI also offers a range of new colours on all engine versions of the MINI Clubman. From now on, therefore, the door surround available as an option in Black or Silver may also be combined with the colour of the body itself, thus creating a particularly homogeneous colour scheme as an alternative to the appealing contrasting effect so far provided as the only choice.

The MINI One Clubman, like the other models in the range, is furthermore available with a broad choice of sophisticated interior options and special equipment enabling the discerning customer to turn every MINI into his or her personally configured dream car.

The new MINI One 55 kW is entering the market with the same pure driving pleasure and unmistakable style so typical of the brand. Apart from its characteristic look, the MINI One 55 kW shares its suspension technology and all other model features with its 70 kW/95 hp counterpart within the series. Only the six-speed automatic transmission available as an option on the MINI One and the MINI One Clubman is not available on the MINI One 55 kW. 

The new entry-level model ensures greater diversity not only in the world of the MINI, but also in the entire small car segment, introducing a new power and performance class and setting new highlights in terms of efficiency. Compared with all equally powerful petrol-engine models in its class, the MINI One 55 kW is the most fuel-efficient and lowest-emission model, combining these outstanding benefits with the unique quality of a genuine premium car. The MINI One 55 kW is powered by a four-cylinder petrol engine with the same technical features and highlights as the MINI One and the MINI One Clubman. Free-revving driving qualities, low weight and an exceptionally high standard of all-round efficiency are the characteristic features of this 1.4-litre aluminium power unit. Other technical highlights are fully variable valve management, the volume flow-controlled oil pump and an on-demand coolant pump. In its new specification, the engine develops its maximum output of 55 kW/75 hp at a speed of just 4,000 rpm, with peak torque of 120 Newton-metres/88 lb-ft developed at an equally low 2,500 rpm.

Again in the interest of optimum efficiency, the MINI One 55 kW comes as standard with Brake Energy Regeneration, an Auto Start Stop function and a gearshift point indicator. The power of the engine is conveyed in typical MINI style to the front wheels via a six-speed manual gearbox, the MINI One 55 kW accelerating to 100 km/h in 13.2 seconds and reaching a top speed of 175 km/h or 109 mpg.

Offering this kind of performance, the MINI One 55 kW is the most dynamic model in its class and, at the same time, with average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of 5.3 litres/100 kilometres (53.3 mpg imp) and a CO2 emission rating of 128 grams per kilometre, the most economical car in its segment.

The new entry-level model in the MINI range comes with the same standard equipment as the MINI One. At the same time a wide range of options and accessories allows the discerning purchaser to customise his or her MINI One 55 kW in virtually every respect. 

The market launch of the MINI One 55 kW comes together with the introduction of the new Earl Grey Equipment Package combining various attractive options at particularly affordable terms. Apart from metallic paintwork in Dark Silver, the Earl Grey Package comprises specially designed wheel covers and white direction indicators. Black-and-white trim stripes on the side of the body exclusive to the Earl Grey Package add a further striking highlight, starting behind the side direction indicators and extending in a dynamic sweep all the way to the rear light clusters, the two black stripes tapering out to the rear and ending in the rear side panel.

The Earl Grey Package is a particularly attractive option in customising the MINI and the MINI Clubman. It is available not only for the MINI One 55 kW, but also for the MINI One, the MINI Cooper and the MINI Cooper D as well as the MINI One Clubman, the MINI Cooper Clubman, and the MINI Cooper D Clubman.

The current range comprises no less than eight models with a CO2 rating of less than 140 grams per kilometre, featuring the most advanced drivetrain and safety technology on the MINI, the MINI Clubman and the MINI Convertible, an even wider choice of engines than before, as well as three top-flight athletes entering the market on behalf of both MINI and John Cooper Works.

Given this diversity, the MINI model range is more appealing and versatile than ever in the year 2009. And with the models launched at the beginning of the year as well as the new models presented for the first time at the 2009 Geneva Motor Show, the world’s only premium brand in the small car segment is continuing its successful development with the same full impact as before.

Particularly the new MINI Convertible offers a truly outstanding, brand-new highlight. With even more sporting and dynamic design than before, active and passive safety optimised to a new standard, an even wider range of functions and engines of the latest generation, the only premium convertible in the MINI segment again raises the benchmark for supreme driving pleasure to an even higher level.

The new MINI Convertible likewise stands out through its everyday driving qualities, simply begging the driver to lower the roof wherever possible – on every mile, on every road.

The power units are also typical of MINI in their outstanding efficiency, as is the agile handling of this unique open four-seater. Entering the market, the new MINI Convertible comes in the guise of the MINI Cooper S Convertible and the MINI Cooper Convertible both powered by modern four-cylinder petrol engines.

The range of power units for the MINI is being expanded in 2009 to four petrol engines and one diesel. The latest newcomer to the range is the entry-level MINI One 55 kW, while the MINI Clubman is now available with no less than three petrol engines and one diesel power unit.

The very special models bearing the John Cooper Works logo and carried over directly from motorsport come in a class of their own, this unique range of high performers now comprising not only the MINI John Cooper Works and the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, but also the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible. Offering motorsport technology of the highest calibre, these performance models come with a 1.6-litre four-cylinder featuring a twin-scroll turbocharger and direct gasoline injection developing maximum output of 155 kW/211 hp.

The new MINI Convertible: uncompromisingly open.

Compared with its predecessor, the new MINI Convertible offers an even more powerful and mature look, the stretched side view of the car exuding an even greater touch of sporting performance and the almost invisible rollbar maintaining a clear-cut silhouette inspired by the classic roadster whenever the roof is down. The windscreen rising up steeply, in turn, emphasises the character of this uncompromisingly open car not only in its looks, but also through the driving experience, with the driver and front passenger sitting virtually in the open air as long as the roof is down.

The proportions and numerous design elements of the new MINI Convertible clearly prove that this unique model remains a fully-fledged member of the MINI family. The front view, for example, is MINI all the way – including the model-specific features clearly distinguishing the MINI Cooper S Convertible and the MINI Cooper Convertible from one another.

The rear end is subdivided by horizontal lines, the flowing multi-level contours emphasising the sheer width of the car. The tailgate on the new MINI Convertible opening to the bottom, in turn, comes with hinges fitted at the inside providing a homogeneous, flat surface again emphasising the muscular look of this open-air model. 

Soft roof with optimised all-round visibility and sliding roof function. 

The sophisticated, particularly wind-tight and hard-wearing soft roof on the new MINI Convertible combines an unmistakable look with unique all-round function. Enhanced all-round visibility with the roof closed results, first, from the slightly larger side windows and, second, from the newly engineered, retractable rollbar: This single-piece rollbar rests in position slightly below the headrests on the rear seats, thus not in any way obstructing the vision of the driver looking to the rear.

The soft roof opens and closes completely by electrohydraulic power within just 15 seconds and may be operated at a speed of up to 30 km/h. The sliding roof function on the new MINI Convertible, in turn, is activated in an all-electric process, the front section of the soft top moving back up to 40 centimetres or 16" and enabling the driver and passengers to enjoy the full pleasure of fresh air coming into the car at a speed of up to 120 km/h or 75 mpg. 

Optimised occupant safety provided by the new rollover safety system, four airbags, and central safety electronics. 

The passenger cell 10 per cent stiffer than on the former model, ultra-strong load-bearing structures as well as precisely defined crumple zones serve to appropriately divert and absorb impact energy in the event of a head-on, side or rear collision.

Reflecting the particular character of a convertible, body stiffness is further optimised on the new model by the newly engineered floorpan as well as the A-pillars and side-sills reinforced once again over the fixed-roof MINI. 

The new MINI Convertible comes as standard with frontal airbags and head/thorax airbags at the side, the latter integrated in the outer flanks of the front seat backrests and protecting both the head, the upper body and the hips of the occupant from injury in a side-on collision. All four seats feature three-point inertia-reel seat belts, with additional belt force limiters and optimised belt tensioners at the front.

All restraint systems are masterminded by a central electronic safety unit including individual sensors and are activated as a function of the type and intensity of a collision.

The MINI Convertible also comes with a rollover sensor activating the newly developed rollbar as well as the belt latch tensioners on the front seats and the head/thorax airbags in good time in the event of a rollover. Together with the windscreen frame specifically reinforced to meet the demands of open-air motoring, the new rollbar moving up electromechanically whenever required within 150 milliseconds serves to ensure maximum occupant safety as part of the car’s passenger cell. 

The interior: spacious, variable, sophisticated.

The single-piece aluminium rollbar spans the entire width of the interior behind the rear seats. As long as it is in its usual rest position, the rollbar does not extend above the rear headrests. And forming a single-piece unit, it also allows the integration of a large through-loading opening between the luggage compartment and the passenger compartment, giving the new MINI Convertible additional variability.

Depending on the driver’s and passengers’ requirements, the rear-seat backrest split down the middle may be tilted down either individually on each side in a 50:50 configuration or completely from one side to the other, offering no less than 660 litres or 23.1 cubic feet of luggage space with the roof closed. 

Like its predecessor, the new MINI Convertible comes with an Easy-Load system with the tailgate pivoting down for use as a loading shelf able to carry a weight of up to 80 kg or 176 lb. With the rear roof frame swivelling up additionally by approximately 35°, the user has the advantage of a large and generous opening leading into the luggage compartment offering a capacity with the roof open of 125 litres or almost 4.4 cubic feet on the new MINI Convertible. With the roof closed, in turn, the luggage compartment cover running on two rails and holding the roof when open swivels up when required to provide no less than 170 litres or nearly 6.0 cubic feet of storage space. 

The new MINI Convertible comes as an option with either “regular” or automatic air conditioning. The latter – automatic air conditioning – includes a convertible mode activated automatically as soon as the roof is opened. This keeps the temperature set at exactly the desired level regardless of the wind rushing by, the outside temperature and direct sunshine. 

Guaranteeing driving pleasure of the highest standard: 
the new generation of four-cylinder power units.

Muscular, fast-revving and extremely efficient – these are the qualities of the two four-cylinder gasoline engines available right from the start in the new MINI Convertible. Indeed, these engines guarantee an enormous improvement of driving pleasure in the new generation of the open-air MINI combined with significant progress in terms of all-round economy and efficiency. Compared with the former models, fuel consumption and CO2 emissions are down by 23 (MINI Cooper S Convertible) and, respectively, 22 (MINI Cooper Convertible) per cent.

Both engines are made of light alloy and displace 1,598 cc, benefiting both from the BMW Group’s know-how in engine development and high-tech carried over from motorsport. 

Like all the engines featured in the MINI range, these light-alloy four-cylinders are built at the BMW Group’s Hams Hall Engine Plant in Great Britain. In contrast to the former model, both engines have been turned round 180° within the engine compartment of the MINI Convertible, with the exhaust side facing to the front. 

MINI Cooper S Convertible: superior muscle thanks to the 
twin-scroll turbocharger and direct gasoline injection.

The new MINI Cooper S Convertible plays with the wind more intensely than ever before – simply because the most powerful of the two new engines comes with a 1.6-litre four-cylinder developing maximum output of 128 kW/175 hp at 5,500 rpm by means of a twin-scroll turbocharger and direct gasoline injection. The engine delivers its maximum torque of 240 Newton-metres/177 lb-ft all the way from 1,600 to 5,000 rpm, the Overboost function raising the torque level briefly whenever required to an even more substantial 260 Newton-metres/192 lb-ft.

The twin-scroll turbocharger offers a particularly effective technology in boosting engine output on the MINI Cooper S Convertible. Using this technology, the ducts of two cylinders at a time are separated from one another in the exhaust gas manifold and the turbocharger, enhancing turbocharger response and ensuring a particularly spontaneous build-up of power. As a result, the new MINI Cooper S Convertible accelerates to 100 km/h in just 7.4 seconds, offers superior flexibility also at higher speeds, and reaches a top speed of 222 km/h or 138 mpg.

The turbocharged four-cylinder featured in the MINI Cooper S Convertible is supplied with fuel by means of common-rail direct fuel injection. The stainless-steel common rail shared by all cylinders is filled under high pressure by a high-pressure pump at the rear end of the intake camshaft. Injection valves positioned at the side on the cylinder head deliver fuel directly into the combustion chamber from the reservoir in an exact dosage within fractions of a second. 

The combination of a twin-scroll turbocharger and direct gasoline injection gives the new MINI Cooper S Convertible truly remarkable power and performance in several respects. Specific output of the engine is some 110 hp/litre, fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is 6.4 litres/100 km or 44.1 mpg imp, and the CO2 emission rating is 153 grams per kilometre. 

MINI Cooper Convertible: fully variable valve management for 
a new standard of performance.

Featuring a naturally-aspirated power unit again displacing 1.6 litres, the new MINI Cooper Convertible combines fresh performance with outstanding efficiency. Maximum output of 88 kW/120 hp comes at 6,000 rpm, with torque peaking at 160 Newton-metres/118 lb-ft at 4,250 rpm.

One of the innovative technical features boasted by this four-cylinder is fully variable valve management developed on the basis of the BMW Group’s unique VALVETRONIC technology. This sophisticated valve control system adjusts intake valve lift and the opening period within fractions of a second to current power requirements, at the same time varying valve timing on the intake and exhaust side as a function of engine speed. 

Interacting with one another, variable valve lift and speed-related camshaft management serve to optimise both the torque curve and the development of engine power, the power unit of the new MINI Cooper Convertible delivering superior torque from the ground up and developing a lot more power at high speeds than a conventional engine. At the same time both technologies serve to significantly reduce fuel consumption, with the new MINI Cooper Convertible accelerating to 100 km/h within 9.8 seconds and reaching a top speed of 198 km/h or 123 mpg. Fuel consumption in the EU test cycle, in turn, is 5.7 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 49.6 mpg imp), with a CO2 emission rating of 137 grams per kilometre. 

Maximum diversity: MINI in the 2009 model year.

With its new entry-level model and qualities proven the world over, MINI is continuing its unique story of success also in 2009, remaining the epitome for individual style, expressive design and superior driving pleasure in the small car segment.

All versions of the only premium car in its class combine superior performance with outstanding efficiency in their respective performance range. The current portfolio is made up of the MINI Cooper S, MINI Cooper, MINI One, and MINI One 55 kW petrol models and the MINI Cooper D diesel. Indeed, the diesel model powered by an 80 kW/110 hp four-cylinder diesel engine, offering average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of just 3.9 litres/100 kilometres – equal to 72.4 mpg imp – and a CO2 rating of 104 grams per kilometre, is the unchallenged leader in fuel economy and emission management in the premium segment. 

The MINI Cooper S likewise offers efficiency of the highest standard. Powered by a 1.6-litre four-cylinder featuring a twin-scroll turbocharger and direct fuel injection, the MINI Cooper S benefits from maximum output of 128 kW/175 hp and peak torque of 240 Newton-metres/177 lb-ft further increased by Overboost to 260 Newton-metres/192 lb-ft for truly fascinating performance at all times.

As a result, the MINI Cooper S accelerates to 100 km/h in 7.1 seconds and has a top speed of 225 km/h or 140 mpg. This athletic performance on the road comes together with average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of just 6.2 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 45.6 mpg imp) and a CO2 rating of just 149 grams per kilometre.

Again displacing 1.6 litres, the four-cylinder natural-aspiration engine of the MINI Cooper delivers peak output of 88 kW/120 hp, with maximum torque of 160 Newton-metres/118 lb-ft. Fully variable management of the intake valves ensures not only particularly spontaneous and direct engine response as well as superior refinement, but also low fuel consumption and optimised emission management.

The MINI Cooper accelerates to 100 km/h in 9.1 seconds and has a top speed of 203 km/h or 126 mpg. With its average fuel consumption of 5.4 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 52.3 mpg imp) in the EU test cycle and a CO2 rating of 129 grams per kilometre, the MINI Cooper at the same time sets the standard for efficient driving pleasure of the highest calibre.

The 1.4-litre four-cylinder power unit in the MINI One is derived from the 1.6-litre natural-aspiration engine in the MINI Cooper and again comes with fully variable valve management. Progressive aluminium construction makes also the smaller engine in the range a powerful lightweight performer, with efficiency being further improved by the volume flow-controlled oil pump and the on-demand coolant pump only activated when the engine in the MINI One has reached its optimum operating temperature. 

Developing maximum output of 70 kW/95 hp and peak torque of 140 Newton-metres/103 lb-ft, the four-cylinder again ensures sporting performance as well as exemplary fuel economy and emission management. Acceleration to 100 km/h comes in just 10.9 seconds and the car’s top speed is 185 km/h or 115 mpg. Average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle, finally, is just 5.3 litres/100 kilometres or 53.3 mpg imp, with a CO2 emission rating of 128 grams per kilometre.

The new MINI One 55 kW: the most sporting and economical car 
in its class.

Introducing a new version of the 1.4-litre power unit in the new MINI One 55 kW, MINI is now taking over the leadership in terms of efficiency also in another performance class: The new entry-level power unit develops maximum output of 55 kW/75 hp and peak torque of 120 Newton-metres/
88 lb-ft, accelerating the MINI One 55 kW to 100 km/h in 13.2 seconds and giving the car a top speed of 175 km/h or 109 mpg.

Performance of this calibre makes the MINI One 55 kW the most sporting car in its segment also benefiting from the highest standard of economy versus comparable petrol-engine models in the same class thanks to average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of 5.3 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 53.3 mpg imp) and a CO2 emission rating of 128 grams per kilometre.

The new MINI Cooper D demonstrates the great potential of a modern diesel engine more impressively than ever before: The 1.6-litre four-cylinder power unit features common-rail direct fuel injection and a turbocharger with variable turbine geometry for optimum power and performance throughout the entire speed range. Maximum output of this diesel engine particularly light thanks to its aluminium structure is 80 kW/110 hp, with peak torque of 240 Newton-metres/177 lb-ft maintained consistently between 1,750 and 2,000 rpm. And like on the MINI Cooper S, the maximum torque delivered by the engine may be increased briefly by means of the Overboost function to 260 Nm/192 lb-ft. 

The MINI Cooper D combines supreme muscle and pulling force at all speeds with sporting performance on the road: acceleration to 100 km/h comes in 9.9 seconds, top speed is 195 km/h or 121 mpg.

Given this kind of performance, the fuel economy and emission management of the new MINI Cooper D are even more impressive, average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of 3.9 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 72.4 mpg imp) as well as a CO2 rating of 104 grams per kilometre setting a new standard in every respect. 

Never before has a MINI offered such exceptional all-round economy and superior emission management, and nowhere else does the driver enjoy the same kind of driving pleasure on such low fuel consumption and emissions. Offering a maximum range of 1,025 kilometres or 636 miles, finally, the MINI Cooper D also boasts quite remarkable long-distance touring qualities.

MINI Clubman: new options now combined with 
even greater economy.

The MINI Clubman has in the meantime become the second star in the range, side-by-side with the “regular” MINI. Inspired by historical roots in its development, the MINI Clubman offers a brand-new concept with unprecedented features: Through its superior diversity and wide range of qualities, the MINI Clubman re-interprets the fortes of traditional shooting brake concepts incorporating a smooth and sleek roofline and a steep rear end emphasising both the car’s sportiness and function.

In a direct comparison with the MINI, the MINI Clubman is 24 centimetres or 9.45" longer and comes with 8 centimetres or 3.15" longer wheelbase reserved entirely for extra legroom at the rear. On the MINI Clubman the driver’s and passenger’s doors are supplemented by an additional door on the right-hand side of the car and the Splitdoor at the rear with its two halves opening to the side.

Featuring its additional door on the right-hand side, the Clubdoor, the MINI Clubman offers rear-seat passengers comfortable access to the rear seats, while the two-piece rear door is an authentic feature carried over from the car’s classic predecessors – the Morris Mini-Traveller and the Austin Mini Countryman from the 1960s. The more than ample luggage compartment of the MINI Clubman offering a capacity of no less than 260–930 litres (9.1–32.6 cubic feet) may be increased in size individually according to the driver’s and passengers’ requirements, with easy and convenient access through the rear doors.

Offering supreme handling at all times, sporting performance and outstanding efficiency, the MINI Clubman is once again a typical MINI in every respect. Within the engine compartment of the MINI Cooper S Clubman and the MINI Cooper Clubman the same modern power units already featured in the corresponding versions of the MINI and the MINI Convertible again ensure supreme driving pleasure. 

At the same time the Cooper D Clubman offers the same combination of sportiness and efficiency as the MINI Cooper D, with the MINI One Clubman now available as a particularly economical version.

The MINI Cooper S Clubman powered by a 128 kW/175 hp turbocharged engine accelerates to 100 km/h in just 7.6 seconds and has a top speed of 224 km/h (139 mpg). At the time this special model offers not only outstanding performance, but also an unusually good balance of driving pleasure and economy, with average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of just 6.3 litres/100 kilometres, equal to 44.8 mpg imp and a CO2 emission rating of 150 grams per kilometre.

The balance of performance and fuel economy on the MINI Cooper Clubman is equally impressive, the 88 kW/120 hp normally aspirated four-cylinder power unit accelerating the MINI Cooper Clubman to 100 km/h in 9.8 seconds and providing a top speed of 201 km/h or 125 mpg. With its average fuel consumption of 5.5 litres/100 kilometres or 51.4 mpg imp in the EU cycle and a CO2 emission rating of 132 grams per kilometre, the MINI Cooper Clubman once again sets the standard among all petrol models in its class.

The new entry-level model into the Clubman range now entering the market is the MINI One Clubman powered by the same 70 kW/95 hp four-cylinder petrol engine which has already proven its efficiency most impressively in the MINI One.

The MINI One Clubman accelerates to 100 km/h in 11.6 seconds and has a top speed of 183 km/h or 113 mpg. Average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is 5.4 litres/100 kilometres, equal to 52.3 mpg imp, the CO2 emission rating is 130 grams per kilometre.

The 80 kW/110 hp four-cylinder turbodiesel in the MINI Cooper D is likewise extremely efficient, accelerating the car to 100 km/h in just 10.4 seconds and reaching a top speed of 193 km/h or 120 mpg. At the same time the new MINI Cooper D Clubman combines its agile character with superior all-round economy, with average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of only 4.1 litres/100 kilometres (68.9 mpg imp) and a CO2 emission rating of just 109 grams per kilometre.

More driving pleasure, less fuel consumption – standard in 
every MINI.

All power units represent the latest state of the art in BMW Group engine technology – and at the same time they are combined with a wide range of features ensuring particularly efficient use of the energy contained in the car’s fuel.

Together with other technologies, Brake Energy Regeneration, Auto Start Stop, a gearshift point indicator, electric power steering, a volume flow-controlled oil pump, and an on-demand coolant pump all serve to reduce both fuel consumption and exhaust emissions.

This broad range of technologies offered in an appropriate combination on every MINI, MINI Clubman, and MINI Convertible helps to further enhance the efficiency of MINI’s progressive four-cylinder petrol and diesel engines, at the same time raising the agility and precise handling of the MINI to an even higher level than before.

Giving gas for pure pleasure, applying the brakes for extra power.

Brake Energy Regeneration featured as standard on all MINIs is perhaps the best example of the intelligent combination of additional driving pleasure and reduced fuel consumption. Such intelligent energy management serves to convert the power of the engine primarily into drive power, with electricity for the car’s on-board network being generated only when the car is rolling freely in overrun or when the driver applies the brakes. To achieve this effect, the alternator is automatically disconnected as long as the engine is pulling the car, power otherwise used by the alternator on a conventional vehicle thus becoming available for even more powerful and muscular acceleration. The electrical on-board power supply is nevertheless guaranteed at all times, with the alternator being re-activated as soon as the MINI is in overrun or when the driver applies the brakes.

Battery charge is permanently monitored by the car’s energy management, appropriate regeneration periods, a defined minimum charge capacity and the use of new AGM (Absorbent Glass Mat) battery technology guaranteeing maximum service life of the battery. As a result, Brake Energy Regeneration serves to reduce both fuel consumption and emissions regardless of the driver’s style of motoring.

Auto Start Stop: cutting out when idling.

Engine idling has virtually become a thing of the past on all manual-gearbox versions of the MINI, the MINI Clubman and the MINI Convertible, Auto Start Stop serving to automatically switch off the engine, say, when coming to a halt at a road junction once the driver moves the gearshift lever to neutral and takes his foot off the clutch pedal. Then, as soon as the driver presses down the clutch again, the engine will automatically re-start without the slightest delay.

Auto Start Stop serves to significantly improve fuel economy particularly in city traffic, with fuel consumption and emissions being reduced easily and without the slightest complication to zero every time the car comes to a stop.

The Auto Start Stop function is activated as soon as the driver starts the engine and engine oil has reached the required operating temperature. Under certain conditions the engine is nevertheless not deactivated when this would not be appropriate for reasons of safety and motoring comfort.

Permanently monitoring the car’s running condition as well as the weather and meteorological effects, the system’s intelligent control function is able to detect situations in which it is appropriate to keep the engine running – for example when the battery is running flat or in very hot (more than 30° C/86° F) or very low (less than 3° C/37.5° F) outside temperatures. 

In short stops the engine also remains running if the temperature within the passenger compartment has not yet reached the level selected on the air conditioning or if heater output is required to clear the windscreen of ice or surface mist. Yet another feature is that the system is able to distinguish between short stops and the end of a journey, Auto Start Stop not re-starting the engine whenever, with the engine switched off, the driver opens the belt lock, the driver’s door or the engine compartment. And last but not least, the system may be deactivated at any time simply by pressing a button.

Gearshift point indicator: always travelling in the right gear.

Using the gearshift point indicator likewise featured as standard, the driver of a manual-gearbox MINI is able to consistently focus on the car’s fuel economy and the appropriate style of motoring for greater efficiency. To this end the electronic engine control system permanently analyses engine speed, driving conditions and the position of the gas pedal, applying this data to calculate the best gear for an economical style of motoring. An appropriate arrow symbol and a number specifying the best gear is then presented in the display beneath the rev counter.

The driver is able to activate and, respectively, deactivate the gearshift point indicator at any time through the on-board computer. And last but certainly not least, the system considers the driver’s current style of motoring, for example a very dynamic style with the driver accelerating fast and with full power.

Suspension technology: go-kart feeling of the highest standard.

Again reflecting MINI’s philosophy, drive power on both the MINI, the MINI Clubman and the MINI Convertible is conveyed to the front wheels.

All models come as standard with a six-speed manual gearbox, six-speed automatic transmission being available as an option on all models with the exception of the MINI One 55 kW and on all variants of the MINI Clubman and the MINI Convertible.

That go-kart feeling of the highest standard so typical of the brand is characteristic of every MINI on the road, McPherson spring struts on the front axle ensuring excellent wheel guidance at all times. The multi-arm rear axle, in turn, based in its development on all the suspension know-how of the BMW Group, consistently offers optimum grip on the road through its sophisticated kinematics.

EPS Electrical Power Steering makes a significant contribution to the thrilling agility of the MINI, the MINI Clubman and the MINI Convertible. Steering assistance geared to road speed guarantees low steering forces when parking and precise response at high speeds on the Autobahn. At the same time EPS enhances the efficiency of the car, with the electric motor being activated and consuming energy only when power assistance is really required or is desired by the driver.

DSC Dynamic Stability Control featured as standard, 
DTC as an option.

In addition to their sports suspension and powerful brakes, the MINI, MINI Clubman and MINI Convertible all come with sophisticated driving stability systems. Features standard on all models include ABS anti-lock brakes, EBD Electronic Brake Force Distribution, CBC Cornering Brake Control, as well as DSC Dynamic Stability Control including Hill Start-Off Assistance and a Brake Assistant.

As an optional sub-function of DSC, DTC Dynamic Traction Control offers the option to raise the driving stability response threshold for controlled slip on the drive wheels. The driver activates DTC simply by pressing a button, enabling the car, say, to set off smoothly and in a controlled process on a snowbound surface or loose sand with the front wheels slightly spinning, or to drive even closer to the car’s physical limits under particularly dynamic conditions.

On the new MINI Convertible DTC also includes an electronically controlled locking function for the rear axle differential. Referred to as Electronic Differential Lock Control, this sophisticated system is activated in the DSC-off mode, serving to apply the brakes appropriately on a drive wheel spinning in, say, a tight bend. This enhances the car’s traction and pulling force without exerting a negative influence on the car’s steering behaviour.

All variants of the MINI and the MINI Clubman are available as an option with Electronic Differential Lock Control.

MINI John Cooper Works, MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, and MINI John Cooper Works Convertible: from the race track straight 
to the road.

Introducing the MINI John Cooper Works and the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, MINI extended its range of production models and at the same time successfully integrated the John Cooper Works brand under the MINI roof.

Now a third high-performance athlete is entering the market in the guise of the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible. And all three models proudly bearing the John Cooper Works logo represent the joint values of driving pleasure, premium quality and individual style in a particularly concentrated form, offering genuine MINI qualities all the way and at the same time standing out as truly unique cars in their own right.

Like the drivetrain, the exclusive light-alloy rims reducing weight to a minimum, the extremely powerful brakes, the new exhaust system and the modified six-speed manual gearbox are all based directly on the new racing car entered into the MINI CHALLENGE Clubsport Series, all the know-how of motorsport moving directly to the road in a process rarely seen before. 

Clearly, this also calls for an unusually high standard of quality, the two new models having to meet the extreme requirements of the race track in every respect and at the same time satisfy all the demands of everyday traffic in terms of function, design, reliability, and a long running life. The MINI and John Cooper Works brands therefore offer a pledge to quality quite unique and unprecedented in the MINI segment.

The drivetrain: motorsport technology for the challenges 
of everyday traffic.

The power unit within the engine compartment of the MINI John Cooper Works, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, and the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible is built at the BMW Group’s Hams Hall Engine Plant in Great Britain, which is indeed responsible for all drive units featured in all variants of the MINI. The engine is based on the four-cylinder already to be admired in the MINI Cooper S – it has been consistently upgraded for the MINI CHALLENGE racing car and now returns to the road with fresh power in the three new production models.

Engine capacity of 1,598 cc and numerous technical details derived from motorsport and also giving the MINI Cooper S outstanding performance have been retained, with the top engine at the same time benefiting from numerous highlights in the production process serving to boost engine power, take the higher temperatures into the combustion chamber into account, and thus ensure maximum reliability in the drivetrain at all times.

Power is increased over the engine in the MINI Cooper S mainly through the optimised supply and extraction of air as well as the modified turbocharger. The air filter, air mass meter, exhaust system and catalytic converter have likewise been modified to improve flow conditions and, as a result, engine power and performance on the intake and exhaust side.

All this is also expressed by the very special sound of the engine, the exhaust gas system standing out in its looks through the polished stainless-steel dual tailpipe with a diameter in each case of 85 millimetres or 3.35". Modification of the exhaust system, finally, serves to significantly reduce counter-pressure, again in the interest of optimum flow conditions and power generation.

The pure air pipe leading to the turbocharger now comes with even greater capacity and enhanced flow conditions, the twin-scroll turbocharger ensuring a particularly spontaneous build-up of power. 

A turbine made of top-class material has been developed specifically for the power unit of the MINI John Cooper Works, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, and the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible, with maximum charge pressure increased from 0.9 to 1.3 bar.

Peak torque of 260 Newton-metres/192 lb-ft comes at just 1,850 rpm, with torque further increased briefly to 280 Newton-metres/206 lb-ft when accelerating by a short increase in charge pressure between 1,950 and 5,500 rpm. This Overboost function gives the top-performance models in the range even greater power and muscle in the acceleration process. 

Developing 132 hp per litre, this outstanding power unit enters the terrain of the most outstanding thoroughbred sports cars. Maximum output of 155 kW/211 hp comes at 6,000 rpm, with the engine’s spontaneous and direct response ensuring supreme acceleration at all times: The MINI John Cooper Works accelerates to 100 km/h from a standstill in just 6.5 seconds, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman in 6.8 seconds. Top speed in both cases is 238 km/h or 148 mpg. 

The MINI John Cooper Works Convertible accelerates to 100 km/h 
in 6.9 seconds and has a top speed of 235 km/h or 146 mpg.

Taking their performance into consideration, all three models offer an extremely high level of fuel economy. This is ensured first and foremost by the fuel supply system, the turbocharged four-cylinder featuring common-rail direct gasoline injection allowing particularly precise dosage of fuel tailored to the car’s load and performance requirements: The MINI John Cooper Works consumes just 6.9 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 40.9 mpg imp) in the EU test cycle, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman makes do with 7.0 litres (40.3 mpg imp), and the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible requires 7.1 litres (39.8 mpg imp). The respective CO2 ratings are 165, 167, and 169 grams per kilometre.

A go-kart experience of a new calibre.

The MINI John Cooper Works, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, and the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible come as standard with a six-speed manual gearbox specially designed and configured for the particular high torque of the new top-of-the-range engine.

Featured as standard, the John Cooper Works gearshift lever offers the driver even greater joy of shifting gears quickly and dynamically. The go-kart feeling characteristic of all MINI models, in turn, is based above all on the car’s low centre of gravity and its sophisticated suspension technology. The front axle with McPherson spring struts and the centrally guided rear axle quite unique in the small car segment guarantee perfect road contact at all times, particularly under dynamic driving conditions.

Yet another guarantee for the car’s safe and, at the same time, precise handling is EPS Electrical Power Steering, power assistance geared to road speed offering a unique combination of motoring comfort and driving dynamics. 

This electromechanical steering system provides the option to program various settings in the steering. The basic setting, for example, ensures a perfect balance of steering assistance as a function of road speed. Pressing the Sports Button positioned next to the gearshift lever on the centre console on the MINI John Cooper Works, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, and the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible, the driver may then activate a significantly more dynamic set-up with higher steering forces and enhanced steering precision. And at the same time the Sports Button also switches over to a gas pedal control map with even greater focus on sporting performance.

Suspension, brakes and rims in typical race car style.

All three models come as standard with the sports-tuned suspension that also offers the appropriate variants of the MINI Cooper S supreme handling at all times. As an alternative, the sports suspension is also available with reinforced, even firmer dampers and stronger anti-roll bars both front and rear.

Last but not least, a special John Cooper Works suspension is available as an accessory, providing an even greater focus on motorsport. This lowers the entire body by 10 millimetres or 0.39", and incorporates even firmer dampers and anti-roll bars even larger in diameter than on the sports suspension.

The dynamic qualities of the MINI John Cooper Works come out clearly not only when accelerating and quickly changing direction, but also when applying the brakes. The sports brake system featured as standard guarantees short stopping distances and combines precise response with equally precise and smooth dosage of brake power. The fixed-calliper disc brakes with their aluminium callipers finished in red – inner-vented on the front wheels and clearly marked by the John Cooper Works logo – are extra-large for maximum power. In their configuration and application, they are based on the brake system already featured in the MINI CHALLENGE racing car. This also applies to the exclusive and unusually light 17-inch light-alloy wheels in John Cooper Works Cross Spoke CHALLENGE design featured as standard on these top-performance models. 

The high-speed tyres measuring 205/45 W 17 come with runflat qualities enabling the driver to continue even after a complete loss of tyre pressure in order to reach the nearest workshop safe and sound. At the same time the MINI John Cooper Works, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman and MINI John Cooper Works Convertible are equipped with a Tyre Defect Indicator permanently monitoring air pressure and in the event of an emergency informing the driver of any loss of tyre pressure by way of a signal in the cockpit display.

Featured as standard: DSC including DTC and 
Electronic Differential Lock Control.

Further features also offered as standard include ABS anti-lock brakes, EBD Electronic Brake Force Distribution, CBC Cornering Brake Control and DSC Dynamic Stability Control complete with Hill Start-Off Assistance and DTC Dynamic Traction Control. As an additional feature Electronic Differential Lock Control on the drive axle activated in the DSC-Off mode ensures optimum pulling power and perfect traction in particularly dynamic bends. 

Interior with all the qualities of a sports car.

Within the interior the regular features offered as standard ensure a sporting look of reserved elegance. A three-spoke sports steering wheel finished in leather forms the interface between the driver and his sports machine, the anthracite-coloured roof lining and the interior surfaces in glossy Piano Black providing a calm atmosphere enabling the driver to concentrate on current driving conditions. Another feature shared by the three top athletes is the speedometer extending all the way up to 260 km/h or 160 mpg.

The MINI John Cooper Works, the MINI John Cooper Works Clubman, and the MINI John Cooper Works Convertible are built together with all other models in the range individually to the customer’s demands at the MINI Plant in Oxford and are sold through the MINI dealer network. Indeed, MINI offers the customer a particularly wide range of individual features in customising the car, a broad choice of exterior colours, interior colour options, seat upholstery and trim variants forming the basis for an individual configuration tailored to the customer in every respect. 

Over and above these special features, the MINI, MINI Clubman and MINI Convertible as well as the three top athletes bearing the John Cooper Works logo are available with numerous attractive and sophisticated options straight from the factory, additionally enhancing both driving pleasure and motoring comfort all in one. 

The range of Original MINI Accessories offers even greater freedom of choice, comprising classic motorsport technology borne out by John Cooper Works components, comfort features such as an iPod interface and full integration of the Apple iPhone as well as further Smartphones, a roof rack made of extra-strong, eloxy-plated aluminium bars or additional headlights. In other words, features highly useful in everyday traffic and unusual highlights such as extravagant roof paintwork trim.

Premium-class safety: five stars in the Euro NCAP crash test.

The MINI offers premium qualities also when it comes to safety: Scoring the best result of five stars in the Euro NCAP crash test, the MINI Cooper boasts a truly comprehensive safety concept ensuring occupant safety of the highest standard. The foundation for this optimum result is provided by the particular design and construction of this compact car proven time and again in demanding road tests with the focus on superior passive safety.

Just like the use of six airbags, three-point seat belts on all seats and ISOFIX child seat fastenings at the rear as well as central safety electronics masterminding appropriate operation of the restraint systems, the robust structure of the car’s body with clearly defined load paths and deformation zones clearly confirms the great significance the BMW Group gives to occupant safety in developing cars of all types and sizes.

As a result, the MINI Cooper is acknowledged as the car with the most stable value of all models currently available in Germany, with second place going to the MINI Convertible.
