Beijing. On October 5-7, the BMW Sauber F1 Team Pit Lane Park will make its debut in China at the Water-scene Square of Shanghai F1 International Circuit during the Shanghai F1 GP. In addition, drivers from the young talent series Formula BMW, are also on hand to share their knowledge and experience in the Pit Lane Park.
