Entering the new model year, BMW is continuing its all-round model initiative with the same power and momentum as before.

In Frankfurt the fourth generation of the highly successful BMW 3 Series Touring is making its world premiere. The most versatile 3 Series of all times is a sports-oriented driving machine and, at the same time, a highly comfortable estate car with a generous feeling of space.

BMW’s second world premiere in Frankfurt is the all-wheel-drive version of the 3 Series Saloon and the new 3 Series Touring. This makes the 3 Series the fourth BMW model series to feature BMW’s innovative xDrive all-wheel-drive system ensuring driving dynamics, traction, and active safety of the highest standard.

The 5 Series is also continuing its rapid process of expansion: Apart from two new eight-cylinder top-of-the-range models, the first 5 Series diesel with 
all-wheel drive as well as the very successful four-cylinder diesel in the 520d are both making their debut in Frankfurt.

Both engine output and torque in the 745d have increased significantly to 242 kW/330 hp and, respectively, 750 Nm/553 lb-ft. A further highlight is the BMW 730Ld for the first time introducing the muscular and very economical 3.0-litre straight-six diesel in the long-wheelbase version of the BMW 7 Series.

Reflecting the Company’s leadership in technology, BMW is presenting both BMW Night Vision and the High-Beam Assistant in Frankfurt, two innovative driver assistance systems serving to enhance active driving safety at night.

Last but certainly not least, a special version of the BMW 650i Convertible created exclusively by BMW Individual is making its first motor show appearance in Frankfurt in 2005.

BMW 1 Series: New Top-of-the-Range Model and M Sports Package. The top-of-the-range model in the 3 Series boasting a 195 kW/265 hp and 315 Nm/232 lb-ft straight-six is certainly the supreme athlete in the compact class. And, starting in autumn, all 1 Series will 
be available with BMW’s Adaptive Headlights, new telematics functions, the M Sports Package and – starting now – a particle filter for the 
diesel models.

BMW 5 Series: Extending the Engine Range Once Again.
The 540i Saloon with its V8 power unit, the 530xd all-wheel-drive diesel, and the four-cylinder 520d diesel are all entering the market to boost 
and upgrade the 5 Series to an even higher level.

With its 
wide range of standard equipment and an equally wide choice of options especially for the rear seats, the 730Ld is ideally suited for driving 
with a chauffeur. The 745d, in turn, now developing maximum output of 242 kW/330 hp and peak torque of 750 Nm/553 lb-ft , offers a lot 
more power (+ 10%) and torque (+ 7%) all in one.

BMW X3: New X3 2.0i and More Power for BMW’s Large Diesel.
The new entry-level petrol engine, a 2.0-litre four-cylinder, now rounds off the wide range of BMW’s compact Sports Activity Vehicles. Offering 
an even higher standard of fuel economy than before, the 3.0-litre diesel, 
in turn, now comes with extra power and, like all X3 diesels, features a particle filter as standard.
•
BMW Individual: Exclusive One-Off Masterpiece Based on the 650i Convertible. 
In this very special model the interior and exterior are linked to one another by a joint design feature – the “Line”. A very special, one-off car 
created for the Frankfurt Motor Show, this unique version of the BMW 650i Convertible comes with the finest leather and stands out through 
high-quality trim and inlays as well as its truly outstanding finish.

Original BMW Accessories. 
BMW is naturally presenting a wide range of accessories and special 
items in Frankfurt. Just some examples are the Aerodynamics Package for 
the X3, sophisticated interior wood trim in the 3 Series, as well as retrofittable features such as a portable DVD System complete with a docking station on the roof lining as well as a front- and rear-end camera.

BMW Night Vision and High-Beam Assistant.      


  The two new driver assistance systems making their debut at the Frankfurt Motor Show – BMW Night Vision and the High-Beam Assistant – enhance both safety and motoring comfort when driving at night. With its thermal imaging camera, BMW Night Vision is able to detect people, animals and objects at an early point at night, while the High-Beam Assistant automatically switches the high-beam headlights on and off as required.

World Debut in Frankfurt: the New 3 Series Touring.

Sporting, variable and suitable for almost every transport requirement – 
this is how the new BMW 3 Series Touring excels as the most versatile 
3 Series of all times.

The 3 Series Touring is a sports-oriented driving machine and, at the same time, a comfortable estate car with a generous feeling of space. 
In particular, this is underlined by the huge panorama roof offering almost 
the same experience and driving sensation as in a convertible.

Without forfeiting the compact dimensions so typical of the 3 Series, 
the Touring has grown versus its predecessor in terms of length 
(+ 42 mm/1.65´´), width (+ 78 mm/3.07´´), height (+ 9 mm/0.35´´), and wheelbase (+ 35 mm/1.38´´). This benefits both the car’s occupants, 
the luggage space available, and the high standard of passive 
safety offered by the 3 Series Touring.

More Loading Space and High Practical Value.

Measured up to the upper edge of the seat backrests, luggage capacity is up over the former model by 25 litres to 460 litres or 16.1 cubic feet. 
And with the rear-seat backrests titled down, luggage capacity increases to an even more significant 1,385 litres or 48.5 cu ft (+ 40 litres).

Many clever features enhance the car’s high standard of practical value. Examples are the extractable protection cover at the back of the two-
sided floor or the ski-bag module in the rear-seat backrest easy to replace 
in summer by a cooling box. 

A water-tight folding box, luggage nets, an umbrella holder, bag holders, lashing points for holding down cargo and a 12 volt power socket testify to the car’s great attention to detail.

Measuring just 59 centimetres or 23.2´´ in height, the low loading sill as well as the rear window opening separately make loading and unloading much easier. The comfort opening function on the luggage compartment cover moves 
up the rolling cover as soon as you open the rear window, offering direct and convenient access to the luggage compartment.

Entering the Market with Five New Engines.

The Touring is entering the market with three petrol and two diesel engines, 
all of which offer a lot more power, refinement and economy all in one.

The top-of-the-range BMW 330i Touring (190 kW/258 hp, 300 Nm/221 lb-ft) accelerates from 0–100 km/h in 6.4 seconds and sprints from 80–120 km/h in fourth gear in 6.9 seconds. Top speed is limited electronically to 250 km/h 
or 155 mph, fuel consumption is 8.9 litres/100 km in the composite EU cycle, equal to 31.7 mpg Imp.

The straight-six in the 325i Touring develops maximum output of 160 kW/218 hp, together with peak torque of 250 Nm/184 lb-ft. On the road this means a top speed of 243 km/h or 151 mph, acceleration from 
0–100 km/h in 7.2 seconds, as well as 80–120 km/h in fourth gear in 7.9 seconds.

The 2.0-litre four-cylinder with VALVETRONIC and double-VANOS (110 kW/150 hp, 200 Nm/147 lb ft) gives the 320i Touring a top speed of 218 km/h or 135 mph. Acceleration from 0–100 km/h comes in 9.4 seconds, while fuel consumption is a mere 7.6 litres/100km or 37.2 mpg Imp.

The top-of-the-range diesel in the 330d Touring develops maximum output of 170 kW/231 hp and peak torque of 500 Nm/369 lb-ft from six cylinders. And despite the car’s sporting and dynamic performance (top speed 248 km/h or 154 mph, 0–100 km/h in 6.8 seconds), fuel consumption remains very low indeed at just 6.7 litres/100 km or 42.2 mpg Imp.

The four-cylinder in the 320d Touring (120 kW/163 hp, 340 Nm/251 lb-ft) sets the standard in its class in terms of fuel economy, consuming just 
5.9 litres/100 km, equal to 47.9 mpg Imp. Top speed is 223 km/h or 138 mph, with acceleration from 0–100 km/h in 8.6 seconds.

Like all new 3 Series Touring models, the two diesels come with a six-
speed manual gearbox, comply with the EU4 emission standard, and are fitted as standard with a diesel particle filter.

Top Technology for an Even Higher Standard of Driving Dynamics.

Featuring a double-joint aluminium front axle and a five-arm rear axle, 
the new Touring has the most agile suspension in its class. And boasting BMW Active Steering, the 3 Series Touring ideed ranks alone in its 
segment of the market: With this variable transmission ratio, the car steers even more smoothly, with an even higher standard of safety, and with unparalleled agility. If necessary, Active Steering will even support the driver 
by correcting the steering angle.

Placing the Emphasis on Passive Safety.

Intelligent lightweight construction increases the stiffness of the body by no less than 25 per cent. In conjunction with the optimised belt systems and six airbags featured as standard in the 3 Series Touring, the car offers optimum occupant safety and is designed for the best possible result – five stars – in the European EuroNCAP crash test.

BMW xDrive: BMW’s Intelligent All-Wheel-Drive System now 
also in the 3 Series.

The six-cylinder versions of the 3 Series Saloon and 3 Series Touring are 
now also available with BMW’s innovative xDrive all-wheel-drive system. 
xDrive distributes drive power depending on requirements within fractions of 
a second in an infinitely variable process between the two axles, thus 
giving the 3 Series superior traction, even greater agility, enhanced driving safety, and optimum driving stability.

With the exception of certain modifications required for all-wheel drive, the suspension on xDrive is the same as on the “basic” model. A further point 
is that the xDrive models come as standard with 17-inch wheels running on 225/50 tyres.

The heart of xDrive is the power divider with its electronically controlled multiple-plate coupling conveying power as required in each situation to the rear and front axle. This distribution of power comes in an infinitely variable process throughout the entire range from 0–100 per cent or vice versa from 100–0 per cent, meaning that in an extreme case the front and rear axle 
are either totally disconnected or linked rigidly and firmly to one another. Under normal driving conditions when proceeding straight ahead, 60 per cent of the drive power goes to the rear axle, 40 per cent to the front.

Closely Linked with DSC, xDrive Even Looks Ahead.

BMW xDrive is networked with the DSC suspension control system, using information from DSC and determining in good time whether the car is threatening to enter a hazardous situation on the road. So looking ahead in this way, xDrive is able to act more quickly than other systems, distributing drive power perfectly at all times between the front and rear axles.

A further important feature is that xDrive combines DSC with on-demand 
HDC Hill Descent Control for driving downhill more safely and smoothly: Without the driver having to intervene, HDC applies the brakes on all four wheels of the 3 Series, allowing the car to proceed downhill at a steady 
speed for optimum safety and convenience.

BMW 3 Series: New Engines for the 3 Series Saloon.

The 3.0-litre six-cylinder diesel in the 330d develops maximum output of 170 kW/231 hp and peak torque of no less than 500 Nm/369 lb-ft. And despite its sporting performance (0–100 km/h in 6.7 sec, top speed 250 km/h or 155 mph), the 330d Saloon makes do with 6.5 litres/100km in the composite EU cycle, equal to 43.5 mpg Imp.

Developing maximum output of 90 kW/12 hp and peak torque of 280 Nm/
206 lb-ft, the new 318d Saloon rounds off the diesel range at the lower end. Despite supreme fuel economy of just 5.6 litres/100 km in the composite 
EU cycle, equal to 50.4 mpg Imp, the car offers remarkable performance on the road, accelerating from 0–100 km/h in 10.6 seconds, from 80–120 km/h 
in fourth gear in 9.3 seconds, and achieving a top speed of 206 km/h or 
128 mph.

The entry-level engine in the BMW 318i Saloon is based on the well-known 2.0-litre four-cylinder petrol unit. Maximum output of 95 kW/129 hp and 
peak torque of 180 Nm/133 lb-ft are sufficient for acceleration to 100km/h in 10.0 seconds, interim acceleration from 80–120 km/h in fourth gear in just 10.9 seconds, and a top speed of 208 km/h or 129 mph. Fuel consumption, finally, is a mere 7.3 litres/100 kilometres in the composite EU cycle equal 
to 38.7 mpg Imp.

The optional M Sports Package for the 3 Series Saloon and Touring comprises features such as a sporting suspension set-up, BMW’s Aerodynamics Package complete with foglamps, exclusive light-alloy wheels, sports seats, the M leather steering wheel and M door cut-out strips.

BMW 1 Series: the New Top-of-the-Range BMW 130i.

Entering the market in autumn, the 130i is enlarging the line-up within the BMW 1 Series. Indeed, with its new 3.0-litre straight-six power unit (195 kW/265 hp, 315 Nm/232 lb-ft), this outstanding new model offers top performance in the compact class: The new top-of-the-range 1 Series accelerates from 80–100 km/h in just 6.2 seconds, with its top speed limited electronically to 250 km/h or 155 mph.

Seventeen-inch wheels in V-spoke design, the BMW kidney grille with chrome-plated slats, and the dual exhaust with chrome-plated 
tailpipes all contribute to the powerful and muscular look of this very 
special BMW 1 Series.

Starting in autumn, the 1 Series will also be available with the BMW Assist telematics service as well as the BMW Online mobile internet portal. 
A further highlight is BMW's Adaptive Headlights now also available in the compact class. And starting in September 2005, BMW will be offering 
the new M Sports Package for all models in the 1 Series.

BMW 5 Series: the 540i Saloon and New 550i.

The new 4.0-litre V8 power unit in the 540i develops maximum output of 225 kW/306 hp, plus peak torque of 390 Nm/287 lb-ft. Benefiting from this kind of power, the 540i Saloon accelerates to 100 km/h in 6.2 seconds and has a top speed of 250 km/h or 155 mph. Fuel consumption is a moderate 11.0 litres/100 kilometres in the overall EU cycle, equal to 25.7 mpg Imp.
The revised V8 power unit of the new 550i replacing the 545i develops maximum output of 270 kW/367 hp. The car’s peak torque of 490 Nm/
361 lb-ft, in turn, comes at 3,400 rpm. The 550i accelerates to 100 km/h in just 5.5 seconds and completes the interim sprint from 80–120 km/h in 
fourth gear within 5.2 seconds. Fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is a mere 11.1 litres/100 km (25.4 mpg Imp).

The new eight-cylinder models come as standard with BMW’s manual six-speed gearbox. Six-speed automatic transmission complete with 
Steptronic is available as an option on both models, while six-speed SMG (BMW’s Sequential Manual Gearbox) is reserved to the BMW 550i.

530d: More Power on Less Fuel.

The new straight-six diesel in the BMW 530d develops maximum output of 170 kW/231 hp, with torque peaking at 500 Nm/369 lb-ft. Reaching a top speed of 250 km/h or 155 mph, the 530d Saloon accelerates to 100 km/h in just 6.8 seconds, while consuming a mere 6.7 litres/100 kilometres in the 
EU cycle, equal to 42.2 mpg Imp. 

Like all BMW 5 Series diesels, the 530d complies in full with the EU4 emission norm inter alia through the use of a diesel particle filter fitted as standard.

530xd: the First 5 Series Diesel with xDrive.

Available in both Saloon and Touring guise, the new 530xd is the first 
BMW 5 Series diesel with all-wheel drive. 

BMW’s xDrive all-wheel-drive system ensures truly outstanding all-wheel-drive dynamics and agility. The 530xd accelerates to 100 km/h in just 6.6 seconds and reaches a top speed of 242 km/h (150 mph). Average fuel consumption in the combined EU cycle is 7.6 litres/100 kilometres (37.2 mpg Imp).

520d: Powerful Four-Cylinder Diesel for the BMW Business Class.

Starting this autumn, BMW’s 2.0-litre four-cylinder diesel engine (120 kW/163 hp, 340 Nm/251 lb-ft) provides sporting performance combined with superior fuel economy also in the BMW 5 Series: The 520d Saloon accelerates to 100 km/h in just 8.6 seconds and has a top speed of 223 km/h or 138 mph. At the same time it makes do with just 5.9 litres/100 km 
(equal to 47.9 mpg Imp) in the EU combined cycle.

650i: BMW 6 Series Coupé and Convertible with a 
New V8 Power Unit.

BMW’s new 4.8-litre eight-cylinder 270 kW/367 hp power unit developing maximum torque of 490 Nm/361 lb-ft carried over from the BMW 750i is now also featured in the BMW 6 Series Coupé and Convertible. These two models bearing the model designation BMW 650i replace the former BMW 645Ci.

Offering an extra 25 kW/34 hp, the new BMW 650i Coupé now ensures even better performance, while consuming even less fuel than its predecessor. Acceleration to 100 km/h from a standstill comes in just 5.4 seconds, with the car’s open-air counterpart completing the same exercise in 5.7 seconds. 
Top speed of both new models is limited electronically to 250 km/h or 
155 mph. 

Despite its remarkable performance, the new eight-cylinder coupé consumes just 11.9 litres/100 kilometres, the 650i Convertible covering the same distance on 12.9 litres (equivalent in each case to 23.7 and, respectively, 
22.2 mpg Imp).

730Ld: Long-Wheelbase Version of the 7 Series Featuring 
a Diesel Engine for the First Time.

Starting in September 2005, BMW is for the first time offering a diesel 
version of the long-wheelbase 7 Series: the 730Ld powered by a 3.0-litre diesel. Developing maximum output of 170 kW/231 hp, the 730Ld offers peak torque of 520 Nm/383 lb-ft and, at 8.2 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 
34.4 mpg Imp) in the combined EU cycle, consumes 3.5 per cent less fuel than its predecessor, despite the increase in power and torque. Reaching 
a top speed of 238 km/h or 148 mph, the BMW 730Ld accelerates to 
100 km/h in just 7.9 seconds and, with its maintenance-free diesel particle filter, fulfils the EU4 emission standard without problems.

Wide Range of Equipment for Maximum Comfort.

Compared with the regular wheelbase version, the BMW 730Ld comes with additional features such as Nasca leather upholstery, electrical seat heating front and rear, electrically operated sunblinds at the rear, self-levelling on the rear axle, as well as ornamental roof trim strips in chrome or body colour.

A wide range of optional features serves to enhance comfort on the rear 
seats to an even higher standard: Rear-seat air conditioning with a separate 
climate compressor, electrically adjustable comfort seats, active seat ventilation, a second telephone handset, a cooling box and a rear-seat TV screen with its own Controller enabling passengers at the rear to watch 
both analogue and digital TV programmes or use the optional DVD changer.

Apart from a Bluetooth interface, the new mobile phone preparation kit also comprises a Telematics Control Unit or TCU for short. This enables the customer to use BMW Assist and the BMW Online mobile internet portal without requiring his own mobile phone.

745d: Significantly More Power and Torque for the 
Top-of-the-Range Diesel.
Entering the 2006 model year, the top-of-the-range 745d offers significantly more power and torque: Maximum output of the 745d is now 242 kW/330 hp (+ 10%), with peak torque of 750 Nm/553 lb-ft (+ 7%).
Benefiting from such enormous power, the 745d accelerates from a 
standstill to 100 km/h in just 6.6 seconds (0.2 seconds faster than before) and 
reaches a top speed of 250 km/h or 155 mph (limited electronically). 
Despite the increase in power and torque, fuel consumption remains consistent at an amazingly low 9.5 litres/100 km, equal to 29.7 mpg Imp.

BMW Individual for Even More Comfort at the Rear.

Apart from exclusive upholstery, BMW Individual offers additional features such as BMW’s Rear Seat Infotainment Online. This allows the passengers at the rear to enjoy DVD, TV, navigation and on-board computer functions with free access to the internet on the two 9.5-inch LCD monitors integrated in the headrests.


X3 2.0i: New Entry-Level Power Unit with Four Cylinders.

The 2.0-litre four-cylinder in the new X3 2.0i develops maximum output of 110 kW/150 hp and peak torque of 200 Nm/147 lb-ft at 3, 750 rpm. 
Featuring BMW’s xDrive all-wheel-drive system, the X3 2.0i accelerates from 
0–100  km/h in 11.5 seconds and reaches a top speed of 198 km/h or 
123 mph. Fuel consumption in the combined EU cycle is 9.3 litres/100 km (30.4 mpg Imp).
Over and above the xDrive all-wheel-drive system, other features such as DSC Dynamic Stability Control, Trailer Stability Control, HDC Hill Descent Control 
as well as the two-stage Brake Force Display ensure an even higher standard of active safety on the road.

X3 3.0d: More Diesel Power and Agility.

Output of the 3.0-litre straight-six diesel with common rail fuel injection is up by 10 kW/14 hp to 160 kW/218 hp. Maximum torque, in turn, has increased by a substantial 90 Nm or 66 lb-ft to a new peak of 500 Nm/369 lb-ft. 

This increase in power and torque comes to bear in particular in the performance of the X3 3.0d accelerating to 100 km/h 0.5 seconds faster than before in just 7.4 seconds. Due to the car’s all-season tyres, top speed is limited to 210 km/h or 130 mph.

Despite the increase in power and performance, the muscular six-cylinder 
with its six-speed gearbox featured as standard makes do with just 7.9 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 35.8 mpg Imp) in the EU driving cycle. Starting in September the two X3 3.0d and X3 2.0d diesels will be fitted as standard with a diesel particle filter.

The new optional M Sports Package gives the X3 an even more individual and particularly sporting touch.

BMW Individual: a Very Special Line Serving as the Overriding 
Design Feature.

In the 6 Series Convertible proudly presented at the Frankfurt Motor Show, 
the interior and exterior are linked to one another by a common design feature – the “Line”. Indeed, this particular highlight extends all the way from the contoured engine compartment lid into the interior, where it is taken up and repeated in the seats and trim elements.

Two prominent lines in the engine compartment lid characterise the 
exterior of this one-off model with its 19-inch BMW Individual light-alloy rims 
in V-spoke look and BMW Individual high-gloss Satin Chrome finish.

Inside the car, the Line is taken up once again in the seats made of BMW Individual Merino leather with special inlay piping. The black interior trim, finally, once again repeats this special line of the car through its fine metal inlays.

Apart from the seats, the instrument panel, the side elements next to the windows, the side panels and the backrests of the front seats are all finished in top-quality leather. Even the power roof is made completely of leather to provide a particularly distinctive touch. The exclusive interior is rounded off by a BMW Individual leather steering wheel with black wooden ring inlays and illuminated door entry strips with the BMW Individual logo.
Original BMW Accessories.

At the Frankfurt Motor Show BMW is presenting a wide range of products serving to enhance vehicle functions and personalise each and every 
model. Examples are the Aerodynamics Package II for the BMW X3, the sports silencer and high-quality wood trim in the interior. 

Retrofittable equipment such as the Advanced DVD system complete with two retractable seven-inch monitors in the front seat backrests ensures optimum entertainment at the rear of the X3, enabling the passengers to enjoy a six-disc multimedia changer, game consoles or a camcorder.

Retrofittable front- and rear-end cameras transmitting their images to the on-board monitor ensure even greater clarity and even better vision in the X3.

The Original BMW DVD Portable System Retrofit Kit complete with a docking station in the roof lining and a 10.2-inch TFT screen is the ideal companion on journeys long and short. The Original BMW Interface for the Apple iPod und iPod mini able to save up to 15,000 songs makes boredom a thing of the past. Recordings are played back by the car’s audio system, with the iPod being controlled via the radio or the multifunction steering wheel.

BMW Night Vision and High-Beam Assistant: Better and Safer Motoring in the Dark.

As an option, BMW offers two new driver assistance systems making conditions much better for the motorist in the dark and improving traffic safety in general. 

Available as of September 2005 in the 5, 6 and 7 Series, the High-Beam Assistant incorporates a camera sensor in the interior mirror support serving to register traffic conditions and automatically switching the high-beam 
on and off as required. Whenever there are no other vehicles within the high-beam range, the high-beam headlights are automatically switched on if the road is not properly illuminated.
BMW Night Vision scheduled to enter the market initially in the 
BMW 7 Series in the fourth quarter 2005 incorporates a thermal imaging camera covering a distance of up to 300 metres in front of the car. 
The image presented as a result in the central monitor varies the brightness 
of the objects shown as a function of the heat registered by the 
camera. This makes people and animals the brightest spots in the picture.
High Technology and Innovations.



The new generation of DSC with its ancillary functions incorporates features such as a Set-Off Assistant, Brake Standby, Dry Braking, Fading Compensation, Soft-Stop and Trailer Stability Control.

Starting in autumn 2005, these additional functions will be standard in 
all 5 and 6 Series as well as in the six-cylinder models of the 1 and 3 Series. 

Apart from the maintenance-free diesel particle filters already featured 
as standard for some time in the 5 and 7 Series, the diesel versions of 
the 3 Series Saloon and Touring, the X3 and the X5 will be fitted straight from the factory with the same technology as of autumn 2005. And the diesel models in the BMW 1 Series have already been available since summer of this year with particle filters available as an option. This makes BMW one of 
the first manufacturers in the world to offer filter systems in all model series.

Starting in autumn 2005, BMW also plans to offer retrofittable filters for both current and former models originally sold without this technology, for example for most models in the former 3 Series.






BMW Online Becoming Even More Attractive and Functional 
In Autumn: 

Redesigned Portal, Simpler Log-in, Flat Rate for All Services.

BMW Online, a truly unique, trendsetting mobile internet portal, is being further improved and upgraded as of autumn 2005, making this redesigned and restructured BMW portal even more attractive and functional for the customer. The improved log-in, for example, ensures even easier and faster access to the system. The firmly installed Telematics Control Unit (TCU), 
in turn, with its own SIM card and flat rate, now allows free use of telematics services without a connection charge.
BMW ConnectedDrive Research: Downloading Routes from Your 
PC into the Car.
In a special research project, BMW ConnectedDrive is demonstrating at the 2005 Frankfurt Motor Show how routes compiled individually by each driver on his computer at home can be downloaded directly into the car and then called up by the navigation system. This enables the customer to put together his own personal and individual route to his destination, choosing his 
own way and considering his personal preferences. And he can also enter additional destinations along the way, as desired.

One option might be for BMW to present the joy of motoring and sheer driving pleasure to the customer on very special routes where otherwise 
BMW engineers and chassis development engineers try out their cars and their particular features.

3.1
BMW 3 Series Touring:
 
Harmony of Dynamism, 
 
Function and Comfort.

The fourth generation of the highly successful BMW 3 Series Touring 
is making its public debut at the 61st International Motor Show in Frankfurt. Sporting, variable and suited for nearly all transport requirements, the 
new 3 Series Touring is most definitely the most versatile 3 Series of all times. And at the same time it is the world’s most “open” estate car, with the 
huge panorama roof creating almost the same feeling as in a convertible.

Designed for Pure Driving Pleasure and Joy of Life.

With its long engine compartment lid and short overhangs, the 3 Series Touring stands out as a powerful sign of dynamism and agility expressing sheer driving pleasure at its best. Through its proportions and 
surface language alone, this car ranks unique within the BMW 3 Series.

To harmonise the dominating window areas at the rear of this estate with the dynamic look of a sporting saloon, the roof line tapers down softly to 
the rear end while the shoulder line rises up slightly to the back of the car.
Larger, More Powerful, More Versatile and Faster.

BMW’s fourth-generation 3 Series Touring comes with innovations clearly demonstrating its leading position: Even more powerful engines, a “faster” suspension for maximum joy of motoring, even more detailed solutions 
for the car’s occupants and luggage, as well as extra comfort all ensuring an even higher standard of product substance.

Without forfeiting the compact dimensions so similar of the 3 Series, 
the Touring is longer (+ 42 mm/1.65´´), wider (+ 78 mm/3.07´´), 
higher (+ 9 mm/0.35´´) and has a longer wheelbase (+ 35 mm/1.38´´) 
than its predecessor. Clearly, this benefits the car’s occupants, 
the luggage compartment, and the high standard of passive safety.

More Loading Space. Better Loading Ideas.

Obviously, the aficionado of the BMW Touring focuses particularly on the loading space offered by his car. And indeed, measuring the car’s loading space up to the upper edge of the backrest, capacity is up by 25 litres over the previous model to 460 litres or 16.1 cu ft. Folding down the 60 : 40 backrest, 
in turn, the driver benefits from an almost flat floor offering no less than 
1,385 litres or 48.5 cu ft of loading space – 40 litres more than on the former model.

Many detailed improvements in the 3 Series Touring giving the cus​tom​er 
even more practical benefits are perhaps even more significant in everyday motoring. One example is the optional Luggage Com​part​ment Package making the Touring even more practical and versatile. The highlight in this context is the reversible floor on top of the storage compartment beneath 
the loading area. A washable cover on the back of this floor panel folds 
out over the luggage compart​ment carpet and bumper to avoid scratches and contamination. An​other feature also provided in this case is the watertight folding box for dirty and wet items.

Opting for the ski-bag as a very functional extra, the driver is able to exchange this special module in the rear-seat backrest against other inserts such as a cooling box, whenever required.

Like the watertight folding box, nets for various items of luggage, an umbrella holder, bag holders and a 12-volt power takeoff significantly increase the 
car’s practical value. And since the Touring comes on puncture-proof runflat tyres, the usual recess otherwise used for the spare wheel within the 
luggage compartment now serves to provide additional storage space.

Rear Window with Comfort Opening. Low Loading Sill.

Opening separately, the rear window significantly facilitates the pro​cess of loading and unloading the Touring as well as the trans​porta​tion of long items. The comfort opening function incorporated in the luggage compartment, 
in turn, automatically moves up the roll cover when opening the rear window to provide quick and convenient access to the loading area. And to make 
the process of loading the luggage compartment even more convenient, the bumper comes with a deep recess at the rear, with the rear loading edge 
only 59 centimetres or 23.2´´ high.

The Interior: Two Characters in One.

The BMW 3 Series Touring combines two characters in one: It is a sports-oriented driving machine and, at the same time, a comfortable estate car with a generous feeling of space. All functions relevant to motoring requirements are integrated on or directly around the steer​ing wheel, and the most important driving and comfort information is presented directly in the driver’s line of vision. At the same time the front passenger likewise has optimum access to the comfort zone in the middle of the instrument panel.

BMW iDrive: the Superior Display and Control Concept.

Whenever the customer opts for a navigation system, he will also receive BMW’s superior iDrive display and control concept. The obvious features distinguishing iDrive at first sight from the “basic” cockpit are the Controller and the Control Monitor beneath the second binnacle. The driver thus 
benefits from ergonomically perfect control and display functions tailored to his requirements, with all information and comfort functions likewise being 
directly accessible to the front passenger.

Entering the Market with Five New Engines.

The BMW 3 Series Touring is entering the market with three petrol – 
320i, 325i, 330i – and two diesel – 320d and 330d – power units. All of these engines offer a significant increase in output, refinement and all-round economy, and will be followed later by the 318 and 318d four-cylinders. 
The 323i, in turn, will be available in markets outside of Europe. There will also be an all-wheel-drive version of the six-cylinder 325i, 330i, and 330d.

Powerful Six-Cylinders in the Touring.

The new straight-six in the top-of-the-range BMW 330i Touring is the lightest six-cylinder in-line power unit in its class, developing 20 kW/27 hp more 
power than its predecessor, with total output of 190 kW/258 hp. Maximum torque remains consistently at 300 Nm/221 lb-ft between 2,500 and 4,000 rpm.

The BMW 330i Touring accelerates to 100 km/h in 6.4 seconds and completes the sprint from 80–120 km/h in fourth gear in 6.9 seconds. 
Top speed is limited to 250 km/h or 155 mph, with fuel consumption of 8.9 litres/100 km (equal to 31.7 mpg Imp) in the combined EU cycle.

The straight-six in the 325i Touring also offers more power than before: 160 kW/218 hp at 6,500 rpm (+ 19 kW/26 hp) and maximum torque 
of 250 Nm/184 lb-ft from 2,750 all the way to 4,250 rpm (+ 5 Nm/3.7 lb-ft) boost this superior performer to pole position against its competitors. 

On the road this means top speed of 243 km/h or 151 mph, acceleration from 0–100 km/h in 7.2 seconds, and 80–120 km/h in fourth gear in 7.9 seconds.

BMW 320i with Four High-Power Cylinders.

Featuring VALVETRONIC and double-VANOS, the 2.0-litre four-cylinder develops maximum output of 110 kW/150 hp combined with peak torque of 200 Nm/147 lb-ft at 3,600 rpm. This provides superior acceleration from 
0–100 km/h in 9.4 seconds, with top speed of 218 km/h or 135 mph on just 7.6 litres/100 km (37.2 mpg Imp).

Sports Diesels with Four and Six Cylinders.

Featuring the latest common rail technology and turbochargers with variable turbine geometry, BMW’s new diesels are even more dynamic and sporting than their already powerful predecessors. Like all versions of the new 3 Series Touring, both diesel models naturally fulfil the EU4 emission norm and come as standard with a diesel particle filter.

The top-of-the-range 330d Touring diesel develops 170 kW/231 hp and 500 Nm/369 lb-ft maximum torque from 1,750–3,000 rpm from six cylinders, with a top speed of 248 km/h or 154 mph. Despite its sporting performance, with acceleration to 100 km/h in 6.8 seconds, fuel consumption is 
very moderate indeed at just 6.7 litres/100 km, equal to 42.2 mpg Imp.

Irresistible power is also the attribute of BMW’s most muscular four-cylinder 
in the 320d Touring: 120 kW/163 hp and 340 Nm/251 lb-ft set the benchmark in this class, with acceleration to 100 km/h in just 8.6 seconds. Top speed is 223 km/h or 138 mph, with fuel consumption of just 5.9 litres/100 kilometres or 47.9 mpg Imp.

All versions of the 3 Series Touring come as standard with a six-speed manual gearbox. Six-speed automatic transmission, in turn, is available as an option.

Top Technology for Even Better Driving Dynamics.

The new Touring comes with the most agile suspension in its class. Combined with the engine fitted lengthwise at the front, rear-wheel 
drive and very good axle load distribution, BMW’s sports estate is once 
again increasing its leadership in the market. The chassis and suspension 
of the 3 Series Touring are the same as on the Saloon, but re-tuned 
to meet the requirements of this particular estate model.

The new double-joint front axle made of aluminium ensures an opti​mum balance of driving dynamics and motoring comfort. Particularly striking features are the superior tracking stability and the extremely low roll noise. 
And despite the use of lightweight materials and tech​nology, the suspension makes a significant contribution to the car’s superior stiffness. The five-arm rear axle also serves to provide supreme agility and sports handling on the road, ensuring precise wheel guidance combined with very good roll comfort.

Latest Generation of DSC.

DSC Dynamic Stability Control of the latest generation ensures an even higher standard of safety on the road. In the six-cylinder models DSC is further enhanced by additional functions such as Dry Braking, Brake Standby, a Set-Off Assistant, Soft-Stop, and Trailer Stability Control (see also Section12).

Active Steering: Unique in this Class.

The new BMW 3 Series Touring is the only midrange estate saloon to offer an active steering system: Available on all six-cylinder models, BMW Active Steering improves the car’s agility and, as a result, its already high standard of driving pleasure. At low speeds the trans​mission ratio is more direct, at high speeds more indirect, making the entire steering process even easier, safer and more agile. When necessary, Active Steering also supports the driver 
by correcting the steering angle. And last but certainly not least, it facilitates everyday driving conditions by reducing the number of turns on the steering wheel when parking and in city traffic.

Passive Safety.

Intelligent lightweight engineering makes the body of the car even stiffer and stronger: Without putting on any extra weight over the former model, 
the body of the new 3 Series Touring is 25 per cent stiffer through the use of upgraded steel and steel moulding and forming technologies as well as 
a truss concept for the car’s load-bearing structure. It almost goes without saying that the 3 Series Touring is designed and built for the best result – 
five stars – in the European EuroNCAP crash test.

Apart from optimised belt systems, the occupant safety concept comes as standard with no less than six airbags: driver, front passenger, hip, thorax and curtain head airbags. Optimum child safety is ensured by ISOFIX anchoring points on the front pas​senger’s seat and the two outer seats at the rear. 
When a baby-shell is fitted opposite to the direction of travel on the front passenger’s seat, the front passenger’s airbag may naturally be deactivated.

Optimum Heating and Climate Comfort.

Compared with the competition, the air conditioning in the 3 Series Touring warms up and cools down the interior more quickly than in any other car. Optimum climate comfort is offered by automatic air conditioning available as an option, allowing separate control of climate conditions at the rear left to right. And for the first time in its class, the 3 Series is available with sunblinds on the rear side windows.

Perfect Sound Control for Optimum Audio Quality.

Featured as standard in the 3 Series Touring, the stereo system uses the luggage compartment as a resonance chamber and, through its precisely balanced performance, once again sets the standard in this class.

The audio system is further enhanced by the optional HiFi system and, of course, by BMW's HiFi Professional featuring the top-end LOGIC7 concept. Both of these systems offer a level of audio quality never seen before in this segment of the market.

3.2
BMW 3 Series All-Wheel Drive:                 The BMW 3 Series with xDrive, the Intelligent All-Wheel-Drive System.

BMW’s second world debut at the 61st Frankfurt Motor Show is the new BMW 3 Series with the BMW xDrive all-wheel-drive system being presented to the public for the first time. Together with the BMW 5 Series and the X3 
and X5 Sports Activity Vehicles, the BMW 3 Series is now becoming BMW’s fourth model series equipped with intelligent all-wheel-drive technology thus making its entry into the midrange segment for the first time. This high-quality all-wheel-drive system is available in the six-cylinder 325xi, 330xi, and 330xd. 

Featuring this supreme technology, the proverbial sportiness of the 3 Series 
is intelligently enhanced by supreme traction for even greater agility, 
driving safety and motoring stability.

Given the intelligence of this unique system, the driver benefits from the advantages of four drive wheels precisely when he needs them. At the same time the system avoids the disadvantages of conventional all-wheel drive – which is precisely why the BMW 3 Series equipped with xDrive shows virtually the same agile behaviour in everyday traffic as a 3 Series with rear-wheel 
drive only.

With the exception of the modifications required for all-wheel drive, the chassis and suspension is the same as on the “basic” model. Reflecting the needs 
of all-wheel drive, the xDrive models come as standard with 17-inch (instead 
of 16-inch) light-alloy wheels running on 225/50 tyres.

BMW xDrive in the 3 Series is fundamentally the same as in the X3 and X5 for which the system was originally developed. The hardware and software, however, have been adjusted to the specific require​ments of both the 3 Series Saloon and the Touring. For reasons of the car’s package, for example, 
the drive chain on the power divider has been replaced by a spur gear.

BMW xDrive Thinking and Acting Independently.

Introducing the intelligent xDrive all-wheel-drive system, BMW is setting 
new standards in terms of both traction and agility. Like in BMW’s other models, xDrive in the 3 Series allows infinitely variable distribution of drive forces between the front and rear axle operating at a speed never seen 
before. The system immediately re​cognises the need for redistributing the power on the wheels and responds extremely quickly. In a dynamic bend, 
for example, xDrive always feeds optimum drive power to the appropriate axle, signifi​cantly reducing any tendency of the car to under- or oversteer.

The BMW 3 Series with xDrive thus offers the driver significant improvements in terms of agility, driving pleasure, and active safety all in one. The heart 
of xDrive is the power divider with its electronically con​trolled multiple-plate coupling. Downstream from the manual gear​box or automatic transmission, the power divider splits up drive power as required through management of the infinitely controlled multiple-plate coupling between the rear and 
front axle. Power is conveyed to the front axle by a three-piece spur gear set. 

With torque being distributed according to current requirements with​in just 
a few milliseconds, the driver will normally not even notice the change in power distribution. The actual distribution of power as such is infinitely variable through the entire range from 0–100 per cent and, conversely, from 
100–0 per cent, meaning that in an extreme case the front and rear axles will be completely disconnect​ed or, conversely, connected rigidly to one 
another. In that case a rigid connection acts in the same way as a 100 per cent longitudinal lock with conventional all-wheel drive. Under normal straight-ahead motion, 60 per cent of the drive power goes to the rear axle, 40 per cent to the front.

Closely Networked with DSC, xDrive Even Looks Ahead.

xDrive is networked directly with the DSC dynamic control system, 
using information from DSC and acting more quickly than other sys​tems simply because it quite literally looks ahead.

Taking data from the yaw rate sensor (rotational motion around the car’s vertical axis), the steering angle sensor (steering wheel lock) and the wheel sensors, lateral acceleration and engine data, xDrive is able to determine 
the car’s current driving condition at a very early point in time. So that then, looking ahead, it is able to distribute drive power perfectly between the 
front and rear axle.

Apart from a significant improvement of both agility and driving plea​sure, xDrive enhances motoring safety to a much higher level than before. 
Precisely this is why BMW’s primary DSC dynamic control system is now able to wait much longer than on conventional all-wheel drive before intervening 
in many driving situations.

Being networked with DSC, xDrive also acts as a transverse lock. This forced distribution of power to both front and, respectively, rear wheels is made possible by electronic intervention in the brakes: As soon as a wheel starts to spin without conveying power, the brakes are applied accordingly to slow down the wheel. Then the differential in the axle drive is able to feed more power to the opposite wheel.

DTC for Sports and Snow, HDC for a Controlled Descent.

Acting and reacting instantaneously, xDrive also provides enormous advantages in terms of traction, redistribution of drive forces to the wheels with grip taking only a few milliseconds.

BMW’s DTC Dynamic Traction Control incorporated in DSC remains fully functional also with xDrive. The big advantage of DTC is that it allows 
more slip and, accordingly, a larger drift angle under extreme conditions, for example on loose snow or for a very sporting and dynamic style of motoring.

On-demand HDC Hill Descent Control greatly facilitates the process of driving downhill under difficult conditions: Without the driver having to intervene, 
the BMW 3 Series with xDrive, thanks to inter​vention of the brakes on all four wheels, is able to proceed downhill consistently at slightly more than walking pace.

3.3
BMW 3 Series Saloon: 
New Models and the
New M Sports Package.

Even more diesel power for the 3 Series Saloon.

Nine months after the world debut of the new 3 Series Saloon, the entry-level 318i petrol and the two 318d and 330d diesel models are now rounding off the model range. It almost goes without saying that the new engines meet the strict requirements of the EU4 emission standard.

Boasting BMW’s 3.0-litre diesel engine in the 330d, the Saloon has the most powerful diesel ever seen in the 3 Series: Output from this six-cylinder power unit is a significant 170 kW/231 hp at 4,000 rpm, with thrilling development of power and muscle provided by maxi​mum torque of 500 Nm or 369 lb-ft between 1,750 and 3,000 rpm. This means very impressive power reserves from very low speeds.

The 330d Saloon accelerates from 0–100 km/h in just 6.7 seconds and has a top speed of 250 km/h or 155 mph. Despite this superior performance, fuel consumption is just 6.5 litres of diesel fuel on 100 kilometres in the composite EU cycle (equal to 43.5 mpg Imp).

The new 318d Saloon, in turn, rounds off the diesel portfolio at the bottom end, the four-cylinder power unit developing maximum output of 90 kW/122 hp at 4,000 rpm. Maximum torque of 280 Nm or 206 lb-ft, in turn, comes in a low speed range of just 1,750–2,000 rpm, giving the 318d unusually good acceleration and flexibility for a car of its kind: Acceleration from 0–100 km/h comes in 10.6 seconds, from 80–120 km/h in fourth gear in 
9.3 seconds, and top speed is 206 km/h or 128 mph. Fuel consumption in the combined EU cycle, in turn, is a mere 5.6 litres/100 kilometres or 50.4 mpg Imp.
The Entry-Level Engine: BMW 318i Saloon.

The 318i is based on BMW's 2.0-litre four-cylinder petrol engine. De​veloping maximum output of 95 kW/129 hp and peak torque of 180 Nm/133 lb-ft, 
this superior power unit again ensures sporting per​form​ance leaving the competition in this class clearly behind: Acce​leration from a standstill to 
100 km/h comes in 10.0 seconds; ace​leration from 80–120 km/h in fourth gear takes just 10.9 seconds.

Top speed of 208 km/h or 129 mph, plus average fuel consumption of 7.3 litres/100 km (38.7 mpg Imp) are further facts speaking clearly in favour of the “smallest” 3 Series.

Extra Safety when Towing a Trailer.

When equipped with a trailer towing hook, both the Saloon and Tour​ing versions of the BMW 3 Series offer additional safety with a trailer ensured by Trailer Stability Control integrated in the latest generation of DSC. 
This function recognises the risk of the car and trailer possi​bly starting to sway and automatically intervenes whenever neces​sary. The system does this so early and discreetly that the driver will generally not even notice the assistance he is receiving. So only if Trailer Stability Control is no longer sufficient to counter a potentially dangerous situation will DSC intervene by applying the brakes harder than would otherwise be the case.

The trailer towing hook itself also makes life easier for the driver: All you have to do to move up the hook from the underfloor of the 3 Se​ries is press 
a button in the luggage compartment. Then, after arriv​ing at your destination, you simply push back the towing hook be​neath the car where it latches in position.

Even More Sporting Performance with the M Sports Package.

The optional M Sports Package highlights the sporting side of the 3 Series Saloon and Touring, enabling the customer to personalise his car to an 
even higher standard. Inter alia, the M Sports Package com​prises a sporting suspension set-up, the Aerodynamics Package (front and rear air dams) 
and side-sills (with foglamps), as well as ex​clusive light-alloy wheels 
(17 or 18 inches) with different-sized tyres front and rear.

Inside the car, the M Sports Package highlights sports seats and the M leather sports steering wheel as its two most important features. Special aluminium trim strips in Glacier Silver, the M footrest as well as M door entry strips round off the Package.

New Top-of-the-Range 130i 
and Attractive Extras.

BMW is proudly presenting the new top-of-the-range 1 Series – 
the 130i – as well as new items of equipment and the new M Sports Pack​age for all 1 Series at the Frankfurt Motor Show.

BMW 130i: Sporting Performance in a Top-Class Outfit.

The new top-of-the-range 130i, quite literally the “star” of the BMW 1 Series, offers driving pleasure beyond conventional dimensions in the compact 
class as of autumn 2005. The combination of BMW’s well-known agile suspension and the new 3.0-litre six-cylinder power unit (195 kW/261 hp, 315 Nm/232 lb-ft) with its magnesium engine block and VALVETRONIC creates a winning team in every respect.

The BMW 130i appeals to the discerning customer not willing to forego the dynamic character of a luxury performance saloon in the compact class. 
And so such a customer will enjoy unpretentious superiority in grand style. Seventeen-inch wheels in V-spoke design developed especially for the 
130i, the BMW kidney grille with chrome-plated slats and dual tailpipes with chrome-plated rear ends show the connoisseur that this is a particularly powerful and muscu​lar BMW.

The BMW 130i accelerates to 100 km/h in just 6.2 seconds. Top speed is limited electronically to 250 km/h or 155 mph, and fuel con​sumption in 
the EU test cycle is a mere 9.0 litres/100 kilometres, equal to 31.4 mpg Imp.

New Options for Extra Comfort and Safety.

Over and above the new top-of-the-range model, BMW also offers a complete range of new equipment options as of autumn, making every BMW 1 Series 
a truly unique, one-off driving machine: Examp​les are the attractive M Sports Package, Adaptive Headlights and – already available today – the diesel particle filter.

The BMW Assist telematics service as well as the mobile BMW Online internet portal have also been included in the list of options for the 
BMW 1 Series. Another highlight is BMW’s innovative Connected​Service concept enabling the BMW 1 Series to register for service at the 
workshop all by itself by way of a telephone text message, Blue​tooth technology providing a quick link to various mobile telephones in the 
BMW 1 Series.

As a result of these features, the BMW 1 Series offers not only a unique driving experience in the compact class, but also takes the lead in the market through its driver assistance systems.

Dynamic, Superior, Exciting: the M Sports Package.
Starting in September 2005, BMW offers the M Sports Package for 
all models in the 1 Series. Developed by BMW M, this very special Sports Package appeals to all customers wishing to further refine the sporting 
and agile philosophy of their 1 Series, underlining the dy​nam​ic qualities of the car also in optical terms.

In conjunction with M double-spoke light-alloy wheels measuring 17 or 
18 inches, as well as different-sized tyres front and rear, the spe​cially tuned 
M Sports Suspension ensures optimum contact on the ground and perfect grip at all times. The powerful look of the car is highlighted visually by the 
M Aero​dy​namics Package comprising front and rear air dams as well as side-sills finished in body colour.

Inside the car sports seats, the BMW Individual roof lining in Anthra​cite, 
a leather steering wheel, a footrest and entry trim strips in BMW M Design as well as special aluminium trim strips clearly bear tes​ti​mony to the outstanding sportiness and dynamism of the 1 Series.

Top-quality soft nappa leather on the handbrake lever and the extra-short gearshift lever ensuring an even faster and more precise gear​shift again underlines the supreme standard of visible and tangible quality of all materials inside the car.

5.
BMW 5 Series: 
New Models and Engines, 
First 5 Series Diesel with xDrive.

Starting in autumn 2005, the line-up of models in the BMW 5 Series will be extended by a number of new versions increasing the overall range to a total of 13 Saloons and ten Tourings naturally all complying in full with the EU4 emission standard. Another obvious point is that all diesels come as standard with a maintenance-free particle filter.

New High-End Model: 540i Saloon with V8 Power Unit.

The driving force in the 540i is the smaller of the two V8 power units in the 
5 Series featuring VALVETRONIC and double-VANOS and in​troduced for the first time in the BMW 7 Series in spring 2005. Maxi​mum output from 
4,000 cc is 225 kW/306 hp, with peak torque of 390 Nm/287 lb-ft at 3,500 rpm. 
Featuring a six-speed manual gearbox as standard, the new 540i Saloon accelerates to 100 km/h in 6.2 seconds and reaches a top speed of 250 km/h or 155 mph. Fuel consumption in the combined EU cycle is 11.0 litres/ 100 kilometres or 25.7 mpg Imp – a moderate figure for a dynamic V8 saloon with this kind of power and perform​ance.

The high range of features and equipment is the same as in the BMW 535d.

Top-of-the-Range 550i with Upgraded V8 Power Unit Replacing 
the 545i.

The V8 power unit featured in the new 550i displaces 4,799 cc and develops maximum output of 270 kW/367 hp, with powerful torque of 490 Nm/361 lb-ft at 3,400 rpm. With its manual gearbox, the 550i accelerates to 100 km/h in 
a dynamic 5.5 seconds and completes the sprint from 80–120 km/h in fourth gear in just 5.2 seconds. Top speed of both the Saloon and Touring is 250 km/h or 155 mph (limited elec​tronically).

Despite the significant increase in power and performance, fuel con​sumption of the 550i, at 11.1 litres/100 kilometres or 25.4 mpg Imp in the combined 
EU cycle, is almost the same as on the former model. And at the same time the 550i naturally raises the emission standard to an even higher level, 
moving up in the USA from LEV to ULEV II (EU4 in Europe).

Both the BMW 540i and the BMW 550i come as standard with a manual 
six-speed gearbox. Six-speed automatic transmission with Steptronic is available as an option, and the BMW 550i also comes with a six-speed SMG Sequential Manual Gearbox as yet a further optional feature.

Offering the car with a manual gearbox, BMW stands out from its main competitors also through this unique sales proposition.
530d: Decrease in Fuel Consumption Despite a Significant Increase in Power and Performance.

The new straight-six diesel in the BMW 530d (Saloon/Touring) with its all-aluminium crankcase and third-generation common rail fuel injection featuring piezo injection technology has proven its qualities in the BMW 7 Series 
ever since spring of this year. Developing maxi​mum output of 170 kW/231 hp at 4,000 rpm and peak torque of 500 Nm/369 lb-ft from 1,750–3,000 rpm, 
this is the most powerful diesel within the BMW 5 Series offering the highest level of torque.

The new engine accelerates the 530d Saloon to 100 km/h in just 6.8 seconds and gives the car a top speed of 250 km/h or 155 mph. Despite the increase 
in engine power by 10 kW or 13 hp, fuel con​sumption in the EU cycle, with engine displacement remaining the same, decreases to 6.7 litres/100 km or 42.2 mpg Imp. As on all BMW 5 Series diesels, a maintenance-free diesel particle filter fitted as standard serves to ensure full compliance with the EU4 emission norm.

530xd Saloon/Touring: First 5 Series Diesel with All-Wheel Drive.

The new 530xd is the first BMW 5 Series diesel with all-wheel drive, 
BMW xDrive ensuring excellent all-wheel-drive dynamics and agility also in this outstanding car. Within fractions of a second, the electronically controlled multiple-plate coupling spreads the flow of power perfectly between the two axles. The parameters for controlling power distribution are provided by DSC Dynamic Stability Control and the engine management sys​tem. As a result, xDrive is able to spread out drive power and torque as required on the 
front and rear axle in the interest of optimum driv​ing stability and traction.

The BMW 530xd accelerates to 100 km/h in just 6.6 seconds and reaches 
a top speed of 242 km/h or 150 mph. Average fuel con​sump​tion in 
the combined EU cycle is 7.6 litres/100 kilometres, equal to 37.2 mpg Imp.

520d: Powerful Four-Cylinder Diesel for the BMW Business Class.

Starting in autumn, the by far most powerful 2.0-litre four-cylinder diesel (120 kW/163 hp, 340 Nm/251 lb-ft) in the market will ensure particularly efficient dynamics also in the BMW 5 Series. The 520d Saloon featuring 
a six-speed manual gearbox as standard accelerates to 100 km/h in just 
8.6 seconds and has a top speed of 223 km/h or 138 mph. And despite the car’s sporting performance, average fuel consumption in the combined 
EU cycle is a mere 5.9 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 47.9 mpg Imp).

Starting in early 2006, BMW also plans to introduce six-speed auto​matic transmission with Steptronic as an option. Other standard features 
include ABS, DSC with DTC and DBC, a tyre defect indicator, 8 airbags, 
air conditioning, electric window lifts front and rear, as well as a CD radio. Otherwise the wide range of features and equipment is largely the same as 
in the BMW 523i.

Even More Standard Features in the 5 Series.

Inter alia, the 2006 model year of the BMW 5 Series may be dis​tin​guished by the new iDrive Controller now featuring a black leather inlay at the top. 
The luggage compartment lid on the Saloon now also opens electrically from the driver’s seat at the touch of a button. And yet a further highlight is that 
the 5 Series is now started not by a con​ventional ignition key, but rather by the engine starter button.

The additional safety and comfort functions offered by the latest gen​eration 
of DSC Dynamic Stability Control will be standard in all BMW 5 Series as of autumn 2005 (see also Section 12).

New Colours, New Look, New Features.

The metallic paintwork colours Monaco Blue, Deep Green and Bar​bera Red are replacing Orient Blue, Oxford Green and Chiaretta Red. In addition, 
the six-cylinder models now come with chrome-plated bars in their kidney grille, and the standard seats boast new Linea design cloth upholstery. 
New wheels in Parallel styling come with 18-inch mixed-sized tyres on the 
5 Series Saloon and the normal 18-inch tyres on the 5 Series Touring.   

ISOFIX child seat fastening including the option to deactivate the airbag 
on the front passenger’s seat is now available also for the passenger’s seat at the front. 

As an option, the BMW 5 Series is available with Comfort Access en​ab​ling the driver to unlock and lock the car and, in conjunction with the engine starter button, to start and switch off the engine, without even having to put his hand on the key he is carrying somewhere on his body. The optional High-Beam Assistant (see Section 11), in turn, serves to further enhance both active safety and control comfort.

Last but certainly not least, the BMW 5 Series Touring will be avail​able as of autumn with BMW’s M Sports Suspension as part of the M Sports Package.

6.
BMW 6 Series:
Coupé and Convertible with 
New Eight-Cylinder Power Unit.

The new 4.8-litre eight-cylinder power unit developing 270 kW/367 hp has already made a great name for itself in the BMW 750i. Now this supreme engine with maximum torque of 490 Nm/361 lb-ft is also featured in the 
BMW 6 Series Coupé and the 6 Series Con​vertible. Both bearing the model designation “BMW 650i”, these two new models are replacing the 
BMW 645Ci.

Even Better Performance on Less Fuel.

25 kW/34 hp more power and 40 Nm/29.5 lb-ft more torque give BMW’s two large sports cars even more dynamic performance and superiority on the 
road: The new BMW 650i Coupé accelerates to 100 km/h from a standstill in just 5.4 seconds, its open-air counterpart completing the same exercise in 5.7 seconds.

In fourth gear of the six-speed manual gearbox featured as standard – six-speed automatic transmission is available as an option at extra cost – the 650i Coupé accelerates from 80–120 km/h in just 4.7 seconds, thus completing the process of overtaking another vehicle very quickly and safely. And requiring 4.9seconds for the same exercise in acceleration, the 650i Convertible is almost as fast. Top speed of both models is limited electronically to 250 km/h or 155 mph.

Despite its remarkable performance, the new eight-cylinder coupé consumes just 11.9 litres of Premium Plus on 100 kilometres, equal to 23.7 mpg Imp. The 650i Convertible, in turn, requires 12.9 litres/100 kilometres or 21.9 mpg Imp.

From outside both models retain a high standard of discreet under​statement. Only two new paintwork colours – Monaco Blue and Barbera Red – as well 
as 19-inch wheels in new design with different-sized tyres (245/40 R19 at the front, 275/35 R19 at the rear) show the connoisseur that these are the 
new BMW 650i models. And then of course the powerful look of the car is accentuated by the track 8 milli​metres or 0.31´´ wider at the rear.

Inside the car, the features you will notice immediately are the new black colour world, the new design of the iDrive Controller, as well as the engine starter button on the instrument panel. Comfort Access is now also available as an option. It almost goes without saying that BMW’s DSC Dynamic 
Stability Con​trol with additional functions (see Section 12) comes as stand​ard.

BMW 7 Series:
New 730Ld and Far More
Power and Torque in the
Top-of-the-Range 745d Diesel. 

Bringing together apparent contrasts and solving conflicts of interest – 
for example by increasing engine output while reducing fuel con​sump​tion – represents the high art of automotive technology. And the five new 
engines introduced in the upgraded BMW 7 Series prove im​pressively that 
precisely this combination of features is possible in practice, applying 
BMW’s philosophy of Efficient Dynamics.

Other features appearing to be incompatible at first sight are, for ex​ample, sporting performance and superior comfort. But again, the BMW 7 Series overcomes also this classic contradiction in terms, particularly through the current model originally launched in 2001 and updated in spring of this year.

BMW 7 Series: a Driver’s Car and a Chauffeur Saloon All in One. 

Sales of the most successful BMW Saloon of all times are spread out equally among the standard- and long-wheelbase versions. This clearly proves that while roughly 50 per cent of all 7 Series customers drive their car themselves, the other 50 per cent prefer being driven by a chauffeur.

Long-Wheelbase 7 Series Powered by a Diesel Engine for the 
First Time.

To meet growing demand for the long-wheelbase version in Europe, 
BMW for the first time offers the extended version of the car with a diesel engine as of September 2005. Introducing this new model, BMW is concentrating on the 3.0-litre straight-six launched in the 730d in April 2005.

With the introduction of the BMW 730Ld, the range now comprises no 
less than 11 different versions of the 7 Series, with six different engines and two body variants. And starting in autumn, the BMW 730Ld will also be available with right-hand drive.

Fourteen Centimetres more Legroom for the Passengers at the Rear.

The long-wheelbase version stands out from the normal version through its wheelbase extended by no less than 14 centimetres or 5.5 inches and giving the passengers at the rear an extra 14 centimetres legroom. 

As a result, the long-wheelbase version of the BMW 7 Series meets all the demands made of a highly comfortable and very spacious chauffeur-driven saloon.

Setting the Benchmark in the Segment: the 3.0-Litre Straight-
Six Diesel Engine.

Featuring third-generation common rail technology with piezo fuel injection and EU4 technology incorporating a maintenance-free diesel particle filter, 
the 3.0-litre straight-six diesel with its all-alu​minium crankcase offers the very latest in high-tech diesel devel​opment.

The updated power unit introduced in the BMW 730d in spring 2005 is 25 kg or 55 lb lighter than its predecessor. At the same time it deve​lops 6 per cent more power, 4 per cent more torque, and consumes 3.5 per cent less fuel.

Churning out maximum output of 170 kW/231 hp, the updated engine develops maximum torque of 520 Nm/383 lb-ft between 2,000 and 
2,750 rpm. Acceleration to 100 km/h, in turn, comes in just 7.9 seconds 
in the BMW 730Ld and 7.8 seconds in the 730d.

As on the 730d, top speed is 238 km/h or 148 mph. Fuel consump​tion, finally, is a very moderate 8.2 litres/100 kilometres or 34.4 mpg Imp in the combined EU cycle, exactly the same as in the shorter 730d.

Generous Equipment for Maximum Comfort at the Rear.

Compared with the standard-wheelbase version, the 730Ld comes 
with the following additional highlights and features:

To provide even more comfort at the rear, the BMW 7 Series and, 
in particular, the long-wheelbase version, is available with a wide range 
of additional highlights:

The passengers at the rear are therefore able to watch television (both analogue and digital DVB-T stations) while on the road. Indeed, they are also able to watch DVDs on the DVD changer likewise avail​able as an optional extra.

Second telephone handset at the rear

BMW 745d: A Lot More Power and Torque in the 
Top-of-the-Range Diesel.

Entering the 2006 model year, BMW’s top-of-the-range 745d diesel once again benefits from a lot more power and torque: Developing 242 kW/330 hp at 3,800 rpm as well as impressive torque of 750 Nm/553 lb-ft from 
just 1,900–2,500 rpm, the V8 power unit in the BMW 745d now offers 
10 per cent more power and 7 per cent more torque than before.

This ultra-powerful diesel accelerates from a standstill to 100 km/h in just 
6.6 seconds (– 0.2 seconds), the electronic system limiting the top 
speed of the car to 250 km/h or 155 mph. Despite the increase in power and performance, fuel consumption remains an unusually economical 
9.5 litres/100 kilometres equal to 29.7 mpg Imp. And featuring the most advanced piezo injection tech​nology, together with a particle filter 
fitted as standard, the 745d na​tu​rally complies with the EU4 emission norm.

BMW Individual for Even More Comfort at the Rear.

BMW Individual gives the passengers at the rear an even higher standard 
of all-round comfort and enjoyment: Apart from exclusive upholstery, 
BMW Individual also offers interesting highlights in en​tertainment and information electronics.

One example is Rear Seat Infotainment Online referred to as RSI Online for short and offering the rear-seat passengers various DVD, TV, navigation 
and on-board computer functions complete with free access to the internet. RSI Online comes with two 9.5-inch 16 : 9 LCD monitors integrated in the headrests and able to present two com​pletely different programmes in two different formats. 

As an example, one of the rear-seat passengers is able to surf the internet on one monitor using the cordless keyboard, while the other passenger at the rear is watching a film or retrieving information from the navigation system on 
the other monitor. The multimedia system, finally, is also available with 6.5-inch LCD monitors without access to the internet.

New on All BMW 7 Series: Bluetooth Mobile Phone Preparation 
Kit with a Pre-Fitted SIM Card.

Apart from a Bluetooth interface for mobile phones featuring Blue​tooth technology, the new mobile phone preparation kit comes with a fully installed Telematics Control Unit (TCU) complete with its own, permanently 
fitted telephone in the car. This enables the customer to use the BMW Assist telematics service as well as the BMW Online mobile internet 
portal independently of his own mobile phone (see Section 13).

Rain Sensor and Automatic Headlight Control Now Standard.

Starting immediately, the rain sensor and automatic headlight control are standard in Germany on the 730d/Ld, 730i/Li and 740i/Li.

Scheduled for introduction as of autumn or, respectively, as of the fourth quarter 2005, the BMW Night Vision and High-Beam Assistant support systems will assist the driver of the 7 Series, allowing him to drive his car in an even more forward-looking, safer style during the night and at dusk (see also Section 11).

8.
BMW X3: 
New Entry-Level Model, 
More Diesel Power 
and the M Sports Package.

Featuring a new entry-level petrol engine, an attractive new M Sports Package, more power on the 3.0-litre diesel engine and a particle filter featured as standard on all diesels, the BMW X3 is entering the 2006 model year in September 2005 with a whole range of important new highlights. 
This makes the level of equipment coming with BMW’s successful Sports Activity Vehicle even more comprehensive than before, giving an even larger group of customers the pleasure of enjoying a BMW Sports Activity Vehicle.

Ultra-Modern Four-Cylinder Petrol Engine.

Launching the new X3 2.0i, BMW for the first time offers a four-cylinder petrol engine in one of its Sports Activity Vehicles, opening up another attractive option for entering the BMW X family in addition to the X3 2.0d. The upgraded 2.0-litre four-cylinder featuring VALVE​TRONIC and double-VANOS, 
which has already proven its qualities in the 1and 3 Series, develops maximum output of110 kW/150 hp, with peak torque of 200 Nm/147 lb-ft from just 3,750 rpm.

BMW xDrive for Supreme Agility and Traction.

The electronically controlled multiple-plate coupling on BMW’s xDrive 
all-wheel-drive system spreads out drive forces within frac​tions of a second between the two axles, thus ensuring not only ex​cellent traction, but also, through its extremely fast response, a standard of all-wheel-drive agility never achieved before.

Featuring technology of this kind, the BMW X3 2.0i accelerates with its six-speed manual gearbox featured as standard to 100 km/h in just 11.5 seconds. Top speed is 198 km/h or 123 mph, and acceleration from 80–20 km/h in fourth gear takes a mere 10.9 seconds. At the same time the X3 2.0i naturally complies with the EU4 emission standard, with fuel consumption of 9.3 litres/100 kilometres (equal to 30.4 mpg Imp) in the combined EU cycle.

Wide Range of Equipment and Innovative Safety Features.

The X3 2.0i comes as standard on 235/55 all-season tyres running on 17-inch light-alloy rims (German specification). Apart from the intel​ligent xDrive all-wheel-drive system, DSC Dynamic Stability Control also featured as standard, DBC Dynamic Brake Control, CBC Corner​ing Brake Control as well as 
the two-stage Brake Force Display en​sure an enhanced level of active safety. 


And like all of BMW's Sports Activity Vehicles, the X3 2.0i comes with 
BMW’s unique Trailer Stability Control automatically recognising any dangerous sway motion of a trailer and intervening accordingly.

Extra safety and comfort offroad is guaranteed by HDC Hill Descent Control 
also featured as standard and automatically controlling the speed 
of the vehicle on steep downhill gradients by intervening in the brakes.

BMW X3 3.0d: More Performance, More Power, More Gears.

Starting in September, the BMW X3 3.0d will be even more powerful and, at the same time, beneficial for the environment: Maximum out​put of the 3.0-litre straight-six diesel with common rail technology is increasing by 10 kW/14 hp to 160 kW/218 hp. Peak torque, in turn, is up by an even more significant 90 Nm to a new record level of 500 Nm or 369 lb-ft maintained consistently all the way from 1,750–2,750 rpm. 

This enormous power is conveyed to the wheels in each case by six finely tuned gears – either, as in the past, via the car’s six-speed man​ual 
gearbox featured as standard or, starting in autumn, via the op​tion​al six-speed automatic transmission.

Road performance of the X3 3.0d proves that this increase in power and torque, as well as the new automatic transmission, make a great impression not only on people: Acceleration from 0–100 km/h is now another 0.5 seconds faster, the X3 3.0d completing this exercise with​in just 7.4 seconds (automatic transmission model: 7.7 seconds). 

On account of the all-season tyres, top speed is limited to 210 km/h or 
130 mph. And wherever the vehicle is equipped with the optional Sports Package high-speed set-up, top speed is now 220 km/h or 136 mph 
on both models (previously 218 km/h or 135 mph on the manual gearbox version and 215 km/h or 133 mph on the automatic transmission model).

More on Less: Lower Fuel Consumption and Lower Emissions.

Despite a significant increase in output, BMW’s X3 Sports Activity Vehicle now consumes 0.5 litres less fuel on 100 kilometres: fuel consumption in the combined EU cycle is 7.9 litres of diesel for 100 kilometres, equal to 35.8 mpg Imp (automatic transmission model: 8.6 litres or, respectively, 32.8 mpg Imp). 

The environment naturally benefits not only from such lower fuel consumption, but also from the lower level of emissions: Starting in September, both diesel models, the X3 3.0d and X3 2.0d, come as standard with a diesel particle filter and naturally comply in full with the EU4 emission norm.

M Sports Package in the BMW X3: Dynamic Performance Visible 
at First Sight.

BMW M, the Specialist Car Maker, has created a new and highly at​trac​tive 
M Sports Package for BMW’s compact Sports Activity giving the X3 a truly individual and sporting touch straight from the factory.

Specially tuned to the vehicle, the Sports Package offers even more driving pleasure particularly for the enthusiast focusing first and fore​most on the 
agility and dynamic performance of the BMW X3. Be​neath the sheet metal, 
the M Sports Package incorporates a special, extra-sporting suspension 
set-up. So that in conjunction with the 18-inch M light-alloy wheels providing optimum grip on tyres varying in size front-to-rear (235/50 R18 at the 
front, 255/45 R18 at the rear) the driver will really experience and enjoy the impressive lateral dynamic potential of the X3.

From outside the M Sports Package stands out particularly through numerous aerodynamically optimised components. The modified front and rear spoilers, for example, are finished in body colour, just as the newly designed wheel arch trim and the side-sills.

The newly designed two-piece rear air dam comprising the bumper finished in body colour and the diffuser trim panel in black as well as the tailpipes in 
new design all act together to highlight the rear end of the car with its powerful look. Numerous features are finished in high-gloss BMW Individual Satin Chrome, harmoniously rounding off the sporting look of the car together with the white direction indicators.

The interior harmonises with the sporting exterior through sports seats, 
the M leather steering wheel, as well as the steering wheel knob finished in Anthracite leather.

BMW Individual is proudly presenting a very special car at the Frank​furt Motor Show: the BMW 650i Convertible with new, very special contour lines.

The idea behind this exclusive, one-off masterpiece is to unite the exterior and interior through a common design feature: the “Line”.

The “Line” Extending All the Way From the Engine Compartment 
Lid to the Interior.

On the outside two distinct lines along the engine compartment lid highlight the particular character of this exceptional car finished in Dioxide Black metallic. These two lines extend from the BMW logo above the kidney grille all the way to the windscreen washer nozzles. 

BMW Individual then takes up the Line again inside the car, with the four 
seats and headrests, for example, highlighted in Albedo Yellow BMW Individual Merino leather and featuring inlay piping in Anthra​cite alcantara and olive-green double seams. This special Line then re-appears as fine metal inserts in the interior trim in Black piano paint.

Luxury of the Highest Standard: the Interior in Finest Leather.

The interior of this special show car is a wonderful combination of exclusivity and noblesse: Not only the four seats, the instrument pa​nel, the side panel elements, the side linings and the backrests on the front seats are finished in finest leather, but also the power roof is made of Merino leather in 
Albedo Yellow.

To ensure the right environment for your luggage, finally, the luggage compartment is lined all round by fine Alcantara.

Last but not least, high-gloss BMW Individual Satin Chrome as well 
as 19-inch Individual light-alloy wheels in V-spoke look ensure addi​tional exclusivity wherever you go.

Original BMW Accessories: 
Innovative, Functional, Individual.
BMW is presenting numerous Original BMW Accessories in Frankfurt both enhancing the car’s functions and personalising the customer’s BMW to a supreme level. The BMW X3 3.0d on show in Frankfurt is an example of the large range of accessories and special equipment offered.

From Function to Individual Style.

BMW Aerodynamics Package II (front and rear air dams, rear lid co​ver) as 
well as the sports silencer give this outstanding Sports Activ​ity Vehicle an even more dynamic look. Light birch grain trim inside the X3 offers both a 
highly individual and sophisticated combination of sporting performance and luxurious style. The type and colour of wood, as well as the wood grain 
on the handbrake handle and the wooden bracket in the selector level handle, all from a perfect match with the car’s interior trim.

The Original BMW Roof Box in Metallic Silver and Anthracite is tail​ored in its looks to the X3 and increases the car’s loading capacity by another 350 litres. This miracle in luggage space with its double-sided opening mechanism fits on to the Original BMW Roof Carrier System within seconds. Wind noise reduced to a minimum, anti-corrosion materials as well as coded bolts to scare off thieves again underline the car’s supreme stand​ard of quality.

Entertainment and Helpful Information at the Rear.

Equipped with the BMW’s Advanced DVD system available as an option, 
the BMW X3 features two folding 7-inch 16 : 9 monitors at the rear, fitted in the back of the front seat backrests. Audio signals are transmitted by an infra-red headset, and the screens may be adjusted infinitely and controlled as required to provide optimum visibility. In the process the two screens may be connected to different sources such as the six-piece multimedia player 
(a DVD, an audio CD, an MP3, MPEG- and JPEG data files) as well as 
external units such as a game console or a camcorder.

Clear Vision.

Even clearer vision on the road is provided by a frontal camera in the BMW X3. Incorporating a self-cleaning prism, the camera is able, as it were, to “look round corners”, thus taking the risk out of a concealed drive with no visibility. The on-board monitor, in turn, clearly presents cross traffic coming from the left and right up to an angle of 60° on either side. The camera itself is fitted in the front bumper and is acti​va​ted by a separate switch, the system switching off automatically at high speeds.

The back-up camera with its wide-angle lens (131°) integrated in the lid of the luggage compartment ensures extra safety when reversing. The colour 
picture transmitted by the camera is automatically pre​sented on the on-board monitor once reverse gear is in place.
BMW 3 Series Now Even More Sporting and Elegant.

Taking the new BMW 325i Saloon on display at the Frankfurt Motor Show as an example, we see how effectively the Original BMW Rear Spoiler, the Original BMW Carbon Components Kit (retrofittable) and the Black Line rear lights accentuate the sporting look of the leader in its segment.

The sophisticated look of the interior is further enhanced by burr wal​nut wood trim, the wood/leather gearshift knob combining the sophi​s​ti​cated look of wood with the pleasant touch of high-quality leather. The wood steering wheel trim on the sports steering wheel and a handbrake handle also made of wood round off the stylish, high-class interior.

To avoid expensive bumps when parking, the new BMW 3 Series Sal​oon may be retrofitted with PDC Park Distance Control at the front and/or at the rear.

Unlimited Entertainment: Portable DVD Player and iPod.

The Original BMW Portable DVD System may also be retrofitted as the ideal companion on journeys long and short: The docking station is fitted in the roof lining flush to the front seat backrests. Then all you have to do is conveniently connect the portable player with its inte​grat​ed monitor for use in all cars equipped with such a docking sta​tion.

As long as the 10.2-inch TFT monitor is folded in, the system inte​grated in the roof lining gives the driver free visibility to the rear. Sound playback inside the car is cordless by means of infra-red headsets, outside the car sound is played back by the loudspeakers integrated in the system.

The X3 on show in Frankfurt is equipped with an Original BMW Inter​face for the Apple iPod and iPod mini, which also serves as the charg​ing station. 
Up to 15,000 songs saved in the system are played back via the car’s audio player, with all functions masterminded via the radio or the multifunction steering wheel.

BMW Night Vision and 
High-Beam Assistant: 
Driving Better in the Dark.

Driving in the dark is particularly tiring and always involves an above-average risk. Precisely this is way BMW has been developing innova​tive technologies for years to relieve the driver of stress while driving at night and, accordingly, 
to improve the general standard of traffic safety.

Benefiting from the new BMW Night Vision and High-Beam Assistant 
driver support systems, the BMW driver will be able to look even furth​er ahead during the night and at dusk in future for even greater safety on the road. 
This enables him to detect critical situations ear​lier than in the past and to adjust his style of motoring accordingly. A further point over and above 
the significant improvement of safety is that recognising potentially critical situations earlier than before re​lieves the driver of a lot of stress and 
avoids redundant control opera​tions. And this, in practice, means significant enhancement of motor​ing comfort.

BMW Night Vision: Innovative Infra-Red Technology for 
Greater Safety in the Dark.

BMW Night Vision incorporates a thermal imaging camera covering an area of up to 300 metres in front of the car. The image thus pre​sent​ed on the central monitor varies the presentation of objects as a function of the heat registered by the camera: the warmer an object, the brighter the image. This means 
that human beings (pedestrians at the side of the road) and animals (wild animals crossing the road) form the brightest spots in the picture – and at the same time are the most important points requiring particular concentration while motor​ing.

Given these qualities BMW Night Vision offers the customer partic​ular benefits and, as a result, a significant improvement of safety and convenience 
when driving at night across the country, along narrow lanes, when entering gateways, and in dark underground garages.

Conducting comparative studies, BMW’s engineers have opted in favour of innovative long-distance infra-red technology most appro​priate for properly recognising, people, animals and objects at night. Scientific studies also show that such long-range infra-red technol​ogy is more suitable for this purpose than a short-range system.

Over and above the inherent benefits of long-range infra-red tech​nology, 
BMW has enhanced the system by introducing new, up​graded functions. 
One new feature is to pan the image along the road, the second improvement being to zoom in on distant objects to pre​sent them in a larger scale.

BMW Night Vision is activated/deactivated quite simply by a button 
next to the lights switch. The system is scheduled for introduction in the 
BMW 7 Series in the fourth quarter of this year.

High-Beam Assistant: Driving More Often with the High Beam 
for Extra Safety and Comfort.

The High-Beam Assistant available in the BMW 5, 6 and 7 Series as of September 2005 incorporates a camera sensor in the interior mirror support, which serves to automatically switch the high-beam head​lights on and off. 
In this process the system detects the headlights and rear lights of other vehicles as well as ambient illumination along the road itself. The high-beam headlights will therefore be switched on whenever the road is not sufficiently illuminated and the high beams are not able to detect any vehicles driving ahead or approach​ing in the opposite direction. BMW is the first European premium manufacturer to offer a system of this kind.

Research in the United States has shown that drivers tend to use the high beam very rarely although it would be quite possible and even desirable to do so in many situations. So now the High-Beam Assis​tant makes a significant contribution to the more frequent use of the high beam. It also helps to prevent other road users from being dazzled should the driver dim the headlights too late or not at all. And at the same time the system relieves the driver of 
an additional res​pon​sibility and enhances motoring comfort at the same time. In all, therefore, the High-Beam Assistant means extra safety and conven​ience on the road.

High Technology and 
Innovations. 

DSC with New Safety and Comfort Functions.

DSC Dynamic Stability Control now offers a whole range of additional safety and comfort functions. And starting in autumn 2005, Dynamic Stability Control comprising these new functions is standard on all models in the 
5 and 6 Series as well as on the six-cylinder models of the 1 and 3 Series.

The Set-Off Assistant prevents the car from rolling back when setting off 
on an uphill gradient and enables the driver, particularly in a man​ual gearbox model, to set off on a hill without having to use the park​ing brake. 
The Standby Brake function, in turn, rests the brake pads on the brake discs in advance as soon as the driver suddenly takes his foot off the 
gas pedal, reducing the time elapsing in an emergency braking manoeuvre for the system to build up brake pressure and thus shortening the stopping distance in the process.

The Dry Braking function operates the brakes in the wet at certain intervals – unnoticed by the driver and without slowing down the car – in order to remove water from the brake surface and thus to guarantee a spontaneous brake effect on wet roads. Fading Compensation rein​forces brake pressure whenever the brakes are extremely hot, ensur​ing the same good brake effect also in such a situation. 

The Soft-Stop function reduces the dive effect of the car shortly be​fore coming to a standstill when applying the brakes all-out by auto​matically cutting back brake pressure at the end of the braking pro​cess. Trailer Stability Control, finally, re-stabilises a car and trailer threat​ening to swerve and sway out of control.

BMW Diesel Particles Filter for All Model Series.

BMW has already come a long way in the process of equipping all diesel models as quickly as possible with a particle filter: Starting in autumn 2005, not only the BMW 5 and 7 Series already fitted for some time as standard 
with a maintenance-free particle filter will feature this technology, but also the diesel versions of the new 3 Series Saloon and Touring, the X3 and X5, 
all of which will come with a diesel particle filter straight from the factory. And a particle filter is already available as an option on the diesel models in the 
BMW 1 Series.

This makes BMW one of the first manufacturers worldwide to offer a particle filter for the entire range of diesel models.

BMW also has good news for motorists wishing to retrofit a particle filter: Starting in autumn 2005, BMW plans to offer retrofit kits for further 
current and former model series originally delivered to the customer without 
a filter – for example for most models in the former 3 Series.

BMW Online Even More Attractive 
and Clearer as of Autumn:                Redesigned Portal, Simpler Log-In,   Flat Rate for All Services.

The mobile internet portal BMW Online – unique in the market and pointing 
the way into the future – is being revised and upgraded as of autumn 2005: 
The all-new BMW Online portal is thus becoming even more attractive than ever before for the customer, offering greater clarity and enhanced 
features through its new design and structure. The improved log-in process, for example, facilitates and expedites the process of accessing the system. The integrated Tele​matics Control Unit (TCU), in turn, with its own SIM card and flat rate, now enables the driver to use telematics services without 
having to pay for the connection.

The telematics service BMW Assist is being enhanced by adding the 
Red and Green Michelin Guides to the personal enquiry service, enabling the user to access not only the complete telephone direc​tory and yellow pages, but also more than 350,000 points of interest transferred directly by the operator at the BMW Call Centre to the car’s navigation system or telephone.

Redesigned Portal.

To optimise the navigation process and ensure perfect presentation, 
BMW has redesigned the BMW Online portal both graphically and in its structure: Following markers clearly presented on each menu level, the 
user is able to reach important services more quickly and easily. Such clearer presentation and the smaller number of main cate​gories, as well as direct 
links to the two top services in each cate​gory, make use of the system even easier than before. The contents and pictures of some services are already presented on the starting page of each portal.

The structure of various services such as News and Weather has also been revised. A new feature is the Emergency Doctors’ Service pre​senting information on the nearest doctor available for an emergency call at each location through the appropriate address and telephone number.

Facilitating the Log-In Process. 

In future the user will be able to access the starting page as well as non-personalised services of BMW Online such as the News, Weath​er, Inquiries, etc without having to log-in. Registration will therefore only be required when using customer-specific data such as e-mails. The customer even has the option to configure the time of log-in in​dividually according to his requirements, 

for example by logging in when starting BMW Online or at a later point when calling up per​sonal data. Yet a further option is to drop the log-in requirement alto​gether, BMW Online thus becoming available even faster than before.

Flat Rate for All Services in Conjunction with the Mobile Phone Preparation Kit Business with an Integrated SIM Card.

Customers using BMW Assist and BMW Online via the new Mobile Phone Preparation Kit Business complete with a Bluetooth interface and an integrated SIM Card are no longer required to pay the usual connection rates for these two services, since all connections are al​ready included in the 
basic rate. The use of BMW Assist and BMW Online is therefore even clearer and easier than before.

Over and above a Bluetooth interface for mobile phones featuring this technology, the car now also comes with a fully integrated Telematics Control Unit (TCU) with its own, firmly integrated telephone card. This enables 
the customer to use BMW Assist and BMW Online with​out requiring his own mobile phone. The TCU itself is fitted in the car out of the customer’s 
sight, with the mobile phone contract including all costs being handled and transacted completely by BMW AG.

This means that now the automatic emergency call function remains fully operative even when the customer deactivates his own tele​phone. 
And the customer is also able to use online services and make telephone calls at the same time without problems.

The Telematics Service BMW Assist.

The BMW Assist telematics service offers the driver an emergency call, express service and up-to-date traffic information function whenever required. 
Using the operator-based BMW Inquiry Service in turn, the customer is able to retrieve all kinds of local information. A special feature is that the car’s current position is automatically determined as soon as the driver calls the 
BMW Call Centre, all information and data provided thus relating directly to the current location of the car and driver. So whether the customer is looking for 
a cinema, a res​tau​rant, a hotel or local sights – the contact data required will go straight from the BMW Call Centre to the navigation system or car telephone.

Becoming available in the BMW 1 Series as of autumn 2005, BMW Assist will be featured in all BMW model series.

The BMW Online Mobile Internet Portal.

In the BMW 1 Series (starting in autumn 2005), the 3 Series Saloon, 3 Series Touring, 5 Series, 6 Series, and 7 Series, BMW Online provides access 
to a mobile BMW internet portal supplying the driver with ex​clusive service and mobility functions. This enables the driver, taking just one example, 
to drive directly to the nearest car park with space still available, following the instructions provided by the system. And like BMW Assist, BMW Online 
is directly connected to the car tele​phone and navigation system in order to directly download the ad​dresses found.

To use BMW Assist and BMW Online in the car, the vehicle must be equipped with BMW’s Professional navigation system as well as the Mobile Phone Preparation Kit Business with a Bluetooth Interface. Downloading Routes from Your PC     to the Car.

Have you ever felt the wish to download specific, individual routes from 
your computer at home directly into your car? Or, while driving, to download 
a certain route to your destination, which suddenly comes to your mind? 
And then to follow the navigation system straight to the place you are going to?

In a research project presented at the 2005 Frankfurt Motor Show, 
BMW ConnectedDrive shows that all this may soon become reality for the BMW Online customer.

Depending on his or her personal wishes, the customer is able to choose 
his personal route, adding further destinations and stopover points as he goes along any way he likes.

A further option would be to demonstrate sheer driving pleasure BMW-style 
to the customer on very special routes chosen, for ex​ample, 
by BMW engineers and suspension development specialists for testing 
the driving qualities of BMW cars.

Up-to-Date Information for Extra Motoring Comfort and 
Driving Safety.

Compared with conventional road maps, guides or roadbooks, BMW’s future on-board solution might well offer the driver a whole range of benefits.

Via BMW Online, for example, the system might provide information on the latest weather and road conditions. And if a certain route is not open or allows only restricted access when the driver is in that region, the system would 
rule out such a route right from the start. Yet a further point is that the driver could be sure that destinations re​com​mended such as museums or restaurants are really open.

Using such an intelligent on-board guide instead of a traditional, print​ed guide, the driver and passenger would be able to concentrate on the actual driving experience and interesting sights on the way, again enjoying a new dimension of sheer driving pleasure. 

BMW ConnectedDrive.

The car of the future is increasingly becoming an integrated com​po​nent 
of a complete network comprising all kinds of information and services. 
BMW ConnectedDrive, therefore, is an innovative and comprehensive concept developed by the BMW Group, networking the most advanced information, communication and assistance sys​tems within and outside of the car in order to make motoring safer, more efficient and more comfortable. So through BMW Connected​Drive, the BMW Group is pursuing the vision of smooth and pleasant motoring without congestion.

The whole concept and system may well be regarded as a kind of virtual passenger in the car: While in the past interaction of the driver, the vehicle and the environment depended exclusively on the indi​vidual flexibility of the 
driver and his willingness to adapt, BMW ConnectedDrive relieves the driver from this isolated position, help​ing to avoid the usual chores and routines 
like some kind of “sixth sense” making the car more intelligent and individual.

Superior Technology in Three Areas.

Like a living organism, BMW ConnectedDrive links the car with the 
world around it as well as local traffic, giving the driver as much infor​mation 
as necessary and required in a personalised and ergonomic process – information derived from telematics, online and driver assistance services.
