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BMW clothing lines – parallels between leisure and work exist in Haute Couture.

Munich. Modern clothing design must be able to meet varied requirements and should possess, at best, classic elegance. With the collections “Motorcycle Rider Equipment” and “Leipzig Plant Work Clothing”, the BMW design team responsible has demonstrated that parallels exist between clothing designed for leisure and the workplace, in spite of the different demands placed on them. The influence of architecture and environment on each line of clothing is remarkable. 

In terms of design, the  collection BMW Motorcycle Rider Equipment is closely linked to the “architecture” of BMW motorcycles. Outfit and machine complement each other, forming one single unit. The highest standards of technology, functionality, comfort and design have gone into the choice of styles and materials. The impressive BMW Motorcycle Rider Equipment collection reflects the design language of the motorcycles themselves.
The functionality of BMW Leipzig plant work clothing was modelled on the motorcycle clothing. Styles and materials, already successfully featured in the motorcycle line, provide the work outfit  with the same freedom of movement and equal wearing comfort. Moreover, the plant’s architecture also served as an excellent source of inspiration for the BMW design team. The  central building of the plant, which was designed by Zaha Hadid, recent winner of the German Architecture Award 2005, provided visual incentives. The collection “Leipzig Plant Work Clothing”, which comprises a total of 13 items, was developed over a period of two years. It is now being utilised to the full and is tremendously popular amongst both male and female employees at the BMW Leipzig plant. 
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
