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First serial production hydrogen-powered sedans for Ministers of State Schnappauf and Huber
BMW Hydrogen 7 as an impulse for sustainable mobility
Munich. Bavaria’s Minister of Environment Dr. Werner Schnappauf and Minister for Economic Affairs Erwin Huber will now be using the world’s first serial production hydrogen-powered sedan by BMW. Today, the two ministers each accepted a brand new BMW Hydrogen 7 for everyday use from Dr. Michael Ganal, Board Member of the BMW AG for Sales and Marketing. As Schnappauf said: “The state of Bavaria joins BMW in pursuing future technologies which allow mobility without pollutant emissions. Not only the automotive industry but the entire economy must significantly reduce CO2 emissions so that we can counteract climate change. This requires a new industrial revolution with hydrogen energy. The development of serial production vehicles by BMW is an important signal.”

Huber emphasised: “Companies in Bavaria have a high degree of expertise in innovative and creative future technologies. Bavaria is one of the world’s leading industrial locations for environmental technology and home of BMW, one of the world’s leading international automotive manufacturers. Hydrogen is seen as one of the most important alternatives for automobile power in the future. By implementing hydrogen technology in a serial production vehicle, BMW has taken on a leading role on the way to establishing sustainable mobility. We welcome this development.”
As Schnappauf added, the aim is to achieve the transition from carbon-based economy to a hydrogen-based economy in the long term, thus making the economy climate-compatible. However, he said that a breakthrough had to be made by creating sufficient “green” hydrogen from regenerative sources. The Ministry of Environment will be subjecting the vehicle to an environmental compatibility test and providing the results to BMW.
At the handover of the BMW Hydrogen 7 in Munich, Dr. Michael Ganal said: “We are pleased with the decision of the two ministers to make use of the BMW Hydrogen 7. For us, regeneratively produced hydrogen has the potential to be the fuel of the future. The fact that ministers Schnappauf and Huber have agreed to use these hydrogen-powered sedans is a groundbreaking impulse for us”.
The BMW Hydrogen 7 is being given to selected representatives from the fields of politics, economy and society. BMW is a pioneer in the advancement of hydrogen power. Initially, a small series of 100 Hydrogen 7 vehicles has been produced: their use in everyday traffic is to provide new insights for further development. The BMW Hydrogen 7 is virtually emission-free.
