1. Short Story.

Since March 2002 MINI has also been strongly positioned in Japan with the MINI One, MINI Cooper and MINI Cooper S very quickly following in the footsteps of the highly successful “classic” Mini: Just in ten months after the  launch, MINI has become the seventh imported car brand  in the Japanese market. MINI still maintains high share as a powerful brand, and won various car awards last year.

A particularly popular model in Japan is the MINI Cooper accounting for more than 60 per cent of all models sold. Approximately one-quarter of all customers opt for the MINI One and roughly one out of seven purchasers 
go for the MINI Cooper S. 

From the street to the silver screen.
Bearing testimony to its cinema debut in “The Italian Job”, MINI is taking 
a strong stand at the 2003 Tokyo Motor Show as an intelligent detective. 
Like the old Mini in the original version of the film back in 1969, MINI is ideal not only for everyday use, but also for dramatic pursuits on and off 
the road. With its aerodynamic kit and roof spoilers, additional headlights, 
17´´ light-alloy wheels with cross-spoke rims and bonnet stripes, 
MINI is well prepared for even the biggest challenge. And at the Tokyo Motor Show MINI is presenting this star on four wheels with all the original 
Italian Job accessories.

These Italian Job accessories are also available as of today at the MINI 
deal​ership, enabling MINI fans to take home their personal film star from the screen to their own front door.

The ultimate sound experience.

With the new Digital Power Sound Module the MINI accessories programme offers the HiFi enthusiast an audio system that meets the most stringent demands on performance and sound quality.  

The system’s fully digital audio amplifier, with which MINI holds a unique position in the market, has 660 watts musical power output. A combination of six large-volume, high-performance loudspeakers with a sound level pressure of 126 dB creates a full tone with rich basses and distinct trebles. 

The best sound system currently available from MINI has been adapted especially for this nimble car’s space and acoustic characteristics and designed for the retrofitting of MINI audio systems incorporating the radio “Boost“. 

This exclusive audio system, which offers highest quality in acoustics, sound and finish quality, will be exclusively available from MINI dealers for around 1,500 Euros (incl. VAT, excl. fitting) at the beginning of autumn this year. This is around half the price of comparable systems offered on the accessory market.
Extra power with John Cooper Works tuning kits.
No name is as closely linked to MINI as that of John Cooper and his son, Mike. So at the 2003 Tokyo Motor Show Mike Cooper will be presenting a 
MINI Cooper S on the MINI stand featuring the John Cooper Works tuning kit: Powered by 200 bhp at 6,950 rpm, this mighty machine has a top speed 
of 226 km/h or 140 mph. Beauty is then added to this power by the special John Cooper Works designed 18-inch wheel rims as well as matching 
sports seats.

MINI One D – the first MINI with a diesel engine.
The new MINI One D powered as the first-ever MINI by a diesel engine made its debut in May/June of this year. This very economical power mach​ine from Oxford combines all the intelligent austerity of a modern diesel with the unique design and go-kart-like driving behaviour so typical of the MINI. No surprise, therefore, that this model is also in great demand.

The compact four-cylinder power unit, which was developed in cooperation 
with Toyota, generates maximum output of 55 kW/75 bhp from cubic capa​city of 1.4 litres. With a maximum torque of 180 Nm at just 2,000 rpm, this MINI guarantees substantial accelerating power, making the MINI One D an agile performer for real fun on the road. In order to con​vey power safely to the road at all times, this powerful diesel model is equipped with ASC+T stability 
and traction control, a standard feature quite unique for a car in this class.

The high-performance diesel engine with direct fuel injection combines 
second-generation common rail technology with a turbocharger complete with intercooler. The lightweight all-aluminium power unit excels 
through its refinement, low noise level, moderate fuel consumption and 
low emissions. 

Economical and agile.

Fuel consumption in the EU combined cycle averages just 4.8 litres diesel 
on 100 km or 58.8 mpg Imp, corresponding to CO2 emissions of just 
129 g/km. This makes the MINI One D the currently most fuel-efficient car within the entire BMW Group.

On a tank filling of 50 litres the diesel MINI with its truly moderate 
con​sumption has a range of up to 1,000 km or more than 600 miles, depending on your style of driving, of course.

In conjunction with the six-speed manual gearbox featured as standard also 
in the MINI Cooper S, the new diesel is particularly efficient in proving its torque and pulling force. Top speed is 165 km/h or 102 mph, acceleration from 0–100 km/h comes in just 13.5 seconds. And the MINI One D takes an 
equally quick 11.9 seconds to accelerate from 80–120 km/h in fourth gear. 
Sixth gear has a reduced ratio to cut back engine speed and, accordingly, 
fuel consumption on long distances.

A further factor contributing to the car’s astounding economy is that oil service intervals have been extended up to 25,000 km or 15,500 miles, depending, as with the petrol-engined models, on your style of motoring and load conditions.

Thanks to the only slight increase in the weight of the drive components 
as well as well-balanced weight distribution, the MINI One D offers exactly the same go-kart performance as the petrol-engined models. And in the latest addition to the MINI family the steering process is facilitated by hydraulic power steering. 

From the outside, the new diesel model stands out against the MINI One through the logo on the rear lid, the side-sills carried over from the 
MINI Coop​er S, the front end with bigger air intakes and the tailpipe 
concealed behind the rear apron. 

There is an abundance of standard fitments on the new MINI model, comprising, among other features, two frontal and two side airbags, four-sensor ABS, EBD Electronic Brake Force Distribution, CBC Cornering Brake 
Control, ASC+T traction control, a runflat indicator, a rev counter incorporating an outdoor temperature gauge, electrically operated rear-view mirrors 
and window lifts, a six-speed manual transmission, power steering, height adjustment on the driver’s seat and steering column, tinted windows and 
a convenient central locking system with remote control and comfort opening.

MINI One – the entry model.

The MINI One powered by a petrol engine offers a wide range of standard equipment and supreme driving pleasure at a reasonable price. Just like the other MINIs, the MINI One is technically speaking most elaborate and 
stands out through its agility and excellent roadholding. The 1.6-litre power unit featuring four cylinders and 16 valves provides the agile performance 
one rightly expects of a genuine MINI. This power unit develops maximum 
output of 66 kW/90 bhp, giving the car a top speed of 181 km/h (112 mph), acceleration to 100 km/h (62 mph) in just 10.9 seconds and making do with 6.6 litres of premium unleaded fuel in the EU combined cycle (42.8 mpg Imp). 

The roof and bumpers of the basic model are in body colour, black-coloured highlights being provided by the slats in the radiator grille, the rear lid 
handle and the housings around the electrically operated rear-view mirrors. 

MINI Cooper – the sporting ace.

The MINI Cooper is the perfect choice for those who expect even more performance and fitments of a MINI. This model is clearly differentiated from the basic model through a 25 bhp increase in performance, two-colour 
exte​rior paint design, chrome applications, light-alloy wheels, suspension lowered by eight millimetres and an anti-roll bar on the rear axle. 

On the MINI Cooper, as on the MINI Cooper S, both the roof and the rear-view mirrors are also available in white or black, regardless of the actual body colour. With the roof in body colour, the electrically adjustable rear-view mirrors always come in black.

The MINI Cooper accelerates from 0 to 100 km/h (62 mph) in 9.2 seconds 
and has a top speed of 200 km/h (124 mph). Fuel consumption nevertheless remains modest at just 6.8 litres/100 km in the EU combined cycle 
(41.5 mpg Imp). And if the customer wishes, the MINI One and MINI Cooper come as an option with a continuously variable automatic transmission featuring Steptronic instead of the standard five-speed manual transmission.

MINI Cooper S – the top model.

The top-of-the-range model comes with supercharger and intercooler technology ensuring maximum output of no less than 120 kW/163 bhp. 
This outstanding performance in conjunction with the six-speed manual gearbox offered as standard and the Sports PLUS suspension help to 
provide driving pleasure at its best.

Top speed is 218 km/h (135 mph), acceleration to 100 km/h (62 mph) 
takes just 7.4 seconds. At 8.4 litres/100 km or 33.6 mpg Imp (EU combined 
cycle), fuel consumption is again remarkably low for a car of this calibre. 

As the top model in the range, the MINI Cooper S stands out in particular through its air intake scoop in the front lid, the distinctive bumpers in body colour, the rear spoiler, two chrome-plated tailpipes, the side grilles with 
an integrated “S”, the distinctive side sills, the grab handle on the rear lid in body colour, the chrome-plated fuel tank filler flap, the white direction indicators at 
the side and 16-inch light-alloy wheels, marking a clear difference when compared to the other MINIs. The interior of the MINI Cooper S is dominated by top-quality textiles, surfaces and leather trim exclusive to this top-of-the-range model.

Offering four engine variants from 75 to 163 bhp and numerous options 
for customisation, MINI enables the customer to create his or her very own MINI as a unique, one-off model.

2. A Class of its Own.

MINI has captured the hearts of automotive connoisseurs and enjoys ever- increasing popularity the world over. Demand for MINI vehicles continues 
to be strong so that initial expectations with regard to production and sales figures for the MINI model range have been exceeded by far.

MINI is more than just an attractive four-seater. MINI is well on the way to becoming the symbol of an individualistic lifestyle. Just like its predecessor from the sixties, it somewhat represents the spirit of the age and 
a particular way of life. Its drivers freely admit that they have a zest for life 
and are out to have fun in this nimble performer. 

The ingenious vehicle concept taken over from the classic predecessor 
in conjunction with the superior suspension and powerful engines guarantees maximum driving pleasure on the road.

The loveable face, the round shapes, the long wheelbase (2,467 mm) and the extremely short overhangs give the MINI its distinctive character. On the outside and in the interior alike the classic design cues were reinterpreted and skilfully carried forward into the 21st century by the MINI designers so 
that every single MINI model is instantly recognisable as a genuine MINI, irrespective of the equipment options chosen. 

This nimble rider from Oxford is a modern car meeting the demands of the most discerning customers. Although it is just 3.6 metres long, there is 
actually plenty of room inside for four adults. Its technology sets standards in its segment and offers features normally only found in upmarket vehicles.

2.1
Unmistakable – 
the MINI’s Exterior and Interior Features.

The unmistakable MINI design clearly demonstrates the exceptional 
position this compact British car holds in its market segment. 
The MINI team successfully brought the styling cues of the Issigonis classic 
into the 21st century, thereby retaining the unique MINI design language. 

Charming and full of character.

This popular car with its round headlights and beautifully curved bonnet is an eye-catcher. Its bold appearance makes it clear that it was designed for 
driving fun on four wheels. Due to the widened track and the wheel arch trims, it appears particularly wide when viewed from the rear although it is in fact 
only 1.69 metres in width. 

With its extremely short overhangs and the steeply rising side sections, this charming British car boasts its accelerating power even when standing 
still. This impression is underlined by its waistline, which rises slightly towards the rear and grants the MINI its impressive profile. Large, green-tinted glass surfaces utilised as an element of design and functionality surround the car like a continuous band, emphasizing its graceful elegance.

The MINI comes exclusively with two large doors opening up to an extremely wide angle for easy entry and exit, also to the rear seats. The frameless windows are fitted as standard with electric window lifts, which can be operated from the front. The rear lid has an electric lock and swings open high enough to allow even tall persons to stand upright beneath it. A heated rear window with a wiper ensures a clear view to the rear, a heated windscreen comes as an option. The headlights are integrated into the bonnet which reaches down 
to the wheel arches, a further feature which is quite unique for a vehicle of this class. In order to ensure convenient opening, the large bonnet is fitted with gas-pressure springs. 

Unmistakable interior.

MINI specific features have also been retained in the interior, creating a modern ambience without compromising on functionality, ergonomics and utility. The dominating element in the interior is the speedometer right in 
the middle of the instrument panel, a design characteristic which derives from the original Mini. The speedometer tells the driver how fast he is going, comprises the coolant and tank gauges and informs the driver when the next 

service is due. The rev counter (optional on the MINI One) sits on the 
steering column, directly in the driver’s line of vision. If the MINI is ordered with an optional navigation system, the speedometer moves up to the steering column where it stands out as the second instrument next to the rev counter. 

Depending on the equipment and model chosen, the instrument panel is available in anthracite, silver, aluminium look or wood trim. There are storage spaces underneath the instrument panel, inside the door and in the centre console. On models equipped with air conditioning the glove compartment, which is available as an option, can even be cooled. 

MINI specific attributes can also be found below the central dash, where there is a trim strip with up to six toggle switches for operating such features as 
the electric window lifts, the central locking system, and the optional traction and stability control.

Attractive design language.

The door design has become one of the MINI’s unmistakable features. 
Inside the door there are frames around the armrest and the storage space, which, in turn, form a perfect colour match with the centre console. 
The round door openers and the two loudspeakers harmoniously blend into the interior ambience.

The steering wheel in two-spoke design has a pleasant feel to it and gives a foretaste of the driving pleasure to follow. To accommodate people of all sizes, the driver’s seat and steering column are height-adjustable allowing any person to find his or her perfect seating position. As there is ample room for head, shoulders and legs, the car conveys, in particular on the front seats, 
a generous feeling of space further accentuated by the extensive glass surfaces. The sports seats with integrated side airbags offer superior side support 
even in fast bends. One combination of cloth and leather or three different leather upholstery designs are available as an option over and above the 
cloth upholstery offered as standard. 

The front seat can be moved far forward in order to provide easy exit and access to the rear. The memory function allows the driver to return his seat to its initial position once the passengers sitting at the rear have got in. 
The backrests of the front seats are designed to provide generous space for the rear-seat passengers’ feet. The rear-seat backrest is split 50:50 and 
folds forward as standard, enlarging the luggage compartment from 150 to 
a maximum of 670 litres. 

2.2
Safety to the Fore.

When the MINI was designed, a safety concept reflecting the absolute 
state of the art was effectively realised. 

Active safety.

All models in the MINI range come as standard with disc brakes on all four wheels, with the front discs vented. In addition to this, the MINI’s standard equipment includes four-sensor ABS, Electronic Brake Force Distribution (EBD), Cornering Brake Control (CBC), ensuring tracking stability and reducing the stopping distance when applying the brakes. Electronic Brake Force Distribution (EBD) controls the distribution of brake forces between the front 
and rear wheels. CBC Cornering Brake Control optimises rear-wheel 
brake performance without having an adverse effect on the tracking stability. 

As an option, both the MINI One and MINI Cooper (standard on the MINI Cooper S) are available with ASC+T traction control, which the driver 
can switch off whenever he wishes. It prevents the front wheels from spinning and keeps the driver in control of his car even when the wheels have varying grip. DSC Dynamic Stability Control is also available as an option and provides for even more active safety. The system counteracts unstable driving conditions caused by accelerating, applying the brakes, driving round bends or sudden load alterations. 

Runflat assistance.

The MINI is the first car in its segment to offer a runflat indicator as standard. 
If the warning light in the speedometer comes on, the driver is in a position 
to quickly react to a loss in pressure, thus preventing any damage to the tyre. 

As this system helps to avoid major damage at a preliminary stage, the  MINI One and MINI Cooper come as standard with the MINI Mobility System instead of a spare wheel. The primary components of this system are a 
sealant and a compressor. Thus, in most cases the nearest garage can be reached without having to change the tyre. An emergency wheel is still available as an option, however. 

When ordered with 16-inch and 17-inch wheels, all MINI models can also be fitted with run flat tyres (standard on the MINI Cooper S). The main features of these tyres are their reinforced sidewalls and heat-resistant rubber compounds preventing the flat tyre from being compressed, jumping off the rim or rubbing at the sides until catching fire. By maintaining a careful style of motoring and 
a speed of not more than 80 km/h or 50 mph, the driver can continue for up to 150 km or 90 miles on the road even without any pressure in the tyres. 

Passive safety.

Each MINI comes as standard with four airbags. The speed at which the two front airbags inflate depends on the severity of the accident. The side airbags, which are concealed in the outer upholstery of the front seats’ backrests, protect the front passengers from thorax injuries in case of a side impact. Automatic three-pivot seat belts protect the occupants on all four seats. Pyrotechnical belt latch tensioners and belt force limiters are standard features on the front seats. 

Additional safety in case of a side collision is provided by the optional AHPS Advanced Head Protection System. These airbags offer to both the front- and the rear-seat passengers maximum protection from head injuries. They are housed within the roof lining and inflate between the passengers and the side windows in case of a lateral impact. All restraint systems are masterminded 
by common crash sensors and aim at keeping the risk of injury to the passengers to a minimum.

The MINI’s body, which was developed according to BMW Group principles, 
is three times as stiff as on comparable models offered by competitors. 
Wide, energy-absorbing zones and the transverse front engine contribute to the superior crash performance, further enhanced by the front axle, which absorbs energy and passes it on through the floor pan.

Numerous virtual and real crash tests were carried out to ensure the effectiveness of all these measures resulting in the MINI’s exemplary crash behaviour. The MINI fulfils the most stringent crash regulations the world 
over as proven by the four stars awarded in the demanding Euro NCAP crash tests. The MINI’s exemplary crash characteristics were also honoured in 
the United States where the National Highway Safety Administration (NHTSA) awarded four stars to the MINI Cooper.

2.3
Suspension with Fun Guaranteed 
on Winding Roads.

The ingenious concept taken over from the original MINI with the engine fitted crosswise and the gearbox beneath the engine contributes to a very low centre of gravity and a weight distribution that is excellent for a front-wheel drive car. All these benefits result in the MINI’s superb traction and direct handling. 

Optimum roadholding characteristics.

The driving front axle is based on the McPherson set-up, and the MINI’s sophisticated multi-arm rear axle is a world first in this segment. The space-saving axle design allows very good use of the space available on the 
one hand, and provides a luggage compartment with a low floor on the other. The axles’ complex kinematic configuration gives the tyres full road 
contact at all times. All MINI models come with a stabiliser bar on the front axle. 

The MINI Cooper and the MINI Cooper S, the more powerful models in 
the MINI line-up, also feature an anti-roll bar on the rear axle as well as a more sporting suspension set-up. 

Steering made easy.

The MINI One, MINI Cooper, and MINI Cooper S all come with EHPAS electrohydraulic power steering. The EHPAS system’s hydraulic pump is driven by a small electric motor and operates independently of the power unit. Pressure is built up only if power steering is needed.

All models feature a very direct rack-and-pinion steering, which makes 
the vehicle most responsive to the movements of the steering wheel, gives the driver an excellent feel for the steering and provides the go-kart-like driving experience MINI fans have always enjoyed.

The drive concept with a low centre of gravity, the long wheelbase, the widened track, the stiff body, the kinematic configuration of the multi-arm rear axle and the direct power steering all contribute to the MINI’s excellent 
driving behaviour. Even when taken to its limits, this nimble small car from Oxford has only a hardly noticeable tendency to under steer and allows 
the passengers to experience at close quarters that the most exhilarating connection between two points is a bend.

2.4
Professional Electronics.

Behind the scenes, the MINI incorporates electronic architecture that reflects the absolute state of the art and is unparalleled in this segment of the market. Databus systems simplify the car’s electronic network and use the same 
wires and cables for different functions, thus enhancing reliability and allowing 
the integration of exceptional equipment features such as a rain sensor. 

Other high-tech electronic features quite unusual in this segment include xenon headlights, a navigation system complete with a 16:9 colour display,  PDC Park Distance Control masterminded by ultrasound, as well as the multifunction steering wheel.

A concert hall in MINI format.
The ICE In-Car Entertainment System ensuring supreme sound quality is tailored specifically to the acoustics and ambient conditions within the MINI. Even the basic version comprises six loudspeakers, four in the doors 
and two in the rear side panels. 

A harman/kardon HiFi system with eight specially developed loudspeakers 
and a digital amplifier is available for the most demanding connoisseur of music and audio entertainment. Equipped with a fully integrated digital sound processor, the amplifier is able to generate various sound patterns providing optimum listening quality on all seats. 

Numerous individual components and system modules can furthermore be combined with one another to provide an all-round sound system satisfying even the most demanding music lover. A CD changer for six CDs is also available in conjunction with various types of radios and is fitted in the luggage compartment. Comparable sound systems are otherwise only available 
in upmarket cars, MINI thus proving its special status also in this respect.

3. MINI One – the Entry Model.

It is mainly the engine, which sets apart the diesel model from the MINI One, the basic model that is astounding value for money. Underneath the basic model’s bonnet there is an agile 1.6-litre four-valve power unit, which develops a maximum output of 66 kW/90 bhp, giving the entry model a maximum speed of as much as 181 km/h (112 mph) and ensuring acceleration from 
0–100 km/h (0–62 mph) in a mere 10.9 seconds. Maximum torque of 
140 Nm (103 lb-ft) in conjunction with a five-speed manual gearbox guarantees unlimited driving pleasure.

Common denominator.

All petrol-engined MINI models are powered by a 4-cylinder 16-valve 
engine displacing 1.6 litres. Depending on the model, maximum output varies from 90 bhp to 163 bhp.

The engine block is made of robust grey-cast iron, the cylinder head featuring an overhead camshaft is in aluminium. The four valves per cylinder are actuated by low-friction roller-type rocker arms and hydraulic valve play compensation units. The overhead camshaft is driven by the crankshaft via a maintenance-free timing chain. Active knock control allows the engine to run on unleaded fuel with an octane rating between 91 and 98. The compact engine meets with all government emission standards. In countries that enable the owner to profit from tax benefits, the engine fulfils the EU 4 emission standard.

The length of the petrol-engined MINI models’ service intervals depends on the style of driving, as is the case with the MINI One D. The first service 
for the petrol-engined MINIs is due after 16,000 to 20,000 km. After that, these MINI models must be serviced again every 25,000 to 30,000 km.

Fitted with standard equipment, the MINI One weighs approximately 1,065 kg. At only 6.6 litres of premium unleaded fuel per 100 km in the EU combined cycle (42.8 mpg Imp), fuel consumption is remarkably low and gives the basic model a range of 760 km with a 50-litre fill-up.

Whilst on the diesel model ASC+T traction control and the rev counter on 
the steering column are included in the standard equipment, these two 
items are optional on the MINI One. As far as the other standard features are concerned, both models are equally well equipped.

Automatic shifting.

The MINI One and MINI Cooper come as standard with a five-speed manual gearbox. However, both models are also available with the optional infinite automatic transmission featuring Steptronic, which enables the nippy four-seater’s driver to choose between normal automatic transmission 
motoring and a more sporty mode using a six-speed semi-automatic function. 

The automatic transmission uses a steel drive belt connecting two double-bevel pulleys with one another. The pulleys are split up into two halves varying the clear width of the V-shaped section and either enlarging or reducing 
the radius followed by the belt running round the pulley, thereby varying the transmission ratio. With the transmission ratio being infinitely variable, 
this continuous adjustment process takes place without any “jumps” or interruptions in the transmission ratio. 

Manual shifting.

In automatic mode the gears are selected by moving the selector lever to the well-known P, R, N and D positions. In order to activate the automatic transmission’s sports mode, all the driver has to do is to move the selector lever from the position D right into the position S. 

Steptronic is activated by flipping the selector lever slightly forwards or backwards. Steptronic gives the driver a particularly agile driving experience with the engine revving up to 5,500 rpm (MINI One) and 6,000 rpm 
(MINI Cooper) respectively, irrespective of the transmission ratio. The driver shifts gears by flipping the selector lever forwards for a lower gear or backwards for a higher gear. An electronic monitoring system prevents misuse. In the Steptronic mode the most important difference versus the automatic modes is the availability of six fixed transmission ratios instead of the infinite adjustment otherwise provided. The current position of the selector lever and the transmission is also presented on an LCD display within the speedometer.

4. MINI Cooper – the Sporting Ace.

The MINI Cooper could well be the perfect choice for those who expect 
even more performance of their MINI. With maximum output of 
85 kW/115 bhp, this nimble performer especially on winding roads offers 
25 bhp more power than the MINI One. Featuring a more sporting 
suspension lowered by eight millimetres and an additional anti-roll bar on the rear axle, the MINI Cooper, with speed peaking at 200 km/h (124 mph), provides a good balance of powerful engine and dynamic suspension. 
And with maximum torque of 149 Nm (110 lb-ft) and unladen weight of 
1,075 kg, the MINI Cooper accelerates from 0–100 km/h in just 9.2 seconds.

In terms of looks, the MINI Cooper stands out against the MINI One 
through the roof optionally painted in black or white and the rear-view mirrors finished accordingly. With the roof finished in body colour (optional), 
the rear-view mirrors always come in black. Chrome trim on the MINI Cooper visibly upgrades the entire car a natural asset, contributing to its sophisticated look and style. The door handles, the grab handle on the rear lid, the radiator grille, the exhaust pipe cover, the air intake grid integrated into the bumpers as well as the rings around the front and tail lamps all come in chrome. Depending on the roof colour, the MINI Cooper comes off the production line with 15-inch light-alloy wheels in either white or silver.

In the interior only a few differences set the MINI Cooper apart from 
the basic model, that is the rev counter on the steering column, the seat upholstery and the door armrests finished in black leather.

The MINI Cooper’s standard equipment comprises the following 
extra amenities over and above the items featured on the MINI One:
Chrome appliques.
Rev counter.
15´´ light-alloy wheels. 
Anti-roll bar on the rear axle.
Whilst the “Pepper” version of the MINI combines comfort with sportiness, 
the “Chili” version mainly appeals to the sports-minded driver of the 
MINI Cooper. The features included in these equipment packages differ from market to market.

5. MINI Cooper S – the Top Model.

The four-cylinder engine powering the MINI Cooper S is boosted by a 
mechanically driven supercharger and an intercooler. Due to the increased loads on the engine, several components, engine management parameters and the compression ratio have been modified. The MINI Cooper S’ 1.6-litre power unit delivers maximum output of 120 kW (163 bhp) at 6,000 rpm, 
ensuring the impressive performance of this nimble sports car with its sonorous sound. The MINI Cooper S reaches 100 km/h from a standstill 
in a mere 7.4 seconds and has a top speed of 218 km/h (135 mph). 

Maximum torque of 210 Nm or 155 lb-ft comes at 4,000 rpm, giving this driving machine superior acceleration and pulling power. With fifth gear 
in mesh, the MINI Cooper S accomplishes the sprint from 80 to 120 km/h or 50 to 75 mph in only 6.7 seconds. In the EU combined cycle, fuel consumption averages 8.4 litres per 100 km or 33.6 mpg Imp, which is very moderate considering the power of the engine. 

Just like the MINI One D, the top-of-the-range model is equipped with 
a special six-speed manual gearbox. This gearbox is designed to reach top speed with the fifth gear in mesh. The gear ratio of the sixth gear has 
been reduced in order to lower the engine’s speed and consumption on 
long-distance journeys.

Well-equipped.

Due to the sports suspension featuring reinforced anti-roll bars and even firmer springs, the MINI Cooper S fulfils the expectations of the most ambitious driver. In order to achieve a favourable weight distribution, the starter battery was moved to the rear, just as on the diesel model. Thanks to 
ASC+T traction control, which is a standard feature, the MINI Cooper S’ power reserves are safely conveyed to the road at all times. Optional DSC 
Dynamic Stability Control keeps this sporty performer on track even under extreme conditions. 

The top model features as standard 16´´ light-alloy wheels running on 
195/55 R16 tyres. The MINI Cooper S is the first vehicle in its class to be equipped with run flat tyres with emergency running properties as a no-
cost feature. In conjunction with the standard run flat indicator they enhance safety and in case of a puncture enable the driver to reach the nearest 
garage without having to change tyres. 

Bold stance.

The letter “S” designed to resemble a series of bends in the road is proudly boasted on the car’s side grilles and incorporated in the rear MINI logo, 
making it evident on what kind of roads the MINI Cooper S prefers to show off its agility.

From the outside, the top-of-the-range model stands out against the other models through the air intake scoop on a higher engine compartment lid, 
the distinctive body-colour front and rear bumpers with an integrated black honeycomb grille, the side sills finished in black, the wheel arch trims and 
the roof spoiler. In addition to this, the chrome-plated side grilles, the white direction indicators at the sides, the chrome-plated fuel tank filler flap and 
the chrome-plated dual tailpipe in the middle of the muscular rear end show 
that this MINI truly is a very special car. Like the crossbars in the radiator 
grille, the grab handle on the rear lid comes in body colour. The roof and exterior mirrors, in turn, are finished in white or black. 

Sophisticated ambience.

The MINI Cooper S’ interior is dominated by high-quality textiles, surfaces 
and leather trim and reveals the MINI Cooper S’ standard as a genuine premium product. Thus, the surfaces of the instrument panel, the centre console and the interior frames of the door shimmer in brushed aluminium look. Together with the door trim in Panther Black and Magnesium Grey, 
the black or blue carpets, and the matching upholstery of the sports seats, this creates a top-quality interior with a perfect colour match. The stainless 
steel doorsill strips bearing the “MINI Cooper S” logo, the leather steering 
wheel, the gearshift lever knob finished in leather as well as the footrests 
in stainless steel round off the exclusive interior. 

Well-equipped.

The extensive standard equipment of the top model is based on that 
of the MINI Cooper. Additional standard features are:
ASC+T Traction control.
Six-speed manual gearbox.
Sports PLUS suspension.
16´´ light-alloy wheels in X-lite design.
Run flat tyres.
Sports seats.
Gearshift leather knob finished in chrome/leather. 
Distinctive rear spoiler in roof colour.
Distinctive bumpers in body colour.
Chrome-plated, central-locking fuel tank filler flap.
In addition to this, there is the country-specific “Chili” equipment package featuring numerous attractive extras varying from one market to another. 

6. Personalisation.

As MINI drivers put much emphasis on individuality, there is a host of optional extras and numerous accessories, which are tailor-made for the compact car from Great Britain. Thus, each MINI is like a custom-made suit that deliberately stands out against those purchased off the peg: No two MINIs are alike. 

The wide array of special equipment comprises, amongst other things, 
the following features:
Aerodynamics package.
Interior mirror with an automatic anti-dazzle function.
Automatic transmission (MINI One and MINI Cooper).
Roof rack systems.
Electrically operated sliding canvas sunroof.
Harman/kardon HiFi audio system.

Automatic climate control. 
Light-alloy wheels.
Multifunction steering wheel. 
Panorama sunroof (electrically operated).
PDC Park Distance Control.
Rain sensor. 
Navigation system with 16:9 colour display.
Xenon headlights.
Additional headlights.
In addition to all these features, numerous materials and interior trims can be combined to suit the customer’s individual taste.
