With the above accessory package the bike is well prepared for the Heroes Legend rally. Individual requirements such as GPS and sport exhaust systems can also be discussed. Tyre choice is free, but BDM strongly recommends that Michelin

Desert or Baja tyres are fitted with a mousse inner tube, which helps prevent punctures. 

Rental conditions

· The rental fee is €3,950 including VAT

· Participants will rent a brand new bike, which is available two weeks before the start of the event 

· For an extra €200 per week, the bike can be made available even earlier 

· All-risk insurance is not possible; therefore any damage to the bike is at your own risk

· For non-Dutch residents, 75% of the rental fee will be charged when the contract is signed, the other 25% plus a €2,000 deposit will be charged on delivery of the bike. Any damage to the bike will be deducted from the deposit

· After the event the bike can be purchased at a fixed price of €7450 (including VAT), regardless of the condition of the bike.
