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1. New K 1200 GT.
Continuing the K Series Tourer tradition. 

For almost 20 years the straight-four power unit in flat, lying arrangement 
has been the sign of distinction of the BMW K Series. Excellent power 
and torque combin​ed with a high standard of reliability and the long service 
life typical of a BMW are among the machine’s principal forces.

Equipped with the most advanced Digital Motor Electronics ensuring superior environmental compa​tibility together with the fully controlled three-way catalytic converter, this drive system remains superior to this very day. K Series motorcycles featuring a four-cylinder power unit are therefore one of 
the cornerstones in BMW’s range of motorcycles and will remain among 
the highlights also in future. 

A touring model with full faring was included in the K Series almost from 
the very beginning, making its debut in the guise of the K 100 RT in 1984. 
Its successor, the K 1100 LT, offering a wide range of standard features and superior comfort on the road, then set the benchmark for superior motorcycle touring for a long time in the market. 

Replacing the K 1100 LT in spring 1999, the K 1200 LT offered a new inter​pretation of motorcycle touring: With a clear focus on supreme luxury, comfort and a very wide range of standard features, the new machine entered new dimensions and was quite appropriately lauded as the “7 Series” in the tourer segment setting new standards in comfort and luxury, as well as agility in 
its class.

Now BMW Motorrad offers a new alternative for the motorcyclist who does not attach such great significance to supreme luxury, but nevertheless does not wish to forego the good protection offered by a tourer from wind and weather as well as that truly comfortable, upright seating position: the new K 1200 GT.

Derived from the K 1200 RS, this version of BMW’s successful sports tourer places the emphasis on touring. This is a motorcycle for the rider wishing 
to combine maximum agility and dynamic performance with superior touring qualities also on a long trip. The “GT” model designation stands for Gran Tourismo and is the synonym for refined sporting performance combined with superior touring comfort for both rider and passenger. 

The new K 1200 GT is scheduled to enter the market in late 2002, rounding off the current K Series as the third model joining the K 1200 RS sports tourer and the K 1200 LT luxury tourer.

Technical highlights K 1200 RS: 
Carrying over the drivetrain and running gear.

The K 1200 GT is based on the ultra-modern, proven technology of the 
K 1200 RS. The drivetrain has been carried over in full, the power unit is the high-performance version of the 1,200-cc engine developing maximum 
output of 96 kW or 130 bhp. And as an option the engine is also available in some countries including Germany with maximum output of 72 kW or 98 bhp. To adjust to exhaust emission standards of the future the oxygen sensor, catalyst surface coating and engine management on the four-cylinder have all been modified, reducing emissions to an even lower level.

The running gear also comes from the K 1200 RS, again without any modifications. The unique BMW front-wheel Telelever and the BMW Paralever on the shaft-drive rear wheel ensure excellent motoring comfort offering both sports performance and the high standard of an upmarket tourer. Spring travel is the same as on the K 1200 RS. The rear wheel, finally, measures 5.5 inches and runs on a wide size-180 tyre. 

Body: 

Modified fairing now featuring an electrically adjustable windshield. 

The fairing carried over in its principal features from the K 1200 RS offers a number of innovations: To give the rider better protection in wind and weather, the fairing comes with a wider profile at the bottom directing the flow of air even more effectively around the rider’s legs. On all models regardless of colour, this profile section is finished in black. 

Two striking features are the hand protectors finished in body colour 
and the new, higher windshield with electrical adjustment. This infinite power adjustment of the windshield meets the need for precise, customised windshield adjustment, catering for all kinds of riders different in size and in their personal preferences.

Apart from functional benefits, these modifications also give the K 1200 RS 
a new, distinctive look.

Comfortable seats and high-rise handlebar for relaxed touring. 

The comfort handlebar has been restyled to provide a particularly relaxed, touring-oriented seating position. The handlebar is slightly higher and angled differently than on the K 1200 RS, reducing forces on the rider’s wrists and allowing a more upright seating position. The new comfort seats, in turn, offer the same height adjustment as on the K 1200 RS and can be set to a height of either 790 mm/31.1´´ or 820 mm/32.3´´.

BMW Integral ABS featured as standard in its 
partly integrated version.

Integral ABS in its partly integrated version is standard on the new K 1200 GT. “Partly integrated” means that the brakes are activated on the front and rear wheel when the rider pulls the handbrake lever. The footbrake, in turn, acts as usual only on the rear wheel. Otherwise the brake system is the same as 
on the K1200 RS, ie. with the EVO brake on the front wheel offering excellent brake power. 

Fitted as standard with a luggage rack plus cases with covers finished in body colour. 

The luggage rack and cases complete with supports are standard on the 
K 1200 GT. Finished in body colour, the covers on top of the cases give the motorcycle an even more sophisticated and refined look.

Two colours and white direction indicators.

The K 1200 GT comes with a choice of two colours: Orient Blue Metallic and Grey Green Metallic. In each case the seat is black. White direction indicators front and rear add an elegant touch to these attractive colours.

Optional extras and special equipment.

Heated handles are available as optional extras straight from the factory, together with seat heating for the rider and passenger. Cruise control already well-known on the K 1200 RS is also available as an option. Yet another 
option available at no extra cost is the low seat bench also with seat heating if desired and adjusting to lower height of 770 mm/30.3´´ and 800 mm/31.5´´. And as already mentioned, the K 1200 GT is available as an alternative in some countries – including Germany – with the 72 kW (98 bhp) power unit. 

Special equipment is available from BMW motorcycle dealers and is fitted by the dealer on the spot. The wide range of equipment includes nearly all the features available on the K 1200 RS unless such equipment is already fitted as standard, like the cases.

2. New BMW R 1200 CL.
The luxury cruiser 
for touring in supreme style.
When BMW Motorrad presented the R 1200 C, the first cruiser in the history of the Company, back in 1997, the motorcycle world was really caught 
by surprise. Introducing this unique machine with its equally unique flat-twin power unit and an unmistakable design concept, the Company was able 
right from the start to successfully move into a market segment quite new to BMW. In the meantime the R 1200 C Classic serving as the “basic” model 
has been supplemented by the technically almost identical Avantgarde and Independent model variants quite different in their colour schemes, design elements and features.

To broaden the range and develop additional potentials, BMW Motorrad 
is introducing a new member of the cruiser family for the 2003 model year, 
the R 1200 CL Luxury Cruiser. This new model has its world debut at the INTERMOT in Munich and will enter the market in autumn 2002. The basic idea was to carry over the features of a touring motorcycle to a cruiser and 
thus to develop a motorcycle proudly bearing characteristics and elements typical of both types of machine. The result is a truly unique model, 
a cruiser for touring in supreme style, offering the highest standard of comfort and equipment.

The technical foundation for the new model is provided by the R 1200 C, 
from which however only the engine, the rear wheel drive, the front frame, 
the fuel tank and some items of equipment, to mention the most important points, have been taken over. Otherwise the R 1200 CL is an entirely 
different design and, indeed, a new development in many respects.

Body and design: 
A unique face, optimum presence and integral cases.

Presence, a powerful look and luxurious character – these are the best terms for describing, in a nutshell, the BMW R 1200 CL and the impression it creates. The machine is characterised by the tourer fairing fastened solidly to the handlebar and extending back along the separate fairings at the side 
to the tank, almost creating the look of a fully integrated fairing from the side. Clearly, this offers the rider a high standard of comfort on the road as well 
as optimum protection from wind and weather.

A total of four headlights integrated in the fairing, two for the low and two 
for the high beams, give the machine its unique, unmistakable look and a powerful visual impact no motorcycle before has ever been able to offer. Naturally, illumination of the road by the four headlights is absolutely excellent. 

A particularly imaginative feature is the aerodynamic design of the windshield with its upper edge cut out and contoured like a wave deflecting the flow 
of air perfectly around the rider for optimum protection. At the same time the “dip” in the middle offers a perfect view over the windshield, giving the 
rider a clear vision of the road ahead, regardless of rain and contamination 
on the windshield.

The front wheel mudguard extending down at the side close to the wheel rim accentuates the powerful looks of the machine. And at the same time it offers good protection from splashwater and, together with the large front tyre, underlines the dominance of the front end, which nevertheless still emanates 
a flair of elegance and relaxed style. The Telelever flatter than on the other models gives additional emphasis to the cruiser look.

The rear end is dominated by integral hard shell cases firmly attached to the motorcycle as well as the removable topcase on the curved luggage rack serving at the same time as a grab handle for the passenger. Both the side cases and the topcase are finished in body colour, thus forming one harmonious whole with the motorcycle.

The wide comfort seats for the rider and passenger set out at different levels and with the characteristic support at the rear are a further highlight.

Luxury guaranteed by exclusive colours, 
refined surfaces and exquisite materials.

The R 1200 CL is entering the market in three exclusive colours: Pearl Silver metallic and Capri Blue metallic, each with black seats, and Mojave Brown metallic with brown seats (optionally also available in black). The elegance of these colours is accentuated by the careful choice of materials and the 
perfect finish of all surfaces and joints. The luggage rack made of pressure cast aluminium, for example, is finished in white aluminium, the handlebar 
is chrome-plated and the upper instrument panel is also finished in white aluminium paint. The fairing at the front is fully covered inside and the kneepads on the side fairing elements are finished in the same material as the seats. All this underlines the motorcycle’s claim to luxury and perfection.

Drivetrain now featuring a new, even quieter six-speed gearbox – 
with the flat-twin power unit remaining unchanged.

While the 1,170-cc flat-twin power unit has been carried over from the 
R 1200 C without any changes – performance data also remain unchanged at 45 kW (61 bhp) maximum output and 98 Nm (72 lb-ft) maximum torque 
at 3,000 rpm – the gearbox featured in the R 1200 CL is new. Derived from the existing transmission in the other flat-twin models, the new gearbox now comes with six speeds and has been thoroughly updated from the ground 
up. An important innovation is the high-rising segmentation of teeth ensuring “softer” mesh and significantly reducing gear running noise. The sixth overdrive gear with its extra-long transmission ratio ensures low-rev cruising pleasure on long distances, at the same time reducing both fuel consumption and the noise level. And instead of a gearshift lever, the R 1200 CL comes with a kick lever enabling the rider to shift gears conveniently with his foot. Gearshift comfort, low noise, low engine speeds and adequate power – these are the characteristics that perfectly reflect the luxurious style of this luxurious cruiser. 

It almost goes without saying that the R 1200 CL, like every new 
BMW motorcycle introduced since 1997, comes as standard with the most advanced emission management technology featuring a fully controlled 
three-way catalytic converter. Indeed, this kind of superior technology is now more than natural with BMW.

Riding gear for even greater comfort – new Telelever 
and rear spring strut with travel-related damping effect.

The front wheel fork stretched out to the front with a flat angle to the road and long castor is typical of the cruiser. To provide this configuration on the 
R 1200 CL, the BMW Telelever, still absolutely unique in the market, has been re-configured from the ground up. The fork bars are now further apart in order to accommodate the “beefy” 150-mm-wide front tyres. 

The rear suspension features a spring strut with travel-related damping offering excellent comfort on the road. Overall spring travel is now up by 20 mm 
or 0.79´´ versus the other cruiser models to 120 mm or 4.72´´. Spring base adjustment as a function of load is hydraulic by means of a handwheel 
within easy and convenient reach.

Rear wheel swinging arm optimised, new rear frame.

The rear wheel swinging arm and rear axle housing forming the BMW Monolever have been reinforced and modified in design to take up a larger rear wheel brake. The reinforced rear frame, in turn, is brand-new, taking up the sideboards, case supports, the luggage rack and the new seats as well as the modified side support. The front frame made of cast aluminium, finally, has been carried over from the R 1200 C with only minor modifications.

Cast aluminium wheels, seats, sideboards and handlebar – all new. 

The looks of a motorcycle depend largely on its wheels. Precisely this is why the R 1200 CL comes with avantgarde, newly designed cast aluminium wheels with rims measuring 16 inches (front) and 15 inches (rear) in diameter, together with extra-large tyres front and rear: 150/80 at the front and 170/80 
at the rear.

The seats are separate for the rider and passenger in order to meet different needs and requirements. The wide comfort saddle for the rider, for example, comes with integrated hip support and offers an excellent seating position. Seat height is 745 mm or 29.3´´. The passenger’s seat, in turn, is also designed for optimum comfort and rises up a bit higher than the rider’s seat, giving the passenger a better view over the rider’s shoulder and allowing 
him to enjoy the countryside while cruising along.

Generous sideboards for the rider typical of a cruiser contribute to your relaxed seating position. The passenger’s footrests carried over from the K 1200 LT also offer excellent support and, together with the comfortable knee bending angle, give the passenger fatigue-free touring qualities.

The wide, chrome-plated handlebar offers that typical cruiser feeling and 
is designed, through its height and angle, to avoid the slightest distortion or unpleasant posture even on long distances. The hand levers and switches with proven BMW control logic have been carried over unchanged from the other models.

High-tech brakes all the way –

BMW EVO brake and Integral ABS as an option.

By tradition, BMW has always given top priority to safety on the road. This is why the R 1200 CL, like other BMW machines, features the proven EVO front-wheel brake as a guarantee for even better stopping power. And as an option the R 1200 CL is available with BMW’s unique Integral ABS, in this case the fully integrated version reflecting the character of the machine. So no matter whether the rider uses the handbrake or footbrake lever, brake power is always fed smoothly and consistently to both wheels. On the front wheel a double-disc brake measuring 305 mm or 12.00´´ in diameter provides the necessary stopping power, teaming up at the rear with the single-disc brake system of the K 1200 LT with disc diameter measuring 285 mm or 11.22´´.

Advanced electrics: four headlights, low-maintenance battery, electronic speedometer.

Four headlights, two each for the low and high beams, give the R 1200 CL 
its unique look from the front. Crosswise arrangement of the headlights – 
the low-beam headlights are next to each other, the high beams in between 
and one on top of the other – ensures a good signalling effect during the 
day and excellent illumination of the road ahead in the dark.

A new feature is the low-maintenance, completely encapsulated gel battery not requiring any replenishment of battery fluid. A second power socket comes as standard and the instruments are now also new. The rev counter 
and speedometer are electronic and both the instrument faces as well as the analogue clock are newly designed.

Wide range of special equipment for extra safety, 

comfort and individual luxury.

The R 1200 CL comes with a very wide range of special equipment extending from BMW’s Integral ABS for safe application of the brakes through comfort features such as cruise control, heated handlebars and seat heating all the way to luxurious customised features such as soft touch seats, a chrome package and the remote-controlled radio with a CD player. Then there are features such as the high windshield and an anti-theft warning system as well as the option 
to combine Mojave Brown metallic paintwork with seats finished in classic black instead of the usual brown.

Accessories for individual customisation also at a later point in time.

An equally wide range of accessories offered by the BMW motorcycle dealer and retrofittable at any time ensures further customisation. 

This range of accessories initially comprises a backrest for the passenger, sideboards for the passenger, cylinder protection hoops, protection hoops at the rear, inner bags within the cases, cupholders, on-board communication (V.O.I.C.E.) and an aerial for the CB radio.

3. New R 1100 S BoxerCup Replica.
A racing machine in road trim.
On the race track the R 1100 S racing machines starring in the International BMW Motorcycle BoxerCup make the hearts of flat-twin fans everywhere skip a beat. And now the machine is available in road trim as the R 1100 S BoxerCup Replica. Featuring the original paintwork of the racing model in the BoxerCup colours Pacific Blue Metallic/Alpine White and bearing the signature of Randy Mamola on the fairing, this machine is truly unique, particularly with its direction indicators in white glass. 

Technically, R 1100 S BoxerCup Replica has the same features as a regular 
R 1100 S. Standard equipment on the Replica includes the sports suspension with longer spring struts for greater freedom when leaning over at an angle in bends and the 5.5-inch-wide rear wheel running on an extra-wide 
180/55 ZR 17 tyre. The front- and rear-wheel rims are finished in Pacific Blue.

The cylinder head cover as well as the engine spoiler improving the machine’s streamlining have both been derived from the racing model, both components being made of carbon-fibre-reinforced plastic (CRP), the lightweight material used in Formula 1. An additional racing touch is provide by sponsor stickers on the engine spoiler.

Some of the optional extras featured on the R 1100 S are also available on 
the Replica, for example the partly integrated version of Integral ABS as well as heated handles. And the rider who prefers a more discreet look can order his machine without sponsor stickers. BMW system cases and the BMW tankbag, finally, are both available as special equipment.

4. New R 850 R.

A new model in the range is the R 850 R boasting the same technical features as the R 1150 R but fitted with an 850-cc power unit developing maximum output of 52 kW (70 bhp). A 25 kW (34 bhp) version is also available, just like the full range of optional extras with exception of the overdrive ratio for 
the transmission, already known from the larger R 1150 R. Like all Boxer motorcycles with six-speed transmission, the R 850 R also comes with 
the revised, updated version of the gearbox first presented in the R 1200 CL. (See also the chapter on the new transmission on page 17 and the graph 
on the enclosed CD-ROM.)

5. R 1150 GS Adventure.
The globetrotter machine to make 
your dreams come true. 

Introducing the R80 G/S in 1980, BMW opened up a new segment in the market, creating the large-displacement long-distance enduro. Fascinating trips all over the world, spectacular wins in the Paris-Dakar Rally and an overwhelming response from customers – the concept of the flat-twin enduro proudly bearing the GS has become one of the greatest stories of success 
in the history of BMW motorcycles. Including the R 1150 GS launched in September 1999, sales up to-mid 2002 amount to more than 167,000 units.

To offer the rider dreaming of the remotest parts of the world exactly the right machine for a great time in the great outdoors, BMW Motorrad launched 
the new R 1150 GS Adventure in spring 2002 as a genuine globetrotter for long journeys and adventures.

Based on the R 1150 GS naturally remaining in the market, the R 1150 GS Adventure, through its modified range of standard equipment and a new, special range of optional extras and special equipment, offers even 
better qualities for offroad riding and long journeys visible at very first sight.

Optimised spring travel and suspension set-up.

Whether on gravel, through the dunes and in the desert, on rough terrain or over long distances – the running gear of the R 1150 GS Adventure is simply perfect for a challenge of this kind even when the motorcycle is carrying 
its full load. Spring travel is up by 20 mm or 0.78´´ front and rear to 210 mm or 8.27´´ at the front and 220 mm or 8.66´´ on the rear wheel. 

A spring strut with travel-related shock absorption is featured in the back, meaning that the damping effect increases the further the springs are 
pushed in. The Showa spring struts excel through their sensitive response 
and superior resistance to pressure and rebound forces.

The springs are adjusted by a wrench key at the front and a handwheel operating a hydraulic adjustment unit at the rear. The compression stroke can also be changed at the rear by a small bolt the rider can turn with a screwdriver whenever required. 

EVO brake and steel-clad brake lines.

The front wheel comes with the brake callipers of the new EVO brake introduced since spring 2001, providing both greater brake power and enhanced brake comfort all in one. Like on the R 1150 GS, the two brake discs on the front wheel measure 305 mm or 12.00´´ in diameter. 
The brake lines are steel-clad. 

New: Integral ABS with deactivation on demand.

It goes without saying that the R 1150 GS Adventure may also be equipped with ABS as an option. In the 2003 model year BMW Integral ABS is featured in its partly integrated version. Like on the GS models so far, brake control can be deactivated, maintaining Integral function.

Engine unchanged – 
and if necessary also running on regular fuel.

The drivetrain has been carried over directly from the R 1150 GS without any changes. And now the new R 1150 GS Adventure is able to meet a require​ment often expressed by riders travelling to distant countries – it is able to run on regular fuel if required with the help of a coding plug for the engine management available as special equipment. 

Inserting this coding plug into the main electrics box, the rider activates an ignition map allowing the engine to run on regular fuel (91 RON) without the risk of engine damage. In principle, the engine is still tuned for premium fuel under normal running conditions, like the R 1150 GS, in the interest of higher efficiency.

Sixth gear with short transmission ratio – 
and a “short” first gear on request.

Unlike the R 1150 GS, the sixth gear does not come with a long overdrive-type transmission ratio, but rather with a short ratio. And as an option there is also a “short” first gear for setting off more smoothly on difficult terrain. 
The transmission has been updated for the 2003 model year, now featuring BMW’s new high-rise gearbox teeth like on all other Boxer models with a 
six-speed gearbox, offering the advantage of low running noise and a further improved gearshift. (See also the chapter on the new transmission on 
page 17 and the graph on the enclosed CD-ROM.)

Seat bench and windshield for long-distance tours. 

The rider will certainly find his ideal seating position on the new, single-
piece seat bench – for example close to the tank for concentrated motoring in difficult terrain or right at the back for relaxed riding on long tours. 
And the seat bench is long enough to comfortably accommodate the rider and 
the passenger together. A new and extra-large luggage rack, finally, 
offers numerous options to lash down various items of luggage thanks to its new design. 

In the interest of enhanced protection from wind and weather, the windshield is 12 cm or 0.47´´ wider at the bottom and 5 cm or 0.20´´ wider at the top – 
and it is 13 cm or 0.51´´ longer than before compared to the R 1150 GS. 
The front mudguard is both longer and wider, and the R 1150 GS Adventure comes as standard with a handlebar impact protector and hand protectors. The underfloor protector made of massive aluminium plate beneath 
the engine is even larger than before and extends further back than on the 
R 1150 GS, offering reliable protection from stone-throw or hard impacts when riding on rocky terrain. 

An additional 12V socket in the cockpit allows simple and convenient connection of accessories such as GPS, a roadbook or a reading light.

Unique look.

A number of highly attractive design features give the R 1150 GS Adventure 
a truly unique look. The cylinder head covers, for example, are finished in Blue, the aluminium rims are Blue eloxy-plated. Two different colour schemes are available on the R 1150 GS Adventure, White Aluminium Metallic creating a particular touch through its innovative matt clear paint effect and coming with 
a two-coloured seat bench in Grey and Red. The other alternative is Night Black in combination with the seat bench in Mandarine and Black.

Optional extras and special equipment providing a personal touch.

The special range of optional extras and special equipment available on the 
R 1150 GS Adventure allows the customer to create his own personal motorcycle according to his individual taste and the way he plans to ride the machine. On long journeys important aspects such as the distance to 
be covered and the storage required are of particular significance. And the machine is available with the optional extras and accessories already 
featured on the R 1150 GS.

Larger tank and aluminium luggage system.

Instead of the standard 22-litre (4.8 Imp gal) fuel tank the R 1150 GS Adventure is also available with a 30-litre (6.6 Imp gal) tank. And a new, robust aluminium baggage system has been developed especially for this outstand​ing machine, made up of a multifunctional carrier system as well as two side-cases and a topcase complete with mount. Together, the side-cases offer a capacity of 75 litres (39 litres on the right, 36 litres on the left), the topcase has a capacity of 30 litres. The side-case covers are flush with the rear part of the seat bench, thus providing an ideal loading area for large items of luggage. 
The special multifunctional aluminium case mounts, in turn, come complete with a mechanical folding system, the mounts folding out when there are 
no cases in place to provide a large loading area for lashing down any items of luggage the rider would like to take along.

Hard-wearing, watertight inner bags adjustable in volume and with a roller insert closing mechanism are available for the aluminium cases. Other options include an extra-large cylinder protection hoop, a grid protection cover for the main headlight, foglamps with a grid protection cover and rough-tread tyres for improved offroad riding qualities.

6. Modified six-speed gearbox 
on all Boxer models.

The well-known six-speed gearbox on the Boxer motorcycles has been thoroughly modified for the new model year. Compared with the former gearbox maintained in its concept and basic structure, the most important modification involves the geometry of the gears now extending further up than before to provide larger overlap of the gear flanks and, as a result, a “softer” gear mesh. The result is a significant reduction of running noise with the gear​box being quieter than ever before.

The gearshift as such has also been optimised, inner gearshift operation being improved in the interest of lower friction and greater smoothness. Modification of the shift clutches and recesses in the gears improve the gearshift process, ensure more precise gear mesh, and reduce gearshift noise. A further advantage is the reduction of overall gearbox weight by approximately 1 kg. 

All Boxer motorcycles with six-speed transmission, that is all models with 
the exception of the R 1200 C, feature this updated gearbox from now on. 
(See also the graph on the enclosed CD-ROM.)

7. Model updates.
2003 model year.

Starting with production in September, numerous modifications and technical improvements will enter series production on the individual models and 
model series for the 2003 model year. Here are the most important changes:

F Series.

The F 650 CS is available as an option with an adjustable spring strut 
for touring.

R Series.

All Boxers with six-speed transmission that is all models with the exception 
of the R 1200 C, will receive the new, updated gearbox introduced in the 
R 1200 CL. (See also the chapter on the new transmission on page 17 and 
the graph on the enclosed CD-ROM.)

The R 1150 GS, the R 1100 S and the R 850/1150 R are available as an option with white direction indicators.

A significant innovation on the R 1150 GS and its Adventure sister model is the introduction of the partly integrated version of Integral ABS with individual control for deactivation by the rider on offroad terrain. As in the past, 
ABS will remain optional.

The R 1150 R and the new R 850 R will be equipped with steel-clad brake lines. 

The R 1200 C is now also available with the cast wheels carried over from the Independent model (optional) and the R 1200 C Independent will be available with a small passenger seat.

K Series.

The K 1200 RS will be equipped as standard with a wider size-180 rear tyre running on a 5.5-inch rim. The direction indicators on the 2003 models feature white glass covers and sports suspension with harder springs and firmer dampers is also available as an optional extra.

All BMW motorcycles in the 2003 model year will feature permanent operation of the headlight.

10. Rider wear and equipment.
SportIntegral helmet. 

BMW Motorrad is presenting the BMW Motorrad SportIntegral helmet as a world innovation at the 2002 INTERMOT Motor Show. A closed helmet 
with integral chinpiece, the SportIntegral helmet is particularly well-suited for the sports-, Roadster- and naked bike rider.

Apart from its unique, innovative design, the BMW SportIntegral helmet excels in particular by its special features: ventilation and air flow are virtually perfect, aeroacoustics and the aerodynamic qualities of the helmet are equally outstanding. Tests in BMW’s wind tunnel prove that this is one of the quietest integral helmets in the market.

The helmet shell is made of glass-fibre-reinforced plastic and features removable DuPont Coolmax interior padding. This material speeds up the evaporation process and thus serves to keep the rider’s head cool, 
dry and comfortable. A spoiler with air vents at the back, offering a vacuum air vent effect, ensures a pleasant climate inside the helmet and optimises the motorcycle’s streamlining. Air throughput can be controlled by an adjustable air vent around the rider’s forehead, a visor vent ensures that the visor cannot mist over.

The photrophic (self-dimming) visor on a motorcycle helmet is a worldwide innovation. Acting like self-dimming sunglasses, the visor has a self-dimming effect ranging from 20 to 50 percent. The helmet is available with phototrophic visor and is also optional with clear visor. 

Other special features of the visors: three-dimensional design for inhanced streamlining and stability, no misting, anti-scratching and easy exchangeability.

The rear spoiler provides the final touch in sporting performance. 
And there is also a choice of chin spoilers and neck cushions in different sizes, enabling the rider to adjust the helmet individually to his requirements. 
A reflecting film at the back of the helmet ensures good visibility. 

Weighing approximately 1,450 grams, the BMW Motorrad SportIntegral helmet
is available as of the 2003 season in Titanium Silver Metallic, 
Matt Black Non-Metallic, Marrakech Red, Alpine White and Avus Blue Metallic.

BMW Motorrad looks back to 26 years of experience in building helmets. 
BMW’s very first motorcycle helmet was an integral helmet right from the start when introduced as a joint project with Römer in 1976. In 1981 BMW Motorrad presented the revolutionary System Helmet highly successful in the market with its special folding function. Developed by BMW in cooperation with Schubert Helme, the System Helmet has attracted countless purchasers all over the world ever since right from the start: Following the launch in 1981, about 1,000,000 helmets have been delivered to customers. The current model is BMW Motorrad System Helmet 4 Evo joined in the year 2000 by the AirFlow Helmet which, like the BMW System Helmet, is a new development 
in innovative jet helmet design. The special feature in this case is the openings formed by a highly stable stainless steel grid mesh on the shell of the helmet ensuring optimum circulation of air. 

BoxerCup leather suit.

Another innovation is the BMW BoxerCup leather motorcycle suit conceived for the sporting and ambitious rider and ensuring a pleasant feeling at all times thanks to its high-quality finish and sporting design. 

In terms of the materials used, its design and technical features, this two-piece suit is identical with BMW Motorrad’s professional single-piece racing suit used in the BMW Motorcycle BoxerCup. It is made of highly robust nappa leather and features stretch leather inserts along the shoulders and the rear of the pants. Stretch textile, in turn, is used on the sleeves, around the waistline of the pants and on the legs. The BoxerCup suit comes with a zipper connecting the jacket and the pants and covered by an additional leather tab significantly reducing the risk of damage should the rider ever take a fall 

Extra-large Pro Foam protectors on the shoulders, elbows, hips, shins and knees ensure a high standard of passive safety. A large multi-layer protector covers the rider’s shoulder blades, his backbone and hips. Various foam pads around the rider’s chest and on the sleeves as well as a collarbone protector made of Suprotect foam are further features serving to enhance rider safety.

Knee protectors are of course essential on a sporting leather suit and may therefore be fitted over the velcro fastening covered with leather.

The BoxerCup suit stands out at first sight through its White/Blue colour scheme further accentuated by the graphic pattern on the rider’s chest. 
It is also available in Silver/Grey and will be entering the market for the beginning of the 2003 season.

AirVantage vest.

The AirVantage vest created by BMW Motorrad is an innovation in the motorcycle wear market. Based on partnership in development with Gore, 
the Company has developed an insulating underwear vest allowing 
the rider to determine the degree of thermal insulation all by himself.

This is made possible by integrated air chambers the rider can blow up through a tubelet with a valve at the front. When fully inflated, the vest provides an insulating effect comparable to that of a fleece jacket. Letting out the air gradually through the valve, the rider can then reduce the degree of insulation as he wishes. Proudly bearing the name AirVantage patented by Gore, 
this unique vest thus enables the rider to choose his own temperature control.

The air chambers in the vest are made up of two airtight laminates with an active breathing effect. The rider can wear the vest on both sides. Finished in Black and offered in various unisex sizes, the AirVantage vest will be available as of the beginning of the 2003 season.
