The BMW Z8 takes a clear victory in the convertible category. It leads the group with a difference of more than ten percent to the runner-up. Its breathtaking beauty, classic proportions and innovative technology (e.g. alloy-spaceframe body) make it the winner. This open two-seater, a dream car beyond fashion and contemporary tastes, meets very high demands. It is an exceptional automobile for connoisseurs, created from the passionate dedication of completely committed engineers and designers.
