It is a signal indicating the way towards the individual mobility of the future, because only with competent and credible partners can we realize sustainable mobility based on hydrogen.”

The BMW Group is a pioneer consistently driving hydrogen technology forward. For more than two decades the company has been working intensively on sustainable mobility. Initially one series of 100 BMW Hydrogen 7s was produced. In the long term gasoline is be replaced as fuel by renewably produced hydrogen.
