The year 2007 marked the launch of many outstanding cars from the world of BMW; The BMW 1 Series three door, 3 Series Cabrio, the updated BMW 5 Series, 6 Series and the leader in the SAV segment, the new BMW X5. 

Consistently introducing new engines together with a broad range of innova​tions for enhanced efficiency, Germany’s leading premium car maker is able to offer vehicles in a growing number of segments ranking right at the top in terms of driving dynamics, innovation and design.
BMW will be entering 2008 with a unique highlight, the BMW M3 Coupe with its fascinating power and performance.
The new BMW M3 is an exceptional car of the most thrilling kind – and at the same time the fourth edition of BMW’s high-performance sports car based on the 3 Series Coupé. It opens up a new chapter in the development of power units by BMW M GmbH, with the BMW M3 now boasting a V8 power unit for the first time in the interest of supreme performance. 

Displacing 3, 999 cc, the new V8 develops maximum engine output of 309 kW/420 hp, combined with maximum torque of 400 Newton-metres. The result is acceleration to 100 km/h in 4.8 seconds and a top speed limited by electronic engine control to 250 km/h.
A brand-new and truly unique development in terms of both design, drivetrain and chassis technology, the new BMW M3 represents the philosophy of BMW M GmbH in its most concentrated and purest form – this is a car that conveys motorsport technology to everyday traffic, ensuring a unique driving experience in the process. 

Two additional revolutionary concept cars, BMW Concept CS and the BMW Concept X6, will be presented by the Managing Director of BMW Group Middle East, Phil Horton, and the Director Design BMW Cars, Mr. Adrian van Hooydonk.

Available with an optional xDrive all-wheel drive, the aluminium/magnesium inline six-cylinder engine with Valvetronic technology reduces weight while at the same time improving both performance and fuel efficiency.

The BMW 335i Coupé.

The BMW 530i

Exterior design: where qualities typical of BMW all come together.

More than any other saloon in the past, the BMW Concept CS bears out all the highlights of optimum performance through the design of its body alone. The low-slung, dynamically stretched silhouette, the long engine compartment lid and stylish lines and contours accentuating rear-wheel drive technology simply perfect for sports motoring, all set clear standards for supreme dynamics in a new dimension of out-standing vehicles. Through its supreme presence, stylish elegance, and challenging dynamism, the BMW Concept CS, in a nutshell, offers truly unique design language with highly individual aesthetic features never seen before.

Individual style meets exclusive class.

The innovative design and finish of both the surfaces and controls is further accentuated by the use of top-quality materials and quality of finish enhanced to perfection. Unnecessary opulence is replaced by highly focused luxury, together with an exemplary standard of detail and elegance. The precision that has gone into the development and production of all components is obvious at very first sight, clearly expressing BMW’s dedication to supreme performance in every respect.

Style and unique aesthetics of BMW.

Measuring 5.10 metres in length, the BMW Concept CS is dominated by dynamically flowing lines. From the BMW kidney grille standing out powerfully to the front, subsequently meandering along the side-line and roof-line all the way to the deliberately short rear-end with its clear-cut air flow spoiler. 
The dynamically stretched silhouette of the car proudly boasts a wide range of features typical of the character of a particularly sporting, avant-garde automobile. All of these features clearly bear testimony to excellent aerodynamics as well as a low centre of gravity helping to promote superior agility on the road. And at the same time the carefully modelled transitions between the body sections are a clear symbol of the car’s nimble character and performance, despite its size. 

Four doors with a unique, sporting and low body line.

The sporting, low-slung silhouette of the car is further accentuated by body height of just 1.36 metres. A further important feature is the gentle taper of the roof-line at the rear serving again to smoothly stretch the proportions of the entire car.
Characteristic front-end design consistently enhanced.

The front-end design of the BMW Concept CS is a particularly striking example of the consistent enhancement of BMW’s design language. Here the BMW kidney grille stands out as a powerful element typical of the BMW brand and naturally a famous icon of body design, giving the car its unique look and emphasising the flow of air into the engine. Indeed, the kidney grille is not only the central, but also the dominating element in the design of the entire front end. 

Through its dimensions alone, as well as its position slightly inclined to the front, the kidney grille establishes a clear link to classic BMW sports cars. All further elements at the front end of the car are angled in the direction of travel and designed as a genuine sculpture around the kidney grille, with all directly adjacent surfaces being modelled in concave design.

Significant functional features add further meaning to this special look of the car, with the BMW kidney grille serving as the primary supply of air to the engine. The two recesses in the front side panels, in turn, help to cool the brakes on the car. And since a power unit befitting the dynamic character of such a sports saloon most probably requires an ample flow of cooling air, the need for an extra-large kidney grille is obvious at first sight.

Applying the philosophy that “form follows function”, the contours on the engine compartment typical of a BMW have developed into a genuine sign of distinction born out of technical needs and requirements. On the BMW Concept CS, the powerdome as a further highlight in design extends over the power unit as a particularly large, almost awe-inspiring design feature.

The engine compartment lid is supported at either side by headlight units merging flush into the design of the car and resting flat on the side panels, extending far back into the front wings. The slender space thus left over above the extra-large wheel arches underlies the agility and, accordingly, the athletic performance of the car.

Innovative headlight technology.
Within the dynamic, low-slung headlight units featured in the BMW Concept CS, particularly innovative technology serves to generate a powerful and consistent light beam: Innovative LED reverse-projection lights bundle their light on a reflection area from where the beam is conveyed smoothly, consistently and with utmost precision to the road ahead. This provides a particularly homogenous area of illumination without the slightest dazzling effect, since the oncoming motorist does not look directly at the projectors. 

Dynamic roof-line guiding your eyes – and the air flowing by.

The sculptural design language so characteristic of the BMW Concept CS in its body design allows unique interplay of concave and convex surfaces, reflecting and guiding the light on and around the car in exactly the right way. One example in this context is the exterior mirrors on this unique car blending harmoniously with the side-view, the mirrors through their design alone repeating the overall look and lines of the car. The door handlers are integrated into the flanks of the BMW Concept CS even more discreetly: Housed within a chrome-bar running to the rear at the height of the contour line, the door handlers controlled by sensors move out only when really needed.

A sculptural design for a truly unique style.

Given all these features, the BMW Concept CS is a modern counterpart to the conventional notchback design of a “regular” four-door. Indeed, never before on a saloon have the individual body sections merged so smoothly into one another, creating a low-slung and stretched appearance. And this impression of all-round perfection with supreme harmony of looks from every angle is further enhanced when admiring the transitions modelled with extreme care and diligence, providing additional light effects, for example, around the C-pillar. Features of this standard alone clearly confirm BMW’s philosophy to express supreme design culture through perfect precision and style in every respect.

The interior: an outstanding driving experience on all four seats.

The interior of the BMW Concept CS also offers dynamism of a completely new standard borne out by the combination of exclusive elegance and sophisticated refinement. In designing the interior, the innovative technique of layering the individual surfaces and components provides an unprecedented combination of function and stylish reduction to the essential. The appropriate use of joints and seams, together with layered surfaces, creates new options in the arrangement of functional elements for both ventilation and illumination. And at the same time the layering concept offers new possibilities to clearly express the class and value of the materials used as well as the precise design of the car’s interior through contrasting colours and the structure of different materials.

An invitation to active motoring.

The driver-oriented cockpit immediately shows the motorist that he or she is in control of everything happening at the wheel. Just like the arrangement of all controls and instruments, the design and layout of the cockpit is an invitation to active motoring. A very clear example of this straightforward philosophy is the short distance between the steering wheel and the shift lever, while in their design the sports seats combine a touch of lightness with the sporting elegance of the finest leather. The low-slung seating position and the clear structure of 
the instruments likewise evoke the wish to really experience and savour the dynamic potential of this unique car.

Inventing the Sports Activity Vehicle (SAV), BMW has established a highly innovative and, indeed, trendsetting segment in the automobile market. 
And now the time is ripe for another brand-new concept: The Sports Activity Coupé combining an elegant, dynamically flowing roofline with the typical features of a BMW X model – a truly fascinating combination now borne out for the first time in the guise of BMW Concept X6.

Presenting this concept car, BMW is proudly demonstrating the vision of a unique vehicle developing the striking design language of BMW X cars with a clear and consistent focus on sportiness and elegant presence. 

The car combines four doors and a dynamically flowing coupé roofline with a high sill-line, muscular wheel arches, and a strong centre of gravity positioned right in the middle and making a clear reference to four-wheel-driven technology. 

The result is a unique vehicle clearly presenting the DNA of a BMW X model but interpreting the character of such a vehicle in a unique and truly sporting manner. The design of BMW Concept X6 is the authentic visualisation of outstanding driving qualities borne out by the car mainly through BMW’s intelligent xDrive technology as well as Dynamic Performance Control.

Unique, aesthetic look: dynamic coupé line and the typical features of a BMW X model.

The front end of BMW Concept X6 is dominated by highlights in design clearly symbolising the car’s dynamic orientation to the road. From the side, in turn, the proportions are definitely elegant, the short front body overhang emphasising the dynamism of the car, the longer overhang at the rear, its stretched and sleek look. The long line of the engine compartment lid merges smoothly and gently into the elegantly rising A-pillars, the greenhouse moved far to the back and the roofline tapering out clearly and consistently from the B-pillars interacting with the high window line to provide low and, indeed, almost flat window graphics.

The roofline, in turn, flows down gently to the rear spoiler, finally moving up again slightly in a small upward swing perfecting the overall line of a coupé and at the same time optimising the car’s aerodynamic qualities. 

The dynamically stretched side lines highlight the aesthetic effect of this concept car, with BMW Concept X6 obtaining its impressive presence clearly through the unique combination of these lines and the design elements of a BMW X car.

Apart from the high window line, the large wheel arches and the centre of gravity visibly in the middle of the car, particularly this distinctive and powerful interaction of convex and concave surfaces, of the muscular side-sills with running boards made of drilled aluminium beneath the doors and the strong underfloor protection elements front and rear also made of aluminium 
express all the genuine DNA of BMW X.

Consistent focus on sporting performance.

BMW Concept X6 combines the design features so typical of a BMW X model with a truly individual, aesthetic look. In its character and design, this concept 
car stands out clearly from BMW’s highly successful SAV models, although 
the core features of those models provide a strong and sound foundation for 
the development of a unique personality in the guise of BMW Concept X6 
as the Sports Activity Coupé. 

With its impressively dynamic driving characteristics, the BMW X5 already excels as a true exception in its segment, and was indeed the forerunner creating the entire segment in the first place. Now BMW Concept X6 provides a clear impression of how an even more consistent focus on sporting performance in this class is able to set standards once again. Through its design alone, this new concept car arouses the greatest expectations of the driving experience in a Sports Activity Coupé, bearing out the robustness and superior traction of a BMW X model in combination with dynamic driving qualities never seen before in this segment of the market.

World debut: Dynamic Performance Control in BMW Concept X6.

Dynamic Performance Control making its world debut in BMW Concept X6 provides ideal qualities for experiencing new dimensions in driving dynamics. This drivetrain and chassis control system, combined with BMW’s intelligent xDrive all-wheel drive technology, offers a truly unique standard of driving stability in every situation, benefiting both driving dynamics and safety at the same time. 

Dynamic Performance Control, a truly innovative system, spreads out drive forces as required in all situations, feeding a varying degree of power whenever required to the two wheels at the rear. Dynamic Performance Control is the only system of its kind in the world able to provide its stabilising effect both under power and with the engine in overrun.

As soon as the system detects possible over- or understeer of the vehicle, 
for example in a bend, it will vary the distribution of drive forces between the wheels for perfect stability, dynamic traction, and forward motion. And in the process Dynamic Performance Control improves driving stability at all speeds, this unique chassis and suspension innovation ensuring not only safe traction when setting off and precise control when entering a bend, but also higher lateral acceleration and optimum directional stability when accelerating out of the bend.

BMW – setting the standard in a dynamically growing market segment.

Launching BMW Concept X6, BMW is once again proving the company's outstanding competence in the development of new car concepts. First, this fascinating study shows how the range of BMW X models highly successful the world over might be extended by yet another exclusive version; second, BMW Concept X6 presents the possibility to experience the sporting performance so typical of the brand in entirely new style and with brand-new features. The highly innovative Sports Activity Coupé created in this way is therefore once again paving the way into a dynamically growing market segment.

BMW Concept X6 is beyond comparison with any existing series production vehicle the world over. But at the same time it creates clear references and associations through its unique, sophisticated design, the world’s first Sports Activity Coupé guiding the fantasy of the particularly demanding motorist in 
a clearly defined direction: this car promises driving dynamics in a dimension never seen before.

Yet a further point is that BMW Concept X6, through its extravagant look 
and appearance, opens up very tempting perspectives for the future, this 
Sports Activity Coupé boasting design ideally suited to prove individual 
style and character.

Unique, innovative – and BMW all the way.

BMW Concept X6 is unique and brand-new in the world of the automobile. But it nevertheless stands out as a genuine BMW at first sight. All design features of this concept study clearly reflecting the particular language of BMW design. Indeed, through its design language alone BMW Concept X6 makes a number of clear and highly recognisable statements simply because they are quite unique in this constellation: The car expresses sporting elegance, superior presence and stylish extravagance as well as the symbiosis of superior power and outstanding robustness so characteristic of a BMW X car and now enhanced to a significantly higher standard in BMW Concept X6.

Clear orientation towards the product features characterising the concept of a Sports Activity Coupé gives BMW Concept X6 a fascinating look right from the start. Through its design alone, this car expresses the features essential to such an innovative vision of a completely new car. Conversely, this design principle now arouses the expectation that a BMW Sports Activity Coupé may well develop precisely the outstanding sportiness and superior power both on the road and offroad clearly borne out by this concept study.

So it is precisely the unique features of the vehicle that lead to its unmistak​able design. And it is this authentic design so typical of a BMW which gives the BMW Concept X6 its individual style and character and also reflects the image of the brand. In other words – only BMW is able to create a Sports Activity Coupé, and BMW Concept X6 shows what such a car must look like.

Front end with dynamic orientation to the road.

BMW Concept X6 stands out clearly as a genuine BMW from every angle. This is ensured primarily by the sculptural shape and design of the car characteristic of all BMW X models, the front, side and rear areas merging smoothly into one another, the car’s shapes and surfaces forming one common unit.

Individual details also bear out the design so typical of the BMW brand, ranging from the BMW kidney grille with its dual round headlights cut away at the side and the powerful contour line along the flanks of the vehicle all the way to the horizontal lines accentuating the sheer width of the car.
Like on the BMW X5, the fundamental look and impression of the front area of this concept car symbolises powerful presence right from the start. But given the large share of surfaces finished in body colour, the front end nevertheless creates an impression of lower height, emphasising the dynamic, road-going orientation of this Sports Activity Coupé.

The DNA of BMW X is also to be admired on the engine compartment lid and the structure of the almost vertical BMW kidney grille, with its slats finished in high-quality titanium colour. In addition, clear signs of distinction to be admired in many details serve to accentuate the sporting potential of this high performer.

Large air intake scoops positioned far to the outside not only bear testimony to the cooling requirements of an engine, one can rightly expect to be particularly powerful, but also show a clear orientation, together with the side panels extending far to the inside beyond the headlights, to the wheels, emphasising how stable the car is on the road.

The air intakes are split horizontally by chrome-coloured bars also supporting the surrounds on the round foglamps. The contour of the central air intake, finally, is characterised by lines oriented to the outside, again providing a clear optical orientation to the road as such.

Through their design sharply cut across at the top, the dual round headlights typical of BMW express a particularly intense and focused look. Hence, the entire vehicle will appear to be concentrating even more on the road ahead. The outer contours of the headlight units, in turn, extend far into the side panels, making the front overhang look shorter than it really is and giving the vehicle an even more sporting and dynamic appearance from the side.

Side view: characteristic wedge shape, dynamic roofline.

The unique proportions of BMW Concept X6 are particularly clear from the side, the gently tapering roofline and the long body overhang at the rear 
giving the car its stretched and sleek coupé silhouette.

The roofline itself reaches its highest point directly behind the steering wheel, highlighting the driver' position and creating an effect most appropriate for 
the extravagant design of BMW Concept X6. The chrome surrounds on 
the side windows, in turn, made of one piece, accentuate the sheer elegance 
of the vehicle, while the absence of pillars dividing the side area gives the window graphics a completely homogeneous look making the entire vehicle appear lighter and almost transparent.

The counter-flowing line at the bottom of the D-pillar so characteristic of BMW and well-known to the connoisseur as the “Hofmeister kick” stands out clearly towards the rear of the window frame, while slender plastic protection panels at the bottom edge of the bumpers, the side-sills and wheel arches discreetly allude to the robust character of BMW Concept X6.

The side-walls are split by two intuitively contoured lines merging slightly towards one another at the front of the car and thus creating a wedge shape signalising the forward-pushing motion of BMW X6.

The contour line extending to the rear at the level of the door openers comes out particularly clearly, emphasising the dynamic wedge shape of the car. This is further accentuated by the growing distance between the shoulder line and the sill-line towards the rear end extending all the way to the rear lights. This gives the entire vehicle an even sleeker and more stretched-out look. 

The second character line runs parallel to the side-sills, half-way between the contour and the sill-line. Both front and rear, this second character line ends where the large and muscular wheel arches bulge strongly out of 
the side panels.

And now the new version of this high-performance sports car is ready to go – perfectly prepared to find the ideal line not only on the race track. 

Like its predecessors, the fourth-generation BMW M3 sets new standards in technology and driving dynamics. And at the same time, like all high performance models from BMW M GmbH, the new BMW M3 offers all the qualities required for everyday driving enjoyment of the highest calibre. 

The new BMW M3 is based on the BMW 3 Series Coupé, but is nevertheless quite unique in its looks and technical features. The engine, for example, is an exclusive development precisely for this model, with the chassis, suspension and body all based consistently on the requirements of motorsport. 

So leaving aside just a few components, the new BMW M3 is a brand-new car from the ground up. The aesthetic design of the body again typical of BMW M and the drivetrain technology conceived from the start for supreme performance – clear proof of the competence of the car development engineers at BMW M GmbH with their close ties to motorsport – spell out supremacy of the highest standard. In a nutshell, therefore, the new BMW M3 is a car built to be a winner, a car always able to prove its superiority also in everyday traffic. 

Making its debut in the BMW M3: eight-cylinder power unit 
with 420 hp.

The truly impressive “heart” of the new BMW M3 is the car’s brand-new eight-cylinder power unit in V-arrangement combining outstanding power and performance with unique dynamism. Displacing 3,999 cc, the new V8 develops maximum output of 309 kW/420 hp. Maximum torque, in turn, is 400 Newton-metres at an engine speed of 3,900 rpm. And perhaps an even more impressive fact is that some 85 per cent of this maximum torque is available consistently throughout the enormous speed range of 6,500 rpm. 

The new BMW M3 accelerates from 0–100 km/h in 4.8 seconds and has a top speed limited electronically of 250 km/h. 

The eight-cylinder power unit owes its perhaps most striking feature to the high-speed engine concept again typical of BMW M: Maximum engine speed of 8,400 rpm gives the engine supreme thrust and torque at all times. This power is transmitted to the rear wheels via a six-speed manual gearbox in conjunction with brand-new final drive featuring BMW’s Variable M Limited-Slip Differential. 

Over and above the engine’s specific output of 105 hp per litre, average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle of just 12.4 litres/100 kilometres bears clear testimony to the supreme engineering that has gone into this equally supreme car. 

Know-how carried over from Formula 1 in production, construction, and the choice of materials.

The engine block of the new eight-cylinder comes from BMW’s light-alloy foundry in Landshut north of Munich, which also builds the engine blocks for the Grand Prix cars raced by the BMW Sauber F1 Team. The crankcase is made of a special aluminium-silicon alloy. It is both compact and extremely strong and resistant in its bedplate design. 

Despite the two extra cylinders, the entire power unit is approximately 15 kg 
lighter than the six-cylinder engine featured on the former model. The V8 power unit of the new BMW M3 is equipped with variable double-VANOS camshaft control, a unique technology reducing losses in the charge cycle and thus improving power and torque in the process. Responding extremely quickly to the driver’s commands, double-VANOS improves the spontaneity of the engine at all times, thus also helping to reduce fuel consumption and exhaust emissions.  

The engineers at BMW M have developed a low-pressure version of double-VANOS specifically for the new eight-cylinder, operating at the regular operating pressure of the engine’s oil circuit. 

New engine management and Brake Energy Regeneration.

Yet another new development is the electronic management of the V8 power unit integrating the clutch, gearbox, steering and brake functions tailored specifically to the requirements of a BMW M Car. And then, as a further highlight of engine management, ion flow technology serves to detect any tendency of the engine to knock as well as misfiring and mis-combustion. 

Intelligent energy management featuring Brake Energy Regeneration enhances the efficiency of the power unit to an even higher standard: this new system generates electricity for the car’s on-board network only in overrun and while applying the brakes, with the alternator generally being disconnected as long as the engine is in traction, “pulling” the car. Apart from particularly efficient generation of electric power, this process also helps to provide extra drive power when accelerating. 

Lightweight suspension for optimum use of the engine’s supreme power.  

While the chassis and suspension of the new BMW M3 is based in its fundamental configuration on the suspension already featured in the BMW 3 Series Coupé, nearly all components are brand-new and unique. 

The objective in developing and introducing these new components was not only to significantly increase drive forces, but also to save weight to the greatest possible extent. Precisely this is why nearly all components on the double-arm spring strut front axle are made of aluminium. 

The five-arm rear axle also built in lightweight technology is likewise brand-new with the exception of just one track control arm – ensuring a reduction in weight, as a result, of approximately 2.5 kilos. 

The lightweight suspension is supplemented by Servotronic steering with steering assistance geared to the speed of the car, a high-performance brake system with vented discs all round, and electronically masterminded Dynamic Stability Control (DSC). As an option, finally, the new BMW M3 is also available with Electronic Damper Control (EDC). 

MDrive button for the driver’s personal style of motoring. 

Available as an option, MDrive allows the driver to choose his pre-selected configuration simply by pressing a button. One example is the option to completely deactivate Dynamic Stability Control, another is to pre-select the level of Servotronic steering assistance via the iDrive control concept. 

This gives the driver the choice of two control maps varying power assistance of the steering according to the speed of the car in either the Normal or Sports mode.  

Exclusive in this segment: roof in visible carbon-fibre look. 

Hardly any other component on the body of the new BMW M3 expresses the car’s cutting-edge technology as clearly – and, above all, as visibly – as the roof made of carbon-fibre-reinforced plastic (CFP). As visible proof of this new technology, the roof stands out intentionally through the fibre structure of this Formula 1 material, only a layer of clear paint covering this high-tech surface.
Exclusivity and dynamics also within the interior.

Through its particular look and design, the body of the new BMW M3 impressively symbolises the outstanding performance and sporting qualities of the car. The interior supplements this particular flair, seeking to offer the driver the ultimate experience at the wheel and giving all the car’s occupants a perfect ambience tailored to their wishes and requirements.

Control Display serving as the information centre.

Available as an option, the Control Display comes right in the middle of the dashboard within perfect sight for both the driver and front passenger.  The colour display presents information relevant to the driver as well as the current function of the car’s communication, navigation, entertainment and air conditioning systems clearly and visibly whenever required. The driver masterminds the system by way of iDrive, with the Control Display also serving to present a clear, easy-to-read map when using the optional navigation system.

BMW M3 all the way – a high-performance sports car perfect for everyday use. 

From the 309 kW/420 hp eight-cylinder power unit all the way to the unique BMW Individual High-End audio system, all components of the new BMW M3 are conceived, designed and built for supreme performance. And at the same time they are simply ideal for providing sheer driving pleasure at all times and under all conditions, with the driver and passengers of the BMW M3 being able to enjoy the qualities of the car both on the race track and in everyday motoring. 

Accordingly, the new BMW M3 is the perfect car for the all-round enthusiast  wishing to express and live out his or her passion for performance not only in exceptional situations. Within the model portfolio of BMW M GmbH, therefore, the new BMW M3 is a particularly authentic expression of the unique philosophy which underlies the letter M.

The BMW 330i Sedan.
The BMW 3 Series was voted “World Car of the Year” due to its unique design, driving dynamics, safety, and environmental responsibility. Driving enthusiasts around the world have considered the BMW 3 Series to be an icon for its unique combination of these attributes.  It is the quintessential luxury sports sedan.  Boasting 272 hp with top speed of 250km/h. Acceleration from 0-100 in 6.5 seconds. 

Available with an optional xDrive all-wheel drive, the aluminium/magnesium inline six-cylinder engine with Valvetronic technology reduces weight while at the same time improving both performance and fuel efficiency.  

The 3 Series also features Dynamic Stability Control system, which includes Brake Drying, Brake Standby, Brake Fade Compensation, Start-off Assistant, and Comfort Stop.  

The fifth generation BMW 3 Series has yet again improved and refined a concept BMW pioneered more than forty years ago – the sport sedan. The BMW 3 Series continues to offer style and quality combined with a unique combination of performance, practicality and European luxury in a compact package.

Above all, the 3 Series is renowned for how it drives. Since the beginning, the 3 Series has always been remarkably agile and pleasurable to drive, without compromising comfort and everyday usability. This engine was the first in large-scale series production to use magnesium which, compared to aluminium, is 30 percent lighter.  This engine was also the first six-cylinder to use BMW VALVETRONIC.  With infinitely variable valve lift in place of the traditional throttle butterfly, this system improved both throttle response and fuel efficiency.  Like previous BMW engines which have incorporated VALVETRONIC, the gains are impressive.  In the case of the 330i, horsepower increases by 13%, while fuel consumption decreases by as much as 9%, depending on the model. This unique technology works in tandem with BMW’s double-VANOS variable valve timing for both intake and exhaust camshafts.  The 330i accelerates from 0 – 100km in 6.5 seconds.  

Extra driving pleasure provided by gearshift paddles on the steering wheel and Active Steering.

The new power unit gives the BMW 3 Series Sedan not only an even higher standard of fuel efficiency, but also extra dynamism and performance compared with the previous models. Enhanced driving pleasure is also ensured by the upgraded range of standard features and a broad choice of attractive new options.

Yet a further point is that BMW’s road speed-related Servotronic power steering is also included from now on in this intelligent all-wheel-drive system. Active Steering, in turn, which varies power assistance as well as the steering transmission ratio as a function of speed, is now available as of end year 2007 not only in the six-cylinder versions of the BMW 3 Series, but also as an option in the BMW 320i.

This 225 kW/306 hp high-performance power unit gives the BMW 335i Coupé truly outstanding performance combined with impressive fuel economy. 
Rear-wheel drive, optimised weight, harmonious axle load distribution and the most sophisticated suspension in the segment are further essential factors guaranteeing a truly fascinating driving experience. 

The new 3 Series Coupé offers a standard of agility and driving dynamics quite unique in its segment. Through its handling and superior performance, the BMW 3 Series Coupé simply begs the driver to show an active style of motoring. And in the process the new Coupé combines its sporting character with stylish looks. 

Bi-xenon headlights with corona rings featured as standard.

The front air dam, headlight units and contours on the engine compartment 
lid of the BMW 3 Series Coupé are in their design. Seen from the front, the car is low and wide, emphasising its sporting character. The lines of the powerdome stretching above the drive unit extend from the A-pillars all the way to the outer sides of the BMW kidney grille. The low-slung dual round headlights, in turn, merge smoothly beneath the engine compartment lid and thus look as if they were cut off at the top, giving the car a very self-confident and concentrated “face”.
The LED rods in the rear lights also give the new BMW 3 Series Coupé unmistakable style and impression. Merging smoothly into the rear and side of the car, the light units are split up into two sections and extend all the way into the trunk lid. The entire rear view of the car is again low and wide, characterised in particular by smooth, horizontal lines. This emphasises the wide track and the sporting flair and appearance of the car also from this perspective.

A whole range of details contributes to the unique design of the BMW 3 Series Coupé. Through their contours alone, for example, the rear-view mirrors designed especially for the Coupé take up the side lines of the car. The famous “Hofmeister kick” at the bottom of the C-pillars, finally, rises up into the shoulder line of the car, showing a distinctive angle pointing to the front. The aura of dynamism and exclusivity conveyed by the new BMW 3 Series Coupé through its body design alone continues consistently within the car. Indeed, the interior is dominated by powerful contours and flowing lines, with convex and concave shapes and surfaces flowing into one another. Conceived as a fully-fledged four-seater, the Coupé is perfect for fast travelling in a sophisticated ambience. The two individual seats at the rear are separated by a storage compartment in the middle, like the centre console separating the two front seats.

Horizontal lines on the dashboard and in the side panels accentuate the feeling of generous space. The instrument panel itself is inclined towards the driver at the top, the armrest on the side panel flows smoothly from the dashboard all the way to the backrests of the rear seats. 

Straight-six power units for efficient dynamics.

The BMW 3 Series Coupé for the first time features a Twin Turbo 3.0-litre straight-six power unit, High-Precision Injection, and an all-aluminium crankcase. This 225 kW/306 hp power unit, while based on BMW’s highly successful normal-aspiration six-cylinder, opens up a new era in engine development. For now BMW is combining the qualities typical of this six-cylinder with the power-boosting effect of two turbochargers and second-generation direct gasoline injection for the first time offering significant advantages in fuel economy also in practice.

The power unit of the BMW 335i Coupé develops its maximum torque of 400 Newton-metres at just 1,300 rpm, providing its power and performance much more spontaneously than a conventional turbocharged engine and revving up smoothly and consistently all the way to 7,000 rpm. On the road, this means impressive acceleration from 0–100 km/h in just 5.5 seconds, with top speed of the 335i Coupé being limited electronically to 250 km/h. 
Modern suspension technology for maximum precision.

The sheer power of the engine is matched in the BMW 3 Series Coupé by equally superior transmission of this power to the road. Standard drive with the engine at the front and the drive wheels at the rear ensures maximum agility, directional stability, and safe handling at all times and within the entire speed range. Boasting a double-joint tiebar axle made largely of aluminium at the front and further enhanced by spring struts, as well as a five-arm axle at the rear, the new BMW 3 Series Coupé offers the most modern suspension currently available in its class. The low centre of gravity, excellent front-to-rear weight balance, and the special set-up of the dampers also help to give this two-door performer truly impressive driving qualities.

Rack-and-pinion steering with hydraulic power assistance ensures supreme precision and exact feedback on road conditions. And with the power of the engine being conveyed to the rear wheels, the steering is not in any way affected by drive forces.

As an option the BMW 3 Series Coupé is available with Active Steering specially tailored to the car: Depending on driving conditions, the driver is able to keep steering forces and the effort required to a minimum while remaining precisely on course without the slightest problem at high speeds.

The BMW 3 Series Coupé comes as standard with a high-performance brake system, the extra-large brake discs requiring the use of 17-inch wheels. The advantages on the road are superior stopping power, fading-free brake qualities, and wear reduced to a minimum. BMW is indeed the world’s first car maker to fit its models with a continuous, ongoing wear indicator providing exact information on all times on the brake pads and their current condition.

DSC with enhanced functions for extra safety and dynamics.

In its superior efficiency, the brake system is supported by DSC Dynamic Stability Control with innovative functions of particular interest. Indeed, this latest generation of DSC not only performs the ABS brake control function and maintains the car’s stability on slippery surfaces by intervening in the brakes, but also compensates any decrease in deceleration as a result of extremely high brake temperatures. 
Ultra-modern body structure: less weight, more safety.

The intelligent combination of innovative and proven materials plus modern production technology gives the BMW 3 Series Coupé a particularly light but very stable bodyshell approximately 10 kilos lighter than the bodyshell on the Saloon. The use of innovative plastic side panels on the Coupé, in turn, also helps to optimise the weight of the car at the front end as a particular advantage in terms of enhanced driving dynamics: Compared with conventional steel components, the front panels are approximately 50 per cent lighter.

Individual and exclusive features.

Offering a wide range of safety and comfort features, the BMW 3 Series Coupé makes even the shortest trip an outstanding experience in pleasure. Numerous customisation options also give the driver the opportunity to tailor his or her car to his personal wishes. Supplementing the wide range of standard equipment, therefore, the BMW 3 Series Coupé is available with a large number of high-tech solutions for audio, navigation, and telematics purposes, features originally developed strictly for the luxury performance car, now making their way into this segment. Again, this clearly underlines the exclusive character of the BMW 3 Series Coupé.

The six-cylinder engine variants of the new BMW 5 Series are available with BMW xDrive permanent and variable all-wheel-drive technology. 
The BMW 5 Series also offers a wide range of innovations in driver assistance and comfort features. It is the only car in its segment available with Active Steering, BMW Night Vision, Head-Up Display and, from now on, Active Cruise Control featuring a Stop & Go functions as well as Lane Departure Warning.

The larger of BMW’s two V8 power units featured in the 750i Li displaces 4,799 cc and develops maximum output of 367 hp at  6,300 rpm. Given this kind of power, the dynamic 750Li accelerates to 100 km/h in 6.0 seconds. Maximum torque is a substantial 490 Nm at 3,400 rpm.
Best-in-class up to 5.0 litres. 

Offering truly outstanding power and performance, the 750Li featuring BMW Valvetronic and double-VANOS plays a leading role in the segment of luxury saloons with engines between 4.0 and 5.0 litres capacity. Maximum output of 367 hp is an outstanding figure in this segment reflected by appropriate acceleration both from a standstill and at speed. 

The most impressive point, however, is the overall package offered by the 750Li, making it quite unique in the market: The BMW 750Li ensures exceptional engine response and rapid reaction in all driving situations, offering ample power and performance reserves whenever and wherever required. Again reflecting that typical BMW style, the eight-cylinder revs up quickly and smoothly like a turbine, giving both the driver and the passengers an extremely sporting and dynamic driving experience based on supreme agility and nimble handling.

At the same time the BMW 750Li offers sheer supremacy in all situations: Through its running smoothness, high torque at low engine speeds and the optimum combination of comfort and sportiness borne out in particular by the aluminium chassis and suspension of the BMW 7 Series, the 750Li is the leading luxury saloon in the five-litre class. It stands out both as a sporting four-door and as an elegant saloon full of presence in meeting the highest demands in terms of comfort and design. Just how popular the 750Li is among customers in meeting their demands is proved by the fact that more than 50 per cent of all BMW 7 Series ordered by customers so far feature the large V8 power unit.

Performance with Driving Pleasure: 
The BMW M5. 


The ultimate in sports saloon motoring has got a name: M5. This finest 5 Series vehicle is the most powerful of all time: five litres of cubic capacity, ten cylinders, a maximum output of 507 hp, a peak torque of 520 Newton meters and engine speeds redlining at 8,000 rpm, these are figures that speak for themselves. In an unprecedented way, these figures blur the lines between a car for everyday use and a vehicle for ambitious motor sport racing.

A successful recipe for two decades: power without overstatement.

With its performance figures, the fourth-generation M5 sets the benchmark in the segment of powerful sports saloons, a niche which the first M5 carved for itself back in 1984. During the last 20 years, this first M5 and all its successors have made their mark, always setting the standard as a perfect symbiosis of a comfortable, elegant saloon for everyday use, abundant output delivered by a powerful engine and ultimate sportiness. 

This principle reaches its culmination in the M5: this “extreme athlete” with its subtle appearance and the seemingly endless power of its ten-cylinder high-revving engine, which interacts perfectly with the seven-speed SMG gearbox, introduces the driver to completely new dimensions of effortlessness. To put it in a nutshell: in its class, which it shares with top-class competitors, the M5 excels due to the most innovative drive concept, the best power-to-weight ratio, supreme handling and excellent everyday driving qualities. It is a fully roadworthy saloon with the heart of an athlete, a sports car which is perfectly suited for everyday motoring. The M5 skilfully combines these two virtues.

The perfect choice: high-revving concept.

For the BMW M engineers the compact, high-revving normally aspirated engine was the ideal choice. With a redline of 8,250 rpm, the ten-cylinder engine has ventured into terrain which has so far been reserved for red-blooded racing cars. Compared to the previous M5 eight-cylinder engine, performance has increased by more than 25 percent. The M5 has also surpassed the magical 100 hp per litre limit, its specific output being on par with that of racing cars.

A masterpiece in engine construction.

The two five-cylinder banks of the V10 are arranged at an angle of 90° to achieve a mass balance of the crankshaft drive, which is optimized for low vibration and increased comfort. For reasons of stiffness and due to the high loads resulting from combustion pressure, engine speed and vibrations, a bedplate design was chosen for the crankcase, the first-ever application in a production V engine by BMW. For an optimum alignment of the crankshaft, grey-cast iron inserts were integrated into the aluminium bedplate, which also serve to enhance acoustics, increase vibrational comfort and ensure a high oil supply rate. The extremely stiff crankshaft is supported by six bearings.

High-pressure bi-VANOS and individual throttle butterflies.
The bi-VANOS variable valve timing featured in the M5 engine ensures an optimum charge cycle, thus helping to achieve extremely short adjustment times. This means in practice: increased performance, an improved torque curve, optimum responsiveness, lower consumption and fewer emissions. Each cylinder has its own throttle, a feature typical of racing cars. Throttle control is fully electronic and cylinder bank specific.
The engine control module: the first of its kind in the world.
The MS S65 engine management system is the central factor behind the V10’s outstanding performance and emission data. This engine management system is unparalleled in its package density. Its processors are the most powerful ones which are currently approved for use in automobiles, as high engine speeds and comprehensive management and control tasks demand the utmost from this system.

Seven-speed SMG gearbox conveys M power to the tarmac.

The high-revving concept only succeeds in combination with a gearbox which translates the torque available to the engine, by means of a short overall transmission ratio, into optimised forward thrust.

The seven-speed SMG gearbox is precisely the right transmission to ideally convey the V10 engine’s power via the drive train to the wheels. BMW M is the first manufacturer worldwide to offer a seven-speed sequential gearbox with drivelogic function. Even more highly perfected than the previous six-speed transmission, the seven-speed SMG gearbox enables manual gear selection with ultra-short shifting times as well as comfortable cruising thanks to automated gear selection. The purpose of the additional seventh gear is to reduce engine speed and torque gaps.

SMG gearbox’s speed up by 20 percent.

With the seven-speed SMG gearbox, gears can be changed using the gearshift lever on the centre console or the paddles on the steering wheel. Compared to the previous SMG transmission, changing gears is 20 percent faster with the new SMG generation. Never before has it been quicker to change gears with a transmission of this kind. The advantage for the M5 driver: Gear change is smooth and accomplished at a speed impossible to reach even by the most proficient driver, thus making the inevitable power flow interruptions when changing gears hardly noticeable. The M5 delivers an almost jerk-free performance when accelerating from a standstill to its top speed.

Drivelogic: the driver determines the SMG’s characteristics for changing gears.

Thanks to the SMG’s drivelogic function, the driver can choose from eleven gear change options, which enable him to adapt the SMG’s characteristics to his very own style of motoring.

Six of these programs can be pre-selected in the sequential manual gearbox mode (S mode), the spectrum ranging from balanced dynamic to very sporty. With the gearbox in the S mode, the driver always shifts gears manually. Whenever the driver activates the Launch Control function, the SMG Drivelogic shifts gears shortly before the maximum engine speed is reached at precisely the right moment and with optimum slip until the M5 reaches its top speed.

In the Drive (D mode) automatic gearshift mode, the transmission shifts the seven gears automatically, depending on the program selected, the driving situation, the road speed and the position of the accelerator pedal.

SMG for increased safety and comfort.

The seven-speed SMG gearbox not only supports the driver in achieving motor sports performance, but also offers scores of safety features. In critical situations, when the driver shifts down on a slippery surface, for example, the gearbox opens the clutch in the fraction of a second in order to prevent the M5 from swerving out of control in the event of excessive drag torque at the driven wheels. Further functions are the climbing, which prevents the car from rolling backwards during hill starts as well as the hill detection, which adjusts the shift points on gradients and descents. This prevents gear hunting when going uphill. When driving downhill, the hill detection holds the lower gears for longer in order to make effective use of the engine’s braking power.

Maximum driving pleasure.

The interaction of the V10 engine and the seven-speed SMG gearbox results in a level of performance, which has so far been inconceivable for series-production saloons. Above all, there is one thing the M5 gives to its driver: driving pleasure at its best. Compared to the previous M5, the current model comes up trumps in all performance and fun disciplines: it accomplishes the 0 to 100km sprint in 4,7 seconds and reaches the 200 km/h mark after a mere 15 seconds to go on to the electronically limited top speed of 250 km/h. A glance at the speedometer reveals where this power package would head for if maximum speed was not electronically limited: an awe-inspiring 330 km/h.

Its predecessor was the trendsetter creating a brand-new segment in the market. And now the BMW X5 is raising the driving experience in a Sports Activity Vehicle (SAV) to an even higher level. 

Powerful eight cylinder engine, BMW xDrive permanent all-wheel drive once again enhanced to an even higher standard, and a brand-new suspension optimised from the ground up give the new model supreme agility and driving dynamics. The new V8 power unit develops maximum output of 261 kW/355 hp. 

The large and highly versatile interior of the new BMW X5 offers maximum function and space for up to seven occupants. And at the same time, thanks to innovative features and equipment as well as high-class finish, the interior ensures exclusivity of the same calibre and standard as a luxury performance saloon.

The new BMW X5 is the first SAV in the world available with Active Steering, AdaptiveDrive (anti-roll stabilisation and adaptive dampers) as well as a Head-Up Display, and comes as standard on runflat safety tyres.

Offering enhanced dynamics and an even higher standard of all-round supremacy, the new BMW X5 is continuing the victorious success of a truly exceptional vehicle concept. When introducing the former model, the first X5, BMW set up and established the brand-new segment of the SAV Sports Activity Vehicle. As a spacious, luxurious, versatile and, at the same time, robust premium car offering excellent qualities through its electronically controlled all-wheel drive and superior driving dynamics for venturing out on rough terrain, the BMW X5 hit the headlines right from the start. And the success of this strategy is clearly reflected by more than 580,000 units sold worldwide.

Driving dynamics typical of BMW – unique in the SAV segment.

Throughout its entire production cycle, the first SAV in the world was able to maintain its status as a benchmark in driving dynamics. Now, with the new BMW X5, BMW’s drivetrain and suspension specialists have lifted the yardstick for performance, agility, dynamics and suspension comfort to an even higher level.
The driving experience is characterised, as before, by significant ride height and a commanding seating position. Further fortes also maintained in the new model are the unitary body shell, independent suspension, and permanent, electronically controlled, variable all-wheel drive.  The eight cylinder gasoline engine has been significantly optimised to an even higher standard of excellence, now offering even more superior performance and motoring culture. And the suspension, finally, is brand-new from the ground up, conveying the power of the engine in superior style to the road or, as the case may be, to a rough track.
A feature quite unique in the SAV segment is the combination of a double wishbone front axle with the integral-IV rear axle in the new BMW X5. This cutting-edge configuration allows a particularly high standard of lateral acceleration, extremely good directional stability, and exemplary roll comfort all at the same time. Yet another innovation is rack-and-pinion steering with its variable transmission ratio facilitating a precise style of motoring in its middle position while offering the driver a more direct response in bends with a larger steering angle.

The new BMW X5 is the first vehicle in its class available as an option with Active Steering including Servotronic. This unique steering system adjusts the steering transmission ratio additionally to the road speed of the vehicle in the interest of an even higher standard of agility. At high speeds Active Steering provides even safer directional stability, while when parking or manoeuvring all the driver has to do is turn the steering wheel twice from its extreme left to its extreme right position.

A further benefit of Active Steering in the new BMW X5 is the active contribution it makes to stabilising the vehicle. When applying the brakes on different surfaces, for example, that is with a different frictional coefficient on either side, Active Steering provides an appropriate but discreet counter- steering effect to prevent the vehicle from swerving out of control. 

AdaptiveDrive with data transfer via FlexRay.

The new BMW X5 is the first SAV in the world available as an option with AdaptiveDrive providing carefully coordinated interaction of the anti-roll bars and dampers. Incorporating the vehicle’s sensors, AdaptiveDrive permanently monitors and calculates data on the speed of the vehicle, the steering angle, longitudinal and lateral acceleration, body and wheel acceleration, as well as ride height. Using this information, the system then masterminds both the sway motors in the anti-roll bars and the electromagnetic valves on the dampers, thus adjusting the side angle and damping of the new BMW X5 appropriately at all times.
The bottom line, therefore, is that AdaptiveDrive gives the new BMW X5 a standard of supremacy on the road never seen before in this segment. 
And simply by pressing a button, the driver is able to choose either a sporting or a comfort-oriented set-up in the AdaptiveDrive mode.

To ensure fast and reliable coordination, AdaptiveDrive for the first time uses the FlexRay high-speed data transmission system. Developed by a consortium of specialists under the guidance of BMW, this system offers a level of data transfer capacity never seen before, now exchanging vehicle data even faster between the individual suspension control systems and ensuring even greater precision in the process. The new BMW X5 is the first vehicle in the world to feature FlexRay technology. 

Even greater precision: intelligent BMW xDrive all-wheel drive technology.

Electronically controlled, variable BMW xDrive offers an even higher standard of precision than before in the new BMW X5. The particular strength of this intelligent all-wheel-drive system introduced by BMW is its ability to significantly enhance traction on rough terrain as well as driving dynamics under all conditions.

In a normal driving situation, permanent all-wheel drive distributes engine power 40 : 60 front-to-rear. The system then responds quickly, precisely and variably to any change in surface conditions or the driving situation, instantaneously varying the distribution of drive forces as required: Via a power divider with an electronically controlled multiple-plate clutch, BMW xDrive feeds the power of the engine precisely to the wheels where it can be used best and most efficiently.

As a result, xDrive enhances driving dynamics in the new BMW X5 by counteracting even the slightest trend to over- or understeer in bends at the earliest point. A further advantage is that BMW xDrive supports the vehicle’s traction and performance off the beaten track, ensuring maximum traction also on rough terrain by feeding drive power instantaneously and variably to the wheels currently enjoying a higher frictional coefficient.

Integrated Chassis Management with optimised control quality.

To ensure fast and precise distribution of drive forces, the xDrive all-wheel-drive system, DSC Dynamic Stability Control, engine management and Active Steering all interact with one another via BMW’s Integrated Chassis Management. As a result, the distribution of drive forces, individual intervention in wheel brakes, and engine management are all fully coordinated with one another. Again, this all-round suspension control philosophy ensures the highest conceivable standard of both driving dynamics and active safety.

DSC with additional functions.

The new BMW X5 comes with enhanced DSC Dynamic Stability Control offering optimised comfort and functions. Indeed, the addition of numerous new functions makes a particular contribution to safe and active motoring at all times. 

Apart from driving stability control, the basic functions of DSC comprise ABS anti-lock brakes, ASC Automatic Stability Control, Trailer Stability Control, 
HDC Hill Descent Control, DBC Dynamic Brake Control automatically maximising brake pressure whenever required in a forceful braking manoeuvre, as well as CBC Cornering Brake Control preventing the vehicle from oversteering whenever the driver applies the brakes lightly in a bend. 

The ADB Automatic Differential Brake electronic differential, finally, acts 
as a transverse lock between the wheels, automatically applying the brakes on a wheel about to spin.

Over and above all these features, the new DSC system optimises the efficiency of the high-performance brakes through a number of functions and features: First, it sets off any decrease in brake power under extremely high temperatures by increasing brake forces appropriately in order to avoid fading (anti-fading function). A further advantage is that the system builds up brake pressure moderately whenever appropriate in order to keep the brakes on standby in all situations which might require spontaneous deceleration. The regular Dry Braking function, on the other hand, optimises brake performance in the wet. And last but certainly not least, the Start-Off Assistant helps the driver set off on an uphill gradient, without the vehicle rolling back.

The new BMW X5 also boasts a parking brake with both electromechanical and hydraulic functions activated or released simply by pressing a button.

First SAV with runflat tyres fitted as standard.

The new BMW X5 is the first vehicle in its class fitted as standard with runflat tyres. These safety tyres come on extended-hump rims, the new BMW X5 boasting the fourth generation of runflat tyre technology. Thanks to their stiffer flanks, these special tyres prevent the risk of tyre damage also when driving off the beaten track. And should the driver suffer a complete flat all the same, he can still continue with runflat tyres for a distance of up to 150 kilometres and at a maximum speed of 80 km/h with the vehicle fully laden – and if the vehicle is carrying a lower weight, the driver is able to go on a lot further. 

Superior at all times: the V8 gasoline engine.

Clearly, a premium-segment SAV requires a power unit able to provide impressive thrust and performance combined with supreme motoring refinement. And precisely this is why the new BMW X5 comes with a choice of two gasoline engines all meeting this high standard.  

Particularly the thoroughly renewed eight-cylinder gasoline engine in the BMW X5 4.8i offers a new level of performance: As the top engine in the range, this V8 displaces 4,799 cubic centimetres and develops maximum output of 261 kW/355 hp, with peak torque of 475 Newton-metres or 350 lb-ft between 3,400 and 3,800 rpm. This, clearly, means efficient dynamics of the highest standard.

Accelerating from 0–100 km/h in 6.5 seconds, the BMW X5 4.8i also 
reaches a new standard of performance likewise borne out by its top speed limited electronically to 240 km/h. 

4.6.
The BMW X3 3.0si. 
Offering a unique combination of agility and versatility, the new BMW X3 is continuing its predecessor’s unique story of success. Powerful new engines, fresh design and a sophisticated interior make BMW’s Sports Activity Vehicle (SAV) already widely lauded for its outstanding agility and driving dynamics even more attractive than before. 

With its wide range of features and new technologies, the new BMW X3 has everything it takes to further expand its exceptional position as a premium offer in its segment. Specific modifications at the front, rear and side give the new BMW X3 even more dynamic character, while the interior is dominated by particularly sophisticated materials, flowing lines, and stylish colour schemes.

Additional driving dynamics on country roads, in city traffic and off the beaten track is guaranteed by new power units delivering their muscle smoothly to the road by way of BMW xDrive permanent all-wheel drive with variable power distribution.

The new BMW X3 also features BMW’s new generation of straight-six 
petrol engines displacing 3.0 and, respectively, 2.5 litres. Boasting a composite magnesium/aluminium crankcase, VALVETRONIC and bi-VANOS, these engines deliver maximum output of 200 kW/272 hp (+ 30 kW/41 hp over the previous engine) and, respectively, 160 kW/218 hp (+ 19 kW/26 hp). 

Even more effective and faster interaction of BMW’s intelligent xDrive all-wheel drive with DSC Dynamic Stability Control and engine management is ensured on all engine variants by Integrated Chassis Managements (ICM) with its optimised computer technology. 

Dynamic performance borne out by powerful design.

New design and body features at the front and rear of the BMW X3 provide an even more intense expression of the vehicle’s striking and dynamic looks. Both front and rear, the bumpers are clearly separated into two levels and are finished largely in body colour, again emphasising the sophisticated and sporting but elegant appearance of the new BMW X3. Only the protection elements particularly exposed to impacts are made of robust plastic.

A particular feature of all BMW X models is their so-called “six-eye face” – 
and on the new BMW X3 this very special face is characterised by new dual circular headlights with their light sources and reflectors housed beneath 
a clear glass cover. This look is further enhanced by foglamps arranged on one line extending diagonally to the outside from the main headlights to the wheels. Again, this particular configuration supports the impression of a dynamic vehicle crouching powerfully on the road, and is further enhanced 
by the painted front air dam beneath the outer bumper. 

Having grown in size and featuring grid rods varying in colour depending on the model variant, the BMW kidney grille is a particularly outstanding highlight bound to catch the eye. 

New rear light clusters with clear glass covers on LED-fed horizontal light rods ensure powerful and striking night design, while also giving the new BMW X3 a clear sign of distinction during the day. Another characteristic factor is the horizontal lines stretching out in a dominating look from the tailgate all the way down to the bumper and accentuating the powerful stance of the new 
BMW X3 also from this angle.

Viewed from the side, the BMW X3 stands out clearly through its discreet Top-quality materials and refined design in the interior.
The harmonious lines of the new BMW X3 extend smoothly into and within the interior, with a gentle flow of shapes and transitions from one section to the other. The high level of quality applied in choosing and finishing all materials comes out clearly and tangibly in all details, superior function and refined design providing a perfect match.

The instrument panel is characterised above all by new decorative trim taking up the colour and materials of the trim on the centre console. Galvanised metal on the door handles and controls, exclusive leather and cloth options, harmonious colour schemes and patterns in the roof lining, as well as high-quality synthetic surfaces with a classy grain finish reflect the character of the interior both sophisticated and elegant all in one.

New three-spoke steering wheels and generous storage boxes integrated in the door linings further enhance the supreme impression of high quality. 
A choice of no less than four levels of equipment, ten paintwork colours, six interior colours, and five trim options gives the customer absolute freedom 
in personalising his or her new BMW X3. And last but not least, the material chosen for the seat upholstery is also used consistently on the centre console, the armrests and in the door linings.

Petrol engines: more power, less weight.

The particularly light, fast-revving and efficient straight-six petrol engines in the new BMW X3 comes in two displacement and performance levels. Both engines boast a composite magnesium/aluminium crankcase, variable VALVETRONIC valve control, and a coolant pump controlled and masterminded on demand. And weighing just 165 kilos, these out​standing power units also contribute to the well-balanced distribution of axle loads and, accordingly, to the excellent agility and driving dynamics of the BMW X3.

The BMW X3 3.0si features a 3.0-litre six-cylinder developing maximum output of 200 kW/272 hp and peak torque of 315 Nm. Acceleration from 0–100 km/h comes in just 7.5 seconds, with a top speed of 210 km/h on standard tyres and an even more impressive 232 km/h on optional V-class tyres available from the factory.

Permanent all-wheel drive the intelligent way: BMW xDrive.

The new BMW X3 owes its all-round potential largely to BMW’s permanent, intelligent xDrive all-wheel-drive system ensuring fully variable front-to-rear power distribution through its exceptionally fast and precise reaction. Via a power divider complete with an electronically controlled multiple-plate clutch, BMW xDrive feeds the power of the engine precisely to where it can be used best and with maximum effect. The result is not only maximum traction on difficult terrain, but also superior driving dynamics, with the system counteracting any over- or understeer in bends right from the start. The differential lock function, in turn, is ensured by the brakes intervening 
on any of the wheels threatening to spin.

Power distribution 40 : 60 in normal driving situations.

In normal driving situations engine power is divided 40 : 60 front-to-rear for optimum smoothness and performance. And then xDrive responds immediately to any change in surface conditions or driving dynamics by modifying the ratio of power distribution accordingly. On surfaces varying extremely in their frictional coefficient from front-to-rear, for example, BMW xDrive is able to re-direct almost the entire drive power of the engine instantaneously to one single axle. 

Another advantage of the system is its ability to counteract oversteer in fast bends by closing the multiple-plate clutch tighter and feeding additional power to the front wheels in the interest of optimum driving stability.
DTC featured for the first time also in a BMW X model.

DTC Dynamic Traction Control also included in the new DSC system likewise enhances the superior driving dynamics of the new BMW X3. With DTC raising the thresholds for intervention by the engine and the brakes to a higher level, the BMW X3 is able to set off smoothly under difficult conditions such as loose snow, intentionally allowing the drive wheels to slightly spin.

DTC also allows a particularly sporting and active style of motoring by offering the driver higher lateral acceleration all the way to a light and controllable drift in bends. Pressing down the DTC button somewhat longer, the driver is able to completely deactivate DSC, as on BMW’s other models. In that case all that remains is a transverse lock function with the brakes intervening on the wheel spinning.

Generous and safe: the bodyshell of the new BMW X3.

With its solid body structure and complete range of retention and safety systems masterminded by a central electronic control unit, the new BMW X3 offers passive safety of the highest standard.

High-strength longitudinal arms and crossbars, together with bolted-on deformation units, ensure appropriate diversion and absorption of impact forces in a collision from the front. The consequences of a side-on collision, in turn, are minimised inter alia by diagonal door reinforcement bars with 
high-strength steel profiles hooking on to the side frame in the event of deformation for additional absorption of impact energy. As a result, the passenger cell remains largely undamaged even in a severe collision.

Within the interior not only frontal and side airbags, but also curtain head airbags at the side all come as standard, inflating out of the covers in 
the A-pillars and roof lining and protecting both the front and rear occupants from injury.
The new BMW X3 measures 4,569 millimetres in length, 1,853 millimetres in width, and 1,674 millimetres in height – and precisely these figures make BMW’s five-door SAV absolutely ideal for many purposes and requirements. As the more compact member of BMW’s SAV model range, the new BMW X3 combines supreme agility and handling with generous and flexible space inside, offering everything required for perfect versatility onroad and offroad. 

Loading capacity beneath the luggage compartment cover is 480 litres. The large tailgate opening far up for extra convenience and the low loading sill make loading and unloading of even bulky objects an easy exercise. And after folding down the asymmetrically split rear seat bench, the luggage compartment offers maximum capacity of no less than 1,560 litres.

In everyday traffic the new BMW X3 combines effortless handling with agile driving characteristics. Five large and generous seats and a luggage compartment able to handle even major loads underline the vehicle’s all-round qualities. And when driving in winter, off the beaten track or as a sturdy 
vehicle towing a heavy trailer, the BMW X3 benefits from the offroad qualities of its body structure, the chassis and suspension, as well as the traction advantages of BMW’s xDrive all-wheel-drive system.

Versatility is therefore the big strength of the BMW X3 not only inside the vehicle, but also in terms of driving features. So that, in a nutshell, the new BMW X3 provides the foundation for superior mobility in all situations, combining the joys of activity and spontaneity all in one.
