MINI at the 2007 Detroit NAIAS.
(Short Version)

The MINI family is once again appearing in style at the 2007 North American International Auto Show (NAIAS) in Detroit, presenting a greater and more attractive line-up than ever before.

The new MINI will be presented to the American public for the first time at the USA’s most significant international motor show of the year to be held in Detroit from 7–21 January 2007. This second, all-new generation of the most successful small premium car in the world has been updated in an evolutionary process outside but revolutionised inside with the latest trends and highlights in design. A wide range of innovations on the engine, transmission, chassis and steering give the new MINI an even higher standard of sportiness and agility.  

Entering the market in the USA, the new MINI Cooper and MINI Cooper S 
are both going for the top, the former model offering fascinating 
agility, the latter uncompromising sporting performance in every respect. 

A further highlight at the 2007 NAIAS is the world debut of the 
MINI Convertible Sidewalk. Introducing this new model variant quite unmistakable both from outside and in its interior features, MINI is presenting the 
thrill of open-air motoring in its most exclusive form. This special style of the MINI Convertible Sidewalk is borne out inter alia by special light-alloy rims, 
a new interior surface, leather upholstery, and a twin-tone leather sports steering wheel – all special features created and designed especially for this truly unique car. In the US market specifically the MINI Sidewalk will be sold exclusively as an option package.
Characteristic design and enhanced performance: the new MINI.

Boasting brand-new, extra-powerful four-cylinder engines, the new MINI is making a dynamic entry into the market. The new MINI Cooper S is powered by a 1.6-litre turbocharged engine developing 128 kW/175 hp for acceleration to 100 km/h (62 mph) in 7.1 seconds and a top speed of 225 km/h 
or 140 mph. The 1.6-litre naturally aspirated power unit in the MINI Cooper, 
in turn, develops maximum output of 88 kW/120 hp for acceleration 
to 100 km/h in 9.1 seconds and a top speed of 203 km/h (126 mph).

Despite their greater power and performance, these highly developed 
engines are even more fuel-efficient than before: Average fuel consumption of 
the MINI Cooper S is 6.9 litres/100 kilometres or 40.9 mpg Imp, while the 
MINI Cooper is even more economical at just 5.8 litres/100 km or 48.7 mpg Imp.
“From the original to the original” – this was the philosophy from the start 
in creating the body design of the new MINI. And so the second generation of this unique car so successful the world over has been completely re-designed from the ground up. But in the process all signs of distinction so typical of MINI, such as the straight and smooth shoulder and roof lines, the large round headlights and, in particular, the “one-wheel-at-each-corner” concept 
have been retained in their basic character, now however re-interpreted and showing even greater stance and presence.

A particularly striking design feature of the new MINI Cooper and the new 
MINI Cooper S is the hexagon radiator grille acting as a complete, 
self-contained and one-piece element to give this charming two-door even more character and style. This particular look is further enhanced by 
the larger round headlights now also accommodating the direction indicators. 
As a result, the front end intentionally now comes with one single 
“beauty spot” in the guise of the positioning lights acting as an additional eye-
catcher. This clear arrangement gives the stylish exterior of the new MINI 
even greater clarity and elegance at very first sight.

The MINI Cooper S stands out from the MINI Cooper among other things through its more muscular powerdome and its additional opening in the engine compartment lid, both of these elements highlighting the sheer power of the engine at very first sight.

The functional grid structure of the wide-opening front air dam also reflected by the radiator grille and adding an extra touch of size also symbolises the particularly high standard of consistent sportiness boasted by the MINI Cooper S.

The new MINI Cooper, by contrast, stands out in particular through the chrome-plated slats in the hexagon grille, the contours of the lower 
air intake scoop sweeping up dynamically to give the entire front end of the 
car a particularly friendly character. 

Both of the new models are somewhat longer at the front, overall length of the MINI Cooper being extended by 60 millimetres or 2.36´´ over the length of 
its predecessor, while the new MINI Cooper S is 61 millimetres or 2.40´´ longer. The reason for this increase in size is the new, larger engines and 
MINI’s ambitious policy to provide the prerequisites today for the more stringent pedestrian safety requirements to be introduced tomorrow. 

The interior of the new MINI has been thoroughly upgraded and re-designed, again with a definite focus on clarity. Reflecting the purist concept of the car, the number of instruments has been reduced to a sensible minimum, all of the instruments nevertheless standing out clearly as circular dials. The absolute highlight on the dashboard is of course the Center Speedo, now even larger than before and comprising a lot more functions than on the previous 
model. As an example, all the displays and controls for the entertainment system as well as the display for the optional navigation unit are integrated into the Center Speedo. And last but certainly not least, all instruments combine exceptionally easy and convenient control with very ergonomic arrangement. 

To offer the very best in individual style and personal choice, the new MINI is available with an unusually wide range of features and equipment. 
A particularly outstanding new feature to be highlighted in this context is the optionally available ambient illumination which may be varied infinitely 
between warm orange and sporting blue, according to the individual wishes and preferences of the driver and the occupants.

Exclusive driving pleasure: the MINI Convertible Sidewalk.

Being presented to the world public for the first time at the 2007 NAIAS, 
the MINI Convertible Sidewalk is a genuine eye-catcher and, at the same time, a car for the true enthusiast who really appreciates open-air driving pleasure 
in particularly exclusive style.

This open four-seater offers truly unique body and interior design, attractive metallic paintwork, light-alloy rims in new Night Spoke design and an innovative interior surface as well as leather upholstery developed especially for this new model version giving the MINI Convertible Sidewalk a truly outstanding look from every angle. 

This unmistakable appearance is further enhanced by an unusually wide 
range of standard features all adding up to make the pleasure of driving the open-air MINI a particularly stylish experience.

The MINI Convertible Sidewalk comes with three engine variants, maximum output of the four-cylinder power units ranging from 66kW/90 hp through 85 kW/115 hp all the way to 125 kW/170 hp. In the US market, the Sidewalk is available as an exclusive package on both the 115 hp MINI Cooper Convertible as well as the 168 hp MINI Cooper S Convertible.

The folding roof so characteristic of the MINI Convertible Sidewalk folds down fully automatically in just 15 seconds. And as a truly unique feature in the 
soft roof segment, the hood may also be used as a sliding roof while driving at speeds of up to 120 km/h or 75 mph, opening up to any desired position all the way back to 40 centimetres or almost 16 inches. 

The rear lid of the MINI Convertible Sidewalk is hinged at the bottom to open downwards, serving whenever required as a loading panel able to take up even heavy objects weighing up to 80 kilos or 176 lb. And to accommodate additional, bulky objects, the Easy-Load system offers additional, surprisingly generous loading options.

With the roof closed, the bottom section of the roof at the rear can be folded up and fastened in position, providing a large and easily accessible opening to the luggage compartment in combination with the open rear lid.

Presenting the new MINI in the USA for the first time and celebrating the 
world debut of the MINI Convertible Sidewalk at the 2007 NAIAS in Detroit, the BMW Group’s MINI brand is opening up a new chapter in MINI’s story 
of success in the US car market. For within just a few years, this agile two-door built for the global market has become the epitome of stylish driving 
pleasure, urban mobility, and modern lifestyle also in the USA. Truly unique features exclusive to the MINI, in turn, are the car’s premium quality and sophisticated ambience – features now for the first time well-established in the compact car market through the outstanding success of MINI the world over.

The MINI Convertible Sidewalk is proudly making its world debut at 
the 2007 North American International Auto Show and is bound to make 
a glorious appearance on roads the world over. 


This outstanding new model comes with a choice of three engines and five paintwork colours, and naturally boasts superior style and elegance at all times. Leather sports seats, light-alloy rims, a sports steering wheel, 
a leather gearshift lever knob and special interior trim exclusive to the 
MINI Convertible Sidewalk highlight the outstanding style and character of the car together with the wide range of standard features in this open 
four-seater such as air conditioning, the MINI Lights Package and Chrome Line Interior, the Boost radio with its CD player and a multi-function steering wheel with cruise control.

Evolution of an Original:
 
The new MINI.
A unique story of success is entering its next chapter: The MINI, the world’s best-selling small car in the premium segment, is now entering the market in its second generation brand-new from the ground up.

Perhaps the first and foremost point is that this top performer in its class is making its appearance with completely new four-cylinder power units combining enhanced performance and sportiness of an even higher standard with even greater fuel efficiency than before. And while the exterior design of the new MINI has been updated in an evolutionary process in its characteristic look, the inside of the car has been truly revolutionised in intelligent, trendy style. New features and equipment therefore enhance motoring comfort and driving pleasure at the wheel of the new MINI.

The new MINI Cooper S and the new MINI Cooper are the first models to make their appearance in the market. The new MINI Cooper S is driven by a 1.6-litre turbocharged power unit developing 128 kW/175 hp. This provides acceleration to 100 km/h (62 mph) in 7.1 seconds and gives the car a top speed of 225 km/h or 140 mph. Average fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is 6.9 litres/100 kilometres, equal to 40.9 mpg Imp. The 1.6-litre naturally-aspirated power unit of the MINI Cooper, in turn, develops maximum output of 88 kW/120 hp sufficient to accelerate the car to 100 km/h in 9.1 seconds 
and give it a top speed of 203 km/h or 126 mph. Average fuel consumption of the new MINI Cooper is 5.8 litres/100 kilometres or 48.7 mpg Imp. 

On both models the low centre of gravity, wide track, and the “stance-on-
the-wheels” concept ensure that go-kart feeling so typical of the MINI. Indeed, given the numerous innovations on the engines, transmission, chassis, steering, and brake system, the MINI offers a brand-new driving experience never seen before. And with its stable body structure as well as an unusually wide range of safety features, the new MINI meets the strictest demands in the world also in this respect.

Elegant and sporting in its looks.

“From the original to the original” – this was the maxim and philosophy in creating the body design of the new MINI. And indeed, the exterior design is new all-round, but nevertheless unmistakable in every respect, with the 
front end of the new MINI smiling brightly at the world. This particular feature is provided above all by the new hexagon radiator grille forming a closed, 


single-piece element to give this charming two-door even more powerful style and character. So the separation down the middle on the upper edge of the bumper characteristic of the radiator grille on the former model has now been dropped.

The functional grid structure of the wide-opening front air dam also reflected by the radiator grille and making the grille look even bigger than it is, ensures sportiness of the highest calibre on the MINI Cooper S. The new MINI Cooper, in turn, is characterised by chrome-plated slats on the hexagon grille, the contour of the lower air intake sweeping upwards helping to give the front end of the car its particularly friendly smile and character.

The front section of the new MINI has been extended slightly in length 
to the front, making the MINI Cooper 60 millimetres or 2.36´´ longer than its predecessor, while the new MINI Cooper S measures an additional 61 millimetres or 2.40´´ in length. This growth provides the space required for the larger power units and for successfully complying with new safety standards in future. Hence, the new generation of the MINI already meets the requirements today for fulfilling pedestrian safety standards and requirements of tomorrow.

Striking design, discreet growth.

Apart from the radiator grille, the face of the new MINI is characterised in particular by the large round headlights, with the direction indicators 
now integrated in the headlight units. This new arrangement gives the entire car an even higher level of clarity, the beholder now concentrating his view when looking at the car from the front on just two “beauty spots” instead of the four lights on the former model, giving the face of the new MINI its particular style and exclusive look.

The positioning lights beneath the headlights also accommodating the foglamps available as optional extras are brand-new in their very dynamic design. A particular sign of distinction at the front giving the MINI Cooper S its 
unique look versus the MINI Cooper is the more muscular powerdome and the opening in the engine compartment lid.

Seen from the side the new MINI is firm and striking in its lines. A feature characteristic of this ultra-modern car is of course the row of windows extending round the entire car as a dark band. The so-called greenhouse, 
the glazed section of the passenger cell, now tapers out to the rear even 
more distinctly than on the former model, again demonstrating the particularly dynamic look and orientation of the car.

From behind the new MINI is sporting and powerful in its looks, particularly thanks to the more distinct contours of the shoulder section skilfully balancing out the increase in size at the front. And since the MINI retains all its familiar proportions, the new dimensions only become really clear at second sight.

The signs of a premium car, on the other hand, are far more conspicuous, 
with chrome glistening on the door handles, headlights, rear lights and radiator grille rings, on the fuel tank filler cap and on the shoulder line beneath the windows. So in its elegant, embellished look and well-proportioned compact dimensions, the new MINI is reminiscent of a sculpture on wheels.

Intelligent design of the interior.

The new MINI has been fundamentally re-designed inside the passenger compartment. Through this intelligent design, the number of instruments has been reduced to a minimum, with the instruments themselves standing out clearly and puristically in circular dials. In combination with the firm horizontal geometry of the dashboard, the instruments thus help to further accentuate the design language of the interior.

The rev counter is positioned directly behind the steering wheel, right in the driver’s line of vision. The most outstanding instrument also on the new 
MINI is of course the Center Speedo, which has grown not only in size, but also in significance, now accommodating far more functions than on the former model. Just two examples are the displays and control elements for the entertainment system as well as the display for the navigation system available as an option. 

The particularly slender design and configuration of the centre console now provides additional space in the footwells on both the driver’s and front passenger’s side. The horizontal alignment of the cockpit, in turn, is reflected in the arrangement of the controls and instruments grouped within the 
Center Stack beneath the Center Speedo. The vertically arranged rotary knobs for air ventilation, the two cupholders integrated in the bottom of the centre console, and the toggle switches carried over from motorsport are also typical of MINI. Serving, inter alia, to operate the window lifts, seat heating and 
central locking, the toggle switches are larger than before on the new MINI, which for the first time also comes with toggle switches in the roof lining.

All controls and instruments stand out through their particularly smooth and easy operation as well as their ergonomic arrangement. A round signal transmitter in MINI design, finally, acts as the door and ignition key, with the driver starting or switching off the engine most conveniently by simply pressing the Start/Stop button.

Interior lights in your favourite colour.

The new ambient illumination included in the optional Lights Package provides unique highlights inside the car. Acting as “waterfall illumination” flowing down discreetly from above and as indirect illumination of the 
roof lining, the door pockets and door handle recesses, this special illumination gives the interior a truly unique atmosphere. And as yet another feature 
typical of MINI, the driver and passengers may vary the colour of the interior lights infinitely all the way from warm orange to sporting blue.

Individual style all the way.

Offering an incomparably large and attractive range of equipment variants and special features, the new MINI gives the true individualist or connoisseur everything his – or her – heart desires. With natural materials such as wood and hand-sewn leather, the car appeals most definitely to all senses of 
the dedicated MINI customer. And through a wide choice of trim elements and Colour Line, the interior can be suitably matched to the customer’s personal wishes and preferences.

The new MINI comes as standard with a choice of 12 body colours, eight of which are in metallic. This freedom of choice is then further enhanced by 
the paintwork on the roof either in body colour or in white or black, whatever the customer desires.

As an option both the MINI Cooper S and the MINI Cooper are available 
with a special Chromeline Package including chrome-plated inserts and, 
on the MINI Cooper, a chrome bracket on the lower air intake scoop in 
the front air dam as well as chrome surrounds on the foglamps and rear fog warning light (MINI Cooper) and chrome trim on the air outlet in the rear 
air dam (MINI Cooper S) or, respectively, a chrome grab handle also on the 
MINI Cooper S.

New engines: powerful and economical.

The MINI Cooper S is powered by a 1.6-litre turbocharged engine developing maximum output of 128 kW/175 hp. The engine is boosted by a twin-scroll turbocharger driven by the separate flow of exhaust gas from two cylinders each on either side.

Benefiting from this configuration, the turbocharger is able to build up superior power from the start at low engine speeds. Providing a powerful effect 
the driver and passengers will feel immediately, the 1.6-litre four-cylinder in the MINI Cooper S develops its superior muscle and performance with a degree of instantaneous action quite unusual for an engine of this size. Maximum torque is 240 Nm or 177 lb-ft, and is maintained consistently all the way from 1,600–5, 000 rpm. When accelerating all-out with full power, torque is raised even further by a brief overboost effect to 260 Nm or 192 lb-ft. 

The MINI Cooper features a naturally-aspirated four-cylinder likewise displacing 1.6 litres and developing a muscular 88 kW/120 hp maximum output together with peak torque of 160 Nm/118 lb-ft. 

Management and control of the intake valves based on the BMW Group’s unique VALVETRONIC technology is fully variable, valve lift and valve opening times being masterminded infinitely with electronic precision to match the driver’s respective requirements for power and performance. This innovative valve control ensures not only a particularly high standard of spontaneity 
and superior running smoothness, but also a high level of fuel efficiency and optimised emission management.

Both four-cylinder power units are fitted crosswise at the front. Their lightweight concept with the engines made completely of aluminium includes an innovative camshaft construction as well as a weight-optimised crankshaft. Fuel consumption is furthermore optimised by a volume flow-controlled 
oil pump and an on-demand water pump for the coolant circuit – two features previously only to be found in upmarket car segments.

Automatic transmission with six gears and a Sports Button.

The new MINI Cooper and the new MINI Cooper S both come as standard with a six-speed manual gearbox. As an option both models are available with automatic transmission, likewise boasting six gears. 

Paddles on the steering wheel enable the driver to shift gears in automatic transmission in virtually the same way as in Formula 1, keeping his hands on the steering wheel during the entire gearshift process and thus guaranteeing full control of the car at all times.

In the automatic mode the transmission shifts gears with virtually no interruption of traction or pulling force, using a converter for setting off and a converter lock-up clutch closing immediately after the car has started to 
move. This particular configuration combines superior comfort with a sporting, crisp and fast gearshift at all times. And should the driver wish to enjoy 
even more dynamic performance, all he has to do is press the optional Sports Button serving to make the electronically controlled gearshift even faster 
and more instantaneous.

As an option the MINI Cooper S will also be available with a mechanical limited-slip differential preventing the drive wheels from spinning on, 
say, slippery surfaces or in a fast bend. To set off different frictional forces in such a case, thus providing a smooth balance, more engine power is immediately transferred by the differential to the drive wheel with better traction.

Go-kart feeling in perfection.

McPherson spring struts on the front axle of the new MINI ensure excellent wheel guidance at all times, keeping the steering almost entirely free of 
drive forces both in a fast bend and when accelerating or applying the brakes. 

The new central-arm rear axle, a concept absolutely unique in the MINI segment, guarantees optimum road contact at all times through its elaborate kinematics. In developing the new rear axle, the MINI’s suspension 
engineers have indeed capitalised on all the competence of the BMW Group in chassis and suspension technology, giving the chassis of the MINI Cooper S 
an even more sporting set-up in comparison with the MINI Cooper. 
Both models naturally offer the driving experience of a dynamic go-kart so typical of the MINI, nimble handling and agility enhanced to an even 
higher standard bringing out the unique character of the MINI in even greater style and perfection. And last but not least, both models are available as an option with a sports suspension providing an even higher standard of driving pleasure.

The new EPAS Electrical Power-Assisted Steering makes a significant contribution to the nimble behaviour and handling of the MINI, 
power assistance geared to engine speed ensuring low steering forces when parking and precise response at high speeds on the Autobahn.

Safety at premium level.

With its strong and resistant body structure, the new MINI offers a level 
of crash safety quite exemplary in the car’s segment. In a collision, 
optimised load paths effectively divert any forces acting on the body despite the short overhangs front and rear. And reflecting the MINI’s premium standard, both model versions comes with a wide range of safety features, 
no less than six airbags fitted as standard ensuring comprehensive, 
all-inclusive occupant safety on all seats.

The anti-lock brake system (ABS), Electronic Brake Force Distribution (EBD), Cornering Brake Control (CBC), Automatic Stability Control + Traction (ASC+T, which the driver may deactivate whenever he wishes) standard on the 
MINI Cooper S, as well as Dynamic Stability Control (DSC), all act together to provide superior active safety in critical situations on the road. The Brake Assistant in the new MINI, in turn, is able to recognise application of the brakes in an emergency, building up maximum brake power as quickly as technically possible. Another new feature is Hill Assist operating in conjunction with 
DSC to activate the brakes when setting off on an uphill gradient and thus prevent the vehicle from rolling back. 

The new MINI takes up the successful concept of its predecessor in every respect – and this means a concept already accounting for sales of more than 850,000 units, a car winning over the hearts of a growing community of fans the world over. And now, proceeding from the BMW Group’s high standard of quality, technology and safety, the new MINI, more than ever before, underlines its claim to leadership in its segment of the market.

Stylish paintwork, specially developed light-alloy wheels, exclusive 
leather upholstery and a wide range of features – these are the most striking highlights of the MINI Convertible Sidewalk. And to make this thrill even greater, all of these fine ingredients may be combined with three four-cylinder power units ranging in output from 66kW/90 hp through 85 kW/115 hp all 
the way to 125 kW/170 hp. 


In the US market the MINI Convertible Sidewalk comes exclusively in its two most powerful versions, the Cooper Convertible Sidewalk with engine 
output of 115 hp and the Cooper S Convertible Sidewalk with maximum output of 168 hp. 

Regardless of the model the driver ultimately chooses, fresh wind and the feeling of nothing but the sky above are natural highlights in all versions of the car. Within just 15 sections, the soft roof of the MINI Convertible Sidewalk opens completely and fully automatically, closing again just as quickly whenever required. And with the roof open, the steep windscreen and the optimum seating position give the occupants a truly perfect experience 
of motoring in the open air. So there can be no doubt about it: Driving the 
MINI Convertible Sidewalk is a fascinating experience on all four seats.

Typical MINI look, exclusive colour schemes.

With its waistline rising slightly to the rear and further accentuated by an 
all-round chrome trim bar beneath the windows, the MINI Convertible Sidewalk boasts a powerful, compact and chic profile. The steep windscreen, frameless side windows, the double rollover bar beneath the rear seats and 
the space-saving soft roof folding up into compact dimensions without even requiring a tonneau cover round off the sophisticated look and appearance 
of this eye-catcher from Oxford. The black band extending all around the body forms a distinct and powerful borderline at the bottom, again underlining 
the sporting look of this athlete crouching down low on the road.

The MINI Convertible Sidewalk is available in five special paintwork colours: Pepper White Non-Metallic, Sparkling Silver Metallic, British Racing 
Green Metallic, Astro Black Metallic, and White Silver Metallic. The caps on the rear-view mirrors are finished in each case in body colour, and a 
discreet emblem proudly bearing the letter “Sidewalk” designates the exclusive character of this Convertible directly behind the white additional direction indicators on the front side panels. Foglamps are incidentally also standard 
on the MINI Convertible Sidewalk.

With the roof closed, the rear end of the Convertible makes a truly powerful and agile appearance further enhanced by the short overhangs, the steeply rising side panels, and the black wheel arch covers. And with the roof open, this compact car also leaves a powerful and muscular impression from behind, showing the connoisseur at first sight that this is a real performer. 
As a specific design feature typical of the MINI Convertible, the high-rising third LED brake light is integrated in the chrome trim bar running along the window line.

A special feature exclusive to the MINI Convertible Sidewalk is the newly designed light-alloy rims in twin-tone Night Spoke design. 
Measuring 17 inches in size, these silver and anthracite-coloured wheels come on runflat tyres allowing the driver to continue to the nearest 
workshop even with a completely flat tyre. For thanks to their failsafe qualities, the runflat tyres allow the driver to cover a distance of up to 150 kilometres 
or 90 miles at a speed of up to 80 km/h or 50 mph even after suffering 
a complete flat. And as a further highlight, the Tyre Defect Indicator fitted as standard permanently monitors air pressure in all tyres and warns the driver about any gradual loss of pressure.

Supreme features within the interior.

Getting into the car, the driver and his passengers first step over an entry trim bar proudly bearing the name “Sidewalk”. And admiring the interior surfaces, the seats, the steering wheel and the gearshift lever, both the enthusiast 
and the casual driver will realise immediately that driving the MINI Convertible Sidewalk is a truly exclusive pleasure, the driver and passengers enjoying utmost comfort on sports seats in piping design and Malt Brown leather upholstery providing a particular highlight in conjunction with the silver-coloured piping and the very special look of the upholstery seams. This extremely sophisticated stylish leather also adorns the armrests on the doors, 
the gearshift lever knob, and the lower half of the steering wheel rim finished 
in two colours.

The special design of the interior surfaces is also exclusive to the new Sidewalk, with exceptional high-gloss materials featured, inter alia, on the dashboard cover, in the door linings, and on the loudspeaker surrounds. 
A particularly sophisticated highlight is the Chrome Line finish within the interior adding a highly attractive look to the instrument rings, on the surrounds encompassing the hazard warning flasher knob and the light control button, 
on the handbrake lever cover, and on the surrounds adorning both the cupholders and the gearshift lever.

The Lights Package featured as standard, finally, makes yet another very special contribution to the unique atmosphere within the MINI Convertible Sidewalk, comprising reading lamps, entry lights and indirect illumination 
on the door handles inside the car.

Wide range of comfort features.
Apart from high-quality materials and beautiful design, MINI Convertible Sidewalk also offers an impressive standard of comfort functions, 
with air conditioning, an on-board computer, Park Distance Control (PDC) and the MINI Boost radio including a CD player as well as an AUX connection 
for external entertainment sources all coming as standard. Both the driver’s and front passenger’s seats are adjustable for height, and the two-piece leather steering wheel comes complete with multi-function buttons controlling both the speed of the car and the audio system. And last but certainly 
not least, important features such as a heated rear window made of glass, electrically operated rear-view mirrors and window lifts front and rear, power steering, a steering column adjustable for height, as well as central locking with remote control and a comfort opening function all come as standard.

A wide range of optional extras and special equipment serves moreover to meet all of the customer’s individual demands and wishes. Inter alia, 
these features include xenon headlights, a TV navigation system complete with a 16 : 9 colour display, high-quality HiFi audio systems, a heated windscreen, automatic air conditioning, a wind deflector, rain sensor and interior mirror with automatic anti-dazzle control.

Muscular four-cylinder power units for superior agility and performance.

While the new MINI Convertible Sidewalk guarantees exclusivity at all times, the high standard of driving dynamics can be enhanced even further: 
The new model is available with a choice of three engine variants, all of which are four-cylinder power units displacing 1.6 litres for superiority on the 
road at all times. The “standard” model is the MINI One Convertible Sidewalk combining 66 kW/90 hp maximum output with peak torque of 140 Newton-metres or 103 lb-ft. This ensures acceleration to 100 km in 11.8 seconds and gives the new MINI Convertible Sidewalk a top speed of 175 km/h or 109 mph. Average fuel consumption in the EU composite cycle is 7.0 litres/100 kilometres, equal to 40.3 mpg Imp. 

Developing maximum output of 85 kW/115 hp and peak torque of 150 Newton-​metres/111 lb-ft, the power unit in the MINI Cooper Convertible Sidewalk gives the car a top speed of 193 km/h or 120 mph and acceleration to 100 km/h in 9.8 seconds. Fuel consumption in the EU test cycle is 7.3 litres of premium fuel per 100 kilometres (38.7 mpg Imp). 

The wonderful feeling of enjoying the wind rushing by while motoring in the open air is of course enhanced to the highest conceivable standard in 
the MINI Cooper S Convertible Sidewalk with its supercharged four-cylinder intercooled engine offering maximum output of 125 kW/170 hp combined with peak torque of 220 Newton-metres or 147 lb-ft. On the road, this kind of power is sufficient for acceleration to 100 km/h in just 7.4 seconds and ensures a top speed of 215 km/h or 133 mph. But despite all this sporting performance, the MINI Cooper S Convertible Sidewalk makes do with 8.3 litres premium fuel on 100 kilometres (equal to 34.0 mpg Imp) in the 
EU test cycle.

Automatic transmission with sporting Steptronic function.

The MINI One Convertible Sidewalk comes as standard with a five-speed manual gearbox, the two more powerful versions boast a six-speed transmission. As an option the MINI Cooper Convertible Sidewalk is available with an infinite CVT automatic transmission, while the MINI Cooper S Convertible Sidewalk may be fitted with a six-speed automatic transmission 
for an even higher standard of performance. 

The electronically controlled CVT transmission differs from conventional automatic transmissions in particular through its oil bath multi-disc clutch for conveying the power of the engine instead of the usual torque converter. 

Both automatic transmission models are equipped with a Steptronic function enabling the driver to intervene manually in the selection of gears and thus providing an even more sporting driving experience. On the CVT transmission, in turn, the infinite transmission ratios in the automatic mode are replaced by six fixed transmission ratios acting as “gears” and allowing the engine to reach higher revs with even more agile driving behaviour.

A steering wheel with Steptronic paddles on the front and back is also available as an option, the buttons on the front serving to shift up, the buttons on the back enabling the river to shift down.

Ideal for agile handling.

The MINI Convertible Sidewalk combines superior agility with direct handling on the road. Indeed, nimble performance is ensured from the start by the drive concept, the long wheelbase of the car (2, 467 mm or 97.1´´), the low centre 
of gravity and the wide track offering ideal conditions for a perfect combination of both fun and driving safety. In addition, particularly the stiff bodyshell, 
the kinematic configuration of the multi-arm rear axle, and the direct electro​hydraulic power steering help to give the open-air MINI a standard of agility quite comparable to that of a sporting go-kart.

Well prepared should the worst ever come to the worst.

Benefiting from its stiff body structure and efficient restraint systems coming as standard with driver and front passenger airbags as well as two head/thorax side airbags integrated in the seats, the MINI Convertible Sidewalk complies with the world’s strictest crash standards and regulations. Torsional stiffness has been optimised by numerous constructional improvements such as an increase in panel thickness on the side-sills as well as the integration of additional bulkhead and reinforcement plates. A particular advantage provided by these reinforcements is that the doorsills will not buckle up and give way 
in the event of a head-on collision. And additional reinforcements are provided in the upgraded floorpan for yet a further improvement of body stiffness.

All together, these improvements help to ensure optimum occupant safety also in a collision from the side. And in the event of a rollover the A-pillars reinforced by a high-strength steel tube inside play a strong role in the literal sense of the word, while at the rear the double rollbar made of high-strength aluminium pipes with integrated headrests likewise serves to maximise passenger safety.

Always remaining safely on course.

Four disc brakes, four-sensor ABS, Electronic Brake Force Distribution (EBD) 
and Cornering Brake Control (CBC) guarantee superior driving and tracking stability at all times, even when applying the brakes in an extreme 
situation. This high standard of active safety is then further enhanced by optional Automatic Stability and Traction Control (ASC+T, standard in 
the MINI Cooper S Convertible Sidewalk) and Dynamic Stability Control (DSC) also available as an option.

Truly unique: sliding roof function while driving.

Through its clever overall concept, the MINI Convertible Sidewalk combines maximum driving pleasure, superior function and optimum use of the space available. The roof, for example, folds back fully automatically in a particularly fast and practical process in just 15 seconds: At the touch of a button, 
the roof first opens up at the front in the form of an integrated sliding roof before opening up completely to offer the driver and passengers that unique experience of motoring in the open air. While the folding roof moves smoothly into the rear compartment, the roof columns are automatically retracted and the rear side windows move down into the body. Thanks to its intelligent Z-fold mechanism, the soft roof opens up into a compact position behind the rear seats with the outside of the roof facing upwards and thus dispensing with the need for a tonneau cover.

The sliding section integrated in the soft roof may also be opened while driving to any position up to 40 centimetres or 16 inches at a speed of up to 120 km/h or 75 mph. Again, a function quite unique in the convertible market.

Convertible in every respect: a MINI transporter within seconds.

With the roof closed, the luggage compartment offers an ample 
165 litres or 5.78 cubic feet of storage space. And even with the roof open, luggage compartment capacity is still 120 litres or 4.20 cubic feet. 

A particularly practical point is that the rear lid may be folded down and 
held in position by two steel cables complete with spring retractors. 
This allows the driver and passengers to use the rear lid with its hinges at the outside as a loading panel able to carry up to 80 kilos or 176 lb. And in 
all, the MINI Convertible Sidewalk is able to carry a remarkable load of no less than 400 kg or 882 lb.

Even when required to take along bulky objects in this agile performer, 
the driver of a MINI Convertible Sidewalk will not run into problems that easily, since the Easy-Load system offers additional, surprisingly generous 
loading options: With the roof closed, for example, all you have to do is move 

two levers in the luggage compartment to fold up the bottom section of the soft roof and fasten it in position. Subsequently opening up the rear lid, 
you obtain a particularly large and easily accessible opening to the luggage compartment.

The rollbar made of high-strength aluminium tubes, on the other hand, 
is integrated so skilfully into the overall configuration of the car that the driver and passengers still enjoy all their through-loading options in the luggage compartment even with the rear seats tilted down. And in conjunction with the folding and lockable rear-seat backrests, luggage space can be increased 
to a truly remarkable 605 litres or 21.18 cubic feet.
