The issue of mobility forms one main focus –in this field in particular the club wants to set new benchmarks in relation to responsibility and attitude to life. With the BMW Hydrogen 7, the world’s first series development and production of a hydrogen-powered luxury sedan, the automotive group has demonstrated an innovative path to sustainable mobility in the future. Emissions are increasing around the globe and adversely affecting our climate. Increasing emissions of carbon dioxide are matched by the depletion of natural resources – BMW already recognised the signs many years ago. BMW is being consistent in pioneering ahead with hydrogen technology and as initiator of the “Club of Pioneers” wants to demonstrate the importance of the process of rethinking how we use energy in an alternative, sustainable way.

Christoph Metzelder – one of the first Pioneers
One of the first Pioneers to speak out in a club weblog was Christoph Metzelder. Visual focus of the new website is the glacial cave discovered in 1897 in Dachstein – one of the largest of its kind in the world. The gigantic system of caves is a UNESCO Natural Heritage and World Heritage Site and symbolises the importance of sustainability. Highlight for the “Pioneers”: selected website entries are projected onto the wall of the glacial cave using a special technique.
