Munich. Never before has the starting line been packed with so many international and top-class riders: 21 teams with 33 competitors from 11 nations will be starting at the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup this year, which is being held for the fifth time. A woman will also be competing for the first time: Rosana Scoleri from Bologna, Italy will start for the Italian Dream Car Team. The 25-year-old is still relatively unknown in street racing. In the past, she already competed in Endurance races and achieved good results.

Randy Mamola, four times runner-up world champion in the 500 cm3 class, will be the official ambassador of the BoxerCup once again. The field is led by the second and third-placed competitors of last year, Thomas Hinterreiter of Austria and Andy Hofmann of Switzerland. In the BMW Motorrad BoxerCup 2002 there were seven different winners in eight races. Individual races were won by Fernando Cristóbal of Spain, Richard Cooper of Great Britain, Andy Hofmann of Switzerland, Thomas Hinterreiter of Austria, Roberto Panichi of Italy as well as by Markus Barth of Germany. These six riders will all be competing again and just like last year, they won't be giving away an inch in 2003 either. After a break of one season the former Grand Prix winner from Germany, Peter Öttl, will also be strongly influencing the race and is riding for the Bavarian Karl Maier Witec team. (Karl Maier: four times sandtrack motorcycle world champion.) The highly motivated BMW Motorrad design engineer, Norbert Rebholz, is also competing again with the German BoxerTeam. The youngest competitor is 16-year-old Barry Burrell from Great Britain.

For the American rider, Brian Parriott, who gained sixth place in the Superbike Championship in 2002, the first race during the Bikeweek event at the "200 Miles of Daytona" in Daytona Beach, USA, on 9th March 2003 has a very special meaning. He is holding the flag high for the American BMW Motorrad Team USA and is demonstrating this with the R 1100 S racer that has the appropriate paintwork to match. Brian Parriott will be competing for the whole racing season and fighting for overall victory. 

The winner of the last two BMW Motorrad BoxerCup races, the Belgian Stéphane Mertens will not be among those at the starting line this year.
