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Ideal line and perfect courses: BMW driving adventure
Training and adventure trips 2006.

Munich. BMW driver training is starting its 30th season. And the program selection is bigger than ever. The choices of courses and trips lead by experienced instructors reach from compact safety training for beginners up to racetrack adventures and from special winter training up to roadster road rallies. Safe and sovereign vehicle control is in the centre of attention in 2006 but at the same time, having fun in four-wheel sports and the sheer driving pleasure are given their fair share on really special roads. BMW driver training provides the most suitable course of instruction for every need – either in the BMW driver training-centre located at the Munich Airport, on famous circuits or on the most beautiful roads in the world.
BMW driver training facilitates practical learning under ideal conditions. More than 100 experienced instructors, even including test drivers and engineers with many years of acquired knowledge teach selectively and individually. The participants learn how to keep their vehicle safely under control in the most various situations and later can act and react suitably in daily traffic at any time. The best behaviour in hazardous situations is specifically trained, bringing decisive advantages in difficult traffic situations.
Optimizing driving skills step-by-step.
The courses’ modular structure is oriented on the participant’s individual needs and previous experience. The compact training program was especially designed for 18- to 25-year-old drivers. In additional stages ranging from advanced coaching through intensive and up to perfection training, the instructors teach how to handle cars safely. The climax for especially sports ambitioned drivers is the racetrack training at the Nürburgring-North Loop. 
Well-founded theoretical instruction, letting every participant get familiar with the technical details of the training vehicle and imparting basic knowledge about driving physics and the interaction between the driver and the automobile is arranged at the start of each training. The functioning of brake and chassis control systems is in the training schedule along with how weight and the choice of tires influence driving behaviour. A central component of each theoretical session is sitting in the correct position behind the wheel to be ideally prepared for all steering and braking manoeuvres.  
Compact training: The ideal start.
Emergency braking and evasive driving actions can be practiced already starting in the compact training for young drivers after completing the theoretical lessons in a provided BMW 130i. On top of that, driving in a circle promotes the feeling for situations where the vehicle starts to over- or understeer. The perceptible intervention of the chassis control system DSC (Dynamic Stability Control) is especially instructive: The various vehicle reactions are demonstrated with the DSC switched on and off. At a price starting from €60.- the half-day compact training program provides novice drivers with the unique opportunity of seeding safe and sovereign driving. 
Advanced training: The first steps into the limits.
Having command of the vehicle during everyday hazard situations is also emphasised during advanced training. Braking and evasive driving practice at city-traffic speeds are complemented with dynamic manoeuvres. Spot braking manoeuvres train exact dosing of the deceleration force, consciously induced under- or oversteering prepares the participant for critical situations, especially for cornering. BMW 330i’s are provided as training vehicles. The training unit is concluded with a slalom drive in competition. The price per person is €395. Young drivers (18- to 25-years-old) pay € 230 and train with the BMW 130i. There is also an advanced training program for ambitious drivers with an M model, costing €795 incl. accommodation and full board.
The BMW driver-training centre at the Munich Airport serves as the perfect training grounds for both the compact and advanced training courses. On the 63,000 square-meter open grounds, different roadway and traffic situations can be simulated to train fast and correct reactions as well as safe vehicle handling under all kinds of conditions. With the help of irrigation systems and heated sprinkler systems, various training conditions can be created during any season. On top of that, additional training areas are available throughout the country for both the advanced and compact training programs. A cordoned off course with generous safety zones allows one to cautiously and safely test the limits of driving physics at all locations. 
Intensive training: Ready for the racetrack.
The insights gained during these training courses are expanded and deepened through an intensive training program on selected racetracks, likewise in a BMW 330i. The two-day course at a price of €885 per person including accommodation and board recapitulates the previously practiced manoeuvres at higher speeds. Coordinating the sequence of motions and anticipatory driving are intensively trained once more. Braking manoeuvres in curves and steering the ideal line are added to that. Headed by a pace car, not the maximum speed is striven for during the subsequent racetrack drives, rather driving the cleanest possible ideal line is the goal here. This offer is also available with an M vehicle for €1095.
Perfection training: Tracking down the ideal line.
The ideal line is also the benchmark for the greatest possible driving skills during the two-day perfection training-course. Furthermore, drift manoeuvres and especially extreme braking and evasive manoeuvres are trained along with the mastered lessons using a BMW M model. The costs for accommodation and board are also included in the price of €1890 per person in the perfection training-program.
"Fascination Racetrack": Where motor sport starts.
"Put on your helmets" is the final command during the highest level of the BMW driver training programme. The course "Fascination Racetrack" imparts the participants the skill of independently finding the optimal path through curves and being able to drive the ideal line after several rounds at a price of €2250 including accommodation and board. 
This lesson leads the superior car drivers toward motor sports, making them ripe for an even more exclusive adventure: The two-day course training at the Nürburgring-North Loop is offered at a price of €1940. On top of that, in 2006 the BMW ring-taxi is also on the road at this, the world’s most demanding racetrack. Next to seasoned motor sportsmen and women, the passengers are given an impression of how dynamic a 507 PS powerful BMW M5 can travel on the most fascinating racetrack in the world.
Experience many aspects: Training with the BMW X5.
Away from firm tracks, the BMW driver training-programme also helps drivers optimise their skills on the steering wheel. The Allroad and Offroad training in the BMW X5 reveals not only the exceptional abilities of the successful Sports Activity Vehicles, but also imparts special skills for handling the all-wheel model. Allroad training is offered at a price of €485, taking part in the Offroad course costs €730  per person. You will drive either on the Offroad terrain in Ingolstadt or in the Langenaltheim Offroad park. 
Winter training in Sölden: Safe driving on snow and ice.
For special needs, BMW continues to offer very special driving experiences in the 2006/2007 season in an environment that is not ordinary. The winter training in Sölden’s alpine setting in the Austrian Ötz valley is an attractive opportunity to prepare for the conditions prevailing in the cold seasons. Driving on ice and snow requires experience – and that is what exceptionally competent experts impart during winter training. They demonstrate brake and steering techniques that make driving during winter road conditions safer. In the provided BMW 330i, the participants spend two days learning to stay on course or to selectively influence things even under difficult traction conditions. Also, how foresighted driving eases recognizing hazardous situations in good time is also shown. The price of €1190 per person includes accommodations and board after arrival.
Winter training in Sweden: Seafaring in drift.
You can experience driving on ice and snow during winter training in Sweden even more intensely. There, ambitious winter pilots can also get familiar with extreme driving manoeuvres. On a free area, for example frozen lakes, you get through intentional skids, drifting or a 180-degree turning manoeuvre. A BMW M model is provided as a training vehicle for this. The five-day trip to the cold is offered for €2775 including accommodation and board after arrival.
Adventure trip to Africa: With the BMW X5 through Namibia.
The participant is greeted by similarly great challenges under totally different conditions during the eight-day adventure trip through African Namibia in a BMW X5. Dirt roads end up in the most unusual practice areas in the Namib Desert or the Erongo mountains. Along with safe off-road driving, navigating per Roadbook and GPS is also taught. In September and October 2006, there are three dates to choose from. The price is €3750 per person plus your own journey costs. 
Adventure trip to Tessin: With the BMW Z4 Roadster to Italy.
The adventure trip to Tessin in a BMW Z4 3.0si is an incentive offer for the warm seasons. On the most beautiful roads in the Italian part of Switzerland and Engadine, participants enjoy not only the view but also the Roadsters dynamic driving qualities. There is no lack of curves and amenities are even provided during the stopovers. BMW offers the five-day programme for up to 20 people at a price of €2580 each.
Driving efficiently: Economy training.
Participating in the BMW economy driver training is always a profit. Practical benefits and driving adventure were seldom as attractively linked to each other. During economy training, consumption-optimised driving is taught – BMW 3.0si’s are provided as training vehicles. Learning efficient driving has never before been put together with more fun. Price: €140 per person.

With great versatility in the new driver training-programme, the BMW Group is further expanding its leading position in this area. As a provider of high-tech vehicles, the German premium manufacturer is exercising its very special responsibility to its customers.
