The MINI Cuckoo Clock will be making its first on-screen appearance in this German-Austrian-Spanish co-production. The MINI Baby Racer, the BMW Kidsbike and the BMW Cruise Bike Junior are also amongst the fascinating props featured in "Hexe Lilli". 

Pathé Film Distribution will be presenting "The Cottage" in the European Film Market. This British comedy horror was produced by Ken Marshall and will probably reach British cinemas on 14 March. The talented director Paul Andrew Williams ("London to Brighton") decided that not only Andy Serkis ("Lord of the Rings") but also a BMW X5 and a MINI Cooper S would star in the film.
