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1.  The BMW Z4 Individual. 


When BMW launched the Z4 in 2002 the company meant business in the sports car realm. Here was a roadster that looked exactly the way an open-topped car should, a roadster that handled and drove, and offered Sheer Driving Pleasure, exactly as one would expect a BMW sports car to. 

Today, nothing has changed. Almost four years on, the Z4 is still a breathtaking experience on the road and still a purist automobile for the connoisseur. Arguably, the Z4 is still the ideal Roadster – but the ideal is not perfect until it is perfectly your own.

With the option of new BMW Individual compositions for the Z4 roadster, BMW is enhancing the exclusivity of one of the country’s most sought after sports cars. 

After all, in a sports car, more than any other, one starts out with the desire to drive an automobile which entirely meets one’s own requirements of performance, status and exclusivity. The more exacting these requirements are, the more difficult it is to meet them because real exclusivity has one quality above all others: it is extremely rare.

Design and exterior: new paintwork, new personalities 

Through its proportions alone, the Z4 is a truly remarkable car: The long, sleek and stretched-out engine compartment, the snug cockpit wrapped around 
the driver and passenger, and the short, muscular rear end. But in BMW Individual paint finish, the Z4 takes on a new persona.

While the Individual interior treatment is applicable to the current available colour spectrum, the addition of the iridescent paints Orinoco Metallic and Midnight Blue Metallic allows the Z4 to become even more eye catching.

For the BMW Individual paint finish Orinoco metallic, BMW Individual designers drew their inspiration from the diversity of species which results in a continuous metamorphosis of colours in the delta of the Orinoco River in Venezuela. In the paint finish, as in the river, the blue is overlaid with countless tones of green resulting in a colour that changed when viewed from alternative angles or under different light conditions.

Similarly, Midnight Blue metallic with its fine pigmentation reveals a sea of colours when looked at closely, with an effect similar to the changing surface of the ocean itself.

In addition, the BMW Z4 Individual rides on signature 18-inch BMW Individual V-spoke light-alloy wheels exclusive to BMW Individual with mixed tyres: 225/40 R18 up front and 255/35 R18 at the rear.

The interior: BMW Individual concentrates on the essentials 

As you would expect, the seats of the standard Z4 are both comfortable and ergonomic in design. However, BMW Individual concentrates on the rare quality of exclusivity that is found in every detail.

High-quality “Walknappa” leather, which retains its natural, soft and supple character due to the particularly sparing refinement process, covers the seats, head rests and door-trim inserts.

This enhanced quality hide is available on the BMW Z4 Individual in either Champagne or Caramel interior colours, and is off-set by interior dashboard and steering wheel trim strips in matching Walknappa leather. Optionally, extravagant BMW Individual interior trim strips in Poplar Natural wood or Black Piano Lacquer wood provide the perfect match.

A contrast is provided by the velour floor mats in Anthracite with Champagne- or Caramel-coloured leather surrounds. Further extravagant details are the mirror trim in BMW Individual High Gloss Satin Chrome, which gives the exterior additional brilliance, and the entry sills with exclusive BMW Individual signet.

BMW was among the first car manufacturers to recognise their customers’ desire for individuality beyond the standard equipment range, and in 1991 set up BMW Individual as a business unit within its M subsidiary. This proved enormously successful. So far, the number of individually styled BMW vehicles sold is well in excess of 200,000. Annual production currently stands at about 20,000 vehicles, with customers predominantly located in Germany, Great Britain, Eastern Europe, the Middle East, Australia, Japan and South Africa. 

BMW Individual: from 1991 until today

The history of BMW Individual started in 1991, when the company began manufacturing one-off vehicles like the BMW 7 Series for Karl Lagerfeld, which was customised to match the fashion designer’s personal vision. Since then, BMW Individual has come to represent the fulfilment of special customer expectations.

From 1995, this philosophy was encapsulated by the “Dress Your Car” slogan, with customers free to choose from the entire collection on offer.

That strategy changed with the re-orientation of BMW Individual in 2002. This was based on the wish to make things easier for customers, by helping them choose, from a complex range of options, a car in which everything matched perfectly. Since then, BMW Individual has been offering total vehicle concepts, also known as “compositions” that achieve a harmonious look. They consist of materials and paintwork combinations defined by BMW Individual designers. 

Tailored to each model series – the BMW Individual range.

In South Africa, BMW Individual compositions are currently available for the BMW Z4 and 7 Series, while compositions for the BMW 5 Series and BMW X5 will be launched in the near future.

What distinguishes these vehicles most from their standard counterparts are the exclusive materials which BMW Individual offers in pre-defined colour combinations:

· BMW Individual paintwork.

· IT options such as DVD system, fax, Internet access, etc.

The BMW Individual Merino and Walknappa leather interiors offer markedly enhanced seating comfort thanks to soft surfaces and superior internal structure. And the BMW Individual Piano Lacquer interior trim is produced according to a sophisticated procedure that only has one other current area of application: the manufacture of grand pianos.
