With its new V8 Twin Turbo petrol engine, the third engine derivative following the introduction of the xDrive35i and xDrive35d models last year, the new top-of-the range has an unprecedented combination of on-road dynamic performance so typical of the BMW brand, and the unique supremacy typical of all BMW X models on all tracks and terrain. The new flagship to the BMW X6 range enters the market with the commitment to introduce a radical change in mentality, particularly with regards to the definition of performance.

The new eight-cylinder with Twin Turbo Technology.

The new BMW X6 xDrive50i adds an incomparably dynamic variant to the line-up of BMW X Models, boasting a particularly sporting and dynamic eight-cylinder.  Displacing 4.4 litres, the new V8 power unit in the BMW X6 xDrive50i features Twin Turbo technology and direct petrol injection (High Precision Injection) allowing a maximum output of 300kW throughout a broad range of engine speed from 5,500–6,400 rpm.  Engine torque reaches its peak of 600 Newton-metres throughout an unusually large speed range from 1,750–4,500 rpm.
The X6 xDrive50i is endowed with true sportscar performance and dynamism on the road.  The Sports Activity Coupé will accelerate from standstill to 100 km/h in a scintillating 5,4 seconds, with top speed restricted to 250km/h.

The new V8 power unit is also the most efficient engine in its class.  Combined with a number of further technologies developed in the overall context of BMW EfficientDynamics, the engine gives the BMW X6 xDrive50i fuel consumption and emission figures significantly better than other eight-cylinder vehicles competing with the BMW X Models.  Average fuel consumption of the BMW X6 xDrive50i is 12.5 litres/100 km, while the CO2 rating is 329 grams per kilometre.
Automatic transmission designed for sports motoring.

Power is transmitted to all four wheels by a six-speed automatic transmission with a particularly sporting gearshift enhanced to an even higher level.
The automatic transmission chooses the appropriate gear with incomparable spontaneity, precision and efficiency, benefiting not only the superior comfort, but also the supreme driving dynamics of the BMW X6.  Being directly connected to the engine, incorporating a converter clutch operating largely without slip, and allowing particularly precise choice of gears, the six-speed automatic transmission also helps to optimise the overall efficiency of the power unit in practice.

The automatic transmission shifts gears either in response to the electronic gear selector lever or the gearshift paddles on the steering wheel.  The shift pattern on the gear selector lever is the same as on a conventional automatic transmission, but with the selector level returning to its starting point after each gearshift.

Elegant exterior design:
The world’s first Sports Activity Coupé, the BMW X6 with its low side window areas and a roofline dropping smoothly to the rear, clearly offers all the proportions of a genuine, fully-fledged Coupé.  Yet, at the same time, enhanced ground clearance, flared wheel arches in striking design, four doors, a large rear tailgate as well as the high waistline all bear out a clear styling resemblance to the other models in the BMW X range.  This design is indeed an authentic expression of the dynamic driving potential offered by the BMW X6 through its drivetrain and suspension technology.  The larger pair of exhausts on the xDrive50i distinguishes the flagship model from its siblings.
Dynamic Performance Control for superior agility:
Featuring BMW’s intelligent xDrive all-wheel-drive technology with electronic control for variable distribution of drive power between the front and rear axles, the chassis and drivetrain of the BMW X6 consistently adjusts to driving conditions at all times and in all situations. At the same time, BMW’s ICM Integrated Chassis Management high-performance electronic control ensures perfect harmony of drivetrain and suspension functions within fractions of a second, spelling out maximum stability and supreme performance wherever you go and at all times.
Standard on the BMW X6, and featured for the first time on any BMW model in the world, Dynamic Performance Control ensures variable distribution of drive forces between the two rear wheels.  A world-first, this cutting-edge technology significantly enhances steering precision and, as a result, the agility of the vehicle from low speeds whenever required.  In fast bends with abrupt steering manoeuvres or when the driver suddenly decelerates, Dynamic Performance Control serves to further improve the stability of the entire vehicle, allowing the driver to safely enjoy new dimensions of driving dynamics.  On slippery or uneven surfaces, finally, Dynamic Performance Control provides the further advantage of even safer and more stable traction.
Enhanced driving comfort:

Inside, the new model – again in typical Coupé style – provides ample space for the driver and front passengers as well as two further occupants at the rear, travelling on generously dimensioned rear seats in sporting design, with individual seat contours and integrated headrests.
The level of standard specifications is out of the top drawer.  Features include self-levelling rear axle, reversing camera, glass sunroof, Professional Navigation system, Hi-Fi system with Digital Sound Processor and 6-DVD changer, Park Distance Control, Xenon headlights with headlight washer system, Automatic tailgate operation and cruise control with brake function.
