Research was conducted between April and May 2015, by means of an online questionnaire attracting a substantial 2,169 candidates. 
Earlier this year, BMW Group South Africa was also named the number one employer in the automotive industry for the second consecutive year in the Universum Most Attractive Employer Awards for 2015.

The BMW South Africa Graduate Development Programme has been running since early 2000 and was restructured in 2013. The programme has also resulted in an exceptional 85% retention of graduates.
