· New interior acoustic concept including sound absorbers integrated into the headliner and acoustic glazing for the windscreen.

· Electric seat adjustment using touch-sensitive sensors. Optional multifunction seat with 20 air chambers offers eight massage programs.

· Optional Bowers & Wilkins Diamond surround sound system with diamond dome tweeters, brilliant sound quality and 1,400 watts of output.

· Fully wireless integration of smartphones via inductive charging, Apple CarPlay and a WiFi connection for up to 10 devices.
