Alongside the F800 S at the launch weekend is the most powerful production boxer-twin the world has ever seen ​- the 122 hp R1200 S. Years of experience in the International BoxerCup race series with the R1100 S has helped BMW develop a machine that is faster, sharper and more dynamic than the predecessor model, not to mention completely new from the ground up. The powerful "new generation" engine with its 122 Nm of torque provides instant grunt and exhilarating performance for quick riding. What really makes this machine stand out from the crowd is its ability to perform as a track bike while keeping all the qualities needed to make an exceptional road bike.
