Benefitting from modern telecommunication features, the driver and passengers are always easy to reach and have direct online or tele​phone access to a wide range of information and other services making the process of driving the car even more comfortable and safer. And the pro​fessional audio system featured in the new 5 Series Touring offers sound quality quite comparable to a top-end system at home. 

BMW Online for Internet services tailored to your needs.

After being introduced in the 7 Series, BMW Online internet-based services are now also available in the 5 and 6 Series. All you need to use these convenient services is the Professional navigation system and car telephone, with the online service being directly linked to both of these units. Simply pressing a button on the BMW Online Portal, you can download all tele​phone numbers and addresses directly into the navigation system and tele​phone directory. And like nearly all comfort features on board of the new 5 Series Touring, BMW Online is masterminded via the Controller and the Con​trol Display. 

The range of services offered by BMW Online is being constantly updated in accordance with current demands, with the following service features cur​rent​ly being available:

Parkinfo Service.

Parkinfo “knows” some 2,500 car parks with a total of more than 600,000 parking spaces in 84 German cities and at 20 airports. “Dynamic”, that is constantly adjustable, data, in turn, is already available for 20 cities, allow​ing the driver to check the availability of parking space in an ongoing pro​cess before being guided by the navigation system to the appropriate car park. 

Inquiry Service.

The Inquiry Service covers addresses and telephone numbers in German telephone directories and the yellow pages. It also allows the user to call up information on flights, the emergency pharmacy service, and the availability of more than 65,000 ATMs in Germany. These automatic teller machines are assorted according to the various banks, thus allowing the driver to reach “his” bank directly without wasting time or taking a longer route. All data is geo-coded and can be downloaded directly into the navigation system.

Hotels & Restaurants, Travel & Leisure Time.

Approximately 7,000 short descriptions of hotels and restaurants recommended in 9 European countries can be downloaded from the Red Michelin Guide. Travel information is furthermore available from the Green Michelin Guide, as well as local information on cinemas and exhibitions.

News & Weather.

BMW Online’s news menu comprises a number of important sections: 
Latest News, Highlights, Subjects of the Day, Regional News, Business News, Sports, Science, Lifestyle and Entertainment. The latest news from all over the world is supplied directly by the German Press Agency (dpa). The Weath​​er Service offers information and three-dimensional pictures of condi​tions in any town in Germany, for example the destination you are heading for, available at your fingertips thorough the Controller and On-Board Moni​tor.

Business News & Stock Exchange.

This service offers quick, up-to-date information on stock prices and companies quoted at the stock exchange. Apart from checking out stocks and securities in general, the driver is able to monitor specific stocks and charts and even set up his own personal watch list providing a clear view of his portfolio at all times.

Mobile Office.

The BMW Online Mobile Office offers a personal e-mail account and a personal address book. Through this service all personal addresses the driver downloads at home or at the office by PC to the BMW Online Portal are then available to the driver in his new BMW 5 Series Touring on a geo-coded basis for further downloading, on request, to the navigation system and car telephone. And if the car is equipped with BMW’s enhanced voice control, e-mails received are read out on request by the voice output function.


BMW Assist offers comprehensive services right there in your car.

Even when not using the BMW Online Portal, you do not have to forego a wide range of services in the new 5 Series Touring equipped with BMW As​sist as an optional extra – services significantly enhancing your motoring comfort and safety at the wheel.

As with BMW Online, the only prerequisite for using BMW Assist is to have your car fitted with a telephone and the Professional navigation system. And via the Controller and Control Display, you can then use the BMW Assist telematics service just as easily and conveniently.

Inquiry plus – because personal advice is always helpful.

Clicking onto the Inquiry plus menu in the Control Display, you are able to talk directly to one of our specialists at the BMW Assist Service Centre. This mobility-oriented inquiry service comprises more than 35 million entries in all categories and segments, ranging from a hotel, restaurant and service station directory all the way to the current cinema and theatre schedule in the city of your choice. And if you wish even the coordinates of a specific destination such as a speciality restaurant, museum or golf course, may be downloaded directly in your car by SMS into the on-board navigation sys​tem.

V-Info plus – the ideal way to beat traffic congestion.

V-Info plus is another important function offered by BMW Assist. Using the Controller and the Control Display, you are able to call up information on traffic congestion under the “Verkehrsinfo” (“Traffic info”) menu item, re​ceiv​ing the latest information on the length of and reason for a traffic jam as well as the last exit before the end of traffic congestion on a motorway, etc. This information comes through official reports updated every 10 minutes, including information and data provided by thousands of sensors along the Autobahn and motorway. These sensors monitor traffic density and speed round the clock, transmitting their data without the slightest delay to the Traffic Control Centre, where the information received is col​lected and evaluated. This ensures not only immediate recognition of a traf​fic jam even while it is still building up, but also shows how it is developing. This information then goes to the driver as required either as a text mes​sage, in graphic form through a map, or as voice information. And when​ever the driver changes his route, the navigation system calculates the new route the driver is taking and presents this information accordingly.

Emergency call – for many the most important feature.

The emergency call function is acknowledged by many customers as the most significant BMW Assist service: In an accident severe enough to ac​tuate one or several airbags, the new 5 Series Touring automatically sends an emergency call pinpointing the exact location of your car to a Service Centre manned round the clock. At the same time the system builds up a voice connection through which the Emergency Centre is able to contact the occupants of the car. Should the occupants fail to respond, the rescue serv​ice is alarmed immediately.

You can also activate an emergency call manually via a button on the roof liner. This allows drivers of a 5 Series Touring involved in an accident or wit​nessing another accident to call for first aid through BMW Assist within a matter of seconds.

BMW Breakdown Service – to give you assistance quickly 
and competently.

The BMW Breakdown Service also transmits the data and current location of your car straight to the Service Centre and from there to a BMW Service Mobile. At the same time you can clarify details via a direct voice line with breakdown helpers.

Fit for the future: integration of the telephone by Bluetooth technology.

Apart from a conventional telephone preparation kit including the aerial and no-hands operation, BMW also offers a highly convenient future-proof solu​tion for integrating your mobile phone into the car as an alternative to the dual-band telephone permanently fitted in the new 5 Series Touring: Univer​sal preparation for your mobile phone with a Bluetooth interface allows you to network virtually every Bluetooth-compatible mobile phone in your car’s electronic system through a cordless connection. As long as your mobile phone is in the car’s reception area with a range of approximately 10 metres or 33 feet, you will automatically log into the system. Then, once your mo​bile phone is connected to the car via Bluetooth, you can operate your phone conveniently and comfortably via the multifunction steering wheel or through the Controller and Control Display – and this includes the option to use the phone without your hands. Important data such as your telephone directory, the Top 8 list, and the numbers last dialled is synchronised with the on-board system. In all, up to four telephones can be linked to the sys​tem through this procedure.

To ensure perfect reception, your mobile phone is connected to the car’s exterior aerial through an easy-to-use, purpose-designed snap-in adapter in the centre console also serving to charge your phone’s battery. Then, should you use a new phone one day, all you have to do is replace the adapter.

The dual-band permanently fitted telephone available as an alternative comes with a cordless control panel likewise communicating via Bluetooth technology with the base station. Here, too, the phone operates within a range of up to 10 metres or 33 feet around your car.

TeleService: your hotline straight to the workshop.

Like the BMW 7 Series, 6 Series and 5 Series Saloon, the new Touring boasts a particularly convenient and economic service concept. The core element of this Condition Based Service is permanent supervision of parts subject to wear and tear through the combined use of sensors and sophisti​cated algorithms, taking your style of motoring and the car’s running condi​tions in general into account. The luxury you enjoy in return is a clear mes​sage automatically provided by your new 5 Series Touring in good time, tell​ing you when the car requires which kind of service. Fixed service intervals, therefore, are now a thing of the past and you only have to go to the work​shop when really necessary – which obviously saves time and money.

A new feature is TeleService with your car using the car telephone to automatically inform your BMW workshop of upcoming service and maintenance requirements. Then your BMW Service Adviser will contact you to arrange an appointment. The big advantage is that the Service Adviser is able to estimate the service required in advance and order any spare parts you might need, thus minimising the time your car spends in the workshop and the cost involved. A further significant factor, of course, is that TeleService gives you a pleasant feeling of security, knowing that you will never over​look a service requirement or the deadline for an official inspection of your car such as MoT, etc.

Sophisticated audio technologies for information and entertainment.

The new 5 Series Touring is fitted as standard with a high-class stereo incorporating six loudspeakers as well as the BMW Business radio complete with CD player. Available as an option, the BMW Professional radio comes with an enhanced player also able to run CD-ROMs. A further important point is that this radio system forms part of the navigation systems avail​able. The audio systems can be supplemented as an option by a particularly smooth and quiet six-CD changer housed in the glove compartment within easy reach for the driver and front passenger and masterminded via the Controller and Control Display. 

HiFi and LOGIC 7 for a perfect experience in sound.

Equipped with a HiFi system, the new BMW 5 Series Touring pampers its passengers with a high-quality 2 x 40 W/4 x 25 W sound system incor​po​rating no less than 10 loudspeakers. To ensure particularly good repro​duc​tion of bass sound throughout the car, the two central woofers are accom​mo​dated beneath the front seats from where they are connected to the side-sills providing the necessary volume. The system is then rounded off by four sub-woofers and four tweeters.

Also available as an option, the Professional LOGIC7 sound system turns the new 5 Series Touring into a genuine concert hall on wheels. Amplifiers with 
7 x 25 W and 2 x 70 W output, plus a total of 14 loudspeakers, gen​erate surround sound of the highest quality in conjunction with the LOGIC7 equalising concept.

In addition to two 210-millimetre/ 8.4-inch central woofers beneath the front seats, the loudspeaker system comprises four tweeters in the mirror triangles and in the parcel shelf, four 100-millimetre/3.9-inch subwoofers in the door panels as well as three additional subwoofers in the rear roof lin​ing, plus a 100-millimetre central loudspeaker in the middle of the dash​board.

Digitalisation for top sound quality.

The LOGIC7 concept used on the top-end HiFi system otherwise only to be found on stationary, professional sound systems creates a surround sound effect almost identical to the original. To achieve this outstanding effect, a matrix circuit splits up each signal of an analogue or digital stereo recording into 7 individual signals then processed individually for the car and its par​tic​ular requirements. To provide a surround sound effect as true to the origi​nal as possible, LOGIC7 uses the spatial information contained in each ste​reo signal and subdivides this data into two sound dimensions: The place where the sound was first created and the acoustic environment or place where the sound is now spread.

This gives the listener an enhanced surround sound effect and more precise resolution, clearly pinpointing the individual sources of sound. Particularly mov​ing sources of sound such as a car passing by are far more tangible and impressive in their perception. A further point is that disturbance caused by driving noise is sensitively compensated by the speed-related equalising effect.

Better quality, more channels: digital television in the car.

A number of countries have already switched over terrestrial TV reception from analogue to digital, or are in the process of doing so. Germany is one example, where this process started last summer. Today we already have full digital broadcasting in the Greater Berlin Area, and other densely pop​ulated areas are to follow. The advantages for the viewer are much greater image quality and a wider range of channels. 

Now you are also able to receive digital television signals as an option in your BMW, for example in the new 5 Series Touring. The only requirement is that the car is fitted with a TV monitor supplemented by a set-top box. About half the size of a car radio, this flat box is fitted in the luggage com​part​ment, where it is masterminded by remote control and allows additional reception of digital TV programmes. The intelligent software in the system uses signals from several aerials, automatically chooses the frequency with the highest field strength, and thus guarantees optimum TV reception at all times.

Just get inside and feel at home: Top-class materials in five different equipment variants and four interior colour worlds, supreme quality of finish and comfort of the highest standard await the driver and passengers in the new BMW 5 Series Touring.

In standard trim the car comes with high-quality flat cloth upholstery. A combination of leather and cloth as well as three choices of all-leather upholstery are all available as an option, the leather upholstery being either standard Dakota leather with natural grain, Nasca climate leather with micro-perforation, and extra-luxurious, elaborately finished exclusive soft Nappa leather. In all cases leather upholstery includes seat heating for the driver and front passenger.

The sophisticated style and ambience created in this way is further accentuated by the well-conceived lighting concept. The interior illumination at the front keeps the driver’s cockpit clear and free of any dazzling effect, offering a pleasant feeling of space. Front area illumination consists of two reading lamps in the middle of the roof lining with indirect illumination of the centre console from above, two vanity mirrors with lamps beneath the sun visors, illumination of the glove compartment and door cutout illumi​na​tion at the bottom of the doors themselves. Rear area illumination com​prises one interior light and two additional reading lights, plus indirect illu​mination of the footwells.

A lighting package with footwell lights at the front, illumination of the door openers and glove compartments, door cutout lights on both rear doors, as well as exterior illumination around the doors is available as an optional ex​tra. The exterior door illumination consists of six LEDs at the bottom of each exterior mirror activated by remote control from the central locking and bright​ly illuminating the outside of the car before the driver even opens the door.

A wide range of seats: ideal seating for every requirement. 

Never before has a BMW 5 Series Touring offered the customer such unlimited freedom in choosing his or her ideal seat. The range comprises four seat variants plus a number of additional special features for the driver and front passenger. The rear seat bench with Isofix child seat fastening is split 60:40. Options available in this case are through-loading including a ski-bag as well as electric heating on the two outer seats.

Even the standard seats for the driver and front passenger come with elec​trical seat height and backrest adjustment. The options available are seat heating, a lumbar support and an active seat function, as well as active seat ventilation including a lumbar support as one complete package. Climate con​trol on the seats is optimised by no less than 9 multi-stage blowers inte​grated in the seat and backrest upholstery and pumping air gently from the interior of the car through the seat upholstery in a steady, consistent pro​cess. 

The active seat function maintains a consistent, cyclical movement of the seat squabs helping to prevent back muscle tension and, accordingly, prob​lems around your lumbar spine particularly on long routes. The all-electrical standard seat on the 545i Touring allows additional electrical adjustment of the seat fore-and-aft position, backrest angle, and headrest level. A further feature is the memory function integrated on the driver’s side.

All-electrical sports seats with firmer upholstery are available as an alter​native, offering the same features as the all-electrical standard seats but featuring enhanced side support for your body in fast bends.

Multifunctional comfort seat with variable side support for your 
head and upper body. 
The comfort seats come right at the top, offering such a wide range of adjustments and variations that they are able basically speaking to combine different, even contradictory requirements with one another. The upper section of the seat backrest, for example, may be tilted to the front for optimum, individual shoulder support. Other features are the adjustment of seat depth as well as lumbar supports. Yet a further highlight is variable head sup​port at the sides like on a modern aircraft seat, a pyrotechnically active headrest serving to avoid backbone injury and the whiplash effect in front-to-rear collisions. Whenever you choose a sporting style of motoring, finally, the comfort seats ensure optimum support and stability at the side, the side padding adjusting individually to each driver. And it goes without saying, fi​nally, that the multifunction comfort seats are available as an option with heat​ing, 
climate control, and an active seat function.

Leather steering wheel with multifunction buttons fitted as standard. 
The new 5 Series Touring comes as standard with a leather steering wheel complete with multifunction buttons adjustable manually for reach and height. This steering wheel not only guarantees good handling at all times, but also, with its 8 integrated function buttons, ensures a high standard of additional safety since the driver is able in this way to control and operate many systems without even taking his hands off the wheel or his eyes off the road.

The multifunction buttons serve, inter alia, to operate the audio system, the telephone and voice control on the iDrive system, as well as acoustic repetition of the last navigation instructions. Two further buttons are available to the driver for individual choice of a specific function such as permanent ambient air recirculation. Yet another optional feature, finally, is an electrical steering wheel heating system.

New automatic air conditioning setting new standards.

The climate inside your car is crucial to your feeling of well-being at the wheel or when riding as a passenger. Like the 5 Series Saloon, therefore, the new 
5 Series Touring focuses particularly on the need to give the driver and passengers an optimum atmosphere and perfect climate conditions.

Automatic air conditioning in the 5 Series Touring sets a new standard in terms of performance, individual adjustment and humidity control. The “basic” version featured as standard controls air temperature, air volume and distribution all by itself, with the driver and front passenger being able to vary temperature stratification as well as air temperature and volume on the central vent in the instrument panel via the Controller and Control Dis​play. The basic ventilation, heating and cooling functions, finally, are con​trolled directly via switches and buttons on the instrument panel.

Available as an option, high-end automatic air conditioning allows even more individual, personalised settings, for example with separate regulation of air temperature and volume as well as air distribution to the right and left. Temperature stratification crucial to individual adjustment of your upper body temperature, as well as the air temperature and volume on the central vent in the instrument panel, can be varied with infinite precision via the Con​troller and Control Display.

A bi-directional solar sensor measures solar irradiation from each side and controls the inflow of cooling air accordingly. At the rear, in turn, the passengers are able to stratify the air flowing out of the centre vent, thus ensuring optimum supply and dosage of air at all times.

An anti-mist sensor monitors the window and air temperature to prevent the windows from misting over. Whenever necessary, the sensor activates the anti-misting system in several stages without any deterioration of the in​te​rior climate as long as the first few stages are operating: The system will switch over, for example, from ambient to outside air, increase the air vo​lume and initially cool the air to a lower temperature in order to remove moisture.

A residual heat function pumping coolant through the heat exchanger also when the engine is at a standstill supplies the interior of the car with warm air. Auxiliary ventilation, in turn, feeds exterior air into the interior via the auto​matic air conditioning, again without the engine running. In this pro​cess the air is cleaned by an activated carbon filter binding dust and pollutants to the greatest possible extent. And as soon as the gas sensors register a high concentration of pollutants in the outside air, AAR Automatic Air Recir​cula​tion switches over to ambient air. 

Air humidity carefully controlled to provide a perfect climate.

In life, we all want to feel pleasantly cocooned in the right kind of environ​ment. Precise regulation of evaporator temperature on both versions of automatic air conditioning is therefore particularly pleasant for the car’s occupants, especially as this innovative control function helps to keep your mucous membranes moist and at the right temperature.

Conventional evaporators cool the air to approximately 3 °C and extract a lot of moisture in the process before this very dry air is warmed to the desired temperature. In the new 5 Series Touring, by contrast, a sensor monitors air temperature, cooling the air only as far as really necessary. With the cooling range thus being extended up to about 10 °C, air humidity remains at a high​er level in the interest of your well-being. And at the same time this en​hancement of motoring comfort helps to save fuel.

Climate comfort glass “cools” the interior on zero energy.

Climate comfort glass available as an option is a sensible addition to auto​matic air conditioning. Reflecting infra-red radiation, this special glazing keeps air temperatures inside the car when parked in the sun about 5 °C and surface temperatures within the interior approximately 10 °C lower than on a car with conventional windows. Even the radiant heat you feel on your skin is lower than usual.

Benefitting from this kind of efficiency, the automatic air conditioning is able to operate at a lower level right from the start when setting out, reducing fuel consumption in the process. The blower also runs at a lower level, redu​cing the flow of air and the noise effect accordingly. And since climate comfort glazing is made up of several layers of laminated security glass, it also helps to deter thieves trying to break into the car and is less liable to breakage in the event of an accident.

Let there be light: large panorama glass roof.

As an option the driver and occupants of the 5 Series Touring are able to experience the interior of their car for the first time in a completely new light. For like the X3, the new Touring is now also available with a two-piece panorama glass roof covering an impressive area of 0.68 square metres for optimum visibility and bright light in every respect – never before has the interior of a 5 Series Touring been as bright and “airy” as here.

Both sections of the panorama glass roof can be vented at the rear for an optimum flow of air, the large front panel opening completely to give the driver and front-seat passenger, and to a certain extent even the rear-seat passengers, the same kind of feeling as in a convertible. To reduce wind noise inside the car, the wind deflector moves up and down as a function of road speed. The glass panels themselves are made of grey sundim glass absorbing UV light and may be covered at the bottom by an electrically con​trolled, two-piece roof liner.

The new BMW 5 Series Touring ranks high up in the premium segment also in terms of active and passive safety. Superior active safety, for example, is ensured by the excellent aluminium suspension incorporating DSC Dynamic Stability Control, assistance systems available as an option, such as Dynam​ic Drive body control, Active Steering and Adaptive Headlights, as well as features such the Tyre Defect Indicator and optional runflat tyres.

Overall, these features, together with many other details, make sure that the 
5 Series Touring is able to provide its excellent performance not only in dynamic style, but also with unprecedented safety. 

The new 5 Series Touring naturally offers the same supremacy in terms of passive safety, giving all occupants exemplary protection in an accident and ranking right up at the top of its market segment in terms of crash safety, just like the 5 Series Saloon.

Maximum survival area – 
minimum forces acting on the occupants.

The primary function of passive safety is to maintain the occupants’ maxi​mum survival area in the event of a crash and to minimise forces acting on the passengers. To uphold BMW’s uncompromising standard of exemplary passive safety, therefore, the new 5 Series Touring comes with high-load-resistant carrier structures. Crumple travel both front and rear is used in full, and the front-end structures are fully compatible to ensure outstanding protection and safety in a collision with other road users.

The extremely stiff passenger cell maintains the interior pace required to protect the car’s occupants even in a severe accident, one feature being a special safety package allowing maximum forward motion of the occupants within the interior in the event of a collision and keeping the interior components as soft as possible in order to soothingly absorb maximum body im​pact energy. 

It is the ideal combination of all these features that gives the occupants the optimum safety they enjoy in the new BMW 5 Series Touring.

Frontal airbags recognising the severity of an accident. 

Interacting with highly efficient restraint systems, the stiff passenger cell gives the car’s occupants optimum safety and protection in an accident. The safety belts on the front seats, in turn, come complete with belt force limit​ers and belt latch tensioners, both the driver and front passenger being pro​tected by a side airbag in the door and a two-stage frontal airbag. These “in​telligent” frontal airbags adjust their inflation process to the severity of an accident, minimising the risk of injury in the process.

The rear seat bench is fitted as standard with three-point inertia reel seat belts and headrests for three passengers. The optional rear-end safety pack​age comprises additional side airbags in the doors as well as belt latch tensioners and belt force limiters acting on the two outer belts/seats.

The optional comfort seats for the driver and front passenger feature active headrests helping to prevent head and neck injury in a collision from be​hind, which might possibly result from headrests not set to the proper posi​tion. Isofix fastening points for child seats, finally, round off the wide range of safety features in the 5 Series Touring.

Double effect: head airbags with tube and curtain protection. 

AHPS head airbags round off the exemplary safety enjoyed by the car’s occupants. Extending from the A- all the way to the C-pillars, these airbags cover the entire interior and thus give both the front and rear passengers optimum head protection. This AHPS (Advanced Head Protection System) airbag concept is far more effective than conventional ITS airbags, since it combines the structural qualities of an ITS incorporating a stable “tube” with the benefits of full-window curtain protection extending throughout both side windows. Should the worst ever come to the worst, therefore, this curtain will protect the occupants more effectively from glass splinters or ob​jects intruding into the car, holding back the passengers more effectively in a side-on collision or rollover.

ASE Control System: optimum protection at the right time. 

This wide range of interacting safety components is further enhanced by BMW’s innovative ASE Advanced Safety Electronics. ASE is a trendsetting, fully networked airbag control system with lightwave conductors featuring decentralised sensors or “satellites” to precisely pinpoint the location and severity of an impact and thus activate the restraint systems required ex​tremely quickly and in exactly the right way. A further advantage is that ASE largely rules out any risk of the system being activated by mistake.
