Along with a range of bikes to test, there will also be innovative new products from BMW's Rider Equipment collection on display, as well as full details of the World of BMW Activity programme and how to participate in it.
 
The BMF Show features hundreds of trade and manufacturer stands, live music, sideshows and arena events, and takes place on Saturday 20 and Sunday 21 May, from 9am-5pm.
