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1. MINI Convertible: overview

Brits love the MINI hatch and the Convertible model has an equally enthusiastic following. Every year since its launch the new MINI Convertible has taken pole position in UK sales charts for soft-top cars*. 

Just like the rest of the MINI line-up, the four-seat MINI Convertible delivers handling reminiscent of a go-kart.  A fully electric roof and clever storage features mean this convertible offers the versatility of a hatchback without any of the compromises usually associated with open top motoring. The MINI Convertible is proof that a small premium convertible car exists.  It boasts technologies, design features and the image of a sporting luxury car, all moulded into a torsionally-rigid 3.6 metre long body.  With an optional equipment list longer than any other car in its class, four airbags and Park Distance Control fitted as standard, the MINI Convertible is a small car that thinks big.     

The MINI Convertible is available with three different engines. MINI One Convertible is equipped with a 1.6-litre 90hp unit, MINI Cooper Convertible features a 115hp variant of the same engine, while the MINI Cooper S Convertible is powered by a snarling, 170hp 1.6-litre supercharged powerplant.

2. Market Information - preaching to the ‘converted’

The Brits are a nation obsessed by convertibles. Despite the UK’s inclement weather record, Britain is one of the most significant convertible markets in Europe and has been increasing consistently over the past ten years. In 1993 only 0.93 per cent of all models sold were convertibles, but in 2006, 100,626 convertible models were sold in Great Britain representing a 4.29 per cent share of the total car market. MINI Convertible was top of the pile with 9.15 per cent of them.  MINI Convertible currently makes up approximately one quarter of total annual MINI sales.

So, who buys the MINI Convertible? Well, as you would expect with MINI, the answer is not straightforward. Just like its predecessor new MINI has broken all the rules of customer profiling – there simply is no such thing as a typical MINI customer. In the UK, MINI owners range in age from 17 to 90, and they do not have a common type of job, family unit or income bracket. The common denominator amongst all MINI customers tends to be an attitude or mindset. MINI UK believes its convertible owners share this mindset. The desire to drive a MINI is commonplace  – actually buying a MINI is justifying that desire with rational considerations. Looking good is not enough - great handling, high standards of safety, MINI tlc and class leading residual values make MINI a sensible choice yet also great to own.

3.0 Two-stage roof: double the fun of open top motoring

All MINI Convertibles have fully automatic fabric roofs as standard. However, this is no ordinary soft top. The roof operates in two stages. Press the button once and the roof slides horizontally back 40 cm to create a unique ‘open sunroof’ effect. This function can be operated while driving up to speeds of 75 mph. Press the button again and the roof retracts fully, neatly folding down into a compact arrangement behind the rear seats.  No messy catches, tricky levers or fiddly tonneau covers are involved – only 15 seconds and the touch of a button stand between the driver and the pleasure of open-air motoring. In order for the roof to open to its fully convertible position the car must be stationary.      

The roof is made from high quality fabric and operates in a ‘Z’ formation. As the roof retracts to the fully open position, the roof supports automatically lower into the car and the two side windows move down completely. The roof is finally folded into three layers on top of one another. With the ‘Z’ mechanism keeping the dimensions of the folded roof to a bare minimum, the capacity of the luggage compartment is a respectable 120 litres.  With the roof up, the boot capacity increases to 165 litres.  

The roof incorporates a heated glass rear window ensuring unrestricted visibility to the rear - even in bad weather. All MINI Convertible models are fitted with Park Distance Control (PDC) at the rear as standard.                

The roof is available in three colours for the MINI Cooper Convertible and MINI Cooper S Convertible – black, dark green and dark blue. These three colours can be combined with any of the eleven exterior paint colours. The MINI One Convertible is only available with a black roof.      

3.1 Clever packaging 

With the MINI Convertible, MINI has succeeded in creating a fully-fledged two-plus-two car with a high standard of functionality and versatility.

The rear panel of the front seats has been specially contoured to provide rear seat passengers with the maximum possible legroom. What’s more, MINI’s designers have even found enough space in the inner rear side panels to fit a high-quality loudspeaker on each side, ensuring surround sound with the roof down. 

Another example of the MINI Convertible’s clever packaging is the flexible boot system, proving that even small spaces can be maximised for optimum use. 

With the roof up, the boot offers a storage capacity of 165 litres. With the roof down this space reduces to 120 litres, however by simply folding down the split fold rear seats the driver can increase the luggage capacity to a remarkable 605 litres. And it’s not only the space that’s increased. MINI Convertible’s ‘easy load’ system ensures that the usability of this space is also maximised, so that owners with bulky items to carry need not despair.  By turning two levers in the boot, the rear fastening of the roof can be released allowing the back section to be raised by up to 35 degrees. This creates a wide aperture through which larger items can be loaded.    

In addition, with a nod to the past, the new MINI Convertible has a drop down boot lid that doubles as a handy loading platform. Two steel cables on a spring mounted retractor system act as boot hinges. The platform is able to hold a weight of up to 80 kg.  

4.0 Design – roof up, roof down. 

The MINI Convertible looks equally as good with its roof up or down. When closed, the roof of the MINI Convertible is lower than the roof of the hatchback models. This ensures that the Convertible does not lose any of MINIs muscular appearance. The waistline rises slightly to the rear giving the car a powerful, performance-oriented profile accentuated by the chrome strip running round the entire window line and the short rear overhang. The absence of a B-pillar gives the car a feeling of spaciousness with the roof open or closed. 

With its roof down the MINI Convertible is even more likely to attract attention. The steeply raked windscreen with integrated front aerial, the slightly rising sideline, the roll bars and neat folding roof all combine to make this a classic yet contemporary convertible. 

In the rear, integrated headrests framed by twin roll bars of high-strength aluminium pipes offer passengers optimum protection. 

Like the rest of the MINI family the new Convertible comes with extra wide opening doors featuring frameless windows and electric window mechanisms. As an added feature however, the MINI Convertible also comes with electric rear side windows that smoothly retract at the touch of a button.       

4.1 Distinctive design features  

Like every MINI, the Convertible is instantly recognisable by its curved bonnet, the distinct grille and large round headlamps. The MINI Cooper S Convertible bonnet adds its eye catching and functional air intake scoop indicating the supercharged power beneath. On closer inspection however, it becomes apparent that the MINI Convertible features some exterior detailing that makes it even more appealing. 

A low front bumper includes a single chrome strip for a fresh look. Clear glass headlights provide better vision and brighter illumination. Optional xenon headlights with automatic headlight range control feature a ring of light spots to increase visibility.

Choosing your colours        

The MINI Convertible is available in twelve different exterior colours, depending on the model specified.  Laser Blue and Dark Silver are only available on MINI Cooper S Convertible, while Mellow Yellow can only be ordered with MINI One and Cooper.  Sparkling Silver is reserved for MINI Convertible Sidewalk. 

Side view mirror housings on the MINI One Convertible come in matt black while the Cooper and Cooper S mirror housings are finished in the body colour of the car. Alternatively white side view mirror housings are available for the MINI Cooper Convertible and MINI Cooper S Convertible if ordered in conjunction with white alloy wheels.    

Since launch, the most popular paint finishes with MINI Convertible owners have been Cool Blue, Chilli Red and Astro Black.

Wheel choices 

The MINI One Convertible comes as standard on 15 inch steel rims, the MINI Cooper Convertible gets 15 inch 5-star Rocket light-alloy rims and the MINI Cooper S Convertible is fitted with 16 inch light alloys in an ‘X lite’ design as standard. However, MINI also offers 17 inch Night Spoke rims on Sidewalk editions.   

Beating the odds 

Statistically, only two in every 100,000 MINIs built could be exactly the same. This figure is reached based on the variety of interiors, exteriors and options that can be specified on a MINI.   
It is no surprise then, to find that the MINI Convertible also offers an extensive range of interiors that leave customers spoilt for choice.       

Firstly, the seat upholstery comes in three different cloths, depending on the model specified. MINI One Convertible gets Dragon cloth, Octagon features in Cooper and Space on Cooper S cars. Three combinations of cloth and leather are available (Sunrise Laser Blue, Octagon Tartan Red and Octagon Panther Black), and three leather options (Soft Cordoba Beige, Gravity Panther Black and Gravity Dark Blue.) Malt Brown English Leather is exclusive to Sidewalk models. 

These upholsteries can then be combined with up to five different interior trims: Brilliant Silver, Anthracite, Alloy Patina, Wood Effect or body colour, depending on the exterior paint choice.  Sidewalk models feature their own eponymous title trim.

However, this is only the beginning. MINI’s option and accessory list is market leading and offers customers the rare opportunity in the small car market to order a car exactly to their personal specification. 

Personalisation takes on many forms in MINI Convertible. The Cockpit Chrono Package occupies the central dashboard position formerly taken by the speedometer. It features three circular dials that indicate fuel level, oil and coolant temperature, oil pressure and water temperature. The speedometer is moved next to the rev counter on the steering column. It is a distinct and sporty addition to the dashboard for those customers who prefer to have the rev counter and speedo sitting side by side.  The Cockpit Chrono Pack is priced at £120.00.

The Chrome Line Interior trims the panels of all instrument bezels, rings on gear lever and cup holders front and rear, as well as the handbrake lever insert. It is priced at £100.00, but is included as standard on Sidewalk models.

Depending on which model it is specified on, the Chrome Line Exterior includes the chrome plating of the front grille bars, rear boot lid handle, exhaust pipe trim, roll bars and bumper inserts. It is priced from £60.00.   

The Interior Lights Package adds extra ambience to the car with the addition of door entry/exit lights, front reading lights and illumination in the door handles. The Interior Lights Package is priced at £90.00.               

5.0 Small and strong – safety remains key         

Safety was given top priority when developing the new MINI Convertible. Apart from a high level of body stiffness, two ‘intelligent’ front airbags, belt latch tensioners, belt force limiters, two head/thorax side airbags, three point safety belts front and rear, reinforced A pillars and extra strong roll bars, the MINI Convertible also has a series of active safety systems designed to maintain driving stability even in extreme conditions.  ABS, EBD (Electronic Brake Force Distribution) and CBC (Cornering Brake Control) all come as standard. Further active safety features include ASC+T (Automatic Stability Control + Traction - standard on MINI Cooper S Convertible) and DSC. Both ASC+T and DSC can be deactivated on demand.       

Extra stiff and sturdy bodyshell 

The body structure of the new MINI Convertible has been designed to absorb maximum energy in the event of a collision in order to keep the forces acting on the occupants to a minimum. In order to maintain the rigidity of the Convertible, the floor assembly and side sills of the car have been reinforced. Additional crossbars and thickened side panels have been added at all critical points to ensure optimum occupant safety in the event of a side collision. This body stiffening also ensures that the MINI Convertible retains the driving and go-kart handling characteristics that are much applauded in the MINI hatchback range.    

Covered for any eventuality 

The MINI Convertible is also well prepared in the event of a rollover. A tube of high-strength steel integrated in the A-pillars is able to absorb one and a half times the mass of the car. In addition, the rear dual rollover bars made of high strength aluminium pipes and comprising integral headrests offer high levels of occupant protection in the unlikely event of a rollover.  

Thankfully, the MINI Convertible is also well equipped to avoid the need for roadside assistance, should worst come to worst. Runflat tyres are fitted on all cars featuring optional 16 inch and 17 inch wheels (16 inch standard on MINI Cooper S Convertible), setting new standards of safety in the class. Runflat tyres have reinforced sidewalls and are made from heat resistant rubber. Functions such as ABS, ASC+T and DSC are not affected if pressure is lost from these tyres. The driver can therefore continue the journey at a maximum a speed of 50 mph for up to 80 miles.

MINI One Convertible and MINI Cooper Convertible with standard 15 inch wheels are fitted with a Tyre Pressure Warning indicator, allowing the driver to react before the loss of pressure becomes a danger. As approximately 80 per cent of all blowouts can be detected before the tyre bursts, the system is a valuable safety feature should the air start to leak from the tyre. The MINI Mobility System, consisting of a sealant and a compressor, allows the driver to make a repair to the tyre and continue the journey.

6.0 Engine and transmission 

The MINI Convertible models share the spirited and flexible four cylinder, 1.6 litre transversely set engine that powers the hatchback models. The MINI Cooper S Convertible boasts a power output of 170hp at 6,000 rpm. The MINI Cooper Convertible has a maximum output of 115hp at 6,000 rpm and the MINI One Convertible 90hp at 5,500 rpm. Maximum torque for the MINI Cooper S Convertible is 220 Nm at 4,000 rpm. The MINI Cooper Convertible produces 150 Nm at 4,500 rpm and the MINI One Convertible 140 Nm at 3,000 rpm. The 1.6-litre powerplant meets with EU4 emissions requirements. MINI Convertible is 100 Kg heavier than the first-generation new MINI hatch.  This weight gain is the result of additional reinforcements in chassis and the addition of the electro-hydraulic roof.       

The engine has an overhead chain driver camshaft and four valves per cylinder. The cylinder head is aluminium with a cast iron engine block to ensure low levels of noise and vibration.  

The MINI Cooper S Convertible’s performance is enhanced by its supercharger and intercooler technology, with its toothed belt-driven compressor delivering instant power. Bore and stroke are the same as the MINI One Convertible and MINI Cooper Convertible, while a modified exhaust system produces a pulsating soundtrack for keen drivers. 

Transmission 

All MINI Convertible models have a manual Getrag gearbox. The MINI One Convertible and MINI Cooper Convertible have a five-speed gearbox with modified ‘closer’ gear ratios to give more flexibility in the mid range. The MINI Cooper S Convertible features a six-speed box as standard. The MINI’s manual gearboxes are beautifully in tune with its superb chassis, direct steering and lively engine. Changes are executed by a short throw of the chunky and tactile gearstick. MINI Cooper Convertible is also offered with CVT transmission, while Cooper S models can be specified with a six-speed automatic gearbox.  Both systems include Steptronic paddles for a more sporting driving experience.  

7.0 Suspension and steering 

The front axle of the MINI is based on the McPherson suspension strut principle, which offers weight and packaging advantages when compared with other axle systems. The MINI’s system contributes to the car’s great handling as it has front axle shafts of equal length. This provides symmetrical feedback during cornering, accelerating and braking. 

The front axle carries 60 per cent of total weight and the rear axle carries the remaining 40 per cent. This favourable weight distribution also contributes to the MINI Convertible’s superb traction and handling. 

The multi-link rear suspension is unique in MINI’s segment. Its geometry is designed in such a way that the wheels always adjust to the best possible angle in relation to the road, ensuring the tyres always maintain full contact with the tarmac. Changes in the camber of the road therefore have minimal effect on steering or the car’s traction. The multi-link suspension is compact and allows a broad, flat luggage compartment floor. 

All MINI Convertible models are fitted with an anti-roll bar on the front axle. For the real enthusiast, MINI Cooper S has a firmer set up featuring Sports Suspension as standard (available as an option on the MINI One Convertible and MINI Cooper Convertible priced at £150.00), and is fitted with electro-hydraulic power assisted steering (EPAS). This is both accurate and fast, giving the pin-point steering sensation and excellent agility synonymous with MINI. The steering wheel only needs to be turned 2.5 times lock to lock. Unlike conventional power steering, the hydraulic pump in the MINI Convertible operates independently of the engine and cuts in only when required. This assists in reducing fuel consumption.      

8.0 History - born and bred in Oxford

All MINIs including the three Convertible models are built at Plant Oxford in the UK. In the spring of 2007, the one millionth MINI rolled off the production line.  

Plant Oxford currently operates seven days a week on a three-shift system – up to 134 hours a week.

Plant Oxford MINI facts:

· Each MINI contains around 3000 spot welds and UK suppliers account for 60% of the purchased material value of the MINI.

· Plant Oxford owns its own railhead and transfers around one third of annual production by rail to the port of Purfleet in Essex saving over half a millon truck miles per year.    
· The MINI body-in-white is produced in a virtually fully-automated production process that features 429 robots and nearly 100% mechanisation.

· Around 100 apprentices are employed at Plant Oxford, aged between 16 and 21 years and are studying a three year apprenticeship with the potential to achieve an Honours degree as part of the apprenticeship. 

· Up to 3000 different parts and pre-assembled components are fitted on the final assembly line.

· Plant Oxford received over £100 million to expand production capacity to 240,000 units a year in the medium-term, from 200,000 in 2005.
