Customers will be able to choose from four petrol and four (three for the Convertible) diesel powerplants from launch, which utilise a range of innovative technologies including single turbocharging and High Precision Direct Injection, as well as BMW’s award winning EfficientDynamics technologies.
For drivers looking for ultimate performance the 335i engine in the BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible offers impressive power and handling whilst still remaining parsimonious.  Powered by the award-winning 3.0 litre petrol powerplant, the 335i for the first time combines a single turbocharger with VALVETRONIC variable valve management and High Precision Direct Injection to set a new benchmark for economy amongst its competitors.

The new 320d panders to those drivers looking for unparallel economy, without having to sacrifice driving enjoyment and style.  With the 320d Coupé emitting just 125g/km CO2 whilst providing 60.1mpg on the combined cycle it appeals to the head as much as the heart while company drivers will be drawn to its 18 per cent benefit in kind taxation status.
Other highlights of the engine range are the revised BMW 325d and 335d, which have been upgraded to provide greater power and performance with minimised emissions. 2. Market
The BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible have been configured to ensure that they are as attractive as possible in every facet of the sales and ownership experience. Particular focus is on a premium specification to ensure strong residuals and new technology to keep running cost down.

Sean Green, Sales Director for BMW UK, said: “The new BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible are more competitive, in terms of the ownership and purchasing experience, than they have ever been in the past.  They have been specified and priced competitively to ensure that the customer gets the most out of their vehicle.  Leather upholstery is now standard on all Coupé and Convertibles regardless of derivatives, as are Cruise Control and Xenon lights to name but a few stand out features.

To put these figures into perspective the BMW 3 Series Coupé accounts of circa 20 per cent of total 3 Series sales, while the 3 Series Convertible accounts for 10 per cent.

Deliveries for the new BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible will start from April 2010 with a choice of four petrol and four (three for the Convertible) diesel engines from the outset.  This engine choice reflects the approximate 50:50 petrol:diesel split for these models, leaning slightly in favour of the petrol engines.  
Despite the popularity for diesels in the UK, over 60 per cent of all BMW 3 Series Coupés and Convertibles will be sold with a petrol powerplant.  This reflects the typical 3 Series Coupé and Convertible customer who prioritises performance and handling over consumption and comfort.

Prices start from £27,845 OTR for the BMW 320i Coupé and £32,905 OTR for the BMW 320i Convertible.  All models, except for the 335i, come with a six-speed manual transmission in the highest standard specified 3 Series to date.  This includes Dakota leather upholstery, Dynamic Stability Control, Cruise Control, rear Parking Distance Control, Xenon headlights and an automatically dimming rear-view mirror.
Six-cylinder engines additionally gain Cruise Control with brake function, Dynamic Stability Control + and Electric Power Steering, while the BMW 335i comes with a six-speed automatic transmission as standard.

The below tables illustrate how competitively priced the new BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible are compared to their outgoing models, while highlighting the benefits of an enhanced specification.

The latest BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible come with more than £1,240 worth of equipment, as standard, over their respective outgoing models.  For example, Dakota leather is now standard, whereas previously it had been a popular option on some models in the outgoing range.  Ensuring that every 3 Series Coupé and Convertible is highly specified now means that customers can reap the benefits when it comes to resale time.
Both models are predicted to perform strongly on the used car market according to independent research.  Residual values are expected to be up by an average of two per cent across the entire range, due to exceptional fuel economy and high equipment levels.  While in-life ownership costs remain competitive.
Martin Ward, manufacturer relationship manager at industry analyst CAP Motor Research, explains:  “The new BMW 3-Series Coupe and Cabriolet’s enhancements are enough to make a big difference to the way it looks on the exterior.  The new front and rear LEDs are a particularly nice touch and give the car a much more premium look. 

“The interior now gets Dakota leather upholstery as standard so will make it much more desirable as a new car, and will make the car even more desirable when it hits the used car market.

“BMW has re-vitalized these ever popular models with improvements to the interior and exterior, while reductions in CO2 emissions will surely help sales.  The new BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible will appeal especially to the company car driver, who wants low BIK, a quality car, and a sports Coupe or Cabriolet with great looks and performance.”
3. Drivetrain
The engines in the new BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible build on the company’s tradition of offering powerful yet frugal powerplants.  Utilising a range of innovative technologies including High Precision Direct Injection and award-winning EfficientDynamics innovations fuel economy and lower emissions have been enhanced on many of the models in both ranges without impacting on performance. 
BMW 320d 
The BMW 320d Coupé and Convertible models feature a new version of the familiar and parsimonious four-cylinder diesel engine – class-leading even before this update.  It now delivers 184hp, up 7hp, and 380Nm of torque, up 30Nm.  
In the case of the Coupé this has shortened the zero to 62mph sprint by 0.4 seconds to 7.5 seconds, while at the same time reducing consumption by 1.2mpg to 60.1mpg and lowering emissions by 3g/km to 125g/km.  The values for the Convertible are zero to 62mph in 8.3 seconds, consumption is 55.4mpg and emissions are 135g/km.  The Coupé is capable of reaching a top speed of 147mph with the Convertible reaching 142mph.

BMW 325d
The six-cylinder 325d versions of both the 3 Series Coupé and Convertible reveal similar all round improvements to the 320d.  Engine output is 7hp higher at 204hp, and torque is up from 400 to 430Nm enabling the Coupé to shave 
0.4 seconds off its 2009 zero to 62mph time, with it now arriving in just 6.9 seconds.  While fuel consumption remains the same at 49.6mpg, CO2 emissions are lower by 2g/km at 151g/km.  The equivalent Convertible reaches zero to 62mph in 7.5 seconds, sustains 46.3mpg and emits160g/km of CO2.

BMW 335d
The award winning BMW 335d powerplant, only available is Coupé guise, is a unique offering with no direct competitor in the UK.  However, despite this special position it has been refreshed resulting in an improved fuel consumption figure and lower CO2 emissions.  It now records 42.8mpg on the combined cycle, an improvement of 0.6mpg, and 174g/km.  This improved CO2 figure means the car now qualifies for VED band H, a tier below its previous position.
As the vehicle is without a direct rival it is interesting to compare the 335d Coupé with another manufacturer of similar power to show you can have your cake and eat it.

BMW 335i
The BMW 335i derivative’s power and torque remain the same at a hearty 306hp and 400Nm however, consumption and emissions have been significantly reduced.  This has been made possible by combining a single turbocharger with VALVETRONIC variable valve management and High Precision Direct Injection for the first time.  The 3 Series Coupé’s fuel consumption is eight per cent lower at 33.6mpg while CO2 output drops by over ten per cent to 196g/km. Owners will also pay less tax each year since the 335i drops down a VED band to J.  The BMW 335i Convertible also drops a VED band from L to K.

Complimenting these updates are three powerful, yet frugal BMW petrol engines, the 320i, 325i and the 330i, together with a diesel 325d, that are unchanged since they were first launched.  Thanks to their technological innovation and integrated EfficientDynamics technology their market position remains competitive.  

EfficientDynamics
The philosophy for BMW EfficientDynamics remains the same, BMW will not charge extra for all the measures that make the impressive performance figures possible.  
The full palette of EfficientDynamics technologies comprises Brake Energy Regeneration, Intelligent Alternator Control, Electric Power Steering, Auto Start-Stop, Active Aerodynamics, Optimum gearshift indicator, Low Rolling Resistance Tyres, low friction fluids and lightweight engineering.  They are available, in full or part, across the entire range of BMW 3 Series models and, unlike some manufacturers, they are included as standard.

4. Chassis and Safety
An elegant Coupé and Convertible with a wonderful engine would be nothing without a chassis to match their looks and power.  In common with all BMW cars, except xDrive products, the new 3 Series Coupé and Convertible are driven by the rear wheels.  Both models also share the BMW engineers’ commitment to long wheelbase, wide track and near 50:50 weight distribution, all to ensure that the fundamental driving dynamics uphold the company’s reputation for building drivers’ cars.

To capitalise on this firm foundation the new Coupé and Convertible boast the most advanced suspension in their segment, precise rack and pinion steering, Dynamic Stability Control with more functions and powerful, fade-free brakes.

It is the suspension of the new 3 Series Coupé and Convertible that translates the performance of its magnificent engines onto the road and delivers the pure pleasure of driving.

Both models feature an all aluminium double-joint tie bar spring-strut front axle and a lightweight steel five-link rear axle to reduce unsprung weight, providing the most sophisticated and advanced suspension of all of the cars in their class.  Under floor reinforcements help to provide optimum stiffness which, together with a low centre of gravity and finely-tuned dampers, all contributes to the car’s active driving experience. 
The cars now come with all new ‘non-linear’ dampers for enhanced ride comfort.  Previously while the damper compliance was consistent in its reaction regardless of load, the new damper design permits varying degrees of ride comfort depending on the loading of the car during driving.  This equates to a comfortable ride but also excellent handling when driving enthusiastically.
Steering
The rack and pinion steering on the new 3 Series Coupé and Convertible delivers precise responses to steering inputs, free of the ‘noise’ which affects front-wheel driven cars.  Power delivered to the rear wheels allows the steering to deliver the highest standard of directional accuracy and precise feedback.
The new BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible can also be specified with BMW’s innovative Active Steering.  Tailored specifically for each model, Active Steering varies the steering transmission ratio, steering angle and steering assistance as a result of driving conditions and road speed.  This removes the compromise of traditional steering systems – low speed manoeuvrability and high speed steering feedback.

Superlative stopping power
The BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible are fitted with 17-inch wheels as standard to accommodate larger brake discs.  These larger ventilated discs ensure excellent retardation with minimal fade. 

For six-cylinder powered cars the brake system is further enhanced by innovative functions now integrated in the DSC+ system.  This not only masterminds the ABS anti-lock system, but also ensures enhanced stability on slippery surfaces by applying individual brakes where necessary.  A further DSC+ function counteracts any reduction in stopping power, under extremely high brake temperatures for example, by increasing brake pressure.  This maintains full braking pressure without requiring the driver to press the pedal harder.

Carried over from the previous models, the 3 Series Coupé and Convertible feature a brake wear display, providing continuous information on the current condition of the brake pads.  A two-stage brake pad sensor continuously monitors the condition of the brake pads, whilst the data obtained in this way allows the control unit to calculate the mileage remaining until replacements are required.
Safety
Drivers of the new BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible can be reassured that they will be protected by one of the most advanced safety systems available on any car.  Both models provide unrivalled passenger cell safety with frontal, hip and thorax airbags, latch belt tensioners and belt force limiters activated by sensor-controlled safety electronics, depending on the type and severity of a collision.  
Even if driving the 3 Series Convertible with its roof down it offers a high level of protection.  A reinforced windscreen surround protects the passengers should the car roll, together with anti-roll bars which pop up as soon as the DSC system detects one wheel lifting off the ground.
Bi-Xenon headlights, standard on the BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible, give drivers optimum visibility at night, while corona rings in the headlights act as daytime driving lights.  LED rear lights act as a distinctive BMW feature and ensure clear vision for following vehicles.
A Tyre Pressure Warning System monitors air pressure constantly and alerts the driver if pressure drops by more than 30 per cent.

Other technological highlights
The latest generation of BMW ConnectedDrive, available as an option, in the new BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible includes an array of industry-leading intelligent safety and driver assistance systems including traffic information, online information, a telephone enquiry service and Enhanced Emergency Call functions which locate the car and alert the emergency services in the event of an accident.

Active Cruise Control is now available as an option on both the BMW 3 Series Coupe and Convertible, giving the driver an even higher level of support and comfort for long journeys.  Automatic distance control allows the driver to choose from four distance levels from the car in front while ACC automatically adjusts the speed of the car to traffic conditions, so whenever the car closes in on the vehicle ahead it slows down.  As soon as the lane ahead is free again, ACC raises the speed level to the previously chosen velocity.   Even with ACC fully active, the driver is able to control the speed of his car at any time simply by pressing the accelerator or applying the brakes.
5. Design
Coupé and Convertible models have been an essential ingredient in BMW’s portfolio since the 1930s.  It is a heritage based on contemporary style and elegance with defining features such as a long wheelbase, short front and rear overhangs, prominent wheel arches and an elongated, flowing silhouette.  

The current models, the third generation 3 Series Coupé and fourth generation Convertible (the first one to feature a retractable hardtop), build on this tradition.   Together they account for around one third of current BMW 3 Series volume.  The sleek, dynamic looks of the BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible have been enhanced by subtle styling updates to refresh its looks and bring out the sporting and elegant character of these unique cars.
The revised Coupé and Convertible feature new front and rear lights, a revised kidney grille, a new front air dam, rear valance and side rocker panels.  The face of both models has been subtlety restyled by adding a twisted chrome band around the kidneys, new lights with bright white LED corona rings, indicators and side repeaters and an illuminated ‘eyebrow’.  A new front air dam with a single large air intake is embellished with matt aluminium fins to give the car a wider and lower frontal appearance and, thus, a more dynamic look.

At the rear all red light clusters feature LED light bars and the re-styled rear bumper visually reduces the perception of height, giving a more dynamic stance.   In profile the BMW 3 Series Coupé and Convertible are slightly longer than their former models due to the new front and rear valances – by 29mm at the front and 3mm at the rear – helping to optimise pedestrian safety in the event of a collision. 

Contrasting character lines on the side valances and rear bumper enhance the sporting stance of both cars, while new standard wheel designs (and a new optional 18-inch alloy) and three new exterior colours, Vermillion Red, Deep Sea Blue and Mineral White, put the finishing touches to the exterior.  
Interior updates 
Inside, Dakota Leather is now standard on all Coupé and Convertible models while new Anthracite Bamboo trim offers a fresh, modern feel.

6. History
BMW’s very first production car was actually a convertible.  Created after BMW purchased the Eisenach-based Dixi car company in autumn 1928, the open-top Dixi 3/15 was, a version of the Austin Seven built under licence at the Eisenacher Fahrzeugwerke plant.  In July 1929 it was joined by the BMW 3/15 DA2 offering four-wheel brakes, a larger body and a larger range of models including two- and four-seater cabriolet derivatives.  

BMW’s characteristic kidney shaped grille and straight-six engine were launched with the new BMW 303 in 1933.  The 1.2 litre 30bhp engine gave this four-seat convertible a top speed of 90km/h and later the range was extended to include 1.5- and 1.9-litre versions. 

In 1936 BMW launched the 326, creating an entirely new model available as a saloon or a two or four-door convertible. It heralded a range of pre-war vehicles available as convertibles including the 329, the 320/321 and the famous 327/8.  The all-new design of the 326 moved pre-war BMWs on from the box-shaped cabins, reminiscent of old carriage design, to a more rounded shape with mudguards that formed an integral part of the body. 

The arrival of a Coupé
While BMW had already built up demand for soft-tops it wasn’t until 1937 that the BMW 327 Sports Coupé became the marque’s first foray into what was then a new niche of vehicle.  Production technology had been developed so that the more adventurous shape of a coupé, with its flowing lines, could now be built.  

The 327 was introduced with a 55hp two-litre straight six engine and, within a year, the triple carburettor 80hp motor from the 328 joined the range.  This gave the driver the possibility of a 90mph top speed and 75mph cruising – an autobahn crushing pace at the time.

At the end of the Second World War a raft of new coupe and convertibles were launched. The most notable of these was coachbuilder Baur’s 502, based on the 502 Saloon, commonly known as the Baroque Angel for its Ruben’s like voluptuous, and Graf Goertz’s iconic 507 roadster owned by the likes of Elvis, John Surtess and Ursula Andress.  BMW’s first unitary body design appeared in 1961 with the 700, an affordable 2+2-seater that captured the hearts of open-air aficionados.  The 40 bhp convertible sports version, known as the “Worker’s Carrera”, introduced design features such as chrome strips on the bonnet, recessed door handles and frameless windows.  The 700’s rear axle also featured drawn longitudinal arms that were destined to contribute towards BMW’s unsurpassed driving dynamics in the soon-to-be-launched BMW 1500.

A very special BMW Coupé
The next notable coupé to appear came in the early 1970s when a 3.2-litre six-cylinder engine tuned to 206hp and fitted with lightweight body panels and an exotic wing kit appeared on the scene.  The BMW 3.2 CSL ‘Batmobile’ won the European Touring Car Championship in 1973 and 1975-1979 – six times in all.  It was also used as the ‘canvas’ for the very first BMW Art Car painted by Alex Calder and subsequently raced at the Le Mans 24 Hour Race. 
The BMW 6 Series Coupé was a logical development of the CS range that the Batmobile was based on and it acquired BMW’s newly established 3-5-6-7-nomenclature hierarchy.  It was four inches longer than the CS and offered more interior space with higher levels of equipment.  The 6 Series Coupé range, including a facelift in 1982, stayed in production for an unequalled 13 years and many different models were developed.  The ultimate 6 was the M635CSi of 1984.  It was powered by a 286hp version of the BMW M1 engine – a real wolf in sheep’s clothing.

The Six was superseded by an all-new BMW 8 Series Coupé.  The Eight was an elegant, continent-crushing 2+2 brimming with new technology that was a step up on the 6 Series.  It featured such innovations as multiplexing (a single wire with multiple electronic messages passing through it), ASC traction control, multi-link suspension and the first post-war V12 engine built in Germany.  It was also destined to be a Convertible too, but a change in focus for BMW meant that model never actually went on sale, despite passing the early design and engineering phases of development. 

The first BMW 3 Series Convertible and Coupé
BMW’s first ‘own’ 3 Series Convertible was launched in 1985, based on the E30 3 Series.  The E30 325i Convertible featured an extra-stiff “roll bar-free” body and an easy-to-use soft-top mechanism that, unlike competitors, stowed under a flush cover.  Thus, the classic wedge shape of the roofless 3 Series Convertible was created.  

The first true BMW 3 Series Coupé should be the E21.  However, the 3 Series Saloon built from 1975 was only available with two doors and had all the sporting characteristics of a coupe so wasn’t labelled as such. It was the same story with the second generation E30 3 Series.  It was only with the arrival of the E36 
3 Series did a true Coupé model appear.  This had the family appearance of its saloon counterpart but was in fact 3cms lower and almost every panel was different.  The bonnet to windscreen length was 8cms longer and the roof was 1.2cms shorter.  Frameless windows without a B-pillar, a steeper slope to the rear window and a shorter and lower boot completed the picture.  However, unlike many of its competitors, rear seat leg and headroom were generous.

The next generation E36 3 Series Convertible of 1994 followed the now established principle of a fabric convertible stored under a flush-fitting cover.  Safety features had developed yet further and included a specially reinforced windscreen frame with the windscreen bonded into position serving as a roll bar.  This combined with the rear protection system that consisted of two independent bars that popped up instantly in the event of a rollover. This 3 Series Coupé ushered in many innovations including VANOS variable valve timing to enhance performance, economy and emissions.  

The second generation E46 3 Series Coupé made its debut one year before the end of the millennium.  It was larger and more spacious than the E36 model and while it, too, bore close comparison with the Saloon, only three components on the body were shared.  The new E46 3 Series Coupé bore the Ci nomenclature on one four-cylinder and three six-cylinder models with power outputs ranging from 118 to 193hp.  The six-cylinder models were equipped with VANOS to deliver optimal combustion and efficiency.  The E46 Coupé offered more variants than ever before including an M3 with 343hp, the carbon fibre-roofed M3CSL and, for the first time, two diesel-powered models – the 320Cd and 330Cd.  

The third generation E46 3 Series Convertible was launched in 1999 and, although slightly larger than its predecessor, offered improved levels of performance, dynamics and safety.  For the first time in a BMW Convertible, diesel-powered models were made available.  From the four-cylinder 318Ci to the 44.8mpg 320Cd to the high-performance 3.2-litre 343hp M3 Convertible, the latter generation of 3 Series Convertible offered a car for every customer and budget.  

2003 marked a return to the exalted 6 Series name and to the higher orders of the exclusive coupé market.  Striking yet sophisticated design made the new 
6 Series an immediate stand out on the road.  The 645Ci powered by its 333hp eight cylinder engine had the oomph to match its looks and two years later it became the 650i with an enlarged 4.8-litre 367hp engine.  The 6 Series range is topped and tailed by the 507hp M6 and the 630i respectively and all models will continue in production for some years to come.
The current E92/93 Coupé and Convertible 
The current generation of BMW 3 Series Coupé heralded the introduction of more firsts when it went on sale in 2006.  The Coupé was the first ever BMW model to offer a twin-turbocharged engine and High Precision Direct Injection technology.  Launched initially with 306hp 335i and the 218hp 325i engines other derivatives soon followed including the 320d which was destined to be the biggest selling model.

Later in that same year the Convertible came to market with its own industry firsts.  The 325i convertible and 335i Convertible were the first ever BMW open-top cars to feature an electronically controlled retractable hard-top roof and the first convertible in the world with the option of a through-load luggage storage option.  The new Convertible also had a world first with Sun-Reflective leather upholstery that allowed the surface of the seats and other areas to remain at a constant temperature despite harsh direct sunlight.

Following the debut of both cars the engine line-up expanded with the four-cylinder 320i model proving the most popular derivative.  Now three years since the launch of both the 3 Series Coupé and Convertible a new model beckons. 
7. Q&A
The following is a brief Q&A with David Cantle, the BMW 3 Series range Product Manager.  The aim of the Q&A is provide you with answers to questions that might not have already been covered and for quotes to be used in your articles.

As facelifts go the changes are rather subtle aren’t they?
There is an element of if it isn’t broke don’t fix it.  The products have been so successful in the market and are still an attractive proposition, so we believe that the 3 Series Coupé and Convertible do not require any significant changes in terms of exterior design.  The exterior design changes are small in isolation, however, combine to create a cohesive fresh and contemporary new look that better compliments the dynamic capabilities of the models. The biggest changes are in the engine line-up and the enhanced specification.
How long will this generation 3 Series Coupé and Convertible remain in the market?
Right now we have absolutely no reason to consider a totally new 3 Series Coupé and Convertible, given the success of these cars.
Why doesn’t the new 3 Series Coupé and Convertible have the same contoured engine bonnet as the 3 Series Saloon and Touring?
Whist the four 3 Series products are from the same family, there has always been distinct differences in the positioning and appeal of each model. Coupé and Convertible customers have increasingly different demands from Saloon and Touring customers and as such the products can not be considered all the same and will not receive identical styling updates.
What are the distinctive features and differences to the exterior of the 3 Series Coupé and Convertible LCI?
The face of both models has been subtly restyled by adding a twisted chrome band around the kidney grill.  New front and rear lights, with bright white LED Corona rings, indicators and side repeaters plus an illuminated ‘eyebrow’ and LED rear light clusters also appear.  Both models are longer than the previous cars courtesy of new front air dams, rear valance and side rocker panels.       
What distinctions are there inside the car?
The biggest change is the introduction of standard Dakota leather upholstery on all Coupe and Convertible derivatives.
The 335i the engine was an Engine of the Year Award winner several times.  Now it comes with a single turbo-engine, why?
Simply, the use of the new engine resulted in seven per cent better fuel consumption versus the former unit for no loss in power.  A further advantage is that the new engine is about 6kgs lighter.  It is also the first-ever combination of turbo charger and a VALVETRONIC Variable Valve technology.

What specific modifications have you made to the engine of the 320d?
We have optimised the combustion chambers, the turbocharger technology, and the charge cycle process.  The intake manifold, cylinder head and oil sump are brand-new, and the entire engine has been optimised thermodynamically.  We have also reduced friction forces, particularly on the belt and valve drive as well as on the oil circuit, where we use light-running oil.  And last but not least, we have new engine management and the ancillary units of the engine have been re-arranged.
