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OVERVIEW
MINI Cooper S; A True Performer for the Motoring Enthusiast
The MINI Cooper S takes the fun and agility found in the MINI Cooper to the next level.  The car is powered by a four-cylinder, 168 horsepower engine which features supercharger technology together with an intercooler.  The MINI Cooper S is the most powerful model in the MINI range and the agile four-seater offers truly outstanding performance having a top speed, where allowable, of 134 mph.  

The MINI Cooper S reaches 60 mph in just 6.8 seconds.  The engine’s broad torque delivery, peaking at 162 lb-ft at 4000 rpm provides a powerful "kick" throughout the entire speed range.

Agility and direct handling is one of the great strengths shared by all models within the MINI line-up yet the MINI Cooper S takes agility, power, and performance to an even higher level. With standard sport-tuned suspension and a smooth-shifting, very precise six-speed Getrag gearbox, the MINI Cooper S is directly tailored to the needs of the true enthusiast driver.  The car offers superior performance and driving characteristics on both twisting roads as well as long, fast highways.

From the outside, the model is clearly differentiated from the MINI Cooper through

· A functional bonnet air scoop 

· Aggressive body-color front and rear bumpers with lowered valance

· Unique rear spoiler 

· Twin center-mounted chrome-plated tailpipes

· Side grilles with integrated "S" logo 

· Chrome-plated ‘quick release’ fuel tank filler flap

· 16-inch light-alloy wheels finished either in white or silver. (17” available as an option)

The exclusive MINI Cooper S interior features high quality materials such as leather and high quality upholsteries and an assortment of door and fascia trim.  The sports seats, leather steering wheel and gearshift, and a stainless steel footrest round off the exclusive look of the car.

Standard features on the MINI Cooper S include;

Why ‘S’?

The name ’Cooper S’ has a true sporting pedigree: The Classic Mini Cooper S (developed by John Cooper Racing) dominated European rallying in the mid-sixties. The car won the ’64, ’65 and ’67 Monte Carlo rally, (also being controversially disqualified in ’66 after finishing first, second and third).  The ‘S’ also scored multiple wins in European Touring Car and Saloon Car competitions throughout the 1960s and 1970s.  Mini motorsport remains popular in Europe. 
The true meaning of the “S” designation, as used on the famous Mini Cooper “S” of the ‘60s, is lost in time.  It is believed that designer Sir Alec Issigonis and John Cooper disagreed over ‘Sport’ or ‘Special’ – so “S” simply came to mean “S”.

John Cooper Works Kit Now Factory-Installed

MINI has now made the popular John Cooper Works performance upgrade available as a 2006 factory-installed option for the MINI Cooper S.  In addition to the engine performance upgrade, the factory installation adds the John Cooper Works sport brake kit and a limited-slip differential.  Along with the expanded line of John Cooper Works tuner accessories, MINI USA will continue to offer the dealer-installed John Cooper Works engine performance kit for the MINI Cooper S.
Checkmate Package Highlights New 2006 Options
For 2006, MINI USA now offers even more ways for owners to individualize their MINI.  Available on MINI Cooper S, the Checkmate package features an exclusive exterior appearance with special Checkmate side decals, a rear spoiler and bonnet stripes.  The custom Checkmate interior offers uniquely patterned cloth/leather sport seats, leather wrapped wheel and a high-gloss, specially patterned dash panel.  An exclusive performance wheel and tire package, Dynamic Stability Control and font fog lamps round out the package’s sporty orientation.

MINI USA also expands its line of optional equipment for 2006.  New interior options for the MINI Cooper S include English Leather upholstery, a MINI “Seven” interior surface trim with a high-gloss patterned dash panel and a MINI “Park Lane” interior surface trim option with a high gloss piano black dash panel.  Exterior options include roof, mirror caps and bonnet stripes now available in silver, a new Royal Grey metallic paint.
PERFORMANCE 

Compact and Powerful
The driving force beneath the beautifully curved bonnet of the MINI Cooper S is a four-cylinder power unit, which in naturally aspirated form offers outstanding responsiveness in the MINI Cooper.  In the MINI Cooper S, this 16-valve unit’s performance is further enhanced by a mechanically driven supercharger and intercooler.  The supercharger compresses the fresh air drawn in by the engine to an overpressure of 0.8 bar. Since the air warms up in this compression process, it is then cooled by an intercooler before entering the combustion chambers, thus ensuring a significant increase in engine charge, output, and performance.  At 6,000 rpm, the compact 1.6-liter transverse-mounted engine develops a maximum output of 168 horsepower.

Delivering the performance required in a MINI Cooper S results in increased thermal and mechanical loads on the power unit.  Therefore a number of components such as the crankshaft, pistons, valves, radiator, and engine management parameters have been specially modified for this model. 

Compression, in turn, has been reduced from 10.6:1 on the MINI Cooper to 8.3:1 on the MINI Cooper S. Bore and stroke are exactly the same as on the MINI Cooper.  A throaty performance exhaust system produces a distinctive, sporty note. 

Driven by a toothed belt, the compressor, unlike an exhaust gas turbocharger, does not have the usual time-lag in its response, but rather builds up torque until peaking at 162 lb-ft at a very useable 4,000 rpm. Benefiting from drive-by-wire technology, the unit uses an electric impulse instead of a conventional throttle cable to operate the throttle butterfly, thus making the engine extremely responsive.

This arrangement gives the nimble four-seater a level of performance otherwise offered only by the most dynamic cars in higher segments of the market. The top speed of the MINI Cooper S is 134 mph with the 6-speed manual transmission and 137 mph with the new automatic transmission.

The combination of brisk acceleration, top speed, and impressive torque under all conditions gives the MINI Cooper S its fun-to-drive characteristic.  The genuinely “beefy” torque curve has 80 percent of its maximum torque between 2,500 and 6,500 rpm.
Fuel consumption for the MINI Cooper S is 25/32 mpg city/highway - a highly respectable figure considering the power of the engine.  And like the MINI Cooper, the MINI Cooper S naturally exceeds all government emissions standards.  Indeed the engine is so clean it does not require complex exhaust gas recirculation.
Drive-By-Wire

All MINIs utilize drive-by-wire technology, which converts gas pedal actuation into an electrical signal.  This signal, in turn, is transferred to a drivetrain control unit, which ensures maximum performance and minimum emissions under all operating conditions.  The system also optimizes torque, which makes the engine extremely responsive to driver inputs.
Limited Slip = Performance Grip

The MINI Cooper S can now be optioned with a new limited slip differential, a performance feature coveted by motoring enthusiasts.  The limited slip differential helps to divert more torque towards the drive wheel with better traction ensuring power is transmitted to the road more effectively.  This helps to increase traction under acceleration or during cornering, resulting in improved handling and increased stability.

The unit, manufactured by GKN Driveline, is a torque-sensitive differential that manages torque output under acceleration and deceleration and offers a 30% slip rate.  This means, there is no loss of torque if the difference in grip between the two wheels is 30 % or less.  The system also allows the threshold for Dynamic Stability Control (DSC) to be increased without impeding the system’s safe intervention in slippery situations.  All of this benefits the enthusiastic driver of a MINI Cooper S at its performance edge. The limited slip differential is only available with the manual 6-speed transmission.

Automatic for the (Performance Minded) People

The MINI Cooper S is now offered with a six-speed automatic transmission including Steptronic mode and Steptronic shifting paddles on the steering wheel.  Unlike the MINI Cooper Continuously Variable Transmission, this new automatic transmission has fixed gear ratios which result in quick gear changes and a dynamic driving experience tuned specifically to match the MINI Cooper S’ sporty character.  This new automatic transmission is built by Aisin 

The unit also features Adaptive Transmission Control which allows the transmission to adapt to one’s driving style.  For example, the transmission will build the revs longer between gear changes if it ‘knows’ the driver enjoys taking the car to its limits.

Service Interval Indicator
The time between service intervals depends on each individual’s driving style.  In some cases drivers can travel up to 15,000 miles before the next service is required.  The system gathers data on the vehicle’s operating conditions, including things such as fuel consumption and average speed.  When the system reaches its threshold, a light on the dashboard informs the driver when a service is necessary.
Warranty Coverage

All MINIs come with a four-year/50,000 mile new vehicle warranty, with a 12 year/unlimited mileage corrosion rust-through warranty.  Also part of the warranty package is MINI’s free maintenance program for a period of 3 years, 36,000 miles which includes MINI’s roadside assistance program.
HANDLING
A Go-Kart Performer
Agility and direct handling are two of the characteristics shared by all models in the MINI range.  Benefiting from sport tuned suspension, the MINI Cooper S is tailored even more directly to the requirements of the dedicated motorist, offering impressive handling and performance on both twisting roads and long, fast highways.  The Sports Plus suspension comes with reinforced anti-roll bars and firmer springs than the Sports suspension standard on the MINI Cooper. 

The suspension set-up on the MINI Cooper S has been designed to deliver the brand’s legendary road-holding capabilities and razor-sharp turn-in.  McPherson spring struts up front and a sophisticated multi-link rear suspension with a reinforced stabilizer bar are unique in a car this size.  This set-up ensures optimum road holding at all times.  The very direct electro hydraulic steering (only 2.5 turns lock to lock) provides the go-kart like handling that MINI fans have always enjoyed.  

For superb directional stability, both drive shafts on the car are of equal length, thus significantly reducing torque steer under hard acceleration, cornering, and braking. 

To optimize the MINI Cooper S’ handling and performance in all conditions the car comes standard not only with ABS, Electronic Brake Force Distribution (EBD) and Cornering Brake Control (CBC), but also with Traction Control which may be deactivated by the driver.  DSC (Dynamic Stability Control) is also available as an option.  

Traction Control ensures that the extra power to the front wheels is conveyed safely to the road at all times. The system uses the ABS sensors to detect any wheel slippage, automatically cutting power to any spinning wheel until it grips again. It also works under deceleration on a slippery surface if a wheel approaches lock-up due to engine braking. In this instance power is gently fed to that wheel to get it rolling again and so control is regained.

Dynamic Stability Control (DSC) is an even more advanced system. It works to maintain cornering stability at all times, not just under braking. It adjusts the attitude of the car through automatic brake applications to individual wheels.

Cornering Braking Control (CBC) tempers the natural tendency for a car to become unstable at the rear if the brakes are applied heavily while cornering.  The system recognizes that the car is cornering and feeds more braking force to the outside front wheel and counteracts potential oversteer. Additionally, more effective braking force can be fed to the rear brakes slowing the car as fast as possible with maximum stability.

The agile suspension is rounded off by 16-inch light-alloy wheels running on 195/55 R 16 run-flat all-season tires fitted as standard. As an option the MINI Cooper S may also be fitted with 205/45 R17 or optional all season runflat tires running on striking 17-inch S-Lite wheels.

SAFETY 
Sets New Small Car Standards
MINI Cooper S’ control systems such as ABS, EBD CBC and optional DSC not only improve handling and stability for motoring enjoyment but also provide the car with stability and predictability, thus providing a very high level of active safety.
MINI also sets new standards of passive safety.  Front driver and passenger “smart” airbags detect the strength of an impact and the presence of a passenger.  Additionally, two side airbags are concealed in the outer cushions of the front seats and help to protect the driver and passenger against thoracic injury.  All the airbags are linked and controlled via common crash sensors, providing optimum use of the airbags in any situation.

In the event of a side impact, the MINI Cooper S comes with a head airbag system (AHPS 2 = Advanced Head Protection System), providing both front and rear passengers with a high level of protection against head injury.  The system is comprised of an inflatable tubular airbag that deploys in conjunction with a sling-like curtain and is concealed in the roof liner edge stretching from the A pillar to the C pillar.  AHPS 2 protects the head against side forces and against objects penetrating into the vehicle. In the event of an impact, the airbag deploys between the occupant’s head and the sidewall of the vehicle. To further improve safety, this airbag remains inflated after activation to protect against secondary or tertiary side impacts, common in vehicle-to-vehicle accident situations, or in the event of a roll-over. Three-point safety belts offer protection for all four seats, with the front seats also featuring belt pre-tensioners, belt-force limiters and height adjustable upper mountings.

The comprehensive passive safety of the MINI Cooper S is due in part to its robust body structure.  The rigidity of the body shell, at 24,500 Nm/degree, is two to three times higher than that of other small cars and means that if a torsional force of 24,500 Newton meters were applied, the body itself would only twist by one degree.  This also reduces vibration in the body and guarantees excellent handling in all conditions and with all driving styles.  The body structure also makes the passenger cell extremely tough during impacts.  Special crumple zones help to absorb energy and are extremely effective in the event of an accident.

The relative positions of the front seats and the transverse engine give optimum occupant protection. The stiff body shell and front bulkhead ensures that the passenger area is well protected.  The power train has been specifically designed to transmit impact energy away from the passenger cell and through the floor.

A further standard safety feature is the Battery Safety Terminal (BST) on the starter battery at the rear, interrupting the flow of electric power in a severe impact. 

Proper tire pressure is important in vehicle stability and safety.  Therefore the MINI Cooper S features a standard flat tire monitoring system that utilizes the ABS system to constantly monitor the rotation of the tires and will activate a warning light in the speedometer when the system detects that a tire begins to rotate differently as a result of lost pressure.

The MINI Cooper S is the only car of its size in the world to be fitted standard with run-flat tires for optimum safety in the event of a puncture.  These tires enhance the car’s active safety by keeping it stable after a blow out.  The tires have reinforced sidewalls that allow the driver to proceed at speeds up to 50 mph for more than 90 miles even with the tires completely deflated.

EXTERIOR 
Distinctive and Personal
First sight of the MINI Cooper S reveals that this is a very special MINI.  The car’s lines and features demonstrate clearly that this is a powerful and agile car full of character. The “S” logo has been designed to resemble a series of bends in the road and is proudly boasted on the cars side grille and incorporated in the rear MINI logo.  The true meaning of the “S” designation, as used on the famous Mini Cooper “S” of the ‘60s, is lost in time.  It is believed that designer Sir Alec Issigonis and John Cooper disagreed over ‘Sport’ or ‘Special’ – so “S” simply came to mean “S”.

The enhanced performance of the MINI Cooper S is shown through its exterior design and styling.  Functional modifications to the body allow the car’s extra power reserves to be put to even more effective use.  The air intake scoop on the bonnet not only accentuates the car’s athletic appearance, but also serves to cool the flow of air between the supercharger and the engine. 

Unique body-color front and rear bumpers, an integrated honeycomb grille in the deeper valance, side-sills finished in black, wider wheel arches and a roof spoiler all give the MINI Cooper S a very special and athletic touch.  Particularly, the roof spoiler was developed especially for the MINI Cooper S and it aids in increasing the down force on the rear, thus improving directional stability and driving behavior. 

Two chrome-plated tailpipes in the middle of the powerful-looking rear end as well as the “Cooper S” logo show that this MINI is truly an individual car. 

Like the crossbars in the radiator grille, the grab handle on the rear lid comes in body color. The exterior mirrors and MINIs signature contrast roof are available in white, black or silver.  The roof is also available in body color at no extra cost.  The MINI Cooper S is available in ten exterior colors, with Dark Silver metallic exclusive to the model.
Further features of this high-performance MINI are a chrome-plated tank filler flap and side-grilles with an integrated “S” logo, as well as the 16-inch light-alloy wheels finished either in white or silver – a no-cost choice for the customer. 

Despite these distinctions setting it apart from the MINI Cooper, the MINI Cooper S is clearly a genuine MINI with the authentic MINI design cues giving the car its powerful, authentic character. The recognizable bulldog-like MINI face with its large rounded headlights, the short body overhangs, steep side sections, and long wheelbase also characterize the unique and muscular look of the MINI Cooper S.
INTERIOR 

A MINI Inside-Out
Opening the door of a MINI Cooper S, the driver and passengers are greeted by alloy doorsill strips proudly bearing the logo “MINI Cooper S” as a clear indication of the exceptional features inside the car. 

The MINI Cooper S has a striking interior that takes its design cues from the minimal look of the original Mini, yet it is engineered to provide outstanding ergonomics, comfort and safety.  Modern materials such as metallic-colored facings on the dashboard, and a variety of upholstery materials, add to the contemporary design.

Paying respects to the classic Mini interior, the MINI Cooper S features a center-mounted speedometer.  The speedometer unit also houses fuel level and coolant temperature gauges, and a LED readout, including odometer, trip odometer, clock and service interval display.  Warning lights for low fuel level, oil pressure, flat tire monitoring system, ABS, brake pad wear and airbags also reside in the speedometer cluster.  All instruments have concave anti-reflecting lenses to minimize reflection and they can be trimmed in an assortment of finishes, including anthracite or silver.  
The optional Chrome Line interior trim package comes with chrome trim around the instruments and knobs on the dash panel, as well chrome trim around the shift lever, cup holders and air vents.  Body colored dash and interior trim is optional when either Chili Red or Hyper Blue exterior paint is ordered.
The tachometer in the MINI Cooper S is placed on the steering column in front of the driver, maintaining the sporty emphasis associated with the Cooper name.  The tachometer gauge also houses a LED readout for outside temperature, current speed and displays for the optional on-board computer.  The on-board computer provides ‘range until empty’, current and average fuel consumption and average speed at the touch of a button located on the directional stalk.

If the satellite navigation system is ordered, the speedometer is moved to the steering column next to the tachometer, while the satellite navigation screen is placed centrally on the dashboard.  Also available is a Chrono Pack center gauge cluster.  The optional gauge cluster is reminiscent of a multi-function chronograph and houses analog gauges for fuel level, oil pressure, oil temperature and coolant temperature.  As with the navigation system option, the speedometer is moved to the steering column.  The steering column on the MINI Cooper S is height-adjustable and the standard, leather wrapped steering wheel sports a distinctive three-spoke design with integrated driver’s airbag.  An optional steering wheel with multi-function controls for audio and cruise control is also available.

The MINI’s center console is flanked with a striking aluminum-finished down-tube design and houses the audio system, climate controls and switch gear for MINI’s standard and optional features.  The switches are a toggle design to echo the switchgear of the original Mini and are provided for the standard power windows, rear window de-froster and central locking system.  Toggle switches for optional equipment include Dynamic Stability Control (DSC) and front fog lights. The front fog light and rear window de-froster switches have illuminating diodes on the ends to show when they are switched on.  The lower center console includes two cup holders, a cigarette lighter as well as binnacles for storage.  An optional center arm rest with storage can also be ordered.
The door trim on the MINI Cooper S carries through the same bold design as the rest of the interior. The armrest and storage compartment in the door are stylishly framed in silver or anthracite and the surface of the armrest is covered with black leather standard.  This trim can be ordered in body color when Chili Red or Hyper Blue exterior colors are ordered.
The standard front sports seats with supportive side bolsters give excellent comfort and support, to help hold the driver and passenger in place during enthusiastic driving.  Side airbags are integrated into the seat bolsters and the passenger seat incorporates a ‘smart’ airbag sensor to detect an occupant in the seat.  This system helps to prevent unnecessary deployment of the airbag in the event the seat is unoccupied.  Height adjustment and lumbar support are provided standard for the driver and passenger.  Two-level heated seats are also available as an option.  The seats are available in an impressive array of leather, leatherette or cloth upholsteries.
The bucket-style rear seats, indents in the back of the front seats and generous head room, allow taller passengers to sit comfortably in the rear. With the Classis Mini designer Alec Issigonis’ concept in mind, the MINI Cooper S utilizes the maximum possible interior space for the minimum external size.  The rear seat splits 50:50, and with both seat-backs folded, increases the boot capacity from 5.6 cubic feet to a highly practical 25 cubic feet. The rear seats have release latches conveniently located in the boot and all handles are hidden from the outside – a small, but subtle security feature. The rear seats have been designed to accommodate the ISOFIX child seat system fitted with standardized latch points.

Attention has been given to interior illumination.  Xenon lamps in the headliner along with lamps in the foot wells and the boot illuminate the cabin when a door is open. Lighted vanity mirrors also come standard.  When the headlamps are switched on, amber low intensity LEDs illuminate the interior door handles and special pinpoint lights in the headliner cascade a soft amber light over the center console.  Four reading lamps are also mounted in the headliner.  As an additional safety feature, the interior lighting is activated via the remote central locking feature on the key fob.   When the unlock button is pressed, the interior lights come on and remain on for up to 30 seconds.  This provides added security when locating the car in the dark.  Entry/exit lights in the underside of the doors illuminate the ground alongside the car for added visibility and safety.
Switches in the center console are provided for the standard power windows, rear window de-froster, All Season Traction control (ASC) and central locking system.  Toggle switches for optional equipment include Dynamic Stability Control (DSC) and front fog lights. The front fog light and rear window de-froster switches have illuminating diodes on the ends to show when they are switched on.

A wide choice of options and special equipment is of course available to the MINI enthusiast seeking to customize his or her car. The list extends from the Harman/Kardon audio system and a GPS navigation unit via the extra-large power dual-pane panorama sunroof all the way to Park Distance Control (PDC) and xenon headlights.
HI-TECH FEATURES
Premium Comfort and Convenience

Despite its small outer dimensions, the MINI Cooper S is packed with sophisticated technology.  A high-tech data bus system or k-bus system is incorporated to enhance reliability and reduce the amount of cables, wires and connectors,
The k-bus system reduces the number of wires and cables by using the same wires and cables for different systems, called mutual data transmission.  Besides reliability, the k-bus system makes assembly much easier, reduces weight and allows for the integration of additional functions such as rain sensors and GPS navigation to name a few.

Features on the MINI Cooper S that provide extra safety and comfort include standard remote central locking which controls the doors, tailgate and fuel tank lid from distances up to 50 feet.  MINI offers a coded drive-away protection system that is activated and deactivated by the key and works via a rolling random code system that significantly reduces the likelihood of drive-away theft.
Options available on the MINI Cooper S include a navigation system that uses Global Positioning Satellite technology (GPS) and a DVD based map directory to determine the position of the car and help guide the driver to the desired destination via detailed displays on the system’s color screen.  A rain sensor controls the windshield wipers depending on the quantity of rain falling onto the windshield.  An auto-dimming rear view mirror that automatically adjusts to minimize glare and an integrated universal garage door opener are also available.  

The MINI Cooper S can also be optioned with Park Distance Control integrated into the rear bumper.  This system uses sonic waves to measure the distance between the rear bumper and another object such as an adjacent parked car or a wall.  As the rear bumper of the MINI moves closer, an audible warning inside the car progressively beeps faster.  When the car reaches a minimum distance to the object, the audible warning becomes a constant tone indicating the driver should stop to avoid contact.  An optional rear fog light is also available.

MINI also offers an optional automatic air conditioning system.  This system incorporates a digital temperature display and automatic functions to quickly and automatically achieve its particular setting.  An automatic, rapid car defrost setting can also be activated by the touch of a button.  This system activates the maximum defrost and fan setting as well as recirculation control and the heated rear window to quickly clear the windows and achieve the desired interior climate, 

In Car Entertainment

The MINI Cooper S comes standard with an AM/FM Stereo sound system with in-dash CD player and 6 speakers.  For no difference in cost, customers have the option to choose the same sound system, but with a cassette player in place of a CD player.  Available as an option, the Harmon Kardon system provides maximum listening enjoyment and is designed specially to suit the MINI’s acoustic features and layout. The CD system contains no less than eight speakers and also a digital amplifier. The integrated digital sound processor means that sound levels can be varied around the car guaranteeing personalized listening pleasure in every seat.  
MINI also offers a multitude of audio upgrades as dealer installed accessories.  Sirius Satellite radio can be installed and programmed to offer an impressive selection of commercial-free radio stations.  An available MINI iPod adaptor is also available as a dealer installed accessory to seamlessly integrate the functionality of Apple’s iPod into MINI’s audio system controls.  A six-disc CD changer located in the boot is also available as a dealer installation.  And Bluetooth technology is available through a hands-free mobile phone package that allows the driver to operate a compatible phone through the vehicle’s sound system.
