The multi-dimensional Horizon Banner invites visitors to experience mobility with all their senses.
Munich. The Horizon Banner created by Helge Windisch is a particular highlight in the Campus Portal, the first room leading into the Junior Campus. Extending over a length of no less than 35 metres or 115 feet and measuring 1.50 metres or 4.9 feet in height, the Horizon Banner forms a mural image along the walls, offering the observer a panoramic view of three glass levels behind one another. Completed as a collage of illustrations by hand and photographies, the Horizon Banner combines phenomena of everyday life and scenes from nature and city life with innovative means of mobility. Numerous details to be discovered, say, when moving the flexible monitors over a dream car provoke the curiosity and concentration of children and young people. 

The inclusion of interactive materials, such as short films, info boards and displays, creates a four-dimensional picture guiding the observer into the world of mobility. Through its many forms of presentation and dimensions, the Horizon Banner provides a far-reaching overview of features and phenomena, and offers a feeling of borderless mobility.

As part of the "Nature and Mobility" experience in the Junior Campus, the Horizon Banner is supplemented by another exciting installation, the Rolling Ball Sculpture. The interaction of these two elements turns the Campus Portal into a very special place bound to arouse great interest in the subject of "mobility" through a genuine experience of fun and excitement.

Created over a period of two years, the Horizon Banner is a project by Cologne graphic designer and illustrator Helge Windisch in cooperation with the simple environmedia gmbh agency, which developed the basic concept and conducted the architectural planning.

Helge Windisch has been working as an independent creator of images in Cologne and Berlin since 1995, focusing, first, on the development of image worlds through analogue and digital techniques and, second, on various themes and topics in the examination of space and its dimensions. 

After studying graphic design, Helge Windisch, ever since starting out as a freelance artist, has also been creating classic graphic designs for numerous print and digital media in practical applications.

Windisch's artistic works and creations have already been on display in numerous exhibitions, including three individual exhibitions of his work in Cologne, Leipzig, and Berlin.
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
