Junior Campus in BMW Welt:
Junior Campus is part of BMW Welt in Munich. Here, children aged from 7 to 13 and school classes from 2nd to 7th grade can discover the world of mobility under the guidance of trained educational staff, while their parents explore the world of BMW at BMW Welt in the BMW Museum and the BMW Plant Munich. BMW Welt will open on October 20, 2007.

Area:
Junior Campus covers an area of around 460 square meters over two floors.

Junior Campus comprises:
a) Workshops:

Workshop I: Discovering Mobility.
· A film presentation introduces young visitors to the main theme “Mobility” and motivates them to find out more. 

· Young visitors in teams of three are invited to complete a quiz to test their knowledge; eleven exhibits are presented, enabling them to discover a host of interesting facts about the four main topic areas of Traffic Education, Transport Research, Energy and Environment as well as Work and Social, plus the current focal topic of the Junior Campus “Drive Systems and Safety”. At the end, they are awarded the Junior Campus Diploma.

Workshop II: Discovering and Designing Mobility.
· As a complement to the topics described above, children are invited to design their own vehicle in line with certain specifications, under the guidance of trained educational staff. 

· The teams pass through five Information and Material Points, which are both functional (from stage to stage of a vehicle production) and informative (significance of chassis, engine etc. with regards to Drive Systems and Safety).
· The selected vehicle components which children receive at the various stations are assembled in the vehicle design area. 

· At the end, the vehicles are tested, photographed and „delivered“ on a conveyor belt at which point each participant receives its diploma.

b) Exhibits, Information and Activity Points:
Campus Portal: 

Rolling ball sculpture, exhibits of raw materials (water, carbon, metals, petroleum, quartz sand, recycling, sustainable raw materials), dream car, conveyor system.
Campus Laboratory: 

Exhibits on the topic of Drive Systems and Safety (energy, explosion, gear 
systems, roads, shock absorbers, stability and grip, steering, response, 
brake disks); special material exhibit, fun quiz stand.
Campus Workshop: 

Order, production line, information and material points (engine design, design lab, interior design, chassis technology, safety testing), delivery with Test Center, conveyor system.

Reservation/booking for individual visitors:

· Via the Information Service, at the BMW Welt information desk or at the Junior Campus registration desk.
· Campus Portal is accessible to everyone; reservation is not necessarily required for participation in the workshops at the Campus Laboratory. 


Reservation/booking for groups:

· Via the Information Service, at the BMW Welt information desk or at the Junior Campus registration desk.
· Reservation is necessary for participation in the workshop „Discovering and Designing Mobility“ (duration: 3 ¼ hours) in the Campus Laboratory and Campus Workshop (please register at least 14 days in advance).
· The group contact can sign up the individual participants via a web application. This shortens the checking-in process when the class arrives. 

Capacity:
A maximum of 30 children can participate simultaneously in a Junior Campus workshop during a regular visit.

Accessibility:
The Junior Campus premises are designed for full wheelchair access, although use of some exhibits is restricted. 

Cloakroom and lockers:
The cloakroom is located in the basement of BMW Welt. 

Lockers are available for school materials.

Jackets and coats can also be left in Junior Campus. 

Directions:
Munich Hauptbahnhof (main railway station):
U-Bahn (subway) lines U4/5: to stop Odeonsplatz, change there to line U3 in the direction of Olympiazentrum and exit at Olympiazentrum (travel time around 20 minutes).

Munich Airport:
S-Bahn (rapid transit train) lines 1 or 8 to stop Marienplatz, change there to U-Bahn (subway) line U3 in the direction of Olympiazentrum and exit at Olympiazentrum (travel time around 70 minutes).

City center:
U-Bahn (subway) line U3 in the direction of Olympiazentrum, exit at Olympiazentrum (travel time around 20 minutes).

Parking:
Cars and motorbikes:

Underground car park at BMW Welt (fee charged). In addition, further motorbike parking is available along the entrance ramp to the underground car park; these parking spaces are free of charge. The museum does not have its own car park. 


Buses and coaches:

Although buses may not park in the underground car park, they may stop at the door of BMW Welt to unload passengers. Parking for buses and coaches is available at the “Parkharfe” parking area in the Olympic Park.

· Hourly fee for 1st and 2nd hours 1.50 EUR/h.
· Each additional hour 1.00 EUR/h.
· Maximum daily charge 10.00 EUR.
Opening hours of BMW Welt car park:
· Weekdays from 6.30 am to midnight.
· Weekends from 8.00 am to midnight.
Junior Campus Team:
