The exposure I gained this year riding for Husqvarna in the Enduro World Championship prompted many proposals from different brands,” commented Meo after signing the agreement.  “Husqvarna is not only my team, but my family. Between Fabrizio and myself there is more than a team manager/rider relationship and, when it came time to choose, I had no doubts. I’m happy and thankful that Martino Bianchi is supporting my desire to continue to compete in motocross, a discipline that I still love. I’m sure we’ll do a great work together in the future.”
