Team Profile

RSR Motorsports returned to the GRAND-AM Continental Tire Sports Car Challenge Series in 2010 for their fourth season in professional motorsports – racing three MINI Cooper S Hardtop vehicles. With just one race remaining in the season – the Salt Lake City 200 on September 11, RSR has already earned two wins and a third-place finish. Based in Mesa, Arizona, RSR Motorsports has been a solid presence in the Street Tuner (ST) class of Continental Tire Challenge since the team’s entry into the series in 2007. 

RSR made their GRAND-AM debut in 2007, and after their rookie season they were ready for a breakout performance in 2008. RSR broke the single-lap track record at Lime Rock Park, Mosport International Raceway, Mid-Ohio and Miller Motorsports Park. An RSR MINI sat on the ST pole at both Mid-Ohio and Miller, as well.
The 2009 season held further success. After snagging the pole at Trois-Rivieres, RSR led most of the race before a seat mount broke. The unlikely problem aside, it proved that RSR was continuing to develop as a GRAND-AM team, and they could not only run with, but lead the best entries in the class. Another pole—this time at Virginia International Raceway—and the fastest race lap at Miller added to the accolades. 
Always striving for more, RSR Motorsports started the 2010 season by setting the fastest race lap at Daytona International Speedway. Sarah Cattaneo followed up with the pole at Homestead-Miami Speedway, while teammates BJ Zacharias and Craig Conway finished third in the No. 198 RSR Motorsports MINI Cooper S.
Ask anyone with RSR Motorsports, though, and they’ll tell you their success is due to teamwork, dedication, and the never-ending desire to win.

And win they did. Randall Smalley and Owen Trinkler co-drove to victory during the race at New Jersey Motorsports Park in July. It marked the first win for RSR Motorsports and the first professional win for MINIUSA. In addition, Randall and Owen achieved victory in the first car built entirely in-house by the RSR crew. Smalley and Trinkler repeated their performance, winning on the challenging street course at Trois-Rivieres proved that RSR Motorsports and MINI are forces to be reckoned with.
RSR Motorsports heads into the final round of the season at Miller Motorsports Park hoping to earn their third consecutive win. RSR has claimed the pole and the fastest race lap at Miller in the past. They have the speed and strategy at the Utah track. Now, RSR wants the trophy.

RSR Motorsports: Drivers

RANDALL SMALLEY founded RSR Motorsports in 2007. As team owner, he has led his stable of MINI Cooper S race cars to three poles, four track records and two wins. Those two wins belong to Smalley and co-driver Owen Trinkler, who drove the No. 198 RSR Motorsports MINI Cooper S to victory at both New Jersey Motorsports Park and Trois-Rivieres in Quebec. For Smalley, the consecutive wins are the highlight of the 2010 racing season. Smalley was introduced to racing through MINI Challenge in his home state of Arizona. After winning three championships, he raced a MINI in GRAND-AM Continental Tire Sports Car Challenge for another team before stepping into the dual role of team owner and driver.

OWEN TRINKLER is a race winner in both GRAND-AM Continental Tire Sports Car Challenge and the GRAND-AM Rolex Series. Most recently, Trinkler earned back-to-back wins at New Jersey Motorsports Park and Trois-Rivieres. He and Randall Smalley claimed the victories in the No. 198 RSR Motorsports MINI Cooper S, the first car built entirely in-house by the RSR team. Trinkler also serves as Team Manager of RSR Motorsports. He joined the team in 2007 and since then he has claimed two wins, four pole positions and a number of top-five finishes. Trinkler hails from Nashville, Tennessee, but he relocated to Kissimmee, Florida to oversee operations at the RSR Motorsports shop.

SARAH CATTANEO got her first taste of GRAND-AM Continental Tire Sports Car Challenge competition in 2008, when she raced at Virginia International Raceway with RSR. Cattaneo returned in 2009 for select rounds, earning a best finish of sixth at Barber Motorsports Park. The 2010 season marks Cattaneo’s first full season with the team, and she has turned heads from the start. At Homestead-Miami Speedway, only the second race of the season, she claimed the ST pole. It marked the first time that a female driver has held pole position in the class. Since then, Cattaneo and co-driver VJ Mirzayan have driven to a number of top-ten finishes, including a best finish of seventh at New Jersey Motorsports Park. Cattaneo’s talent behind the wheel has been apparent since she got her racing license in 2006. She earned back-to-back championships in NASA Arizona’s PTC class, and she won the Don Guthrie Memorial Sportsman of the Year award in 2007.

VJ MIRZAYAN made his GRAND-AM Continental Tire Sports Car Challenge debut in 2006, notching a best finish of fourth in the ST class at Virginia International Raceway. His sophomore season included a pair of second place ST finishes, and he proved to be an extremely consistent driver, finishing in the top ten in all but one race. For 2008, Mirzayan returned to the ST class, earning another podium at Iowa Speedway, where he placed second. Mirzayan made his debut with RSR Motorsports in 2009, running a limited season. Throughout 2010, Mirzayan has earned a number of top ten finishes, including a best finish of seventh at New Jersey Motorsports Park.

BJ ZACHARIAS has been a mainstay in GRAND-AM Continental Tire Sports Car Challenge for over a decade, earning a number of podiums and top-five finishes. Zacharias made his debut with RSR Motorsports in 2008, driving to fifth at Virginia International Raceway. This year, Zacharias and Craig Conway co-drove to third in the ST class at Homestead-Miami Speedway. It was the first career podium for RSR Motorsports. In addition, Zacharias has also found success in the GRAND-AM Rolex Series. A GT class win at Mid-Ohio and third at the Rolex 24 at Daytona are among his top finishes.

DICKY RIEGEL grew up watching his father work with Roger Penske. Finally, Riegel wanted a taste of life behind the wheel himself, so he attended several Skip Barber Racing Schools. He made his Skip Barber Regional racing debut at Road America in 2008, earning Rookie of the Race honors with his sixth-place finish. Riegel made his RSR Motorsports debut that same year, finishing 14th at Virginia International Raceway. He is running a limited season with the team this year. Off the track, Riegel stays busy as Group President of Thor Industries. Thor’s company, Four Winds International, is a proud sponsor of RSR Motorsports.
